DOCTOR

INT. HOSPITAL CORRIDOR -- LIGHTS ON

Screaming of a patient (early 20s) can be heard from a

room. The doctor and two nurses are running toward the

room in the corridor. They enter in the room and see the

patient screaming. He is begging for relief.

INT. DOCTOR’S ROOM -- CONTINUOUS

GUY

(emotionally)

Yes.

DOCTOR

Do you have the permission of

your brother?

INT. OPERATION ROOM -- EVENING

The doctor is trying to control the patient. He is crying

in pain. Nurses are taking out the equipments. There is

chaos in the room.

PATIENT

(screaming in pain)

Save me doctor!! Fucking save me!

INT. DOCTOR’S ROOM -- CONTINUOUS

GUY

Yes.

DOCTOR

What about your family?

SPLIT SCREEN BETWEEN O.R AND O.O.R

Guy, which was in doctor’s office is sitting outside the

operation room. He is dejected. Patient is crying. He is

hurt, he is deeply hurt. It’s impossible to control him.

INT. DOCTOR’S ROOM -- CONTINUOUS

GUY

(trying to stop himself from

crying)

We don’t have any family.

DOCTOR

(thinks a little)

Ok. Anything else?

INT. HOSPITAL CORRIDOR -- LIGHTS ON

Guy is sitting outside the room. A girl calls but he hangs

up the phone.

GUY

(Voice over)

Yeah, please don’t tell his

girlfriend about this thing.

INT. DOCTOR’S ROOM -- CONTINUOUS

DOCTOR

Then what do we tell her?

INT. OPERATION ROOM -- EVENING

Doctor is taking out an injection. Guy is screaming and

puking. He is in terrible condition.

PATIENT

God!! Save me, save me from this

fucking pain!!!

The doctor injects the injection.

INT. DOCTOR’S ROOM -- CONTINUOUS

GUY

(He is almost crying now)

Accident.

INT. OPERATION ROOM -- EVENING

We can see the heart beat dying and we can’t hear the

screams. Patient stops moving. Everything is still.
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BLACK SCREEN

(Text on black screen)

It’s a crime to kill but is it a

crime to kill the pain?
