The 13th Nightmare of Halloween

JASON vs. FREDDY vs. MICHAEL

“The real battle for supremacy begins this year.”

Open on:

The new Line cinema logo which then:

Cut to:

Scene 1: 

Freddy’s lair.

We open on the shot of a blazing hot fire. We don’t seem to see anything from the main shots. 

We then cut to show a shot of young girls in white, singing and skipping over a skipping rope singing. 

Children: 

One, two Freddy’s coming for you, 

Three four, better lock your door

Five six, grab your crucifix. 

Seven, eight better stay up late. 

Nine ten, never sleep again. 

We soon begin to realise that we are watching this whole sequence from some ones point of view. We look all over the room and now we see a hand raising up and almost coming down during this there is voices going over the main track almost in a chant. 

Woman:

Alice! Wake up!!!

Cut to:

Interior of Jacks inn, Springfield Ohio, night.

The café is found in a very remote area of Springwood. 

We cut to show the opening of a woman’s eyes as she gasps in terror. The camera pulls up and we reveal, a middle aged Alice Johnson, the heroine of A Nightmare On Elm Street 4 and 5. She has moved on from those times and is enjoying life in California. She is here visiting her father. Unfortunately, her son was killed during the spread of suicides that infected Springfield during the Nightmare movies. 

Yvonne: 

Hey kiddo, you ok?

Alice: 

(Looking up almost bewildered) 

Yeah I’m fine. Why shouldn’t I be?

Yvonne:

Kiddo, you haven’t slept for days, why you having so many problems sleeping?

Alice: 

(Shrugging) 

Don’t know. But I think I am dreaming of him again. 

Yvonne: 

(Drinking down a cup of coffee)

Who?

Alice:

(Quietly)

Freddy.

Just as Alice says this one word, everyone in the café, looks up at her as if to say that she has said something she shouldn’t. 

Yvonne takes one look around and gives them a daggers look and then turns back to Alice:

Yvonne: 

Alice, it has been what? 14 years since that maniac ever tried to do something to you in your sleep?

Alice: 

(Looking down sad)

Yes, I know. But the bastard killed Jacob. I know it.

Yvonne: 

You don’t know that Alice. 

Alice: 

(Looking up angrily)

Yvonne, Jacob was murdered. He didn’t commit suicide. I know it. 

Yvonne: 

(Putting a hand on Alice’s shoulder)

Sweetie, don’t get upset. I know that it has been hard for you, but you have to take it one day at a time. 

(Alice nods her head) 

Anyway, that happened six years ago didn’t it. I meant 14 years since the attacks on you. 

Alice: 

(On another note)

I would love to know how he is alive. 

(Yvonne looks up at her) 

I am the dream master he has to come through my dreams. There is no other way he can possibly be alive. 

We end this scene with a long shot of the two girls talking in the café.  

Cut to:

Exterior shot.

We cut to a shot from outside, we see three hillbillies standing outside the café and are joking about something that we cannot hear ourselves. We now begin to move towards them and now we can hear what they are saying to each other. 

Hillbilly 1: 

(Joking, drunk)

Wow, that blonde girl was babe. I would love to do her. 

Hillbilly 2:

Na, you kidding. She is probably married. 

Hillbilly 3: 

Hey when did that ever stop you?

Hillbilly 2:

Ok, I admit it, but she may look young and very weak but I have a feeling there is more to that blonde girl than we see. 

Hillbilly 1: 

Yeah, a lot more.

With that said, the first hillbilly makes some rude gesture and begins to continue to make a lot stupid comments and things. 

Cut to:

First POV:

On this shot, we do not see anyone else in sight but the hillbillies and they are continuing to chat, joke and laugh away. 

The camera now begins to move down towards them very slowly indeed. 

When the camera is right behind them, the third hillbilly turns around and looks right into the camera as if he is talking to someone not seen on screen. 

Hillbilly 3:

Well what do we have here? 

(Laughing to the others)

Hey guys, I didn’t know Halloween had come early.

(All three of them begin laughing, the camera moves from side to side as if it is the person’s head)

Either that or there is a stupid fancy dress competition and this guy lost. Well I am not surprised; it’s a stupid mask…

He can say anymore, the camera has moved forward and the hillbilly grunts and grabs his abdomen, the other two begin to look in horror at what has happened and then the camera moves down and breaks off a metal pipe and then throws it right into the chest of the first hillbilly. The third and final hillbilly is grabbed by the head and is dragged to the café. 

Cut to: 

Interior of Jacks Inn, night. 

We cut back to Alice and Yvonne talking at the counter and we see that they are a bit agitated about something. 

Yvonne: 

Alice, what is it? You went quiet all of a sudden. 

Alice: 

(Shrugging)

I don’t know. But I am sure I thought I heard a short scream outside. 

Yvonne: 

(laughing)

Your mind is playing games with you. 

We cut to a back shot of Alice, which is behind the door and Yvonne who has a perfect shot of the door and anyone coming through it. 

Alice:

(Looking at her watch)

Look Yvonne, I need to go, I need to get the early flight back to California. 

Yvonne doesn’t answer. Alice turns and sees what she sees. Coming at the door head, first was the last of the hillbillies, he has been thrown at the glass head first and he crashes through the door glass. 

Both Alice and Yvonne scream and look up at the door. They see someone coming through the door. 

He is medium height, but is rather tall and is in overalls and is wearing a hockey mask over his face. From the look of his entire body, he is falling apart and is decaying. Of course, its Jason Voorhees. 

Alice: 

(Frightened)

MOVE!

They both try to run for the door but is blocked off by Jason. Two guys try and overpower the killer, but is dealt with by a stab through the gut with the machete. Alice and Yvonne begin to move towards the back of the restaurant and turn to the owner.

Alice: 

(Running to the back of the counter)

Hey! Is there any other way out of here?

The owner points to the door which is at the back of the café and they run. 

Cut to: 

Exterior of Jacks Inn.

We now find ourselves back outside following Alice and Yvonne to the back of the inn. Just as they leave, two things happen in quick succession: Jason appears in the kitchen area which is the back and Yvonne trips over and twists her ankle. 

Alice:

(Turning)

Yvonne!!!

Yvonne:

Don’t stop, run!

Alice continues and Yvonne almost in pity turns and expects to see Jason killing her. However, Jason is nowhere to be seen. Yvonne, with a second chance to escape now begins to limp run. 

During this entire sequence, we intertwine the running of Alice and Yvonne between each other seeing how each of them is doing. 

We finally cut to Yvonne who is no closer to reaching the edge of a road, when she trips and falls over. 

Yvonne: 

(Silently)

Shit!

As she pulls herself up, she first sees boots, then legs. At first she thinks it’s help, but then she sees the knife in the hand. She is in shock, it isn’t Jason Voorhees. 

This one has a white ghost mask. This one is Michael Myers. He looks at her side to side, she puts up her hand as if to say please don’t do this. 

We cut to a shot of the knife and then to a shot of Yvonne’s eyes and the knife cut her throat. 

Cut to:

Alice

As Alice is running through the woods, she hears a scream cut short. She turns and then doesn’t know what to do. She doesn’t know whether or not to continue running or to see if her best friend has been killed or not. 

She decides on the look option and begins to job towards where she thought the scream came from. 

After a few minutes, she finally gets to the tree where she finds her best friend, lying on the ground, motionless. 

Alice: 

(Smiling, apprehensively) 

Hey kiddo, this is no time to fool around. 

(She taps her shoulder and there is no response)

Yvonne?

Alice then sees what the killer has done to her best friend. Alice puts her hand over her mouth and cries out in anguish. She then sees a shadow over the dead body. 

When she looks up, she sees not only Jason Voorhees, but Michael Myers. 

Alice shakes her head in disbelief and begins to run again and they continue to chase. 

The chase lasts for about five minutes, with the killers loosing their ways at some points and also, Alice stumbling several times. 

Near the edge of a gully which leads onto the main road, which Alice nor the killers can see, Alice stops and looks around. When she turned completely around, she is then confronted by Michael Myers. 

Alice screams, Michael then takes a swipe at her and catches her in the arm and back. She backs away from him but the stumbles and falls down the small gully onto the main road. 

Michael is about go down after her when a voice is heard almost in his head.

Freddy:

No, you have done enough, this one is mine.

He then begins the long walk back up the hill. 

Cut to:

Shot of the hill:

In this shot we follow Alice down the gulley as she is falling down towards the road. She is reacting the way any normal person would be acting to being knocked down a hill.

We then cut to a shot of the main road and we Alice falling down on the road with a scream which is cut short once she hits the rock on the road. 

Cut to: 

Interior of the police car. 

There are two police officers, a man and a woman, and they are both about the same age, old but not that old. 

Male officer: 

What is it?

Female officer:

Get a goddamn ambulance!

The two officers see that the body is bleeding from several wounds in her back and shoulder. We now see that the body is actually that of Alice Johnson. 

Cut to:

Highway, Early Morning:

We now cut to a shot of Alice being taken away in the ambulance. We see newsreporters and police officers looking over the fields. During this sequence, we hear a voice over, which is Alice Johnson. 

Alice:

(Voice over)

Sleep those little slices of death, how I loathe them. 

(beat)

Silence, that is what most of us live in these days. Silence, is the root of all evil. Silence is what the people that are not included, feared, and hated live in. Well not of all of them. Silence has many results, happiness, even love or death. 

On the word death, we cut to a shot of the Police chief looking at the remains of Yvonne who is lying face first in the grass. The chief is shaking his head. 

Officer 2: 

So sir, what you think happened?

Chief: 

Most people would think that blonde haired girl would have done this, because she is the only survivor. However, I am not too sure about it, I think that someone else did it. 

Officer 2:

Who Freddy?

Chief: 

(laughing it off)

Are you fucking nuts? Freddy Krueger is dead!

Officer 2: 

Hey, I heard that he was responsible for the deaths of all those kids between 1984 and now. You know the ones that died in their sleep apparently. 

Chief:

No, these kids were awake, Freddy never got them, something that can move in our real world killed these kids…

We pull away from them and follow them down the path, during this we now see the same children that are normally in all Freddy movies, doing there song, but this time it is very different. 

Children: 

(faintly, almost echoing)

One two, Freddy’s coming for you.

Three four Jason’s at your door.

Five Six Michael stabs you with a crucifix.

         Seven eight, they’ll make you stay up late. 

Nine… ten you’ll never, ever sleep again…

On again, the words New Line Cinema presents,  then cuts into a very dramatic version of Halloween theme, which is more stronger than the others before which is quite similar to the theme from Halloween Resurrection. After a production and the directors movie. It now reveals the title:

The 13th Nightmare of Halloween:

Jason vs Freddy vs Michael

Then we start the main credits with main actors and actresses coming up first and with the Halloween theme continuing to play. With the cast and crew being given credit we begin to wind down the entire credits sequence.

Nearing the middle of the credits, we cut to a shot of many articles dating from October 31st 1963 to 2003. Detailing a bunch of events beginning with the drowning of Jason to the latest set of murders with Michael and Jason.   

Fade into:

Exterior of mental hospital, night.

We begin with an establishing shot of the hospital and what we see the main ward and many of the patients walking around in their robes in the windows and then we then see a subtitle appear at the bottom of the screen.

October 2003

October 19

Cut to:

Interior of Mental Hospital, main corridor, night. 

We first see the head nurse walking down the main corridor and see him looking down at his notes and shaking his head. He doesn’t seem to understand what is happening to this patient that he is treating. 

A young chirpy nurse runs up to nurse and smiles. She is about 22 23 years of age. Blonde and rather attractive. 

Nurse:

All right nurse Hutton?

He takes one look at her and continues walking on. She continues to walk with him and is almost having to jog to catch up. 

Nurse: 

So what is this patient in this wing?

Hutton:

What patient?

Nurse:

The patient in the west E wing.

Hutton:

You know, we still haven’t got a clue who the kid is. She was brought to us about a year ago from Springfield, Ohio. She had been stabbed a couple of times and had fallen down a small hill.

Nurse:

And she hasn’t said a word in almost a year?

Hutton:

She hasn’t been awake for over a year. She has been in a coma for the majority of the whole time. She was awake and talking for the first few months. Then she took a turn for the worse, then she slowly went into a coma from then on. 

Nurse: 

If she has been in a coma for that long, why hasn’t she died?

Hutton:

Who knows, but we try our best, and we think that she will pull through this.

(looking at the patient)

To be honest with you, I don’t know why Dr Lewingston even bothers to keep her alive. She is not going to come out of it anytime soon. 

We follow them into the room and then:

Cut to:

Interior of Alices room, Mental hospital, night.
We open this shot with a close up on Alices face which has aged with the number of years that she has been in the coma. 

The nurses walk in and then administer the medication and take one look at each other and then leave the room. 

The camera then moves on a high shot of Alice and fades to black and into another nightmare. 

As it is doing it, we hear the nightmare song:

Children:

One two, Freddy’s coming for you

Three four, better lock your door,

Five Six, grab your crucifix,

Seven eight, better stay up late

Nine Ten, never sleep again.

Cut to: 

Exterior of the Myer’s house, front, evening.

We begin this part on top of Alice and as she awakens from the sleep. She turns around and sees the house which is near where she is standing. She looks at it with a confused look and then frowns. She thinks at first that it is Kruegers home, but as we move forward with her we see the word “MYERS” written on the door. Alice looks at it and wonders what the hell is she gotten herself into this time. She looks around in wonder beginning to feel afraid. She moves towards the house and as she does, the tune from HALLOWEEN (myers house theme) begins to play.

Cut to: 

Interior of the Myers House, night.

We cut to the front door of the house and look up the stairs. Everything seems to be quiet. Too quiet for her liking, she walks briskly into the house and has a quick look. Suddenly she hears voices from the living room. 

Boy: (off screen) We are alone aren’t we?

Girl: (off screen) Mmmm…Michael’s around some place.

We hear some laughing after this and some dialogue which we can’t hear. Then the two teenagers walk out of the living room and past Alice. She is a bit stunned as she thought the teenagers would have seen her when she was standing out in the hallway. 

Alice begins to look around the living room at the photos and the other things which are lying around the room. Then, there is a sound from inside the kitchen. It sound’s like a drawer being opened. Alice hears this quickly then decides to hide in behind the sofa which is next to the entrance to the house. 

Cut to: 

Alice’s POV.

We see from her point of view a young boy in a clown costume moving towards the door with a knife held down at his side. The boy doesn’t seem to notice her but continues to move towards the hallway. We hear even more voice’s in the background:

Boy: (off camera) Look Judy it is really late. I’ve got to go…

Alice can’t hear the rest of the dialogue but seems to be trying to figure out what the hell is going on. Once the teenage boy leaves the house, the young boy walks towards the stairs and begins to climb. Alice then decides to go after him and see what is going on and finally get some answers. She follows the boy into the teenage girls bedroom, she is sitting at the dresser and is brushing her hair. She suddenly stops when the boy is at her shoulder. Once she turns, she covers herself up:

Girl: (shocked gasp) Michael!

Alice then can only look on in horror as the boy plunges the knife into the girls chest several times and then the girl falls down on the floor dead. Alice is about to bend down and examine the girl when there is the sound of a car approaching the house. Alice then decides to follow the boy even further to see what his reaction is to stabbing this girl. She seems to make up her mind that the girl is the boy’s sister. As they leave the house, two people: a man and a women are approaching the house and looking at the young boy. The man goes to grab the mask which was on his face when she walked upstairs:

Man: (in a curious voice) Michael?

Cut to: 

Exterior of the Myers house, front lawn, night.

We now see that the young boy turns out to be Michael Myers when he was six year’s old. This entire nightmare has been a replay of the beginning of Halloween. Alice looks at the family and then begins to back into the house. She is still speechless and horrified by what she has seen. As she enters the house, she backs into the living room and stand’s around when she begins to hear a song from her past:

Children: (in a chorus) One…two freddy’s coming for you…

(Alice is beginning to back up into the hallway…)

Three…four better lock your door…

Five six grab your crucifix…

Seven eight better stay up late…

Before the children finish the rhyme we hear a very sinister voice finishing it for them:

Freddy: (off camera) Nine…ten never sleep again…

Alice turns around and goes right into the arms of Freddy Krueger, whom she hasn’t seen since A Nightmare On Elm Street 5: The dream child. Her son had fought him but had died trying to stop him. She had blamed herself for years for his death, now it is time for payback…

Alice: (quietly) It is not possible…

Freddy: (cackling) So the catatonic finally speaks…How sweet!

Cut to: 

Exterior of Camp Crystal Lake, day.

Alice has moved forward but we soon discover that Krueger has once again changed the location of the dream. Alice looks around and begins to become angry. 

Alice: (shouting) You may have defeated my son, but by god you will never get to me. You have never gotten to me.

(beat)

I have beaten you before, I’ve killed you before. I am not afraid of you, Krueger. Do you hear me you son of a bitch!

Krueger is suddenly at her shoulder and has his gloved hand on it. Alice gasps and then turns to face the monster who she hasn’t dreamed about for years. 

Krueger: (smiling) You think that it is going to be as simple as before. Oh you are so wrong. You think that I have brought you here and to that particular house on the street for fun.

Alice: (frowning) Whose house was it and why I am here at a summer camp?

Krueger: (laughing)Oh you will find out soon enough Alice and you will find out soon enough that I am not the only evil that you face this time…

Alice: (frowning and shaking her head) What the hell do you mean by…?

She is stopped when she spots the children doing their jump rope song as before. But there is something not right about this one, something odd, something new. Something even more sinister…

Children: (slowly in a chorus) One…two, Freddy’s coming for you…

Three…four Jason’s at your door…

(Alice’s eyes are beginning to widen)

Five six, Michael stab’s you with a crucifix…

(Alice opens her mouth but can’t scream)

Seven eight, they’ll make you stay up late…

(Alice backing away to the lake)

Nine ten, you’ll never sleep AGAIN…

When the word again, is said Alice finally finds her voice and is able to scream. 

Cut to:

Interior of Alices room, mental hospital, night.

We soon see that Alice’s scream has been brought right into the room and many nurses have run into room and is looking down on the girl who has finally come out her coma. 

Hutton: 

Get me Dr Lewingston, quickly. 

(then to Alice)

It’s ok. You are going to be all right, you have nothing to worry about. You are safe with us. 

Alice: 

(looking around the room)

Where am I? Who am I?

(the nurses look at each other, then Alice goes into a trance almost and begins to chant)

One two Freddy’s coming for you. 

Three Four, Jasons at your door

Five six, Michael Stabs you with a crucifix. 

Seven eight they’ll make you stay up late

Nine Ten, you will never sleep again.

The nurses and others just look at each other before sedating Alice. 

Cut to:

Interior of the Mental Hospital, afternoon. 
We open on a shot of a middle aged woman who is sitting behind a desk at the far end of the room and is sifting through a bunch of papers which is lying on the desk. 

Dr Lewingston, 34, brunette and wearing glasses, has been in the medical industry since 22 years old and had seen many of the strangest patients you are ever to see in the world. 

As she is sifting through the papers there is a knock on the door and she looks up.

Lewingston:

Come in.

We cut to a shot of the door opening and Alice being led into the room and we see that she has been allowed back into her own clothes, even though they are several years old. 

She goes to the desk when motioned to by Lewingston and sits. 

Lewingston:

Now, my dear. I understand that this may be traumatising for you, but you are safe where you are now. 

(looking through the file)

I understand that when you woke up that you had no idea of yourself or your surroundings. Is that correct?

Alice just nodded and looked around the room as if to figure out where she was and also to get an impression of the doctor. 

Alice:

Who am I?

Lewingston looked through the file again and found the first piece of information that had come with Alice to the hospital. 

Lewingston:

Your name is Alice Johnson, 34 years old and from Florida. A year ago, you were found unconscious at the side of a road and you had been severely wounded by something or someone. 

Alice: 

It is coming back to me some parts, all I remember is something about running and screaming. 

(pause)

What about my friend?

Lewingston:

What?

Alice: 

I remember that in my flashes there was someone that seemed to be close to me and was my friend. What became of her?

Lewingston:

(looking gravely) 

According the reports from the incident, no-one survived the killings. 

(Alice doesn’t give any response)

I thought that you would have shown some emotion.

Alice:

I can’t, I can’t if I cannot remember her. Listen I don’t know why I am here or what happened to me, but I’ll tell you one thing, I want out of here. 

Lewingston:

We can’t let you go until we figure out what happened to you and how we can help you. In the meantime, you are allowed to move around of your own free will but we cannot allow you to leave until we know what happened to you.

Alice:

(looking slowly up)

Well I hope you can find a cure for my memory loss. 

Lewingston looks concerned as Alice looks around the room as  she does Lewingston types onto her computer screen and then begins to look through different screens. One screen says:

“Horror as Springwood Killer goes Free” 

We don’t see what the rest says but we can tell from the reactions that it is not pleasant readings. She then takes on look at Alice and then switches the monitor off. 

Lewingston:

Alice, do you remember a man named Freddy Krueger?

As the name is said Alice closes her eyes and flinches as a montage of shots from Nightmare 4 and 5 flash past her. The death of her friends and family. During these shots, the shots from the beginning of the story begin to come back to her and she sees that she was stabbed in the gut and shoulder. She quite silently puts her hand towards her stomach. 

Alice: 

(nodding)

Yes. The name does ring a bell with me.

(takes a deep breath)

He was a convicted child murderer from Springwood, Ohio who was released on a technicality. The parents of the murdered kids decided that if the law wasn’t going to do anything about Krueger they would do it themselves. So what they did was burn him to death inside his old factory where he used to take his kids. 

Lewingston:

That’s amazing, that you can still remember all that. 

Alice:

Even with memory loss you can never forget what that son of a bitch did to me, my friends and my family. That bastard killed my son, my son didn’t die from suicide, he was happy. 

We can tell from the continuing shot on Alice’s face, that she is really upset and cannot continue on the conversation. 

Lewingston:

Alice, you’re tired, why don’t you go and get some rest and we can speak later. 

(remembering something else)

Alice, do you know anything about the two other names that you mentioned in that rhyme, Jason and Michael?

Alice:

No, nothing at all, why?

Lewingston:

Nothing, I can find out myself.

Alice nods and then walks out of the room.

Cut to:

Dream sequence, night, park in Springfield Ohio.

We begin this shot with the rhyme singing throughout the entire sequence and we are following someone who is running through the park at full speed. It is a young boy, who cannot seem to escape the clutches of what is chasing him. 

This dream sequence is quite short and brutal, it ends with the boy running into the death clutches of Freddy. Krueger takes on look at the young boy and then cackles.

The boy falls lifelessly to the ground and then says almost weakly:

Boy:

Mom…

Freddy turns to the camera and cackles.

Freddy:

(cackling)

Don’t worry bitch, I have more left for you than ever before. Your bastard son was just a taster for what is to come. You will not be safe awake or asleep. With my hired guns…

The camera then turns and we see both Michael Myers and Jason Voorhees coming towards us and lifting their respective weapons in the air and coming down. 

Cut to:

Interior of Alice’s room, night.

Just as the weapons come down, Alice wakes up screaming. She takes one look around the room and then takes a deep breath and lies back. 

Alice:

(into herself)

I am not going to be safe awake or asleep am I? We’ll see you son of a bitch. 

Alice turns on her side and we can see visibly on camera that tears are streaming down her face. 

Cut to:

Interior of Lewingstons Office, night.

Lewingston is having a late night at the office and is looking at a computer screen and is trying to figure out what Alice’s story is all about. She has tried every search possible until something catches her eye. 

Lewingston:

In 1985, Jason Voorhees, renowned serial murderer of Camp Crystal lake, thought to be dead has been continuing on his rampage of terror through the little town. This time 20 people were thought to have been murdered by this psycho path. 

(into herself)

Is this the Jason that Alice was talking about?

(an idea comes to her)

Only one way to find out.

She types something into the computer and results begin to fly at her from all corners of the screen. 

Lewingston:

(silently)

I thought so…

Cut to:

Interior of Lewingstons office, afternoon.

We begin on a screen legend appearing saying:

October 26th 2003. 

Lewingston is continuing to type at the computer, when there is a small knock on the door, and she look’s up to see Alice come into the room. 

Lewingston:

Sit down Alice.

(she does so with some apprehension)

Alice, I have found out some information that may have something to do with your dreams and your nightmares. 

(beat)

Alice, have you ever heard of the names, Jason Voorhees or Michael Myers?

Alice almost shudders at the names mentioned, she begins to shiver uncontrollably. 

Alice:

No, I haven’t.

Lewingston:

Then why did you just shiver like that?

Alice:

(realising what she had done)

I know I did, but I don’t actually know these people. I have a funny feeling that they are just the same as Freddy, murderers. Do you know anything about them?

Lewingston:

Both of them as you say are murderers. This is going to be a long story…

Cut to:

Interior of Lewingston’s office, later that night.

Alice is almost falling asleep in the small office and is looking obviously shocked at what she has been told by Lewingston, she doesn’t believe that she is going insane at all, she knows that she knows the truth. 

We cut to a shot of Lewingston who has been cleaning her glasses for the last couple of minutes and finally puts them down, takes a deep breath, and looks at Alice.

Lewingston:

You now know the truth, can you tell me anything else you may know about what happened last year?

Alice:

(shrugs her shoulders)

Sorry doc, but the only things that I remember of those men are the facts that they both nearly killed me. They both had the opportunity. 

Lewingston:

Why do you think that they haven’t killed you?

Alice:

There is something that Freddy said to me in my dreams. He said something about these two guys being his hired guns. 

Lewingston:

Why do you really think that Michael and Jason are working for Freddy?

Alice:

I don’t know. I really don’t know. All I know is that Freddy has to come through my dreams. There has to be a dream master at the positive gate to protect the sleeper. Since I know that Krueger has been dead for the last couple of years…

Lewingston:

I wouldn’t go to say that. In 1993, in a small town called Crystal Lake, a young couple mentioned something about a glove with claws grabbing down a hockey mask which according to them belonged to this killer Jason Voorhees.

Alice:

Interesting. Do you know where this couple is now?

Lewingston:

No, but I am sure that they if you needed any help would be willing to help you. 

Alice:

I hope so.

Cut to:

Exterior shot of the Freeman house, afternoon.

We open on this shot with some cars going past the house and it seems to be a normal thing when we first see the house. All is peaceful and quiet. We then see some writing at the bottom of the screen: 

As the writing disappears, we see a car pull up at the house and then we see two people get out of the car and move towards the house. 

Cut to:

Interior of the Freeman House, kitchen, afternoon.

The first thing we see as we enter the Freeman house is a close up of someone cutting right through a carrot. The camera then pulls away from that shot to introduce, Jessica Kimble standing at the worktop near the kitchen door. She has not really aged since Jason Goes to hell: The final Friday and she is more of a house wife now, while her daughter Stephanie and her husband Stephen are at school or work. She stretches and then begins to hum a tune. She looks up from the worktop and then:

Cut to: 

From Jessica’s point of view.

We see something standing in the backyard of the house. For one horrific moment, Jessica thinks that it is Jason Voorhees. However, she notices that there something rather odd about this person. He is just standing in the backyard is just looking at her through the open eye sockets in the mask. He doesn’t seem to be showing any emotion at all, and is definitely looking at her, not the house at her in particular. 

Cut back to: 

Interior of the Freeman House, kitchen, afternoon.

We have a close-up on Jessica’s reaction to seeing this person standing watching her through her window. She is obviously shocked but thinks that this just a practical joke, and decides to get her own back. She decides to pick up the knife on the work-top and go out to the back and give them something to be scared about.

Cut to: 

Exterior of the Freeman house, back-garden, afternoon.

We follow Jessica as she goes through the back door and through to the back of the garden. She is holding the knife almost as if she is ready to stab anyone who gets in her way. 

While she is moving towards the back of the garden, we change view point’s to someone’s eye view. They begin to follow Jessica up the garden to the end. As Jessica has bent down to examine something, a hand comes out in front of the camera and touches her shoulder. 

We switch back to normal view point as Jessica let’s out a scream and as she turns around we see that the person who has touched her shoulder is her daughter, Stephanie, who let’s out a small scream as well. As both of them scream, Steven Freeman runs into the garden towards them both.

Steven: What’s going on?

Jessica: (panting) She gave me the fright of my life. She just walked up on me without any sound  at all, and just touched my shoulder. When I turned around, I just got a fright.

Stephanie: You’re not the only one, mom. You scared me as well.

Jessica laughs and gives her daughter  a hug and begins to move into the house with her family. 

As they do this, a shape move’s out of the shadows and watches them moving into the house. 

Cut to: 

Interior of the Freeman house, living room, night.

The story jumps forward a couple of hours. Both Steven and Jessica are watching a late night movie and are both exhausted. Stephanie is upstairs in bed asleep. Steven looks down on his wife who has her head on his shoulder and smiles.

Steven: Why were you out in the garden this afternoon when we got home?

Jessica: (not looking at steven) I saw something out in the garden, something strange. I don’t know how else to describe it.

Steven: (concerned) It wasn’t, you know…?

Jessica: (shaking her head) No, it wasn’t Jason, he looked scarier. The person had a white mask on and it had no features on it all. I don’t know what was going on, however I think that it maybe some sick prick trying to play a sick joke on me. This person whoever it was does have a sick sense of humor. You probably think I am going crazy don’t you?

Steven: (smiling) Well if you are crazy, I still love you anyway. 

Jessica smiles at him and then gives him a hug. They continue to watch the t.v. as we 

Cut to: 

Interior of the Freeman house, Stephanie’s bedroom, night.

We open this shot with the camera actually looking through the bedroom window at  the sleeping child. Then the camera begins to move into the room slowly but surely. As we enter, we can see that the room is very normal for a young girls room. It has stuffed animals and dolls, the kind of things that a young girl would normally play with. We finally pan the camera onto the young child’s bed. She is sleeping peacefully, no troubled sleep at all. 

Cut to: 

Exterior of the Freeman house, back garden, night.

In this particular shot, we are in first person again, and the only sound we hear is breathing. The camera is slowly looking up and down at the house. The shape in the shot begins to move towards the house, slowly and with menace. 

Cut to: 

Interior of the Freeman house, Stephanie’s bedroom, night.

When we are in this shot, we don’t hear the thudding footsteps which are coming from below the bedroom window. No-one in the house seems to guess that something is coming to the house. Suddenly, Stephanie pop’s up in her bed when she hears a noise from down in the garden. She moves towards the window to investigate what the noise was. She looks out of the window and freezes:

Switch to: 

Stephanie’s point of view.

We can see from her view something which is almost hidden in the darkness, but is seeable. A shape, the same shape that her mother seen earlier in the story. The shape is looking up at the window and seems to be transfixed by the house. However, he then sees the little girl looking at him. 

Cut back:

Normal view point. 

As if on instinct, Stephanie lets out a huge scream of terror and begins to back away from the window. 

Cut to: 

Interior of Freeman house, living room, night.

Both Steven and Jessica had begun snoozing when Stephanie had let out this huge scream which could probably be heard throughout the entire neighborhood. On waking up, the both run off camera and up the stairs. 

Cut to:

Interior of the Freeman house, Stephanie’s bedroom, night. 

They both burst into the girls room and look around. They can’t see her anywhere in the room. Jessica looks at Steven terrified. 

Jessica: (terrified) Oh my god, Steven, where the hell is she?

(beat)

Stephanie!

They begin to look around the room and under the bed, until they hear whimpering coming from the wardrobe. When they open the doors they find the young girl hiding in the back of the wardrobe. She is crying and is visibly frightened by what has happened to her. Jessica moves forward and begins to sooth her.

Jessica: (soothing) It’s all right, you are going to be ok. There is nothing to worry about, it’s just probably been a really scary dream and you got a fright. Don’t worry we are here now. 

She begins to calm down a lot more now and now she is able to look up at her parents with tears in her eyes and some kind of fear. 

Stephanie: I saw something at my window. 

Steven: (smiling) What did you see? Something spooky?

Stephanie: (nodding her head) Yes.

Steven: What exactly did you see? 

Stephanie: I saw someone, something with a mask on his face, almost like a Halloween mask.

Steven and Jessica exchange worried looks and then wonder if their worst nightmare has come back. 

Jessica: (curiously) Sweetheart, did this thing that you saw out the back happen to have a hockey mask on?

(Stephanie shakes her head) 

Then what was it?

Stephanie: You know that Halloween mask, that looks like a man’s face but is completely whitened, almost like it has no human feature’s at all in his face?

(They both nod)

That was what it was. 

Cut to: 

Interior of the Freeman house, living room, night.

Steven comes into the room after doing an extensive search of the back, front and sides of the house. He doesn’t seem to see anything in the house or outside which could determine to something was watching through the windows. 

Steven: Nothing, I didn’t find anything. Whatever it was in her back garden, it’s gone now. So it looks as though, you will be able to get a better night’s sleep at least now. So don’t worry. 

Stephanie looks up at him and smiles sweetly and hugs him. Jessica then takes her up the stairs to her bed. Steven remains down the stairs and takes out a drink from the fridge. 

Steven: (into himself) Jesus!

Cut to: 

Interior of the Freeman house, parents bedroom, night.

Both Jessica and Steven are lying awake in their bed and are thinking into themselves about different things. Steven turns and looks at Jessica:

Steven: Jessica, no offense, but I think that Stephanie is needing some help. This is the fourth night in a row that we are having these events. 

Jessica: (calmly) She is not crazy Steven. I know that because the person she described fitted what I saw this afternoon. I never told her about what I saw, so how can she know about it? 

Steven: (shrugging his shoulders) I don’t know but that could mean anything. Don’t forget that she was young when she was nearly killed by Jason. 

Jessica: (frowning) Just what the hell is that supposed to mean?

Steven: I read somewhere that kids that have some strange things happen to them when they were young have dreams about them.

Jessica: But she wasn’t dreaming Steven, she was wide awake, as you could see for yourself. How could it have been a dream?

Steven: (angrily) We will talk about it in the morning!

Jessica is about to talk again but then discovers that he is right that they should leave until the next morning. She then closes her eyes. 

Cut to: 

Interior of the freeman house, Stephanie’s room, night.

As we can see from the opening shot of this scene, Stephanie is more asleep than before. She is in deep sleep and is sleeping without any problem. Almost good enough to dream…

Cut to: 

Interior of Camp Crystal Lake, early morning.

Young Woman’s voice: (off camera) All right everybody up and ready to go swimming. 

As Stephanie wakes up, she discovers that she is in a log cabin at what looks like a Summer Camp. She looks around and wonders what on earth is going on. She then decides that the only way that she can find out what is going on, is to move around and investigate. 

Cut to: 

Exterior of Camp Crystal Lake, lakeside, morning.

We first see Stephanie entering the scene through the door which is right next to the scene next to the lake. She looks around and sees that all the kids are going swimming in the lake. She frowns a little at this and begins to walk around to look for clues. She sees three camp councilors sitting near the lake. Two female and one male. The two girls look really young and pretty. The man is almost the complete opposite, he is getting older by the day and is kind of dirty looking. Suddenly off camera, a young child shout’s:

Girl: Hey, I found something in the water. 

As Stephanie and the councilors run forward, they notice that there is a body floating on top of the water at the shallow end of the lake. All the kids scream, the councilors run forward and take the body out of the lake. The body is that of a young boy. One of the girls gasp:

Girl 1: Fuck! It’s Pamela Voorhees kid!

Girl 2: Yeah you’re right. What the fuck are we going to do?

The man who is standing by the body examining it, turns to the girls and puts his hands on each of their shoulders and smiles:

Man: Don’t worry, I will take care of him, don’t you worry your little heads off about this. 

The two girls go away to tend to the young children, they just look terrified at what they have seen. Stephanie then begins to move to watch what the man is about to do. She watches him as takes one of the boats and takes the body to the middle of the lake and she watches in horror as the man dumps the young boy in the lake. 

After a couple of minutes, the man in the boat comes back to shore and then looks around him. 

Man: (into himself) Now, how is the best way to clean this mess up. 

From out of nowhere, a middle aged woman comes running into view and looks around the lake. Stephanie notices that the name on the woman’s shirt said, “Pamela Voorhees, Cook, Camp Crystal Lake.”

Man: (sympathetic) Sorry, Pam. I heard the kid screaming and came running as fast as I could, none of the other camp councilors came, they are in their dorms making love. I am sorry, but Jason is gone. 

Pamela: Gone…(beat) What the hell do you mean gone? He can’t be gone. All of you were supposed to take care of him. Why didn’t you take care of him Fred?

Throughout the entire scenes with this man, we haven’t actually seen his face. However, on the name Fred, the camera comes to face the man and the man we know as Freddy Krueger. 

Freddy: I am sorry.

Pamela: They son’s of a bitch better be sorry when I come to get them.

The two of them leave the scene and leave Stephanie pondering what she has just witnessed. Her expression seems to tell the audience that she is obviously shocked by what she has seen and seems to want to get out of the dream. She begins to move away from the lake, but something catches her eye and she looks around, and sees the same children seen at the beginning of the story doing the jump rope song. 

Children: (almost in chant) One…two, Freddy’s coming for you

Three four, Jason’s at your door,

Five six,  Michael stab’s you with a crucifix

Seven eight, they’ll make you stay up late,

Nine, ten you’ll never sleep again.

On again, we begin to hear the infamous, Jason chant coming from behind Stephanie. She turns around and sees Jason coming towards her. She tries scream but can’t find her voice. She then begins to run towards the camp house and open the door but the door is locked. Then Stephanie is able to scream.

Cut to: 

Interior of Freeman House, Stephanie’s room, night.

The scream from the dream is again carried through into reality. Her parents run into the room and look at her. 

Jessica: Honey, what is wrong this time?

Stephanie: It’s Jason!

Steven: (shaking his head) No, honey, Jason Voorhees is dead. He died when you were young, there is no way that he is alive. 

Stephanie: I saw him, I saw him in my dreams. 

Steven: (frowning) How can Jason be in your dreams? Where you having a nightmare?

Stephanie: (nodding) But daddy, this dream didn’t seem to be about Jason. It seemed to be about a man named Fred. 

(beat)

There was also a jump rope song.

Jessica: How did it go?

Stephanie: One… two Freddy’s coming for you

Three four Jason’s at your door

Five six, Michael stabs you with a crucifix

Seven eight they’ll make you stay up late

Nine ten you’ll never sleep again.

Both Steven and Jessica exchange worried looks with each other as the song is finished by Stephanie as we:

Cut to:

Interior of Mental Hospital, morning.

We open on a shot Alice up and ready and looking out of her window as she eats her breakfast. She seems a bit more agitated than before. Even though she has had a decent nights sleep this time. 

We then cut to a shot of Alice beginning to sift through some of her personal belongings that she had on herself when she had been committed to the hospital. 

We then notice that she has picked up a dream bracelet that she had made for her son when he was about 6 and she looks at it with wonder and then looks at it with blurred vision as the memories of what Krueger had done to her and her family came back to her. 

Alice:

(to herself almost)

I will get you, you son of a bitch, you see if I don’t.

As Alice looks out the window, she sees almost as if in a dream, Krueger looking through the same window and smiling and laughing at her. 

Just before Alice, can react, there is screaming coming from down the corridor, she doesn’t take any notice of it but as it continues something makes her go and investigate. 

Cut to:

A long tracking shot. Along the corridor.

This shot shows from Alice’s point of view, many nurses and doctors hurrying down the corridor towards a door at the very end. She suddenly thinks that someone has been killed in their sleep and…

Her train of thought, is cut when a trolley is almost thrown out of a room right in front of her. 

Cut to:

Examination room one:

The scene before us is almost out of a comedy. Several large male nurses and wardens are being held back by a determined 10 year old girl. With her parents and Dr Lewingston standing at safe distance. Lewingston is the first to speak:

Lewingston:

(calmingly and softly)

Stephanie, please, no-one is going to hurt you, all we want to do is relax you.

(the girl backs away from the doctor)

Please?

Alice begins to come in out of shot and no-one sees her. Jennifer begins to chant a now haunting and familiar rhyme. 

Stephanie:

One, Two Freddy’s coming for you

Three four, Jason’s at your door

Five six, Michael stabs you with a crucifix

Seven eight, they’ll make you stay up late

She is unable to finish the last of the lines but a voice off camera does it for her.

Alice:

Nine ten, never sleep again.

(she moves forward and looks at the Freemans)

I think I can help you with this problem.

Cut to:

Interior. Lewingston’s office.

Alice takes one look at the Freemans and then sits down.

Alice:

My name is Alice Johnson and I believe I know what is happening to your daughter, Mr and Mrs Freeman. 

Steven:

What do you mean?

Alice:

You know the rhyme that she said, I know the same rhyme, did she in the last couple of days suffer from any type of nightmares?

Jessica:

(uneasily)

Yeah, she got them about the 19th, she started screaming in the middle of the night and when we found her she had been cut slightly. The cuts seemed as if they had been made…

Alice:

(putting a hand through her hair)

As if they were made by four claws at the same time.

(Jessica seems really shocked by this)

I thought so. Believe me, myself and your daughter have been dreaming about the same thing. 

Steven:

What are you talking about? Dreams can’t hurt you.

Alice:

(smiling and shaking her head)

Oh no Mr Freeman, BELIEVE me, they can hurt you more than someone coming up to you and putting a knife through your gut. I will know. 

Jessica:

(to her husband)

I am really worried about the fact that she mentioned him…

Alice: 

Mentioned who? Jason?

(they look up at once)

I read about Jason, he was drowned at a lake in the 50’s right?

(suddenly something comes into her head)

Do you know if we would be able to get a list of the camp counsellors at Camp Crystal Lake when Jason was drowned?

Jessica: 

I don’t really know, I think that they probably destroyed all the records about Jason and his killings.

(takes a deep breath)

I read something about a couple of kids who survived a massacre in Crystal Lake, which involved someone that fitted Jason’s description and a really badly burned man. 

Alice:

Freddy.

(shaking her head in disbelief)

So it seems that those two have some old business to be catching up with. However, that doesn’t explain, Michael Myers. 

Steven:

I heard about him, he killed a bunch of kids on Halloween didn’t he?

Jessica:

You catch on real quick don’t you?

Alice: 

Yeah that’s right, but there doesn’t seem to be any connection between him and Freddy and Jason. 

Jessica: 

Yes there is. Their all psycho’s.

Cut to:

Haddonfield Illinois. Morning.

We begin with a shot of the local school which is situated in the middle of Haddonfield and we begin on a legend:

October 29th 2004

We show a couple of teenagers who are beginning to leave the school at a slow pace. They seem rather anxious about something. 

Jane, 19, brunette, glasses. The somewhat geekish character of the three teenagers. 

Jack, 18, black haired, green eyes, typical adolescent. 

Hannah, 17, black haired coloured girl. Close friends with the other two. 

Jane: 

Why do you think that teachers around here have been so anxious? I can’t figure it out. 

Jack:

Yeah you’re right, something seems up. Hell, who cares. Means we get to party on down tonight and for the next couple of nights. 

Hannah:

Hey Jack aren’t you supposed to take your little brother trick or treating?

Jack:

(remembering)

Oh yeah.

(laughs)

I forgot. 

Jane:

(looks around the whole area)

Where are all the young kids?

(the others look at her)

I mean, normally at this time, the kids are roaming the entire playgrounds.

Hannah:

I heard a rumour.

Jane:

What?

Hannah:

(shrugging)

I don’t know maybe nothing. But there was supposed to be a legend in this town about a young boy who was supposed to have killed his older sister on Halloween. I think the year was about 1963, god that was almost 40 years ago. 

Jack:

So what?

(standing up)

The guy probably has a cane and alzheimers.

Jane:

(smiles)

I am quite surprised you are able to say that Jack. Most times you can’t even say your own name. 

They all laugh and begin to walk down the path towards one of their houses. 

Jane drops her books and then goes to pick them up and stands up and looks across the street. 

Cut to:

First person POV:

We see something standing behind a tree in shadows. Most people would think its Michael Myers, but this thing doesn’t even look anything like him. 

We can hear the deep breathing of both Jane and the person across the street in the hockey mask. 

We are startled when we hear a voice through the silence and breathing. 

Hannah:

(off screen)

Jane?

Cut to:

Normal view.

We see Jane jumping as we cut back. Hannah looks at her startled and then looks at where she had been staring for the last few minutes then looks back at her. 

Hannah:

(hands on hips)

Hey kid, what wrong with you? We turn our back on you for one second, and you are off in your dream world again. 

Jane:

I saw something. Something behind those trees just there. Don’t know what it was. Looked like a guy in a mask, a hockey mask. 

Hannah:

(putting a hand on Janes shoulder, and laughing)

Jane, what do you expect, its almost Halloween. What do you think that people in this town just go around like zombies, not costumes, and pretend that Halloween Is not happening.

Jane smiles and then turns back and walks towards her house. 

Cut to:

Janes house, night. 

This is just a brief shot of Jane having look through something on her computer. She seems to be researching something that she has been keen on since that day. 

She seems to have found what she was looking for and then switches the machine off and walks out of the room.

Cut to:

Living room.

Jane is walking down the stairs and we follow her until she is in the middle of the room and is looking down at her parents with curious a look in her eyes. 

Jane:

(quietly)

Mom, Dad, can I ask you about something?

(they don’t seem to answer)

Who was Michael Myers?

Once the name has been mentioned they both look up horrified, they begin to look at each other anxiously. 

Mom:

Dear, why would you wanna know about someone like that?

Dad:

Yeah why would you?

Jane: 

I know for a fact, that there is something that you have been keeping secret for the last 40 years from everyone that comes into this town and even your own kids. So why don’t you level with me and tell me the damn truth. 

(beat)

I have checked all of our records and there is something missing from our newspapers back in 1963, what was it?

Mom:

You wanna know who Michael Myers was?

(jane nods)

He was a killer, he murdered almost a 100 people from 1978 to 2002, he killed almost every single member of his family.

Jane:

Why?

Mom:

No-one entirely knows what drove the him to do it. The real sad thing is that he killed his victim when he was just 6 years old. That was his older sibling. If you are wondering that is why there is an empty space in the graveyard. 

Jane: 

Surely the police and National Guard should have been able to stop him?

Mom:

(shaking her head)

No. A lot of his victims included the police and the National Guards. 

(beat. Puts hand on Janes shoulder)

Whatever you do sweety, do not mention any of this to your friends. We could get into trouble for it. It has been quiet for the last two years and we want it to stay that way. 

Jane nods and then walks into the kitchen shaking her head in disbelief. 

Cut to:

Nightmare. Elm Street Night.

We cut from Haddonfield to a shot of Alice walking purposefully down the streets of Elm Street. During this scene, the ANOES theme is playing softly in the background. 

Alice finally reaches the middle of the street and takes one look around and then takes a deep breath.

Alice:

(shouting)

KRUEGER!!!!

(no response)

I know you are there. If you are so brave, then you would come out and face me right now. I know what’s going on with you, Jason and Michael. 

(just as she says this Freddy comes up)

I am no longer afraid of you. 

Freddy: 

Oh really. Well I don’t give a shit. 

(scrapes his finger knives along the metal of the fences)

Don’t you remember this place Alice?

Alice:

(nodding)

Yes. This is where it began.

Freddy:

Also where it will end. 

(Alice tilts her head at him)

If you really want to destroy us, you must go to where our powers are strongest,  and face one of us, it won’t be the person associated with that place. 

(Alice begins to try and speak but is stopped.)

Some of you must go to Haddonfield, some must go to Crystal Lake, and face my boys. 

Alice:

What the hell happens after that? When do I know when I am finished?

However, Freddy is gone and Alice is left alone in the middle of Elm Street. 

Cut to:

Nightmare. Outside Crystal lake. 

We are still in the dream land, however this is someone else’s dream. We begin by having a look around the surrounding area, which shows a very rundown type of camp. 

We cut to show, Jack walking through the rubble of the area just before the lake. 

He looks extremely confused on what is going on.

Jack:

This isn’t my dreamland. Where the fuck am I?

Freddy:

Welcome to my nightmare, Jacky boy. 

Jack turns around but doesn’t see anyone around. He looks around still and is considerably getting more and more frightened as the scene goes on. 

Suddenly in the shadows, we can hear that really infamous screeching of metal against metal. 

With that noise, that is enough for Jack. He begins to run towards one of the cabins in front of him. With this shot we can see that Freddy is finally out of the shadows and is running after the boy. 

He finally makes it to the cabin door and slams it shut and locks it. 

Cut to:

Interior of the Elm Street house. Night.

As Jack turns around he finds himself in the house, where all the nightmares began. 

Jack:

(into himself)

Shit!

He then decides to move quickly up the stairs and as he does so, a sound that sounds like an ax, begins to plung into the door behind him. He once again, runs down the corridor and finds himself in what looks like a toilet at a camp. 

Cut to:

Shot of the toilet door.

We hear footsteps from behind the door and then hear the sound of something plunging into the door, and we find out that it’s not an axe, its actually the Krueger glove which has become more stronger in the dream world.

Freddy finally makes a hole in the door and sticks his head through it and smiles slyly at Jack. 

Jack:

(slowly building up)

Heeeerrrrrrrrresss Freddy!

Jack looks in terror at the killer and then begins to try and climb out of the window behind his head. But Krueger is able to grab him and then traditionally stab him in the gut with the finger knives. 

The boys limp body falls in a heap and then Freddy takes one look at him and smiles:

Freddy:

Nows that what I call cabin fever. HAHHAHAHAHA!

Cut to:

Interior of mental Hospital. Late night.

We join, Lewingston, the Freeman’s and Alice as they are in the middle of a meeting which has been going on for several hours. They are busy discussing what to do about Alice’s dream that she that evening. 

They are in the middle of listening to Alice talking about what  she had been told by Krueger, when suddenly has jerks back in her chair and falls to the ground. 

Lewingston: 

(running to help her)

What the hell was that?

Alice:

NO!!!!

(sitting up, realising)

That son of a bitch. He’s killed again!

Jessica:

Who Jason?

Alice:

No, Freddy. He’s killed someone while I was awake. 

Steven: 

Then what he has said to you must be true then. Jason and Michael must be in the towns he mentioned. What was it Haddonfield and Springwood?

Alice:

No. Springwood would be the place for us to meet up and fight everyone together. But I  still don’t know what the hell he wants with us, I mean, he wants us to go and face these two maniacs by ourselves. 

Lewingston:

But if we went and told the police and the National Guard…

Alice: 

No. I know for a fact, they wouldn’t be able to kill these guys. 

Steven:

I wonder, if Jason is smart enough to realise that there is someone just like him matching his every move. 

Jessica:

What?

Steven: 

For the last couple of years, Jason has done his killings with very little if any resistance. What would happen if he and Michael ended up going for the same person?

Alice: 

They would go crazy, but I know for a fact that they know that worked together when they attacked me last year. 

(sighing)

Maybe we will find answers in Crystal Lake and Haddonfield. 

(beat)

Do you guys wanna help stop these guys once and for all, or do you wanna back out?

Jessica:

You can count me in, even if it does kill me. 

Steven:

Me too. 

Lewingston:

What about Stephanie?

Jessica: 

I am pretty sure that she will be safe here. I couldn’t let her be place in danger again like ten years ago. You should stay and look after her Lewingston.  

Lewingston:

What happens if one of these maniacs come to this hospital and come after her?

Alice:

I doubt it, Freddy will want us, and I doubt that he will send Jason or Michael to try and kill her. 

Steven:

And if you are wrong?

Alice:

Then I am in deep shit. 

Cut to:

Exterior of the mental hospital:

We open this shot on the look of Steven and Jessica waiting patiently outside the hospital.  They have been waiting patiently for Alice for almost fifteen minutes. 

We finally see her walking out of the hospital for what is the first time in over a year. 

We take one look at her and are shocked at what we see. She used to be pretty and strong, now she has scars and a bad limp. 

Steven: (to Jessica)

Jesus, I didn’t realise that she was that bad until she walked out of the hospital. 

Jessica:

Shut up. Here she comes. 

Alice walks up to them and smiles and then looks at their car and then back at them and frowns. 

Alice: (frowning)

So how exactly are we going to do this?

Jessica:

Well I think that we should go to Crystal Lake and you should go to Haddonfield. 

(Alice looks surprised)

Well, we know Crystal Lake a lot better than you and we would be fine working together. Anyway, we are more experts on camp grounds than on the main city. 

Alice nods and then looks up at the sky which is beginning to cloud over. 

Alice:

You can drive me there. It should only take a couple of hours and its is on your road to Crystal Lake. I want you to do something as well, if you don’t find anything or if you run into Jason or Michael or even Freddy within two days, then I want you both to go Springwood. 

Jessica:

Understood. 

Cut to:

Exterior. Haddonfield. Morning.

We begin on a shot of a legend appearing about half way down the screen. It reads:

Haddonfield. 

October 31st 2004.

HALLOWEEN. 

We begin to pan around the main area surrounding us and we see that no kids are running around the streets and everything is really quiet. 

Jane is sitting on her front doorstep looking out at the street and is rather surprised by what she is seeing.

Jane:

A bit quiet for Halloween isn’t it?

She turns back to the book she is reading and begins to feel tired. At one point, she completely doses off and is then shaken out of it by a voice. 

Hannah:

Jane!

(Jane looks up and sees her friend, her face streamed with tears)

Jacks dead…

Jane: 

What? What happened?

Hannah:

That’s just it, no-one knows shit around here, everytime I ask questions about the murder I just get hit with even more questions.

Jane: 

Wait a minute. What do you mean murder?

Hannah:

They found him in bed with claw marks really deep in his gut. It seems that someone has gutted him. 

Jane turns back and is really shocked. She cannot believe what she is hearing. 

Jane: 

I think I have an idea of who did this. 

(beat)

Michael Myers.

(Hannah looks at her confused)

Ok, here is the story…

Cut to:

Highway. Afternoon, interior of Freemans car. 

Alice is looking around the car and seems rather agitated about something and then sees something out of the corner of her eye. 

Alice:

Steven, stop here please. 

The car stops and Alice walks out and then turns to Steven. 

Alice:

How much do handguns normally cost around here?

Steven when he hears this question gets out of the car and begins to walk with Alice towards the shop. 

Steven:

Alice, with all due respect, no guns in the world is going to stop Jason. 

Alice:

I know. But maybe there is a chance to slow him down. Same thing goes to Michael Myers. I know for a fact, that I would have to drag Freddy out of my dreams to get him to die, but I am not ready to face him yet. 

Steven looks at the highway sign.

Steven:

Alice, do you think you can make the last journey by foot? We would need to get going if we want to get to Crystal lake soon.

Alice;

(smiles)

Don’t worry. I can find a car of my own to take me to Springwood. 

Steven turns and then walks back to the car.

Steven:

Hey, you going to have enough money for a gun?

Alice:

(smiling)

Hey if there is one thing that I learned from my teens that is that Dads never learn to keep their cards in the right place. However, yeah I should have still enough money. 

They both smile at each other and then go their separate ways. 

Cut to:

Interior of gun shop. Afternoon.

Alice walks through the entrance and is greeted by… silence. She is rather taken aback by this, and looks around the room for what is going on. 

Alice:

Hello? Is anyone here?

(silence)

Hello?

(she goes around the counter)

Erm, hello?

She goes around is greeted by the strangled look of the gun shop owner and his wife. Alice just looks at them with horror on her face and then turns and runs back to the door. 

Alice: (just at the door)

Steven?!!!

Alice now notices that no-one is there and then turns back into the shop and runs to the phone. 

When she picks it up, its completely dead. 

Alice: (to herself)

Shit!

(off screen heavy breathing. Alice slowly hears it and then turns around and sees what it is. Uncertain at first and now recognising)

Michael?

The camera turns around and then sees that Michael is standing in the backroom and is looking at her with wonder and terrible stillness. 

Alice: 

I knew I would see you once again. What took you so long? 

(Michael tilts his head at her and then begins to turn and walk away from her)

Hey, where are you going?

(Michael turns back around) 

You normally just kill, kill, why aren’t you even trying to kill me Michael?

(seeing a loaded gun on the counter)

Michael, I almost forgot. Fuck you!

She begins to shoot at Michael and then walks up and sees that he has gone. 

Alice:

What the fuck?

(going out and shouting)

Michael?

Unlike in Halloween 4, Michael has long gone and is no where to be seen. 

Alice now turns around and she sees that Krueger has made a mark on the sign which says “Welcome to Haddonfield.”

Alice:

Damn it, I am late. 

Alice runs back into the shop and begins to collect some weapons. 

Cut to:

Exterior shot of car. The Freemans. Crystal Lake. 

Steven is looking around the area with curiosity and then looks at Jessica and smiles.

Steven:

I bet you, this whole thing is wild goose chase. I bet you that Michael and Freddy don’t even exist. 

Jessica:

Do you really think that that girl wanted to lead us on a wild goose chase, taking us back to Crystal Lake?

Steven: 

Maybe she is just like Stephanie. Maybe she just wants the attention.  Maybe she didn’t have good parents, maybe her dad was a drunk and her brother was a drug addict. 

Jessica: 

She told me about her family when I spoke to her in private. Her dad was a drunk and her brother took care of her. She loved him very much, and this bastard Krueger murdered him.  Just because you have not had much of a family taking care of you when you were younger, doesn’t mean that everyone else does. 

Steven takes one look at her and then shakes his head in disbelief, then in more disbelief looks at Crystal lake town and looks at it with a gaping look in his face. 

The entire town looked deserted, as if no-one had been using the town for several weeks. 

Steven: 

Heads up, Jess. Looks like Michael’s been busy.

Cut to:

Alice on highway.

Alice has been walking down the highway, to Haddonfield. She begins to feel as if she has been really duped and feels like she has to move and get into town before late afternoon. 

She finally gets into the town and discovers something quite similar to that of Steven and Jessica, the town has been completely deserted. 

Alice: 

Ok, thanks for the welcoming committee. 

Alice closes the car door and looks around the street and sighs. Then has a look at the road map and sees that the police station is about three streets away. 

She now begins to walk to the station. 

Cut to:

Police Station.

We open on a shot of a name plate saying “Sherriff Hill”. She is blonde and is looking really bored and then begins to walk up and down the room, really irritating her. 

She doesn’t wanna really do this job she is doing, but she has no choice, no-one else will do it. 

Hill:

Oh well shit happens. 

When she says this, there is sound of footsteps limping into the office area.

Alice:

Hello?

Hill:

(goes down to desk)

Hi can I help you?

Alice:

(smiling)

Hi, my name is Alice Johnson and I would like to speak to the sheriff, please.

Hill:

You just found her. 

Alice: 

(relieved)

Thank god. I need a seat. 

Hill walks her to the tables and then settles her down and then looks at her once.

Hill:

So what can I do for you Alice?

Alice:

I am not from around here, so you may find this a surprise, but I am looking for a killer. 

Hill:

No, miss, get out. 

Alice:

No wait listen to me.

(Hill stops)

I know you think that I am talking about Michael Myers, but I am not. Have you had any strange murders going on around the last couple of days?

Hill:

Yeah we have. But none of them seem to point towards Myers. 

Alice:

What killed them?

Hill:

(shrugging)

That’s what has got us puzzled, there is no evidence of attack but some have had their guts removed. Their eyes removed,  drowned in a room with no water.

(Alice looks shaken)

Do you know anything that might help us on the right track?

Alice:

I can do more than that sherriff, I know who has been doing these killings. But you might not believe me. 

Hill:

From what I have seen I am willing to believe anything. 

Alice:

Have you ever heard of a man named Freddy Krueger?

Hill:

(remembering)

Yeah, wasn’t he some child murderer in a town called Springwood, who was burned to death by some town folk because he was free?

Alice:

That is the shortened version of it. The difference is that he comes back and haunts you in your dreams, that is why you haven’t found much blood around the room, you don’t really see it in the real world. 

Hill:

What the fuck are you on miss? That is the craziest fuck story I have ever heard. Its worse that than that asshole Sam Loomis that tormented this town for 20 years about Michael Myers. 

Alice:

I know its hard for you to believe, but I have lost my family and my friends to dreams. Now, I have more than just Freddy on my tail, your killer, Michael Myers is on me. 

Hill:

Michael Myers is dead. Believe me, I was there, I saw it. Loomis’s daughter found some way no-one had tried and had finally killed the son of a bitch. So how the hell can he be alive?

Alice:

(takes a deep breath)

Do you have any kids in hospital around here that have refused to sleep?

Hill:

Yeah, I actually have a kid in the cells right now because she got violent with me and hit me because I had tried to tell her what she was saying was ludricous. 

Alice: 

Take me to her.

Cut to:

Cells. Haddonfield Police station.

We find that Jane has been locked up in of the open cells and is looking out of the bars passively and is now getting very irritated. 

Jane:

HEY! Hill, you better let me out of here or I swear to god I will…

She is stopped when she turns around and finds that Alice is standing right in the middle of the room and is looking at her with a surprised look on her face. Jane finally calms down and sits herself down. 

Alice:

Nice attitude, kid. With that you will really be able to get out jail soon. 

Jane:

Hey, don’t fuck with me miss, I haven’t slept in days and I am just getting really pissed of with people around me coming to me and saying you must sleep. 

Alice:

Why can’t you sleep?

Jane:

There was this guy. In my dreams…

We cannot hear what she is saying as her voice drowns out and Alice just stares at her. Jane is about to say what he looked like….

Jane and Alice:

(at the same time)

He wore a dirty brown hat with a dirty red and green sweater. He also wore knives for fingers and was badly burned. And there was that jump rope song…

(beat)

One… two Freddy’s coming for you…

Three four Jason’s at your door.

Five six, Michael stabs you with a crucifix.

Jane looks at Alice with wild eyes and frowns. 

Jane:

Who are you?

Alice: 

My name is Alice and I am here to help. I know who is doing these things to your friends. And its not Michael Myers. 

(beat)

This man in your dreams is real, the reason many of your friends are dead, is because they fell asleep. 

Jane: 

What about Myers?

Alice: 

I don’t know but I was lucky, because I met him whilst I was coming into the town. 

Jane: 

What does he look like?

Alice:

You ever watch Star Trek?

(Jane nods)

Captain Kirk, horror form.

Jane:

(terrified)

If that’s what he looks like, then who the fuck is the other guy?

Alice:

(startled, frightened)

What other guy?

Jane:

The guy in the hockey mask?

Alice:

He’s here?

Jane:

Yeah. I have seen him when I walking with some friends. 

Hill:

Yeah who is this guy? I have received reports from some kids seeing the same guy.

Alice:

He’s another killer. His name is Jason Voorhees. I will explain when we get the fuck out of here. 

Hill:

What are you talking about?

Alice:

(turning to Hill)

Sorry this kid isn’t insane. Neither are the others and neither am I. We have three bad ass killers on my tail. There were others with me, but they have gone to Crystal lake. 

Hill:

I know the Jason your talking about, and he’s dead. A couple of kids said they had witnessed…

(realising)

There was a battle a couple of years ago, on Crystal Lake, apparently, two men fitting your Jason and Freddy descriptions let loose hell in the towns of Crystal Lake and also Springwood. 

Alice: 

Jesus. Then why would Jason help Freddy again?

Jane: 

Maybe they both want something that is common to each other. 

Alice:

Then what would Michael want?

Hill:

Who knows? Michael Myers is nothing but a killing machine.

Alice:

I don’t know whos worse out of all of them. 

Hill:

Maybe if you try and find a common factor amongst them.

Alice:

Wait a minute. Oh my god. Jason wants to kill a young girl who is his niece’s daughter. Krueger may want the girl because he had seen her in a nightmare. 

Jane: 

But where does Michael fit in there? Answer that Nancy Drew. 

Alice:

Stephanie, thinks that she saw Michael Myers in her garden, maybe Freddy is using Michael to strike fear into her and then use that fear to come after Stephanie. 

(the others look at her with a confused look)

Freddy lives off our fears. Believe me, Jason and Michael are scary enough to give you nightmares without Freddy in them. 

Jane: 

So in other words, Freddy is using both of them to strike fear into kids?

Alice:

Exactly. God knows what will happen when they both realise that they have been misled by Krueger. 

Jane: 

Maybe they will try and kill each other. 

Alice:

Hill, how did the Loomis girl kill Michael?

Hill:

I don’t know. But I read somewhere that they offered some sort of sacrifice. A virgin, only through a virgin could he be destroyed along with some fucking weird words. 

Alice: 

Wait a minute. What about family members does Michael have any family members left alive?

Hill:

None that we know of. His older sister, you know what happened. 

(beat)

His niece was murdered by him in 1995, his youngest sister died two years ago before Halloween. There is a rumour that there was a son but there is no evidence. 

Alice:

Well I think that I can take it from there. Do you have anything that can help me else that can destroy Michael?

Hill:

Danielle Loomis, died during the attempt to kill Michael. The people in the town decided to take the book with the words that were to be used during the ceremony, but we no-one knows if they worked. 

Jane:

No obviously because Michael is sill alive. 

Alice:

Where did they take this book?

Hill:

The local museum which is a couple of corners away from here. I can take you there, but I would be careful because the people around here can be a bit nervous with anything that has to do with Michael Myers. 

Alice:

Understood. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Museum. Afternoon.

We begin on a shot of the entrance to the museum and Alice takes one look at the large place and sighs.

Alice:

(to herself)

Jesus!

With that she walks with Jane and Hill behind her, into the main foyer. 

Cut to:

Interior of museum. Foyer.

Alice when entering is well aware of the people in the room stopping and staring at her. She continues and walks up to the main desk and looks down onto the receptionist.

Alice: 

Hi there. 

Receptionist:

Yes, how can I help you?

Alice:

I am looking for the book that I believe was used in the killing of a infamous killer from around here, could you point me in the right direction?

Receptionist:

Sorry miss but I can’t allow you to view that book without proper clearance. So once you have the proper clearance then I will be able to let you through.

Hill:

(stepping forward)

Its ok Martha, I am here to take care of this, don’t worry. 

Receptionist:

If you had just said so Debra, you could have saved the trouble. 

(standing up)

I can take you there myself if you like.

Hill:

Fine, thanks. 

They turn and begin to walk up the stairs facing the main reception desk and they begin to walk towards where the item is contained. 

Cut to:

Interior of police Station:

Several police officers are sitting around and reading magazines and are basically doing nothing useful. 

Young:

So where the hell do you think that Hill has got to right now?

Hall:

Probably chasing after kids, who have been drinking, smoking and having sex and getting them into trouble.

Young:

Typical Halloween antics in this town. It’s been like this for the last 30 years, since that son of a bitch Michael Myers killed those kids on Halloween. 

Hall:

Does anyone know what happened to him?

Young:

No, but it has been a couple of years since the last time he came home, so I wouldn’t be surprised if did come home anytime soon. 

They both laugh at the thought and then get back to doing nothing.

Cut to:

POV, shot.

We follow someone who has just entered the police station and we do not see who it is. 

We see that we are close to where the two officers just seen in the room are and then we begin to walk as we hear voices from the two officers and we enter the room.

Cut to:

Normal view: 

The two officers are almost unaware that there is someone coming towards them in the building. We finally go up on a close up of them and then they slowly turn around.

Hall:

What the hell is this guy doing here?

Young:

Don’t worry this guy isn’t Myers. 

(knocks on Jason’s forehead)

Hey, hockey freak, what do you think you are doing here? You are not supposed to be in this area without a officer?

Jason just looks at the guy and then tilts his head.

Young:

I think this guy is retarded, don’t you understand the English? Are you some fucking fruitcake or something?

Jason still looks at the two men and then takes out his hunting knife and puts it in front of him. 

Hall:

(laughing)

He must think that because this is the home town of a serial killer that we don’t a ban on illegal weapons. 

Hall continues to laugh but is cut short with one slash of the knife his gut is cut from side to side. 

Young looks at Jason in horror and then begins to back off towards the area with the cells. 

Young:

Fuck, why don’t you fuck off man? Before I do serious damage to you.

Jason continues to walk forward and towards the officer and we:

Cut to:

Police Cells:

 Young runs into the cell area and runs into one of the cells and locks the door and puts himself against the back wall of the cell. 

Jason takes a couple of extra seconds to come into the room and once he does, he sees that the officer is standing inside the cells. 

Young thinks that Jason has finally given up on him and begins to laugh out loud. 

Young:

Ha! You stupid fuck! You couldn’t catch a fly. For gods sake, Michael Myers is probably faster than you. 

Jason looks at the cell bars and then puts his hand forward and then begins to twist and pull at the bars and finally its comes off. 

Jason tries to stab Young from where they both are standing but is unable to due to the distance. 

Young:

See I told you. You are a stupid…

Young’s sentence is cut short when Jason throws the metal bar through the gap left and it pierces Young and then impales him against the prison wall. 

Jason looks at the remains and tilts his head and then turns and walks out of the station. 

Cut to:

Mueseum:

Hill, Jane and Alice are walking briskly through all the crowds that are in the museum trying to get to the area that is needed to get the items needed. 

Receptionist:

You must respect, this item is one of the most prized possessions of the Haddonfield museum as it was the only thing that was used to finally put a stop to that maniac Michael Myers. 

Alice:

(smiling)

Oh believe me, Michael Myers is not dead. He almost killed me and he killed one of my friends. 

Receptionist:

You’re not from around here are you?

Alice:

I am from Springwood originally, but I am living in California.

Receptionist: 

So you don’t know what it is like to loose friends and family to a madman. 

Alice: 

You don’t know what it is like to loose a son to a madman. 

They finally come up to the section and begin to walk a bit quicker to get the to the goal. 

They finally arrive at the book and dagger. They all just look at it and think how disgusting it looks. It looks like a book that could only be used to destroy evil.

Jane:

So that’s what the thing looks like. I had read about this when I came here with my family. 

Alice: 

(to Hill)

Do you think I can somehow get access to these?

Hill:

What?

Alice:

I need these,  because unless I use them and succeed in what I am doing, Michael Myers is still going to torment your town. 

Jane:

What about Freddy?

Alice:

Leave him to me. I beat him before I can do it again. I say I must concentrate on Michael and Jason.

(beat)

They are much more a threat than  Freddy because you don’t need to be asleep for those two. 

Hill:

I am afraid I can ‘t let you do this without the proper permission. It will take hours…

Alice:

Listen to me you bitch, the life of hundreds are at stake. People have been killed and are still being killed as we speak, so I need those items to stop at least one of the killers. 

Before Hill can answer, there is a huge scream ripping through the building. Alice runs out to the landing to see what is happening and sees that Jason is standing in the middle of room and is killing people left right and centre. 

Alice:

Shit!

Alice runs back to the area with the book and dagger and kicks in the glass. 

Hill: 

What the hell do you think you are doing?

Alice: 

We have problems.

Hill:

What Myers?

Alice: 

No, Jason. 

(beats)

It seems as if he is busy. Call for backup from the station.

Hill begins shout into her radio, but of course, Jason has already been at the station and has taken out the officers that are there.

Hill:

No response.

Alice:

Not surprised. If I know serial killers like these guys, they are going to kill the police first then come after others after.

(looking around)

Is there any other way out of here?

Jane:

I think there is an emergency exit… but its down there…

She is cut short by Hill’s scream as Jason has just appeared on the top of  the room and is looking at them. He instantly recognises Alice and then goes after her and then amazingly stops. 

Alice:

What are you doing?

Hill:

Alice, move kid.

Hill shoots Jason in the back and then Jason turns around and then brushes Hill away with a swipe of the arm and she lands on the place with the book and the dagger and falls down dead. 

Alice:

Hill!

Hill is lying on the ground, blood running from her body, she had fallen on the sharp edge of the knife and has been stabbed deeply. 

Jane runs forward but Alice begins to drag her away grabbing the knife and the book along with her. 

The two survivors are running down the corridor towards the exit and:

Cut to:

Exterior of Haddonfield:

We see that it is late afternoon and Alice looks around the area, surprised to see no kids out trick or treating. 

She then sees her car on her right and then begins to run towards it. 

Alice:

Come on Jane. 

Jane:

We need to pick up my friend. 

Alice:

What do you mean? What about your family?

Jane: 

They lied to me about this town. My friend is close to me I can’t leave her to be slaughtered. 

Alice: 

Ok. Where does she live?

Cut to:

Exterior of Hannah’s house. 

We cut to a shot of the house and we see instantly that it is the Myers house. Alice gets out of the car and takes one look at the house. 

Alice:

I have been here before. 

Jane:

(turning back to her)

What the hell are you talking about?

Alice:

I know this house from my dreams. 

(thinking hard)

The name on the sign said “Myers”. 

Jane:

Oh shit…

They both run to the house and begin to bang on the door and are greeted with no response. 

Cut to:

Hannah’s Bedroom.

Hannah is busy, with her new boyfriend and is rather enjoying herself with the excitement of good old sex. 

After it is finished, Hannah lays on her back and then turns to her boyfriend. 

Hannah:

Hey, you know Jane got arrested the other day?

Boyfriend:

No, I didn’t. What for?

Hannah:

Supposedly, some madman killed Jack. Some guy called Michael Myers. 

Boyfriend:

Yeah, I have heard of him, killed 100 people. 

(Hannah shakes her head)

No, it true, went after his family with a butcher knife, and killed everyone in his path. 

Hannah:

You are just as crazy as Jane. 

Boyfriend: 

Why don’t you go and get me a beer?

Hannah:

What do you think I look like? Your slave?

(her boyfriend ignores her)

Fine. I’ll be right back.

Cut to:

Kitchen:

Hannah begins to walk down the stairs to the kitchen, almost in a dream like state, but surely she can’t be in dreams. She is awake. 

She walks down to the kitchen. She seems to be hearing noises but she can’t quite figure out where its coming from.

Jane:

HANNAH!!! Wake up! Answer the door!

She turns around and then ignores it and then opens the fridge door. She is greeted by a pleasant surprise. 

Hannah:

OH GROSS!!!

There is the remains of a half eaten dog. She backs away and finds herself outside 1428 Elm Street. 

Girls:

One, Two Freddy’s coming for you.

Three four, better lock your door.

Five six, grab your crucifix, 

Seven Eight, better stay up late. 

Nine ten, never sleep again. 

From the shadows, Hannah can hear laughter and then she can see where it is coming from. Freddy Krueger. 

Hannah:

Michael? Michael Myers?

Freddy:

(looks at her and laughs fully)

Well well, you must know about my little errand boy. You mustn’t worry too much about him, he is no where near here. 

Hannah:

Who are you?

Freddy: 

I AM your worst nightmare. I am the thing that nightmares are made of. I am the killer that everyone forgot about when Myers and Voorhees were killing off people every year. Now, its my time  to begin over again. 

(pointing with glove at Hannah)

First I will start with you my dear.

Alice:

No you won’t Krueger.

Freddy turns around and sees Alice standing there, in middle of the street. 

Freddy:

So the bitch is back. 

Alice: 

Hello Freddy I know the secret now. I knew you would have to come back for me sooner or later. What took you so long?

(beat)

You may have been the bastard son of a thousand maniacs. But that is over, I will end this in Springwood, once and for all. 

Freddy:

You still don’t seem to know what I am planning to do, do you bitch?

(laughs)

You really are quite stupid. Yes I will finish my business with you, then I will turn my attention to the person I have really been after. 

Alice:

(thinking about it)

Shit. Stephanie. Don’t touch her!

Freddy: 

Its not my time. Your time is over. 

With that Alice wakes back up again and so does Hannah:

Cut to:

Hannah’s bedroom:

Hannahs boyfriend is lying on his back sleeping. He seems to be talking to himself in his sleep. 

Boyfriend:

Stupid bitch can’t even get a damn beer. 

(Suddenly he hears a noise and looks up.)

Hannah?

Nothing comes next, so he lays back and falls asleep again. After a couple of beats. A hand comes out, a burned hand and grabs his head and then the Krueger claw comes out and begins to prod its way through the chest of the boy. 

Cut to:

Back in reality. Stairs and Bedroom. 

Hannah and Alice are running upstairs and come in just in time to see almost a fountain of blood pouring out of the young boy’s chest. 

Hannah’s scream is so loud that it can almost be heard in town. Alice just takes one look at him and then grabs Hannah and drags her down the stairs. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Hannah’s house. 

Alice and Hannah come running out of the house and drag Jane with them into the car and begin to drive from the house. 

Unbeknownst to them all, Jason had just arrived at the house at the same time that they were leaving. 

Cut to:

Interior of car. 

Alice is driving like a lunatic and is driving down the street and out of the town for good. 

After a couple of seconds, Alice turns to Jane. 

Alice: 

Kiddo, do you have a phone?

Jane: 

Sure. 

Alice: 

(putting phone in holder dials number quickly)

Come on…

Lewingston:

(on phone)

Hello?

Alice:

Anna, its Alice, I need you listen to me right now. I want you to take Stephanie and drive to Springwood. Meet me at the Craven Inn, its just as you come into town. 

(Lewingston begins to protest, cutting her off)

Do you understand me? Stephanie is great danger, she needs to be taken away from that hospital. Jason knows she is there, so does Freddy. 

Lewingston:

Ok I will get her there as soon as possible. 

Alice:

It must be now. She must be in Springwood still on Halloween for this to work. Do you get me? GO NOW!

Alice switches the phone off and then concentrates once again on driving. Jane and Hannah are just looking at each other and cannot believe what is happening to them. 

Hannah:

(putting her hand up)

Miss, if you can just let me off here I can walk back to Haddonfield. 

Alice:

(focused on the road)

Are you crazy? Two reasons why not 1: It’s a long walk back to Haddonfield and 2: there’s a madman after you.

(Hannah quietens down and then turns to the back window)

Anyway, its best if you stay with me, I know what we are dealing with. 

Hannah:

What the hell is it we are dealing with?

Alice:

Jane, why don’t you fill your friend in on the story?

Cut to:

Exterior of Crystal Lake.

Steven and Jessica walk into the main area of the town and take a look around and then look at each other.

Jessica:

How the hell did she talk me into coming back here?

Steven:

Because it includes your uncle and he is really pissed off with you Jess. It also means that you must protect Steph from him again. 

They both begin to walk towards the woods that are not too far from the middle of town and they talk to each other. 

Above them on one of the roofs of the buildings, a shape is standing above them towering and powerful. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Jasons house. 

They both arrive at the house and take one look at each other and shake their head. They can’t believe that after ten years they are back at this house.

Jessica:

Well here goes nothing.

They both hold each others hands as they walk through the doors of the house and into the building. 

Few seconds later, a pair of boots appear in front of the camera. There is heavy breathing off camera. 

Cut to:

Interior of Jason’s house. 

Jessica looks around the rooms and then begins to put her hand up to her mouth as the smells that greet the couple is unbearable. 

Jessica:

Jesus! Do you think that no-one came to the house after we won and got the bodies?

Steven:

I doubt it. But then of course, with this town you just don’t know. 

Jessica walks into the rest of the room and looks around, this is the first of several shots of some flashbacks to Jason goes to hell the final Friday, in which Jason is chasing her and Stephanie. 

Jessica looks at the room with tears in her eyes. Steven turns and sees her like this and then goes and put his arm around her and kisses her. 

Steven:

Come on, lets go and find out what this maniac Krueger wants us to find. 

Jessica:

You do downstairs, I will do upstairs.

Steven nods and then walks around downstairs. 

Cut to:

Upstairs. 

Jessica is walking slowly up the stairs and shines a torch that she has with her around the hallway and she notices that nothing seems out of ordinary. She just look around at the house and then begins to walk down the hallway to the first bedroom. 

Cut to:

Bedroom 1: Jason’s sister’s.

Jessica slowly opens the door and walks in a few inches and then she looks around the room with the flashlight and is really not seeing anything. 

She sighs and then shakes her head, when she does that she hears a noise and then she turns and looks around.

With the flashlight facing away from her, she is unable to see that Michael Myers is standing in the far corner of the room and is looking at her. Just standing there, no expression whatsoever. 

She turns back and Michael is gone, and then she shuts  the door and walks down the corridor and to the next room. 

Cut to:

Bedroom 2: Jason’s.

Jessica walks into the room and begins to shiver at the fact that is the room where her evil uncle slept until he drowned in 1957. She looks around the room and sees that the room has been used most recently. 

She walks forward into the room and looks around. 

Jessica:

This is not possible. How can he be alive?

Jessica looks around and then walks up to the cupboard and opens it. 

Nothing is in the cupboard, but Jessica doesn’t think that she is doing something right. 

She walks back out of the room and along the corridor.

Cut to:

Downstairs.

Steven is looking around downstairs, as we cut to him he has found the book which he had found in JGTH: The final Friday, which he believed almost gave a hint of to what Jason was about. 

Steven: 

(shouting)

Hey Jessica, do you think that if it is possible, we could find that dagger you used in 1993, to send Jason to hell? I mean I know that he took the dagger down with him but maybe if he is alive, then we need to find the dagger. 

Steven waits a couple of minutes but doesn’t seem to hear an answer.

He begin to become a little concerned at the fact that she hasn’t answered.

With this in mind, he begins to walk up the stairs to where she was. 

Cut to:

Bedroom 3: Pamela’s room.

Jessica is found again inside the one of the rooms. However, she is so transfixed on something in the room that it is almost as if she is in a trance. 

Steven:

Jessica, where are you?

Jessica:

(turning to the door)

In the third bedroom on your right.

After this, Steven saunters into the room and then looks at her and shakes his head in disappointment. 

Steven:

Hey kiddo, why didn’t you answer me when I called on you?

Jessica:

(pointing her flashlight)

Look!

(she points a flashlight at a photograph on the dresser)

Look closely at the woman in the picture. 

Steven picks the picture up and has a look at it. At first he doesn’t seem to see anything of interest in the picture, but then he seems to realise what his wife has seen in it. 

Steven:

Is this?

Jessica:

Yes its Jason’s mother. Pamela. 

Steven: 

But this looks like…

Jessica:

Yes, exactly. 

We cut to a shot of the picture and we soon see what they have been talking about. The picture bares a remarkable resemblense to Alice. The picture is almost identical.

Jessica: 

If Jason is in Haddonfield, then Alice maybe in trouble. 

Steven: 

You’re right. We need to get to Haddonfield. 

When they say this, their attention is diverted to a sound of footsteps coming up the stairs. They slowly turn around and then to their horror they see the door is opening. 

Steven:

Jason?

Jessica:

No, if it was Jason then he would have busted the door down. 

Officer Curtis: 

What are you two kids doing here?

Jessica:

Officer, we are here to collect a few belongings. 

Curtis:

You don’t live here, mam and this house is off limits. Its condemned. We had a couple of kids come here a couple of years ago, and they were slaughtered. A year before that, two kids, a young man and a woman came from the woods saying that they had witnessed a big battle between a man believed to be this man in this house and some other guy. 

Jessica:

You mean Jason Voorhees?

(Curtis looks at her with a bad look in his eyes)

I know him, he is my uncle. However, this is not about Jason. There are three killers out there right now after us and some friends. So we need to find a way to kill them. So if you will let us get on with our business…

Steven lets out a gasp and looks at the door, he has seen Michael Myers standing at the door and Curtis finally turns around. 

Curtis:

Jesus shit!

(Curtis begins to unload several bullets into Myers)

Die damn you die!

Michael just takes one look at him and then with one swift swish of the knife, kills the officer. 

Jessica has begun to panic, and goes for the door. Michael stands in her way.

Steven:

Hey, Michael. 

(Michael stops and then turns)

Hey shit head. You have been picking off the easy meat in Haddonfield, why don’t you try a Crystal Lake crowd. 

(Michael walks towards him)

Slow aint you? Well you should know we aint afraid of you, we have a killer of our own to take care, so a pussy like you wont do us much harm. 

(Michael takes a swipe at him with the knife. Jessica is horrified. Michael is getting closer and closer)

Go on, take your best shot. Mother fucker!

Jessica:

STEVEN NO!!!!

Just as she screams the words, Michaels hand comes back and then plunges his hand into Steven’s chest and pulls out his heart. 

Jessica just begins to cry and then runs out of the room and then begins to run down the stairs. 

Michael notices that she has escaped and then walks slowly after her. 

Cut to:

Exterior of house.

Jessica runs out of the house and to the car, but as she gets there, she realises that her car tyres have been slashed. 

She then turns and looks towards the road. 

She then sees that there is several police cars coming towards the house. 

Jessica begins to flag them down and beckons them to stop at her so she can give them the news.

Sherriff Cunningham:

(looking around)

Ok, miss we will take it from here. 

Jessica:

You fucking kidding me. 

(she point to the house)

There is a fucking madman in the house, he killed my husband and one of your officers. You think that you’re going to be able to stop him. 

Sherrif:

Don’t worry, I take its just some idiot thinking that he would pretend to be Jason Voorhees. 

Jessica:

(laughs)

You kid me. If it was, then he has become his own killer. It’s Michael Myers.

Sheriff:

You mean the killer from Illinois? The Halloween murderer. 

(Jessica nods)

You think that I am kidding you, you are pulling my leg. Even if Michael Myers was alive, then he wouldn’t come to this town. Why would he?

Jessica:

You wouldn’t believe me if I told you. 

Sheriff:

Try me.

Jessica:

The short of it, is that another killer called Freddy is using Michael and Jason to create fear all three towns: here; Haddonfield and Springwood. However, Michael and Jason are not knowing that they are working for Freddy, and they are both Mass murderers, so myself and another girl thought that we could plan a trap for all three of them to face off with each other. 

Sheriff:

That is the craziest thing that I have ever heard. We will have a look at the house, but we can allow you to leave. 

Jessica:

I need to leave, I need to go to Springwood to finish this, you must let me go. 

Sheriff:

For all I know, you may have killed one of my officers and your husband at the  same time. 

Jessica:

(horrified)

How dare you accuse me of that?

(shakes her head)

I loved my husband. I wouldn’t hurt him, and anyway I am no someone that would be able to pull some ones heart out of their body. 

Sheriff:

That’s how this guy killed your husband?

(Jessica nods)

Ok, we will see what we find when we go in. 

Jessica:

You do realise that if you don’t listen to me and don’t take on board what I am saying, then you will be killed in there. 

Officer:

Hey Sheriff, someone is coming out of the house. 

Jessica turns to the house and sees Michael and walking slowly out of the house . 

Jessica:

Jesus, it’s him!

Sheriff:

What?

Jessica:

That’s Michael Myers. 

(sees the officers moving towards the killer)

Get your men away from him, he will kill them.

(sheriff is looking rather anxiously)

Do it now!!!

Sheriff:

Men stand back from him. 

Just before the officers begin to back off, Michael begins to take swipes at the officers and he is catching them with the knifes. One officer tries to shoot him with  a shotgun but Michael takes the shotgun and rams it into the officers stomach. 

Sheriff:

Shit. This guys good. 

Jessica:

Too good. Get your officers out of there now. 

Sheriff:

FALL BACK!!!

The officers desperately want back off from the maniac with the knife and Jessica is backing away to the highway. 

Jessica:

Let me go. I can get him away from here, but I need you to let me go. 

Sheriff:

Ok, you can go. I am sorry to have accused you of killing someone.

Jessica:

(smiles)

That’s ok, I have been told stranger things. 

(sheriff gives confused look)

You know Jason had living family?

(sheriff nods)

I am his living family.

Sheriff: 

Then you must be the only one that can kill him?

Jessica: 

Me and my daughter. 

Sheriff:

Ten years ago, after you sent Jason down we picked up this knife around the area, after a couple of kids found Jason alive, and we took the knife and kept it until Jason was still alive and then we could try and use it. 

Jessica:

As you said yourself, you cannot kill him, I can. Give me the knife. 

(sheriff hands her the knife)

I forgot how ugly this thing is. Thanks. I will promise you that Jason will not haunt this place ever again.

(looking up and seeing Michael Myers moving through the officers)

MICHAEL!!!

(he looks up)

Come and get me! I am right here. You don’t wanna leave anyone alive don’t you?

Michael begins to walk forward, Cunningham runs and hides in the bushes. Jessica looks at one of the officers cars and sees that one of them have left their keys in their car. 

Jessica:

I need to borrow your car. 

She gets in the car and then looks around and then bangs the car into gear with Michael clinging onto the bonnet but he is unable to stay on the car. 

Once he falls off, he continues to follow, but a voice comes from behind him.

Man in black:

No Michael. Leave her. Listen to me, the final battle between our enemies will take place elsewhere, you must go to Springwood and take them out. 

(pointing)

Elm Street. You must head there. 

Michael takes one look at the man then nods. 

The man in black is looking at Michael with an evil look on his face and then turns immediately into Freddy. 

Freddy: 

Yes my little friend. You will take care of them at last, and then I will take care of you and Jason. 

Once he finishes, Freddy laughs out loud. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Springwood. Town centre. 

It is several hours later, Alice , Jane and Hannah are standing in the middle of the town and are looking around. Alice is rather subdued and is looking around solemnly. 

Jane walks up to her and put her hand on her shoulder and then looks surprised when she jumps. 

Alice:

Sorry about that. 

(smiles)

Its just its so funny being back here again, as far as I can remember I haven’t been back here in almost 20 years. 

Jane:

Bad memories?

Alice:

No, bad dreams. I lost a lot of friends and family here in this town. So I think that it is fitting that we end it here. 

Hannah:

Ok, so where do we go now?

Alice: 

My old house, I know that my dad was still living here before I went into a coma. So hopefully we can get some help there. 

Alice turns around then begins to walk down the street to where the whole nightmare began:

ELM STREET.

Cut to:

Interior of Lewingston’s car. 

Lewingston, just as Alice has just arrived in town, arrives in town about five minutes after Alice arrives. She has a quiet and rather worried Stephanie in the front seat with her. 

Lewingston:

So this is the mad town they call Springwood. This is where the nightmare’s began. 

(to Stephanie)

Come on, lets go and try and find your folks.

Cut to:

Exterior of Alice’s house. 

Alice walks up to the house and stops. She looks at it and begins to tremble, she hadn’t spoken to her father in about seven years, not too long after Jacobs death. 

Alice looks at the old house. Which hasn’t changed much since we last saw it in ANOES 5. 

She looks around and again sees the shed where her brother Rick had taught her unsuccssfully to do Karate. 

The garage is to the right of the house and has a car protruding out of the front of it. 

Alice:

(to Jane and Hannah)

Well at least it seems like my dad is home.

Alice walks up to the door and knocks softly on it. When she just steps on the porch before the door, she notices the crunch of broken glass. 

Alice stares at it with wide eyes and then pushes on the door and it isn’t locked. 

Jane:

Something wrong?

Alice: 

I don’t know. You guys stay out here. If you see one of those guys coming hide like hell.

Alice walks through the door as we:

Cut to:

Interior of Alices house, front area and living room and kitchen. 

Alice slowly walks into the room and takes one look around. She doesn’t like what she sees. 

The house doesn’t seem to have been touched for days. It seems as if no-one has been living there. 

Alice concerned calls out

Alice:

(loudly)

Dad?

There is no response. She begins to continue walking through the house. She doesn’t dare go upstairs just yet. 

She just gets to the living room and looks in.

Slumped, as if drunk, lies someone on the chair. 

Alice smiles and then walks into the living room and up to her dad smiling. 

Alice:

Hi daddy. It’s me Alice.

(no response)

Dad can’t you hear me?

(still no response touches his shoulder)

Dad?

Alice’s father’s swivels around almost like a spin top and then falls dead flat in Alice’s hands. 

Alice looks at the headless corpse and then lets out a horrific scream of terror as she looks at it. 

Alice:

(screaming)

NO!!!!!!!!!!

With this scream, Jane and Hannah run into the room and see what Alice has seen for the last couple of seconds. 

Hannah runs for the bath room to throw up. Jane walks towards Alice and puts her hands around her shoulder. 

Jane:

Hey, there was nothing you could have done. How were you to know that Freddy would come after him?

Alice:

(looks at her)

What? How do you know…?

With this Jane’s face turns into Kruegers burned features which are right in the face of Alice.

Freddy:

(laughing)

Don’t worry Alice. Soon it will be like father, like daughter. 

Alice jumps forward but soon discovers that she is in her bed upstairs in the house. 

Cut to:

Interior of Alice’s house, kitchen.

Jane and Hannah are sitting in the kitchen having a beer when Alice’s wakes up again. 

Jane is shaking her head at the sight that they had found in the living room. 

Jane:

(shaking her head)

Poor kid. That’s her entire family gone thanks to Krueger. 

Hannah:

Will you please stop going on about that Freddy crap?

Jane:

Who do you really think killed Jack? He wasn’t even awake. This guy gets you in your dreams. 

Hannah:

Oh and another thing how come if this girl Alice is supposed to have killed Krueger before, how come he is alive?

Jane:

I guess then evil never dies. You shoot it, burn it, stab it do anything to it. But Evil, true evil never dies. 

The front door opens and Lewingston comes in with Stephanie. 

Jane and Hannah sudden and alert get up and look at them. 

Lewingston:

Oh sorry, if this is your house then I will leave. I am just looking for someone. 

(they just stand there looking at her)

Alice Johnson.

Jane:

(moves forward)

Then you came to right place miss. My name is Jane and this right here is Hannah were from Haddonfield. 

Lewingston:

Where is Alice?

Jane: 

She is upstairs. She is recovering from shock. She found her father murdered. 

Alice:

I am ok now. 

(they all turn)

So you don’t have to worry. What we do have to worry about is getting rid of these three killers.

Lewingston:

How do we do it?

Alice:

Well Freddy is easy I can take care of him, but Jason and Michael are going to be tough nuts to crack. I found something that maybe able to help us in Haddonfield, a book in latin which combined with this knife will give it’s user the power to destroy evil. 

Hannah:

What about Jason?

Alice:

(frowning)

That is something else. Jason had the chance to kill me several times in Haddonfield, but he just looked at me then moved on to someone else. 

The door behind them opens again and then they all turn and see Jessica looking around the room. 

Stephanie: 

(excited)

Mom!!!

Alice smiles quietly to herself and then looks around at the door and then back at Jessica.

Jessica:

You don’t need to worry about Jason, I can take care of him. With this dagger. 

Alice:

Jess, where’s Steven?

Jessica looks at Stephanie and then back at Alice.

Jessica:

(sighing and with tears in her eyes)

I couldn’t do anything about it. Myers got him.

Stephanie: 

(crying)

Dad!

Alice bangs her hand against the table and then looks around the table and then shakes her head.

Alice: 

As tragic as it may be, we cannot allow this to stop us in our goal, we must beat these guys, for all the people that they have killed and everything else. Don’t think of yourselves when we fight these guys, think of the people that have been killed and the people that may be killed if we fail. 

(looks  around again)

We cannot fail, you understand me, we must succeed. 

(takes a deep breath)

This is your last chance, those of you who don’t want to take these bastards on, then take the car and then go home. If not, then fight with me. 

(Alice notices that Jessica is holding something back)

Jessica what is it?

Jessica:

Alice, when Steven and me where in Jason’s house, we found a picture of his mother.

Alice:

So?

Jessica:

Look. 

She hands her the picture and Alice is quite startled and falls back against the table at what she sees in the picture.

Alice:

No wonder he didn’t hurt me. I look exactly like his mother. 

(composes herself)

That doesn’t change anything. We still must finish this. Are you with me?

All of the people in the room stand still and do not move an inch. All of them know, that at this time they cannot really walk out on this whole mess. 

Cut to:

Later on that evening.

We catch up with them several hours later. It is still Halloween, and Alice has gotten everyone around the table in the kitchen and is beginning to formulate a plan. 

Alice:

Something that Hill told me has stuck with me. Something about the only way that Michael can be destroyed is by a virgin using the knife which destroyed him three years ago, to kill him after saying the words in the book.

Lewingston:

If whoever, used this book did a good job of it, how come Michael is still alive and how is he still killing people. 

Stephanie:

Maybe its Freddy.

(everyone looks at her)

I mean if Freddy was able to bring Jason into the equation that I heard about a couple of year before, to help him break back into the kids on Elm street. In which more kids were killed. 

Alice: 

Jason and Michael are two killers that work separately, how can we use that to our advantage?

Jessica:

Do they ever sleep?

Hannah:

From the looks of one of them I met, they don’t sleep. All they do is kill. 

Alice:

Maybe it’s possible. 

Lewingston:

What?

Alice:

(looking at them)

Maybe I can go into their dreams. However, it would involve bringing them into it. 

(they all look at her confused)

When I first met Krueger, a girl I knew had an ability to bring people into their dreams. Maybe I can do it with Jason or Michael. 

Jessica:

There was another thing, I didn’t find out if Krueger was a part of the counsellor group that was at Crystal Lake when Jason drowned. 

Stephanie:

He was. I saw it in my own dream, I saw Freddy. 

Alice: 

(putting a hand on her shoulder)

You’re sure?

(Stephanie nods)

Then that would leave Michael, its him I will have to go into.

Cut to:

Alice’s bedroom. 

Alice is lying back on her bed and is looking up at the ceiling. Lewingston, Hannah and Stephanie are standing by the bed and are looking down at her with worried looks on their faces. 

Stephanie:

Are you sure you wanna do this Alice?

Alice:

I have nothing left to loose. At least I can try and stop these guys before more people are murdered. 

Lewingston:

Anything else you want us to do?

Alice: 

Yes. I want you to wake me up if possible if and when Jason and Michael arrive and also I may take some time in bringing Krueger out of the dream. 

Hannah:

Wait a minute. I thought you said that you would go into Michaels dreams. How can he be walking and attacking us?

Alice:

I can get inside his head. I have done with Freddy, maybe I can do with them . Just make sure that Jason and Michael are ready to receive Freddy when I bring him out my dream. 

Stephanie:

We will be ready. 

Lewingston:

Ok, you ready.

(Alice nods)

Two of these shots will give you at least half an hour, to go to sleep and start dreaming, all you need to do is make sure that you do whatever the hell it is you are going to do in that time. 

Alice nods and then slumps back in the bed and then puts her hands together and closes her eyes. 

Alice:

(to herself almost)

As I lay me down to sleep, the master of dreams my soul I’ll keep.

(beginning to become a close up of Alice’s shut eyes)

In the reflection of my minds eye, evil shall see itself and it shall di…

A few seconds and Alice wakes up and finds herself.

Cut to:

Bedroom, nightmare. 

She wakes up and finds herself once again in her room but it is in the nightmare realm this time. 

She looks around and realises where she is and then gets up off the bed and takes one look around. 

Alice:

(to herself)

Alright Krueger, lets play ball.

She walks out of the room and down the stairs as we:

Cut to:

Boiler room.

Alice finds herself inside the infamous boiler room where many if not the majority of Kruegers kids were kept and murdered.  

Alice looks around and then decides that the only way to go is down.

She begins the long descent to the bottom. 

However, about half way down the stairs, Alice notices the noise of metal scraping against metal. 

She looks at where she thinks the noise came from. 

Alice:

Alright Freddy. You wanna torment me? You wanna kill my family. You will never ever get me. You hear me Krueger. 

Freddy:

(laughs)

You think that now that we are alone, you can defeat me bitch, you couldn’t do it before, what makes you think that you can do it again?

Alice:

Because I have backup this time. 

Freddy:

(laughs out loud)

Oh! You mean your motley crew in the real world, they couldn’t destroy a paper house. 

Alice:

Then why do you need Jason and Michael?

Freddy:

I have needed them to be brought back. Jason was stupid enough to fall for it a second time, Michael was easy, as he has been such a little helper before he even killed anyone.

Alice:

(shocked)

What?

Cut to:

Crystal Lake. Morning.

We cut to another shot of the scene which shows the drowning of Jason. Many kids are pointing to something in the lake. Alice recognises Jason, and she pushes her way through the kids to get to the boy. 

What she sees, is something beyond your worst nightmares. Freddy is drowning Jason and is holding his head under. 

Cut to:

Interior of the Myers house:

This scene is supposed to be shot right after Michael has killed Judith in 1963, Alice isn’t understanding what is going on.

Freddy:

You don’t understand the meaning? Do you?

(pointing with the finger claws to Michael sitting in the corner)

I needed someone who could do the killing for me, whenever and where ever I wanted. That is when I found Michael, I tried to get into his stupid sister’s dreams but she blocked me, but she couldn’t hold back her brother.

Alice:

How the hell have you been controlling Michael?

Freddy: 

Like Jason, everyone has a mother they can look up to, but Michael had another to look up to, the man in black of the cult thorn, but when he found out he was tricked you know what he did. 

(laughs)

But the problem now is that thanks to Mr shape, he cannot stop killing. Just like Jason, he can’t stop killing. So after you are done, they are next.

Alice: 

You do realise that you cannot defeat them. 

Freddy:

I don’t need to, I already have them under control to destroy each other. 

Cut to:

Shot out of window.

Stephanie is on the look out for any sign of Jason or Michael and is quite startled by what she sees. 

Stephanie:

Guys!!!!!

(everyone comes running in)

They’re here.

Jessica is horrified to see the two killers walking down the street. She then turns in the general direction of Alice’s bedroom.

Jessica:

Come on Alice hurry up. 

Cut to:

Crystal Lake. Dream.

Alice is standing between a table and Freddy waiting for the right moment to even try and catch him off guard. 

Alice: 

You do realise Freddy I am no longer afraid of you. I have nothing left to be afraid of for. You go around killing people in their dreams, whereas, Jason and Michael are more effective in reality. 

Freddy:

(grins)

Silent but violent. 

Alice:

Krueger, you must put an end to this now, before more people get killed. 

Freddy:

(laughs)

Why should I? The three most feared faces in America, let them do battle. 

Alice runs and starts beating into Freddy. Freddy brushes her off. 

Alice gets back up and then begins to punch into Krueger with her fists. 

Krueger then gives her one punch and it sends her flying through a cabin window. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Alice’s house.

At the same time of the punch in the dream, Alice’s sleeping body is thrown through her bedroom window and lands on the ground. 

Cut to:

Living room.

Everyone in the room look at each other and realise that its game time. 

Jessica goes into the kitchen and picks up as many weapons as she can find. She also finds a loaded gun in the drawer of the dads study. 

Jessica:

Come on guys, we are going to have to hit them with everything we have got. 

(looking at Stephanie)

Steph, I want you to stay right in this house. Go into one of the rooms and lock the door.

Cut to:

Interior of cabin in woods.

Alice slowly begins to pick herself up from the throw. 

Alice:

(to herself)

Jesus, I didn’t think he was that strong again.

The sound of metal scraping against metal. 

Alice begins to run for the door on the other side of the cabin when she bumps into her father. 

Alice:

Daddy?

Mr Johnson:

Why Alice?

(she looks at him)

Why you such a disappointment?

Alice soon realises that the hand which Freddy’s claw is normally on is behind her fathers back. 

Alice:

You’re not my father. You killed him but you aren’t him. You hear me Krueger?

With that Freddy comes out and grabs her from behind her hair. 

Freddy:

Loud and clear Captain Alice.

Alice is pushed to the ground and Krueger begins to torment her with the sound metal against metal. 

Alice:

If there is one thing I have missed about you Krueger, is your overwhelming attempt at pissing people off. 

(she springs herself up)

Imagine what your mother would say.

Alice stops dead in her tracks, in front of her is a young boy, someone she wouldn’t expect to see, daren’t wish to see. 

Jacob:

Mom?

Alice:

Jacob?

(looking at him)

It really you? But you’re dead!

Jacob:

Just a trick to fool old Freddy. 

Alice: 

(wishing to believe him)

I can’t believe you. I can’t believe you Freddy, you can’t just kill my son, but you need to use him to get to me, its not going to work. 

Freddy:

(coming up behind her)

I don’t need him anymore. I am ready to finish something that I started over ten years ago, and forgot to finish. 

Freddy pushes her to the ground and then unbuttons the first few buttons of her shirt and then begins to engrave the letters F R E D,,,

Alice’s face, tells the entire story, she is in absolute agony. 

Freddy:

Oh what the matter Alice? Not liking what I am doing?

Alice begins to sob, Freddy looks at her with a sly smile on his face and kisses her. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Alice’s house.

Jane and Lewingston are at Alice’s side trying to wake her up when they begin to see what Krueger was beginning in the dream.

Jane:

Jesus, he’s cutting into her.

(taking her jacket off)

I’ve got to go in. 

Lewingston:

No, it’s her battle, she said if she needed anyone’s help she would call for them. 

Jane:

But…

Lewingston:

No buts…

Jane and Lewingston finish talking just as several squad cars pull up at the house. They see the two killers standing in the middle of the street. 

Officer 3:

Hey kids, get off the street, we heard nothing about a street Halloween party.

Jane and Lewingston come running out from behind the house startling the officers. 

Jason and Michael turn to them and then begin to walk both towards each of them. 

Jane:

Shit this just isn’t right. They shouldn’t be working together.

Lewingston:

Officers, get away from them. They are killers. 

Officer:

If that is so, open fire. 

The officers in the police begin to pummel both of them with handgun and shotgun bullets, which don’t seem to be making any effect on them. 

Cut to:

Cabin:

Freddy is continuing to torment Alice in the small cabin. Alice is really in trouble. 

Freddy:

Now you know what you have been missing bitch!

From out of nowhere a bullet grazes Alice’s cheek, with that she realises that Jason and Michael must have arrived. 

Alice:

You know what? Fuck you Krueger!

With a smile, Krueger plunges his knive fingers slowly into Alice’s gut. 

Alice lets out a huge gasp of pain, until she realises that something has hit her in the real world. 

Cut to:

Garden Area.

A dead police officer has landed right on top of the still sleeping Alice and has almost shaken her into waking up. 

Cut to:

Cabin:

Alice looks up at Krueger with a smile on her face and then grabs around his shoulders,

Alice: 

Welcome to my world. To my environment.

Cut to:

Garden Area.

With a change of power, Freddy appears on the garden lawn by himself, Alice is nowhere to be seen. 

Everyone in the street suddenly stops and looks at Krueger. Alice’s friends look at him with no surprise, but horror when they don’t see Alice. 

Almost snapping out of a trance and moving towards Freddy are Michael and Jason. 

At this point, all three of them are just standing and looking at each other with anger in all their eyes, but more in the eyes of Michael and Jason as they realise they have been tricked. 

Jessica:

Jesus Christ, its true!

(looking around)

Where the hell is Alice?

Cut to:

Upstairs bedroom:

Alice is busy upstairs getting some stuff ready to use on the three killers. Also at this time tending to her wounds and trying to keep awake. 

She hears someone coming into the room and turns around and sees Stephanie.

Stephanie:

What is going on Alice?

Alice takes one look at Stephanie and then thinks, about something. Then finds the truth. 

Alice:

You’re coming with me that is what is going on. 

She quickly grabs the dagger and book for Michael Myers and then the girl and runs down the stairs. 

Cut to:

Garden Area and street:

Unknown to the two in the house, the battle of the three killers has already begun, both Jason and Michael have begun to work on Freddy. All everyone in the police can do is watch. 

Freddy is cowering away from the other two when he looks at them. 

Freddy:

Jason, why don’t you understand? All these people are responsible for you drowning 50 years ago and for the death of your mother. 

(Jason goes to lift his machete)

Jason listen to me damn it, I am not the one that betrayed, he is.

Jason turns and sees Michael Myers walking towards them both with the knife in his hands. 

Cut to:

Expression on Jane’s face:

Jane and Hannah just look at each other and then begin to back off as they see the three killers getting up and walking towards them. 

Hannah:

Jesus, why aren’t they going after each other?

Jane:

Maybe Freddy still has some control over them. 

Lewingston:

(grabbing their arms and speaking quickly)

Whatever it is, we better get the fuck away. 

As she says this, a knife comes from behind her and stabs her straight in the back. 

Jane and Hannah look in horror as the doctor slumps to the ground, they see it is Michael Myers who has killed her. 

Hannah looks at her friend and then pushes her in the way of Myers.

Jane:

Hannah, you fucking coward. 

But as Hannah runs away, she runs right into Jason and then proceeds to decapitate the poor girl with his machete. 

Jane now realises that she by herself in the street with these three maniacs. 

Jessica has been busy getting something ready and Alice is nowhere to be seen. 

Jane looks at Michael and then Jason walking towards her.

Jane:

Alright you guys, I’ll show you what is like to be really afraid of the bogeyman. 

She turns and then begins to run, but Jason grabs her by the hair, she turns to face him and is looking straight in her face, when he jerks. 

Jane is dropped to the ground, she now sees that Michael Myers has tried to stab Jason to get to her. Jason just turns and starts attacking him. 

Freddy who is just getting back up, looks and sees what the other two is doing and shakes his head.

Freddy:

Kids.

(opens his glove)

You can never get them to do what you want them to do. 

Freddy runs up and stabs Jane in the gut with the glove, Jason and Michael look and see what he has done, and you can tell from the look in their eyes, they are really pissed. 

However, what they don’t realise is that Jane is alive and that the wound hasn’t hurt her really badly. She is backing up towards the house, and she looks up when she see’s feet.

Cut to:

]

Battle:

The battle which was held up before is now gotten underway, Jason and Michael are both attacking Freddy, but they can’t seem to kill him. They finally just throw him to one side and then turn to each other. 

In this scene, the tune of a combination of the shape stalks and Jason’s theme, is supposed to be a historic moment as both killers from Friday the 13th and Halloween finally meet face to face, as they both were two of the killers that started the slasher franchise. 

They begin to hack into each other, Jason, of course, overpowers Michael in many of the power moves that Michael attempts. 

They continue to battle until they are up at the house, Jason takes one swipe at Michael and he ends up on the roof of Alice’s house. 

Jason breathes in deeply and then turns his attention to Freddy who is standing up again in the middle of the street.

Alice:

Jason!

(Jason turns and sees her)

Do you remember me Jason? Do you remember who I am?

(Jason tilts his head at her)

Yes that’s right, I am your mother. And now is the time, you stop this, the time has come for you to end this madness. Please Jason. 

Cut to:

Shot of Alice’s back:

We see all three of them, Alice, Jason and Freddy in this shot. However, unknown to them all, Michael Myers, like he did in H20 and Resurrection has swung down from the roof and is standing right behind Alice.

Cut to:

Normal view:

Alice is still standing and is still pleading with Jason.

Alice:

Listen to me Jason, I know that I may not have been the perfect mom, but you must stop this now. You can kill more people elsewhere, but now…

She is cut off mid sentence as the sound of knife going into her back is heard. She lets out a horrible scream that can be heard everywhere in springwood. 

Jason looks at her with sorrowful eyes and then looks at Michael. Jason from what we can see is absolutely fuming with Michael. 

Michael looks at him, and then tilts his head to one side as if to say to him, what are you so angry about.

Jason then takes a swipe at Michael with his machete and Michael is able to duck in time, then stab his knife in Jason’s back, it doesn’t even seem to faze the big monster. 

Jason takes another stab at Myers and catches him slightly injuring him.

Meanwhile, Jane has recovered from the blow from Freddy and is looking around and is slowly crawling towards Alice’s prone body. 

Freddy gets in between Jason and Michael and tries to break them up, but is only greeted with a smash in the face from both killers. 

We cut back to a shot of Jane with an almost prone body of Alice, Alice is not even showing any signs of life. Jane begins to shake her shoulders to see if she can get her awake, nothing. She checks for a pulse, once she does, she smiles and then turns to look at Jason and Michael.

The two of them are standing off in a face off, Jane is rather taken a back by what she is seeing and then picks up the knife.

Jane:

(shouting)

Michael!

(he turns around)

Is this what you are looking for?

(he sees the knife and then begins to walk towards her)

Come on, you shit head. Come on!

Michael is continuing to walk towards them. With no expression on his face whatsoever. 

Jane is backing off towards the house and is looking with a smile on her face. She knows something that we don’t. 

Michael gets to about the same place that Alice fell and looks down and sees that her body is gone. 

From a small tree, comes a scream and all we see is Jane coming down from the tree and crashing down on Michael. 

In the ensuing battle between the two, Jane is able to pull Michael’s mask off and reveal his face. 

Jane looks the face in horror. She can’t believe that a face that seems so neutral could be so evil. 

Michael quickly grabs for the mask and then out of nowhere, Alice bloody and all, comes out of the bushes and stabs Michael in gut with the knife.

Michael lets out a huge grunt and then begins to flail around, knocks Alice on her backside and begins to writhe around. 

Then from the shadows, Stephanie, begins to say the words that had been contained in the book and begin the final process of killing Michael. 

After a few words, Michael finally falls to the ground, and doesn’t move. 

Cut to:

Main Elm Street:

Jason has seen all this happen and almost, even if you can’t see it in the hockey mask, is smiling to himself, knowing that Michael is finished. 

However, Freddy is coming up right behind him with a snarl on his face and is holding his glove up as if to strike out at him. 

It is then that Jason turns around with the machete and slashes Freddy’s arm off. 

Freddy:

How disarming Jason. 

(smiles)

But it is going to take more than that to kill me.

Jason begans to slash away at Freddy and then with one final shot of the machete he cuts off his head. 

Cut to:

Alice:

Alice is looking at what happened between the two killers and then looks at Jane and smiles. 

Alice:

I don’t believe it. Jason won!

They both hug each other and then look back up.

To their horror Jason is heading straight for them. He has a really determined look on his face. 

Alice looks at Jane and realises that she is absolutely petrified. So she stands right in front of her. 

Alice:

No Jason. If you want her, you have to go through me first. 

Jane:

Alice, what are you doing?

Without a sound, Jason hands Alice the machete, and looks at her with a sad look in his face. 

Alice can’t figure out what he wants. She then looks at the machete. 

Alice:

Jason, what is it? What do you want me to do?

It is at this point where something unnatural, something no-one would have thought they would have heard ever, is heard coming from behind the hockey mask. 

Jason:

(weakly)

Kill me, mother!

Alice lets out a shock gasp as she hears this expression, she doesn’t know what to believe. 

Alice:

Jason why do you want to die?

Cut to:

Shot from behind them:

We are standing up with them but we can just see off camera, something moving in the background. 

With in a couple of seconds, the shape begins to rise up off the ground once again. 

Cut to:

Previous shot:

Alice is trying to plead with Jason not to let her do this. Jane has turned her head around and is looking at Michael moving towards them. 

Jane has a horrified look on her face and begins to tug at Alice’s shoulder. 

Jane:

(urgently)

Alice?

Alice:

What?

Jane:

We have a deep shit situation.

Alice:

What?

Jane:

The shape is walking.

Alice turns and sees Michael Myers walking towards them and then grabs Jane, Jason sees what they are doing and then sees Myers. Jason goes to strike but Michael pushes him right out of the way. 

Cut to:

Interior of Alice’s house:

Alice and Jane have run into the house and are panting with fear in their eyes. They just look at each other and then shake their heads with disbelief. 

Jane:

(accusingly)

I thought you said that would kill Michael!!!

Alice:

I was wrong. It seems that nothing can kill these two. 

Jane:

Well at least we have gotten rid of Freddy. We can now focus on Michael and Jason. 

Alice:

We need to find Jessica and Stephanie. They are the only ones that can stop Jason right now. They are the only ones that can send Jason to hell. 

They are cut short talking when Michael crashes through the back door. They both scream and then begin to run down stairs to the basement. 

Cut to:

Basement:

Alice and Jane are sitting looking at each other, Alice is rather tired and is loosing a lot of blood from the wounds she received. 

Jane:

Alice, are you ok?

Alice:

I don’t know if I can go on anymore. It is really tough to. 

They hear something coming down the stairs. They hear it and then get ready. 

They see Michael walking down the stairs fully ready to kill them both. Alice stands in front of Jane again and looks Michael dead in the face.

Alice:

You just don’t give up do you?

Michael moves forward even further and gives Alice another stab wound. She falls silently to the ground. 

Jane begins to cry when she sees Alice slump, then she looks up at Michael and then grabs a pipe and goes to begin hitting into him. 

However, Michael grabs her by the throat. Just as he is about to deliver the final blow, there are two gun shots. 

Jane:

What the fuck?

She looks down at Michaels face and sees that both his eyes, have been shot out permanently this time. He is totally blind. 

Jane turns and sees that Jessica is standing in the shadows and has had a clear shot at Michael’s head and was able to shoot his eyes out. 

Jessica:

Jane. Go on, get Alice and Stephanie out of here.

Alice begins to wake up again and then looks around the room and sees what has happened. 

She then notices the boiler and the gas meter. She then has the ultimate idea of how to stop this monster. 

Alice:

Any of you guys got a lighter?

They look at her and then Jane runs forward and hands her it. 

Alice:

Turn on all the gas. 

Jane:

 Are you fucking crazy?

Alice:

Do it!

They all do as she says then Alice turns to Michael and without looking back at the others.

Alice:

Go get out! Go on, go on! Get out now!

They all run from the house and Alice is left with Michael in the basement. Alice waits for the gas to reach a huge amount before backing off. 

She then looks at the lighter and then opens it, and then with a look over her shoulder runs up the stairs throwing the lighter lit back into the basement. 

Cut to:

Exterior of Alice’s house.

As the lighter hit the basement, the whole house goes up in flames. Due to the fact that it is a gas explosion a couple of other buildings and homes are taken with it. 

Jane, Jessica and Stephanie have taken cover and wait for a couple of minutes till everything calms down slightly. 

Jane walks forward to the house and then puts her hands to her face and screams. 

Jane:

(screaming)

ALICE!!!!

Then something catches her attention, she can see something coming out of the fire, and for a minute, she is horrified. 

Jane:

Jesus, he just won’t die!

She runs and grabs Jessica’s gun and then points it at the burning shape walking towards them. However after only a couple of steps the huge, monster collapses in the middle of the road and begins to burn to death. 

Cut to:

Later on that evening:

The local towns police have arrived to find out what has happened in this small town area. 

When they arrive at the remains of the house, they find Stephanie in Jessica’s arms and Jane just looking at the remains of the house. 

The three of them cannot answer the officers as they are still in shock at what has transpired that day. 

Stephanie:

I cannot believe that she is gone. 

Jessica:

Oh well, maybe it was the best for her, she is finally in peace. 

Jane can’t speak, she has caught something moving amongst the wreckage. She cannot believe, surely she cannot be alive. 

She shouts to one of the officers near the house and then points.

Jane:

I think there is someone in the wreckage. 

The officer looks at her then walks with several officers to the house and then begin to clear away some of the wreckage. 

They are all startled back by something massive coming out of the remains of the house. 

Jessica and Stephanie let out a scream and Jane just looks at what is coming out of the house. 

Jane:

(to herself)

Jason!

Jane runs forward and then sees something is being dragged out of the remains of the house. Jane is hoping that what is he is dragging out is not what  she thinks it is. 

All three survivors run forward the to Jason and look at what he has dragged out. It is what they think, Alice, alive and well. 

Jessica:

You have got to be fucking kidding.

Stephanie:

This kid is unkillable. 

Alice:

(smiling weakly)

Hey I am older than you so you cannot call me kid. 

When she talks to them, they all rush forward and give her a hug.

Alice:

How did I survive?

When she sees Jason, she begins to back away. Jason doesn’t attack her or her friends. Jason just looks at her and tilts his head at her. With this, he then takes the hockey mask off and shows her his face. 

Jane:

Jesus!

Alice: 

Jason… Thank you.

Jason moves forward and then does something no-one expects, put his hand forward to shake her hand. Alice is a little apprehensive at first, but then takes his hand and shakes her hands. 

The officers are just looking at Jason as he walks away from the scene, he doesn’t touch any of them he just walks away from the town of Springwood. 

Alice laughs and then begins crying at the fact that she has survived another massacre.

She tries to get up but the pain and suffering is too much and she collapses to the ground. 

Fade into:

Interior of hospital:

We are in Alice’s hospital room.  

Alice is lying in bed, she is still recovering from the night of terror on Halloween. Some bones are broken. Present are Stephanie, Jessica, Jane and Dr Lewingston had been rescued from the attacks several years earlier. 

Alice’s face is burned badly and she has had to use a cane to help her to get around. 

Jane:

Well Alice, it seems that this is the perfect way to end this nightmare eh? Most of us being safe. 

Alice:

(bleakly)

Yeah at the cost of how many lives?

(beat)

If only I had killed Krueger properly when I had the chance, so many years ago, then all that wouldn’t have happened. 

Jessica:

It’s over, that ‘s the main thing Alice. Just remember that the three of them can no longer hurt you. 

Alice smiles at her friends and we:

Cut to:

Interior of Alice’s room

Alice is fast asleep in her bed and she is rather worried about something. She cannot get away from something that is nagging at her. 

After several seconds, she decides the wake up.

When she wakes up, the room is in complete darkness. So she walks to her room window and looks out of it and sees something she hoped she would never see again. 

Three children performing a jump rope song, she has a horrified look on her face as she sees the whole thing. 

However, the song is different than before. It’s more calming. 

Children:

(slowly)

One, two he is not coming for you

Three four, you open your door

Five six, pack your crucifix

Seven eight,  you can stay up late. 

Freddy:

(voice over)

Nine ten, I will always be back again!

On this Alice opens her eyes and then to her horror she sees the burned remains of Michael Myers standing at the bottom of her bed and is about take a swipe at her. 

Alice begins to scream. 

Alice:

NO!!!!!!!!!

Cut to:

End credits.

Halloween theme playing through the first third half of the credits. This will be the same theme heard at the beginning credits. 

About half way down some of the credits, the jason theme begins to play. 

Then with last few shots of credits, the final one will be a slow rendition of the ANOES theme. 

The credits ending with the New line logo and a the Jason signature and Freddy’s laugh cutting into the track. 

As we fade to black.
