            Love, what is it?   AKA: Life Ended on December 12th
Plot: Christina King, a confused, beautiful, 20 year old girl who doesn’t know what she wants out of life. When Christina’s brother James, 30 introduces his sister to the ravishing Edith Daniel 32, at his 30th birthday party, Christina begins to fall in love with Edith, Christina’s mother died when she was 4 years old, so Christina wants a mother figure. It all starts by Christina talking to Edith, then giving Edith her number and suggesting they talk over Christina’s house sometime, Christina has also been mixed up in the past and now with taking drugs, and heavy smoking. Edith is afraid for Christina, and wants to hopefully help her get through this stage. While Christina falls in love with Edith with a mother/daughter love, Edith is bisexual and finds her self sexually attracted to Christina. The two both confused, start having affairs, and other. Well, you get it. James begins to find himself concerned about Christina and Edith, and wants to take action, but gives up after the drug crazed Christina threats to harm her brother. James, backs off, and decides to let fate take its course. In the end, Christina has lost so much weight, and gotten manic, that she dies of a drug overdose. Edith is crushed and ends up killing herself. 
Descriptions: [Main characters]
Christina King: Christina is a fictional character who is 20 years old. Christina is a very mixed up person, and doesn’t know what she wants out of life. Christina is a drug addict, who has taken cocaine, crystal methadone, and heroin. Christina’s mother died when she was only five years old, and she was left with her abusive father. Christina now finds another young woman to become a mother figure, but Christina ends up falling in love with her, and they have an affair together. Christina is very outgoing, and basically a nice person, she doesn’t let people mess around with her though. Christina’s physical appearance is she is 5’7 inches tall, underweight, she has dirty blonde, light brunette hair, hazel eyes, defined bone structure, and medium toned skin. Christina dresses in revealing clothing, usually short skirts, short shirts, tight pants, and sleeveless tops, with jackets that show cleavage, and diamond stud earrings. 

Edith Daniel: Edith is Christina King’s partner [so to speak], who ends up falling in love with her, after having a close relationship as friends. Edith has been married, but split up with her husband, because he wanted kids, and she didn’t. Edith unlike Christina doesn’t believe in taking drugs, but she does smoke on occasion. Edith ends up falling in love with Christina first, because of Christina’s extremely good looks. Edith is a very outspoken person, who doesn’t always make a good first impression. Edith isn’t very outgoing, and doesn’t like attention. Edith’s physical appearance is, she is 5’7, the same height as Christina, she isn’t at all underweight, and she has dark brunette hair, blue eyes, and pale skin. Christina dresses less revealing than Christina usually wearing tank tops, and jeans, but will wear dresses, and gowns. Edith isn’t quite as attractive in the face as Christina is.
James Young: James is Christina’s 30 year old brother who introduced Christina and Edith to each other. James is what you might call a yup, a young urban professional. James believed that he should go out and pursue an education, and always live the American Dream. James’ current job is a stock broker, and James is married, with no children. James is very businesslike, but still remains very friendly, caring, and warm to others. James’s physical appearance is he is 5’11 inches tall, he has buzzed blonde hair, and deep blue eyes, James usually wears suits, and ties, and dress shoes, James believes in dressing up for any occasion. James is buff, and muscular. James tries to stop his sister from taking drugs, but fails. James loves his sister very much, but is often unsure how to show his love for her. 

Kirsten Young: Kirsten is James’s wife, who is 29 years old. Kirsten is also an urban professional, but unlike her sympathetic husband, Kirsten has no understanding or sympathy for different individuals. Kirsten’s current job title is a social worker. Kirsten believes that excuses shouldn’t stop an individual from being successful in the big scheme of things. Kirsten is very cold, and heartless, and egocentric. Kirsten’s physical appearance is, Kirsten is 5’3 inches tall, has short blonde hair, and brown eyes, Kirsten is no where near as attractive as Edith and Christina. Kirsten wears turtleneck tops, and striped gray slacks to work everyday and even on the weekdays. Kirsten has a stocky build. 
Robert King: Robert is Christina’s abusive father, who has had a history of suicidal attempts, severe depression, and OCD. Robert is 52 years old, and believes in a liberal lifestyle and way of life. Robert for this very reason has always been a makeup artist, because he believes people don’t need college to be successful in life. Robert has very low morals, and doesn’t know how to love. Robert himself was abused as a young child, [his mother raped him] and doesn’t have much faith or trust with people. Robert at a later age wanted to kill himself, but his neighbor found him, and called an ambulance. Robert was hospitalized for many years after this attempt. Robert hasn’t seen or spoken to his daughter for 3 years, and plans never to do so again.

Anna Daniel: Anna is Edith’s mother who is 58 years old, and has leaded an easy life. Anna has always had a husband to take care of her and support her. Anna believes that god is the way for everything. Anna has and will always be concerned about her daughter Edith; Edith very much resents her mother for this very reason. Anna has never had a career a day in her life, and never will. Anna is a very lazy person, and will not jump for anything, or anyone. Anna also loves to add fuel to the fire and get everyone mad and upset with each other. Anna is 5’5 inches tall, has short curly hair that’s black, has hazel eyes, and fake tanned skin. Anna is also very overweight. 

John Daniel: John is Anna’s husband, and Edith’s father. Unlike Anna, John has had to work all his life, and believes work is the only way to succeed. John is a much laid back person, with good morals, and doesn’t like the way his wife acts. John is very supportive of his daughter, and what she wants to do in life. John is 61 years old, and is a security guard in a corporate building in the city. John is a very hospitable, sympathetic person, who has understanding for others. 

Setting: This story takes place in Berkeley California, during all months of the year. Christina lives in a shabby, worn down apartment, with hardly any furniture, and shares the apartment with her mate Edith. In this particular story, it is usually hot, and sunny, with an occasional thunderstorm in the spring/summer, and in the winter overcast and cooler.
OPENING SCENE:
[Tranquil music playing in the opening]
Robert: “Christina, would you come here a minute?”

Young Christina: “What dad?”

Robert: “I need you IN my bedroom.”

Young Christina: “What’s wrong?”

Robert: “You’re mother just died in a car accident.”

Young Christina: [begins to weep] “What, how?”

Robert: “SHUT UP AND LISTEN, SHE DIED….”

Young Christina: “I can’t my mother’s gone, I’ll never...”

[Robert puts his hands over Christina’s mouth to stop her from crying, and throws her on the bed.]

Young Christina: “DADDY STOP IT, YOU’RE HURTING ME, YOU’RE...”

Scene ends

CUT TO: The older Christina King, now a beautiful young woman sitting on the patio of The Berkeley Springs Mall outside of her job at The Black Room Bar. Christina is smoking a cigarette when her manager calls for her.]


CHARLES: “CHRISTINA, GET IN HERE, I NEED YOU’RE HELP.”

CHRISTINA: “Charles, I just got on break five minutes ago, I’m not going back in there right now.”

CHARLES: “I’m giving you two more minutes then break time is up.”

Christina mutters to herself: Fuck it.

Christina: “I’ll be in; I can’t smoke in the bar, can I?”

CHARLES: “You know the rules; it’s a smoke free bar.”
Christina lets out a heavy sigh, and goes back in the bar.]

Two older men approach Christina.

Stranger #1: “Damn, baby I want some of you’re fine ass.”

Stranger #2: “I sure as hell want to chew it up.”

Christina: “You’d better get the hell away from me, or it will be pain for you.”

The two men walk off laughing, and looking back at Christina.

Charles: “Christina, what are you thinking talking to customers like that, you’ll run them off?”

Christina: “How would you like to be a young beautiful girl and have two ugly geezers approach you, you wouldn’t would you.”

Charles: “Well, maybe you should rethink your wardrobe.”

Christina: “I think I have had enough of you, and I think I’m quitting.”

Charles: “Well quit if you want, but you’ll be back.”

Christina walks out the restaurant angry, and lights up a cigarette while standing a street corner.
Christina to herself: Damn it, I lost my job now, what do I do? 

SCENE CLOSES 

CUT TO:

Christina is lying down on her bed with the glare of the moon coming into her window. Christina turns on the television, when she receives a call from her brother.

Phone rings

Christina: “Hello, yes this is she.”

The landlord of the apartment is calling Christina about a very overdue rent.

Christina is coming to her breaking point.

Christina: “I know I haven’t paid this months rent, but I’m in debt right now, and I just got fired from my job, I have to job hunt tomorrow.”

Mrs. Copeland on the other line: “Christina, I understand your having money troubles right now, but I can’t help you got fired, listen, I’ll extend the date until November 5th, but I can’t do much more, it’s the 28th, that will give you eight days.”

Christina: “Fair enough, I should’ve come up with some money by then.”

Christina hangs up the phone.
Christina is stressed out, and goes and smokes another cigarette, and takes a shot of heroin. Christina once a stressed out mess, after the taking the heroin, now feels above the world, and goes to relax and lie down on the bed. 

Scene ends.

CUT TO: It’s the next morning, and Christina wakes up, and realizes she has to get another job, so she goes into the bathroom, takes a shower, and stares into the mirror while applying her makeup. Christina is wearing brown eye shadow, and red lipstick, and goes to search on the computer for a job. 

The scene moves in fast motion.

After about one hour of job hunting, Christina comes across a receptionist for a stock broker company, when she sees the wages, her face gleams. She eagerly picks up the phone and dials the number. 

The phone rings, and a man picks up the phone.

Ironically, it’s her brother James.

James: “Hello, thank you for calling Integrative banking how I may assist you today?”

Christina to herself [thinking] Oh shit, it’s my brother.

James: “Hello, Hello?”

Christina decides to bite the bullet.

Christina: “James, is that you?”

James: “Yes, who is this calling?”

Christina: “It’s your sister Christina.”

James: “Hey, Chris, what do you need from me today?”

Christina: “I was searching the internet for a new job, and it said you needed a new receptionist for your company, is this correct?”

James: “We do, but I don’t think this is the right job for you.”

Christina: [getting defensive] “Why wouldn’t it be, you don’t need college.”

James: “No, but you have to be up awfully early, and I know how much trouble you have getting up in the morning.”

Christina: “James, I need the job, just tell me if you don’t want me working with you, instead of playing games.”

James: “I think I know of a better job, where you can get up around 8:00 AM, and the pay is just as ample.”
Christina: “Where is this?”

James: “It’s at Bloomingdale’s at the mall, anyway you like clothes.”

Christina: “Oh, well I’ll give them a call.”

James: “Before you hang up, would you like to come to my thirtieth birthday bash on November eleventh?”

Christina: “Sure, why not, what time.”

James: “It’ll be at 4:00 PM sharp.”

Christina: “I’ll be there.”

James: “Love you, bye.”

Christina: “Love you too, bye now.”

CUT TO: Christina is now calling Bloomingdale’s about applying for a job.

Christina dials the number.

Store clerk: “Bloomingdale’s Berkeley Springs Mall.”

Christina:  “Hello, I was told that you have some job openings available.”

Store clerk: “Yes we do, at the moment we have a makeup artist needed, a cashier needed, and a customer service receptionist needed.”

Christina: “I think the receptionist is the job I would apply for.”

Store clerk: “Well, let’s set up a proper interview for Tuesday October 30th, at 12:00 PM, does that sound good.”

Christina: “Tomorrow at 12:00 noon?”

Store clerk: “Yes, and what’s your name?”

Christina: “It’s Christina King.”

Store clerk: “Alright Christina, I’ll see you tomorrow.”

Christina hangs up the phone smokes another cigarette.

 All of the sudden Christina is exhausted and ends up falling asleep with only her under garments on, on the living room sofa. 
The scene is in fast motion, staring at 12:30 PM, and Christina wakes up at 5:30 PM, it is now dark outside.

The TV is on indistinct with Oprah talking about love/hate relationships.

Christina is groaning, and trying to wake up, after about 10 minutes, she gets up, showers off again, she puts on a black minidress, a fur shrug, and 6” heels.

While getting dressed the doorbell rings.

Christina: “I’ll be there just a minute.”

By a complete surprise her father is outside the door. Christina is now a nervous wreck and hides in the bathroom.

Robert: “Christina, are you in there, I thought I heard your voice, I came to see you.”

Christina is hiding behind the full length mirror in her bathroom quivering, and clicks the TV back on to make it sound like it was the TV, not Christina.

Christina suddenly gets a flashback of being in her old home, and her father covering her mouth and throwing her on the bed. 

CUT TO: Christina is imaging when she was younger with her dad abusing her.

Young Christina: “Dad, STOP IT, YOU’RE HURTING ME, STOP!”

Robert: “SHUT UP, GOD DAMN IT.”

Young Christina is sobbing, as he throws her on the bed.

She and her dad are fighting each other.

CUT BACK TO: Christina back in her bathroom at twenty years old. 

Christina doesn’t hear her dad anymore, she looks to see if he’s left, and he did. She puts a chair in front of the door, and a sheet over the peephole. 

Christina gets undressed, and decides to stay in for the night, so she takes more heroin, and some crystal meth. 

Christina now feels relieved and can go lie down, and not be uptight or anxious. She gets under the covers and breaths heavily and turns out the lights. 

Christina wakes up at 2:00 AM from a nightmare about her father. She turns on the lights to make sure everything is okay. Then she turns the lights out again. 
Christina then falls asleep with piles of clothing, makeup, blankets, and everything else on her bed. Then the scene moves in fast motion where Christina wakes up and it’s now 9:25 AM. Christina roles out of bed depressed, and unhappy, she doesn’t want to wake up and go to her interview, so she calls and cancels. 
Picks up the phone and dials:

Receptionist: “Bloomingdale’s Berkeley Springs Mall this is Nicole speaking, how may I help you?”

Christina: “I’m calling because I set up an interview for a job and I won’t be able to make it today, so I’m canceling.”

Receptionist: “Okay, what’s your name?”

Christina: “Christina King, and I had an appointment with Marion at 12:00 today, am I able to cancel.”

Receptionist: “Umm, yes ma’am you are, I will pass this on to Marion right away, do you want to reschedule?”

Christina: “Not today, I’m sort of in a crisis right now.”

Receptionist: “Alright, well give us a call back when you want to make another time.”

Christina: “Thank you, Bye now.”

Christina hangs up the phone, and goes back to sleep, despite the sun shooting in from the skylight. 

Christina can’t sleep so she goes outside to smoke a couple cigarettes and takes more crystal methadone.

Christina turns on the TV and Montel is on. 

Montel [on the T.V.]: “Well, it seems to me you are awful upset, can you tell me what’s going on?”

Woman: “My husband broke up with me, and I’m all alone to raise a child, and have a job.”

Montel: “I’m sorry; well you know how we solve that.”

[The TV continues indistinct in the background meanwhile, Christina takes some old anti-depressants and falls asleep, and she doesn’t realize that it has been a week since she’s fallen asleep.]
Christina wakes up to find it is November 6th. 

The TV wakes Christina up with the weatherman stating the date.

Weatherman [over TV]: “It’s Tuesday November 6, 2007, and for the high in Berkeley California it will be 64 degrees, and a chance of rain, and clouds.”

Christina wakes up I n terror freaking out.

Christina: “HOLY SHIT, WHAT DAY IS IT?”

Looks at her cell phone.

Christina: “HOW IS IT FUCKING NOVEMBER 6TH, I HAVEN”T BEEN AWAKE SINCE THE 30TH OF OCTOBER?”

Christina suddenly remembers that her rent was due on the fifth of November and it is now extremely late.

Christina is heavily breathing.

Christina: “WAIT, THE RENT, THE RENT WAS DUE YESTERDAY, AND I CANCELED MY INTERVIEW.” Christina hits herself in the head for being so stupid. 

Christina: “FUCK, what I am going to do now, maybe Maude forgot.”

Christina goes over to the door to find an overdue notice, and a notice she might get thrown out of the complex.

Christina: [falls on the floor and sobs.] “Now what do I do, I’m going to be homeless, what do I do.”

Christina runs to the phone to call the bank about her funds. 

Christina dials the phone quickly 

Bank Teller: “Hello, this is the Berkeley Citibank Branch how we may assist you today.”
Christina: “I’m calling to see how much money I have in my bank account.”

Bank Teller: “What’s your full name, address and birth date?”

Christina: “My name is Christina Nicola King, my address is 10003 Berkeley Springs Blvd, Apt #909, and my date of birth is 3/22/87.”

Bank Teller: “Thank you, and your account number?”

Christina: “5556-8897-7408-5657.”

Bank Teller: “Thank you, one moment, you have $1,978 dollars as of November 6, 2007.”

Christina: “Thank you very much.”

Christina is relived because she thought she had less than $1,000 and her rent is $750.00. Christina gets dressed and goes to pay her rent.

Maude: “Ah, Christina, I presume you got my notices.”

Christina: “Yes, I just got back from a friend’s house that is ill, here is the rent.”

Maude: “Thank you, and please try to remember to pay on time.”

Christina: “I will.”

Christina runs up the stairs, and now she doesn’t have to go to work, because she has enough money to get by for awhile.

SCENE ENDS

CUT TO: Christina is back in her apartment preparing to go on a date with her Match.Com meet. Christina is making sure she looks perfect, and that she is perfectly polished. Christina applies her foundation very deliberately, and her lip gloss, then she decides to wear a scoop neck shiny black top, a black fur trimmed coat, diamond drop earrings, and dark blue jeans, and 4” heels. Christina has her hair backcombed, and sprayed off her face. Her nails are all chipped and crummy but she doesn’t care as long as the rest is put together. While getting ready, the phone rings, and it’s her father. Christina listens to the message. 
Robert[over the voice machine]: “Christina this is your father calling you, were you home yesterday when I came here, or were you really out; I hope I hear from you.” 

Message ends.

Christina is ready, and now it is 2:45 PM, and her date is at 7:30, so she runs to the bank for some extra money, and she goes to grab some lunch.

Christina is at the bank using her ATM card, when her phone rings. It’s her father again. Christina throws the phone at the pavement and yells:

“STOP FUCKING CALLING ME.”

People on the street give her odd stares and other laugh. 

Pedestrian: “Hey, shit yourself.” He and his friend crack up with laughter.

Christina gives them the finger, they just turn around laughing.

Christina receives her money, and goes to sit on a bench, and block her father from calling her anymore. 
Christina then goes to Starbucks and orders 2 Mocha Cappuccinos, and a raspberry muffin. 

Employee at Starbucks: “What can I get you?”

Christina: “Can I have 2 Mocha Cappuccinos, and raspberry muffin?”

Employee: “Sure, Two mocha cappuccinos.”

Employee: “That will be $6.78.”

Christina pays, and waits five minutes, and picks up her drinks. 

Christina brought her laptop and spends the rest of the day typing on her laptop. 

CUT TO: Christina heads back to her apartment building at 6:30 and gets freshens up, and leaves for the Curtain Stage Restaurant. 

When Christina arrives at the restaurant asks where her date Will is. He is sitting at the bar, ordering mimosas. 

Will: “Hey, you might be Christina King, right?”

Christina: “That’s me.”

Will: “I’m Will Nivolo, take a seat, I’ll get you a drink.”

Christina: “Sure, I’ll take an apple martini with no olives.”

Will: “You’re twenty, shouldn’t you drink a virgin?”

Christina: “Not unless I get carded no.”

Bartender: “May I see your ID young lady?”

Will cringes as he warned Christina about this.

Christina: “You know I was in such a hurry, that I must’ve forgotten it, oh stupid me. 

Bartender: “Well, I can’t give you alcohol.”

Christina: “Fine, I’ll take the virgin apple martini.”

Will and Christina start to chat.

Will: “So, you’re 20 years old?”

Christina: “Yeah, unfortunately; how old are you?”

Will: “I’m 25, I know it must suck seeing me drink.”

Christina: “Yes, I’m very jealous of you.”

The two laugh

Will: “so, are you working, going to college?”

Christina: “Well, I’m not going to college, I got laid of my other job, and I’m now trying to find a new job.”

Will: “I hate getting laid off, it’s so fucking annoying.”

The two receive their drinks, and talk more. 

The scene briefly closes out, and the scene is now showing the moon and the stars in the sky, and the flashing lights over in Beverly Hills, and LA.

CUT BACK TO:

Will and Christina have been at the bar for an hour, now we can only hear them talking indistinct

Christina: “Will, I have so much fun, I’ve never met someone like you before, and I wish I could marry you. 

Christina is putting her hands all over Will, and trying to kiss and hug him.

Will is doing the same.

Will: “I had fun with you too, not only are you intelligent, classy, and nice. You are also extremely beautiful.”

Christina: “So are you.”

The two hug and kiss each other. 

Christina: “Will?”

Will: “Yeah.”

Christina: “come back to my apartment.”

Will: “All right.”

CUT TO:

Christina and Will are now outside of the apartment complex. 

Will: “Wow, this is impressive.”

Christina: “The outside is, but the inside isn’t.”

The two walk up the stairs and run up the 9 flights of stairs. When Will enters Christina’s apartment he is in shock. The entrance has two antique gilded mirrors her mother left her, and a glass table with mail. The floor is sunken in green and blue marble. The kitchen has black, older appliances, and a hardwood floor, and the living room has cathedral ceilings with skylights. Will is impressed.

Will: “I bet this is expensive”

Christina: “Well let’s say it isn’t cheap, but it’s rather affordable.”

 Will: “How about we get in this bed, and lay down and watch some television.”
Christina: “Sounds good.”

Will: “I just met you tonight, and I can say that you are truly captivating, and beautiful.”

Christina: “Thank you, Will I never heard that before, you make me feel strong and powerful, like I’m somebody important.”
Will: “I can’t believe no one has ever told you this before.”
The two after about 1 hour, are lying down on the bed, holding each other arm in arm tightly. The scene quickly moves from nighttime to morning. 

The movie then speeds ahead to Saturday, November 10th.

Christina is in the shower and Will is making a breakfast of pancakes, coffee, and grapefruit. 

Christina: “Will, you have the breakfast done yet?”

Will: “Yeah, hurry up so we can eat.”

Christina: “I’m coming now.”

The two are eating, when Will notices that Christina is eating one slab of grapefruit and nothing else.

Will: “Chris, that’s all you’re eating, I made all this food.”

 Christina: “Yeah, I’m on a diet.”
Will: “You’re skinny as shit, what the hell are you on a diet for?”

Christina: “I need to fit in the hottest labels, and you can’t be overweight. 

Will: “Look at me, I’m eating I’m not overweight.

Christina looks at the handsome, blonde hair, blue eyed Will, and realizes he’s right. But the drugs have stunted Christina’s appetite.

When the two finish, Will tells Christina he has to go watch his niece, but he’ll be back soon.

Will: “Christina I have had so much fun with you, but I have to go home now.”
Christina: “Home, why home?”

Will: “Well, I have duties to perform and a job, and I have to be at home sometime.”

Christina: “Don’t leave me here, I’m lonely Will, don’t you understand, I’m young, but I’m dying inside from being lonely.” Begins to sob

Christina falls into Will’s arms, and he pats her back, and feels sorry for her.

Will: “I’ll be back tomorrow don’t you worry.”

Christina: “Tomorrow, Tomorrow?”

Will: “I promise.”

Christina: “You mean it?”

Will hugs her goodbye, and departs.

Will: “Yes, I promised 50 times now.”

When Will leaves, a depressed, saddened Christina goes into her bathroom to take more heroin, and smoke 5 cigarettes. When Christina is done, she forgot who Will is, and feels like she is happy, spirited and on top of the world.

Christina’s party at James’ house is tomorrow evening and she is staying at home again, to make sure she is emotionally prepared.
Christina is going into the kitchen to make herself dinner, and meanwhile the phone is ringing, Christina lets it go to voicemail, as she isn’t able to speak to anyone at the time. 
Christina after she clears her dinner goes outside to smoke, and then goes into the bathroom to undress, and wash her face. Christina is exhausted and climbs into her bed.
Christina falls asleep at about 8:00 PM, and wakes up at 1:00 AM with a nightmare. 

CUT TO: Christina’s nightmare is a flashback to when she was a child, and her father not picking her up from school.

Young Christina: [to her principal]: “Where is he, it has been 30 minutes, I’m getting scared.”

Principal: “I don’t know, he’s never on time, come in and we’ll phone him.”

Young Christina [doesn’t answer]

Principal: “Christina, Christina?”

Her father pulls up and grabs in the door and shakes her.

Robert: “WHY DIDN’T YOU COME IN SOONER HUH, HUH?”

Christina suddenly awakes from her nightmare, and is sweaty, and nervous. So Christina goes into the kitchen to take sleeping pills, and Xanax.

Christina is tossing and turning until 4:30 AM, and can’t get to sleep, a re-run of Full House was on.

This show used to be Christina’s favorite, and comforted her when she was younger.

Uncle Jesse: [over the TV]: “Michelle, I want you to see the new bed Uncle Jesse purchased for you.”

Michelle: “If it’s boring, I don’t want it.”

The characters on the TV keep chatting indistinctly while Christina nods off. 

CUT TO:

It is now 11:00AM and Christina has overslept and now she has to rush to get ready for the party. 

She jumps into the shower, and someone calls and the recorder goes off:

Man on Recorder: We are not available now; please leave your message after the tone. 

Will: “Christina this is Will calling, I was just catching up with you, give me a call when you can. Thanks.”
Christina runs out of the shower and tries to grab the phone, but she didn’t pick up in time. So she finishes showering off, then puts her makeup on, and puts on a black fur trimmed dress, diamond drop earrings, and fur lined boots. 

At 4:00, Christina heads out to Los Angeles for the party. 

When Christina arrives at the house, she gets out, and is surprised at how large it is. It’s a two story mini mansion, with bay windows, and a lush lawn. 

Christina knocks at the door.

His wife Kirsten answers

Kirsten: “Hello, who are you?”

Christina: “I’m James’s sister Christina.”

Kirsten: “Oh, we must not have met, I’m Kirsten, James and I got married in June, hasn’t he told you?”

Christina: “No, he hasn’t.”

The two walk in, and Christina finds James. 

James: “Hey Christina, how’s it been?”

[James gives Christina a hug, she hugs him back.]

Christina: “I’ve been great, this is a beautiful home.”

James: “Yeah, since I got married, I need more room to start a family.”

Christina: [puzzled] “A family?”

James: “Yeah, Kirsten and I want kids someday.”

Christina looks confused.
James: “What’s wrong, are you alright?”

Christina: “Yeah, I was just daydreaming.”

James: “Well, anyway, you’re the first to arrive, let me give you the tour.”

Christina looks around the large house, the entrance has blue and white shiny floors, and then you walk upstairs to a two story foyer, with all hardwood floors, a large eat in kitchen.

James: “This house is 2,709 sq. feet, not bad huh?”

Christina: “No, considering I live in a 1,200 sq. foot apartment.”

James and Christina have finished the tour when the doorbell rings; it is James’s high school friend Edith Daniels. Christina stares at her for awhile, because of her beauty. She is about Christina’s height, has dark brunette hair pulled back, and is wearing a long white coat, and a white cocktail dress. 
James: “Christina this is Edith, Edith this is Christina.”

Edith: “Hi, I’ve heard so much about you, you sure are beautiful, James looks nothing like you.”

James: “Oh, come on, she’s my sister.”

Christina: “Well, I must say, you look beautiful yourself.”

Edith and Christina go sit down and continue their conversation.

James socializes with other party goers.

James [to his friend Oliver]

Oliver: “Who, are those two women talking in the living room?”

James:  “The one in the black is my sister, and the one in the white is an old friend.”

Oliver: “They’re hot.”

James: “Oliver, do you want to meet my wife?”

Oliver: “Sure, who is she?”

James brings Kirsten over who is wearing a T shirt, and a pair of faded khakis.

Oliver: “Hello, I’m Oliver Cavanaugh, James’s friend from work.”

Kirsten: “My name is Kirsten, and I’m James’s newlywed.”

The three continue talking.

CUT BACK TO: 

Christina and Edith’s conversation

Edith: “So, what’s your job?”

Christina: “Well, I got laid off from my one, as a waitress, and I’m currently looking for another, what do you do?”

Edith: “I’m a secretary at a law office, it’s not too exciting.”

Christina: “How old are you?”

Edith: “I’m 32 years old, and you’re how old?”

Christina: “I’ll be 21 in March.”

Edith: “I know we just met, but I could use a friend like you, could we exchange numbers?

Christina: “Sure, I need a female friend anyway.”

The two exchange numbers and it is now 7:30, and people are departing from the party.

Before leaving the house Christina and Edith say bye to each other. 

Edith: “It was nice to meet you, give me a call sometime.”

Edith gives Christina a hug, and Christina hugs her back.

Christina: “I will, call me tomorrow.”

Edith: “Sure thing.”

The scene switches to Edith going to her mother’s house in Beverly Hills. 

Edith rings the doorbell

Anna: “Edith, what a pleasant surprise, comes in.”

Edith: “Mom, I was just at James Young’s party, and I met the nicest, most lovely woman there named Christina.”

Anna: “Oh, that’s really nice, did you ask her to come over your place one evening?”

Edith: “I gave her my phone number, I didn’t ask her over, because we only talked for a couple hours, but you should see how beautiful she is.”

Anna: “She can’t be as beautiful as you are.”

Edith: “Oh, she is, trust me.”

Anna: “Do you want some tea, or a slice of cake?”

Edith: “No, I ate a lot at the party, and I’m so full, but thanks for the offer.”

Anna: “Can I give you something to go, look at you all skin and bones.”

Edith:  “No, it’s okay; I have enough food at home.”

Anna: “I have missed you so much Edith, what have you been up to?”

Edith: “Not much, just working my crappy job, coming home, I don’t have much of a social life.”

Anna: “I told you to go to community college, I would’ve…”

Edith: “Mom, it’s too late now, just drop it, Christ, you don’t let up on me.”

Anna: “Well, you say you have a crappy job, and...”

Edith: “Mom, I told you change the subject.”

Anna: “Well, I just think you should’ve...”
Edith: “You should talk; you haven’t ever had a job, so just stop being such a hypocrite.”

Anna:  “Oh, never mind.”

Edith: “Where’s dad?”

Anna: “Oh, he’s at the church preaching tonight, it’s been his hobby, and keeps him out of the house, and out of my hair.”

Edith: “Well, it was nice seeing you, tell dad I stopped by.”

Anna: “Will do.”

Edith and Anna hug each other goodbye, and Edith drives home.

CUT TO: Christina is in her apartment, debating to herself whether she should or shouldn’t call Edith.

Ironically, the phone rings, and its Edith.

Christina picks up the phone:
Christina: “Hello?”

Edith: “Christina, hi, it’s Edith, how are you doing?”

Christina: “I’m doing well, how about you.”

Edith: “I just got back from my mother’s house, and boy, is she a piece of work.”

Christina: “Yeah, I don’t have a mother, she died when I was 4, but my father’s a piece of work.”

Edith: “Oh, that’s so sad; she died when you were 4?”

Christina: “Yeah, well, life goes on I guess.”

Edith: “So, do you want to have dinner tomorrow night?”

Christina: “That would be great, over my house, at 5:30?”

Edith: “Sure, where do you live?”

Christina: “I live in Berkeley, in the Berkeley Springs Complex, across from the mall.”

Edith: “I just have to map quest it, than I can find it.”

Christina: “See you, at 5:30 tomorrow, Bye now.”

Edith: “Bye.”

Christina is thrilled she is having someone over; she is wiped out and goes to lie down on the couch. She clicks the TV on, and falls asleep.

The scene moves quickly showing the cars driving by outside, and the traffic.

At 7:00 the next morning Christina wakes up, and smokes her cigarettes, and takes a shower, gets dressed, and puts on makeup. 

Christina is thrilled that Edith is coming over tonight, so she takes a smack of heroin, and goes to lie down on the bed. Before she knows it, it is 4:00, Christina jumps off the sofa, and fixes dinner, and changes her clothes.

Showing Christina in fast motion making dinner, and the other tasks
It is 5:30 and Edith is at the door.

Edith: “Hey.”

The two hug each other

Christina: “Hey, how are you.”

Then they sit at the dining room for dinner.

Christina: “I hope you didn’t have trouble getting yourself here.”

Edith: “No, it was very easy.”

Edith: “Can I ask you something, Christina?”

Christina: “Sure, go ahead.”

Edith: “You had told me your mother died when you were only four; I wanted to let you know that my father died in a fire.”

Christina: “Oh, Edith, I’m so sorry.” [Christina puts her hand on Edith’s shoulder.]

Edith: “No, it’s not your fault, I know how you feel.”

Christina: “It’s so hard not knowing who your other parent was.”

Christina begins to sniffle.

Edith: “Oh, I’m sorry I didn’t want to upset you.” Edith puts her arms around Christina

Christina: “No, you didn’t, I wake up with nightmares about my father a lot, and feel scared.”

Edith: “I’ll stay over with you tonight, don’t worry, you’ll be fine.”

Christina: “You don’t have to, that’s so nice of you.”

Edith: “I’ll look out for you, forever.”
Christina and Edith finish their dinner, and go into the living room.

Edith: “Christina, sit down, I’m going out to get some wine.”

Christina: “No, you are the guest, sit, I go get it.”

Edith: “No, I’m getting the wine now.”

Christina: “If you insist.”

Edith leaves the apartment, and Christina goes to smoke a cigarette while Edith is out. After about 20 minutes, Edith returns with the red wine.

Edith: “I got olives and red wine.”

Christina: “I pour us some glasses and while sit down and talk.”

Edith: “Christina, I still can’t believe you were only 4 years old when your mother died, that’s so sad, I mean do you remember her at all?”

Christina takes a sip of the wine, and talks.

Christina: “No, actually, I have a couple pictures, but I thought she just evaporated, I was so young, and it’s a blur.”

Edith: “When I was only 3 my father died in a fire, then my mother remarried to John, my stepfather now, so I feel for you.”

Christina: “That’s not all I went through when I was young, this is the worst.”

Edith: “You mean there’s more to the story?”

Christina: “Sadly, there is.”

Edith moves in closer toward Christina as Christina tells the nightmarish tale.

Christina: “When my mother died, my father called me in to tell me the news, and I didn’t want to believe it, and when I started to cry, he told me to shut up, and finally he put his hand on me and threw me on the bed; and the worst is when I was 10, he raped me.”
Christina begins to sob Edith puts her arms around her to comfort her.

Edith: “God, I had no idea, didn’t you tell anyone?”

Christina: “I’ve always been too afraid, my father can be violent.”

Edith: “I understand I wouldn’t want to get too involved with someone violent either.”

Christina: “I don’t mean to keep talking about depressing matters with you, this can’t be any fun.”

Edith: “I don’t mind, that’s what friends can talk about.”

Christina looks at the clock at notes it is 11:30PM

Christina: “It’s getting late, shouldn’t we get to sleep?”

Edith: “No, it’s still early, I have off for two weeks, and you don’t work right now, so let’s have freedom, and stay up.”

Christina: “You’re right there is no rush to go to bed.”

Edith: “So, do you have a boyfriend right now?”

Christina: “No, I met someone on match.com but he hasn’t bothered to talk to me, so I’m not calling him.”

Edith: “I don’t blame you, sometimes men are more trouble then they’re worth.”

Christina lies down.

Edith: “Christina, if you are tired, you can go to sleep, I don’t mind.”

Christina: “Sorry, I’ve been so tired lately, it’s ridiculous.”

Edith: “I’ll stay here with you.”

Christina falls asleep on Edith’s lap, and Edith is looking at Christina and is discovering that she has feelings of love for her. Edith kisses Christina good night.

The scene closes with the room dark.

CUT TO: At 3:00 AM, Christina awakens and goes onto the deck to smoke a cigarette

Then she goes into the bathroom and inconspicuously takes a shot of heroin. 
Then Christina creeps back into the living with Edith and falls back asleep.
CUT TO: It is the morning around 9:00 AM, and Edith wakes up, but Christina is still asleep. Edith gets into the shower.
After 10 minutes

Christina: “Edith, I?”

Christina looks around and can’t find Edith, so she walks around and finds her in the shower. Christina goes to sit down. 


Edith gets out

Edith: “Christina, how did you sleep?”

Christina: “Not well, as usual, I never sleep all through the night.”

Edith: “Why not?”

Christina: “I might have insomnia, or I just and too worried at night.”

Edith: “I know how that feels, do you want to go out and get something to eat?”

Christina: “Sure, I’ll just be a while getting ready.”

Edith: “Take your time.”

Edith goes into the bedroom and puts on some of Christina’s makeup, and puts on her clothes from the last night.

When Christina exits the shower, she puts on makeup, and gets dressed.

Edith: “Do you mind if I stay with you, I’m so lonely, and I’ll help pay for the rent, I know it’s a lot to ask, but we both enjoy the company.”

Christina: “I would love that, sure I drive with you to pick up your possessions.”

Edith: “Its 10:15, are you ready to go?”

Christina: “Let’s get out of here.”

The two are now in the car driving when Christina suddenly feels dizzy and light headed.

Edith notices that Christina isn’t feeling too well.

Edith: “Christina are you okay?”

Christina: “I’ll be fine, I feel weak, and light headed.”

Edith: “Should we stop, I mean you don’t look too well.”

Christina: “We’re almost there, I’ll make it.”

Christina puts her head back, and moans. 

After about 10 more minutes they arrive at Edith’s apartment complex

Edith: “You stay in the car; I’ll bring you an aspirin.”

Christina sits in the car, and starts smoking another cigarette. 

After about 10 minutes of waiting, Edith returns back to the car, and noticed Christina was smoking.

Edith: “Christina, I didn’t know you smoked.”

Christina: “Yeah, I have been for years, and I unfortunately take drugs too.”

Edith: “You take drugs, I had no idea, Christina, please stop before you get weaker, no wonder you are not feeling well, I used to take drugs and I quit because of how they affected my mental and physical health.”

Christina: “No, I’ll be fine, let’s just go get something to eat, or drink.”

Christina: “Your apartment building looks nice, are you sure you want to live in my run down apartment?”
Edith: “Christina, I love you very much, of course I want to live with you.”

Christina: “That’s nice, you can help me through rough times, I need someone to care, and love for me.”

Edith and Christina arrive at the Starbucks drive through and order their food.

Server: “Welcome to Starbucks, what would you like to order?”

Edith: “We want two vanilla iced coffees, two blackberry muffins and that will complete our order.”

Server: “Thank you pull around to the first window.”

Edith hands the server the money, then they head back to the apartment to eat.

Edith: “Christina, I need to ask you something.”

Christina: “Go ahead.”

Edith: “Well, would you not talk to me anymore if I was physically attracted to you, like in love with you?”

Christina: “Of course not, in fact, I think I’m attracted to you too.”

The two look at each other for a moment, then lock lips, and kiss, and hug each other.

When done, the two look shocked.
Edith: “Did we just, oh I guess we did.”

Christina: “We just kissed.”

Edith: “That was unbelievable, I must say, you are the best kisser.”

CUT TO:

The room is dark, and Christina and Edith are taking drugs together, Edith didn’t used to believe in drugs, but falling in love with Christina changed her mind.

Edith: “I so don’t feel myself, Christina; let me take that top off you.”

Christina: “Oh, be my guest.”

Edith takes the top off Christina, and the two starts to kiss each other unstoppably. 

The two are high, and have forgotten their problems they have been at it for an hour.

Edith: “Shit, you make me forget any of my issues.”

Christina: “You too, I wish we’d met years ago, you are hotter than any man.”

Edith: “This is so wrong, but is so right.”

Edith’s cell phone suddenly rings and it’s her boss, he wants Edith to come back to work tomorrow.

Edith: “Hello, this is she.”

Boss: “Can you come back to work tomorrow, we need you, haven’t been in over a week.”

Edith: “I’ll be there, just don’t replace me.”

Boss: “I won’t if you show up that is.”

The two hang up.

Edith: “Shit, I have to go back to work tomorrow.”

Christina: “Oh, you do, I wish you didn’t, maybe I should get a job.”

Edith: “No, no, you relax, I’m older, and you’re only 20, its fine honey.”

Christina: “Alright.”

Edith: “Shit, it’s late I’d better get to sleep if I want to get up in time.”

Christina: “I’ll get to sleep too.”

Edith and Christina get to sleep, and Christina kisses Edith goodnight.

Christina: [to Edith]: “I love you Edith.”

The two hold each other while sleeping

CUT TO: It’s now the morning and Edith is up at 6:00AM getting ready, and tries not to wake up Christina. 

When she leaves at 7:30, she pats Christina goodbye, and leaves a note. 
At 8:00, Christina gets up, and depressed Edith is gone, goes into the bathroom and takes a heavy dosage of heroin, and cocaine. Edith falls on the floor and blacks out. 

CUT TO: Around 1:00 PM, it has been 4 hours since Christina shot up, and Will, her old beau, had called numerous times, and was growing concerned, so he went over the house, and opened the door with the key Christina had given him. 

He almost died when he saw Christina unconscious.

Will: “CHRISTINA, WHAT’S WRONG, IT’S ME WILL, SHIT JESUS CHRIST WAKE UP, WHAT HAPPENED.”

Will is shaking Christina and finally she wakes up, she looks worn, exhausted, and knocked up. 

Christina: “WILL, WHAT THE FUCK ARE YOU DOING IN MY HOUSE, GET THE FUCK OUT YOU USER.”

Will: “Calm down, don’t you remember me I’m Will, we met from match.com you must remember who I am.”

Christina: “NO I DON’T REMEMBER WHO YOU ARE, AND I WANT YOU THE FUCK OUT OF MY HOME.”

Will: “You need help, what have you been taking?”

Christina: “I HAVEN’T FUCKING BEEN TAKING ANYTHING, NOW GET OUT BEFORE I CALL THE COPS.”

Will: “Christina, what are you doing taking illegal drugs, heroin, and cocaine?”

Christina: “I WANTED YOU OUT OF MT HOME, AND YET YOU LOOK THROUGH MY STUFF I’M CALLING THE COPS.”

Will: “No, I’ll just leave I just hope I don’t see you get hurt from taking drugs that’s all.”

Will sniffles as he walks out of the building.

Christina is lying down on the floor, smacked out, and lifeless. All of a sudden she realizes what she has done and begins to weep.

Christina: “WILL, COME BACK, I DIDN’T MEAN TO SCARE YOU OFF, OH, WILL, PLEASE DON’T LEAVE ME, WILL.”

Christina puts her head down on the floor and waits for Edith to return home. It is now 3:00 PM, so she has to wait 2.5 more hours before Edith comes back home.

Christina takes more Xanax and falls asleep. 

After 2 hours pass, Edith returns home and finds Christina lying on the floor almost lifeless. 

Edith: “Christina, Christina, I’m ho…”
Edith screams when she finds Christina lying on the floor, she thinks she’s dead.

Edith begins to sob, when she finds her on the floor.

Edith: “OH CHRISTINA, WHAT DID YOU DO, I TOLD YOU THOSE DRUGS WOULD KILL YOU, OH GOD, WHAT WILL I DO.”

Christina wakes up as she hears Edith’s voice.

Christina: “Edith, I’m alright, I just passed out.”

Edith grabs Christina and holds her tight.

Edith: “OH MY GOD, I THOUGHT YOU WERE GOING TO DIE, YOU CAN’T TAKE ANYMORE DRUGS, YOU’RE MAKING ME A NERVOUS WRECK, PROMISE ME.”

Christina: “Okay, I promise I won’t.”

Edith: “You’ve said you wouldn’t before, now this is getting serious, should I put you in rehab?”

Christina: “No, I won’t take anymore I already told you.”

Edith: “Get into the bed, you don’t look well.”

Christina: “I’m too weak to move. I just can’t.”

Edith: “I put you in then.”

Edith picks Christina up and puts her into the bed, Edith looks at Christina she is horribly thin, with jutting hip bones, and a very visible rib cage.

Edith: “You need to eat tonight, you look sickly thin.”

Christina: “I can’t I’m too weak.”

Edith: “Well, I’m staying home for a couple weeks, to make sure that you are alright, you’re wasting away.”

Christina weakened, and tired, falls asleep in Edith’s arms. 

After about 30 minutes, the phone rings and it happens to be James.

Edith was asleep too, when James left a message.

James: [over recorder]

James: “Hello, Christina are you home, I was stopping by to give you some documents you left at my old apartment, Kirsten and myself have been extremely busy, sorry I didn’t get them to you sooner. Hope all is well.”

After 2 hours, Edith wakes up, and it 7:30 PM, and she goes out to get something to eat, oddly enough she runs into James because he was dropping the papers off to Christina.

James: “Edith, what are you doing here?”

Edith: “Oh, I was just visiting Christina; you know we have become very close.”

James: “That’s wonderful, where is she?”

Edith: “Oh, she’s upstairs, she’s had a hard day.”

James: “Well, can I say hi?”

Edith: “I don’t know if she’s up to visitors as of right now, she’s terribly worn.”

James: “Is something wrong, if something is, I should know.”

Edith: “No, ugh, James let me just give her the documents.”

James: “What’s wrong, you seem so uptight.”

Edith: “Well, you see, the truth is Christina has a drug problem, and a smoking fetish, and we sort of are in love.”

James: “You mean my sister is a lesbian, and a drug addict?”

Edith: “Well, I’m the lesbian, and I fell in love with her, and I had no clue up until now she was taking drugs.”

James: “Well, I’ll let you two be calling me if you need anything.”

Edith: “Sure thing.”
CUT TO: James is leaving the apartment confused, and goes to his car to call his wife.

James dials the phone.

Kirsten [on the receiving end]: “Hello, James?”

James: “Yes, I just went to my sister’s home to drop off her legal documents, and my friend Edith was over there, and spilled the truth to me.”

Kirsten: “What, what is it?”

James: “Well, you see Edith and my sister became good friends, and they have been having a lesbian relationship, and Christina has a drug problem, it was a total shocker.”

Kirsten: “I knew it, Christina has issues.”

James: “Kirsten, don’t be too rough, I’m just upset, and don’t know how to deal with this situation.”

Kirsten: “Well, if the two are lesbians then let them be lesbians.”

James: “I know I just don’t want my sister to be looked down upon.”

Kirsten: “Who cares, it’s not your life.”

James: “Kirsten, hear me out, Christ you can’t ever accept anyone who is different.”

Kirsten: “ME, you don’t want her to be the lesbian.”

James: “You know what, arguing isn’t getting us anywhere, so let’s stop, I love you honey.”

Kirsten: “Bye.”

James hangs up. 

CUT TO: Edith goes to see how Christina is, and she finds Christina has taken all her clothing off.

Edith: “What are you doing?”

Christina: “Come over here.”

Edith: “You read my mind.”

The two begin getting on top of each other kissing, and massaging each other in an intimate manner. 

CUT TO: James is driving back to Christina’s apartment and checking the status of Edith and Christina.

BACK TO: Christina and Edith are still making out; Christina has lipstick marks all over her face from Edith.

Edith: “God, you are so HOT.”

Christina: “Jesus so are you, I could kiss you all night.”

CUT BACK TO:

James is running up the stairs of the apartment uses his spare key to get in. He almost dies when he sees Christina and Edith, he turns on the lights.
Edith: “AH, WHAT THE FUCK?”

Christina: “JAMES, WHY ARE YOU HERE?”

James: “What was going on, were you?”

Christina: “Were we what, it’s none of your business.”

James: “Christina, stop the drugs, they’re killing you, please.”

Edith: “James, leave her the hell alone, what do you ever do for her.”

James: “Christ, what have you done, made my sister a lesbian.”

Edith offended, runs out of the room in tears.

Christina: “YOU SON OF A BITCH, NOW LOOK WHAT YOU’VE DONE.”

Christina violently throws James against the wall, and goes to Edith.

Christina [to Edith]: “Edith, it’s alright, I know that James can be very offensive at times, I love you so much, and nothing will ever change that.”

Edith hugs Christina back.
Edith: “Why would he say I messed up your life, I didn’t did I?”

Christina: “Edith, no, you have made my life worth living, I now enjoy waking up in the morning.”

Edith looks at Christina and hugs her.

James walks into the room.

James: “Christina, I wish you hadn’t taken those drugs, now you are a lesbian, with Edith.”

Edith: “GET OUT OF HERE, CAN’T YOU SEE YOU ARE MAKING YOUR SISTER CRY, YOU BASTARD YOU OUTTA BE ASHAMED.”

James: [begins to cry]: “Edith, your not taking drugs anymore are you, you seem more on the verge than usual.”

Christina: “Get the fuck out of my house.”

James exits the building in tears, worried sick about his sister’s fate.

CUT TO:

Edith and Christina are in the living room, and Christina all of a sudden sits on the floor and cries, her hair is down and messy, and her makeup is smeared.

Christina: “WHY I’M I SO FUCKED UP, I WON’T LIVE TO BE 21.”

Edith massages Christina’s back and tells her it will be okay.

Christina: “I want to die, right now.”

Edith: “Jesus Christina don’t say that, if you die, I’m going with you.”

Christina holds Edith’s face in her arms and gives her one kiss, and holds on to her.

Christina then goes into the kitchen and takes more heroin, and cocaine.

Edith: “Christina, don’t please, I beg you don’t.”

Christina: “GET AWAY BITCH, I’LL DO WHAT I WANT.”

Edith tries to stop Christina, but Christina uses all of her 85 pound force and pushes her off into the refrigerator.

Edith: “GET AWAY FROM ME, YOU’RE VIOLENT.”

Edith runs out of the apartment into her car, and Christina chases after her.

Christina: [in tears]: “Edith, you can’t go, you can’t I won’t live.”

Christina is holding onto the windshield of Edith’s car pleading her not to leave.

Christina: “I’M SO LONELY; YOU CAN’T LEAVE ME, I’LL DIE.”

Edith: “It’s not you, I just think you will be better off without me, Christina I am dangerously attracted to you, and I think it’s best if we don’t see each other anymore.”
Christina: “EDITH HOW YOU CAN DO THIS TO ME, I LOVE YOU YOU’VE ONLY HELPED ME, PLEASE DON’T GO.”

Edith gets out and hugs Christina.

Edith: “I’ll love you forever.”

Edith pulls off and Christina is lying on the pavement in tears, and after about 20 minutes, angry, sad, and disappointed she runs into her house, and takes her largest dosages yet of cocaine, crystal meth, and heroin. She falls asleep, and dies in her sleep. 

CUT TO:

Several days have passed, and Edith becomes worried, so she decides to venture out to Christina’s apartment.

Edith arrives at the apartment goes into the room, and finds Christina on the floor dead. 
Edith walks in

Edith: “Christina, Christina, OH MY GOD!”

Edith finds Christina on the bathroom floor unconscious. Edith is reduced to tears.

Edith: “Christina, oh what have I done, I should’ve never left you; if I had stayed you would’ve lived.”

Edith falls on the floor, strokes Christina and holds her. 

Edith: “I’m keeping my promise Christina, if you died, I’m dying with you.”

Edith goes into the bathroom finds some nail polish remover and swallows it. After about 5 minutes Christina turns blue and falls on the floor dead from intoxication.

This happened on December 12, 2007, 

CUT TO: It is now December 18, 2007, about a week has gone by, and James hears that Christina and Edith are dead. 

James receives a call from The Berkeley Investigative services.
James: “Hello, who is this?”

Indistinct chatter on the other end

James: “WHAT, you mean they are dead, when did they die?”

Indistinct chatter

James: “December 12, and it’s been a week, have they removed the bodies?”

James: “They have.”

James tells his wife the news.

Kirsten: “James, have you been crying?”

James: “Yes, my sister and Edith have died, Edith committed suicide, and Christina died of a drug overdose.”

Kirsten: “That’s horrible, when was this?”

James: “Last Wednesday the 12th.”

Kirsten: “Is there a funeral date set?”

James: “Yes, its tomorrow at 9:00 AM, can you make it?”

Kirsten: “I’ll be sure and take off work.”

James: “I just can’t believe it, they’re dead, and a month ago they were at my party.”

Kirsten: “That’s what drugs do; they’ll mess up your life.”

James: “Yep, mess up your life.”

CUT TO: It’s the next day at the funeral, Edith’s parents and Christina’s family and friends are attending the service.

Priest: “Today on December 19, 2007 we are here for the gathering of the deaths of Christina Nicola King, and Edith Virginia Daniel, the two died on the 12th day of December 2007 from suicide. We are here today to honor and say our prayers for these who have died.”

Anna Daniel: “May I speak about Edith?”

John pulls Anna down, and tells her to let James talk first.

Priest: “We have it scheduled for James Young to speak first.”

James steps up by Christina’s coffin and speaks.

James: “Christina, and Edith, you were two lovely young women who didn’t deserve to be taken down by the hands of fate.”

James and others begin to cry.

James: “You both could’ve had a great career, and future, you were so persistent, and loving, I will sit in my room on December 12, for the years that I may live, and ponder about you two all day, some thoughts may evoke tears, and others evoke good times, where we felt so much.”

Priest: “Mr. and Mrs. Daniel would you like to speak now?”

Anna: “Edith, I loved you so much, why would you do such a thing, I will wonder about what sanity you had, but a deep flame will burn within.”

Everyone looks and claps nonchalantly.
John: “Edith, you were such a beautiful girl, you looked like you were too gorgeous and UN earthly to live on this Earth, I know you’ve made some bad choices, but haven’t we all, I love you, but now you are gone.”

Anna and John hug each other and wipe their eyes.

The funeral is moving in fast motion, and we cut to the last scenes.

James is sitting in the reception room with his head in his hands, and then he goes into the empty ceremony room and looks at the plaques on the coffins, and shakes his head in despair.

Kirsten: “James, what are you doing?”

James: “I’ll be there.”

The scene closes with James staring at the plaques and walking out of the room num. 

The room is now pitch black.

CUT TO: It is now 5 months after Christina’s death, and Robert her father is in his living room sobbing because he found out he missed the funeral. This final scene ends with Robert stabbing himself, after he realized what pain he put Christina through.

Robert: [to himself] “HOW COULD I, I’M USELESS, my poor baby daughter, why did I ever hurt you.”

Robert stabs himself and falls to the ground.

The scene closes and the credits roll.
