One cheerleader in particular is pacing...Her name is Celina and another cheerleader walks to her...Her name is Beth.

Beth-

Celina.

Celina-

What’s going on?

Beth-

It’s bad.

Celina-

What he’s going to be out for the rest of the game?

Beth-

Worst. 

Celina-

Is he coming to?

Beth-

Even worst.

Celina-

What?

Beth-

He’s not breathing.

Celina-

Check back there...He might be breathing now! 

Beth runs back over there and Celina staggers around sitting next to an chain fence.

She sits there staring out in space trying to make sense on what’s going on. She’s trying to figure out if this is true or not. 

Celina-

This can be....This can be happening. 

Voice-

(Softly)

He’s dead Celina.

Celina-

Who’s that?

Voice-

You didn’t know.

Celina looks around 

Celina-

Who said that?

Voice-

He’s dead.

Celina-

No!

Celina stands up and screams very loud everyone turns to see what she is doing. 

Beth walks back over to her. 

Beth-

He’s dead. 

Celina-

Oh my good. 

Celina faints

INT: Celina’s bedroom

Celina wakes up thinking this was just a dream and walks to the mirror. She looks into it and closes her eyes. She remembers kissing her boyfriend and then watching the same person getting hit by a linebacker who wears the number sixty. She looks in the mirror and sees a black figure then transforms into a woman...Celina has blonde hair, this woman has black hair...Celina is wearing a cheerleader outfit that’s red and white and the woman’s cheerleader outfit is black. 

The woman-

Hello.

Celina-

Who are you?

The woman-

I’m you.

Celina-

Am I dreaming?

The woman-

You know that’s the first thing that came through your mind as you woke up.

Celina-

Why are you...

The woman walks up to Celina

The woman-

I’m here because you have finally pissed me off.

Celina-

What did I do?

The woman-

What didn’t you do? A lot. 

Celina-

What business is it of yours?

The woman-

I remember the time where you had this insane thought to bash our step-father’s head with a dish he said was dirty. I remember when you were lying on your back trying to get the nerve to finally have sex. The way he would touch you near your.....

(Snickers)

All you had to do was allow it. You loved him and it meant everything in the world to you that he saw you in the same way.

Celina-

How do you know all of this? 

The woman-

I know you because I am you. I’m your shadow. 

Celina-

What do you want?

The woman-

A ride in your body. 

The woman walks into Celina and she drops down on the floor. She grips her own body and let’s out a scream. Glenda who is her mother runs in....

Glenda-

Are you okay Celina?!

Glenda walks to where “Celina” fell down at. We look in the mirror and see that Celina is in the reflection of the mirror and the woman is where Celina fell down at..

Celina-

I’m fine mom. Celina Willa...Willa I like that “middle” name. I’m fine. 

Celina smiles. 

Celina-

I’ll meet you downstairs. 

Glenda walks out of the room. The woman walks to the mirror...

Willa-

I like the name Willa. 

Celina-

What are you going to do?

Willa-

Find the killer.

INT: Hotel room- 5 months later

Willa walks into a hotel room dressed in a mini-dress and knee-high boots. The man who is next to her is named Matthew who’s wearing the jersey number sixty and is wearing blue pants.

Willa-

I’m glad you pick the nearest hotel.

Matthew-

I’m glad you came.

Willa-

Baby, I wouldn’t miss this for the world. 

Matthew-

Oh really. 

Willa-

I thought you might need a little release after all those “tough” games you had in Baseball and football. 

We see that Willa has on her gloves and different eye contacts on. 

Matthew-

What do you want to?

Willa-

Don’t ask questions.

(Pauses)

Are you up for that? 

Willa and Matthew starts to kiss and they get really into it...Willa pushes Matthew onto the bed and climbs up on him. As they kiss some more, Willa pulls out a set of handcuffs and quickly cuffs Matthew onto bed...Matthew screams as Willa bites Matthew’s tongue. She let’s go and then punches Matthew right in his chest. 

Matthew-

You bitch! 

Willa-

No.

(Slaps him in the face) 

I’m a bitch who justice for the one who you killed. 

Matthew realizes who she’s talking about as Willa tapes her mouth. 

Willa-

Payback! 

Willa walks into the bathroom and pulls out a sledgehammer. She climbs onto the bed. 

Willa-

I will strike down upon you for murder!

Willa stops in the midst of slamming that sledgehammer down on Matthew and she drops it. She is on the floor and screams in pain. Willa then changes into Celina and she slowly gets up then looks around trying to make sense of it. 

Celina-

Where am I?

Matthew-

Are you crazy?

Celina-

(Dirty look as she remember why she’s there)

Oh.

Celina walks to the bed and picks up the sledgehammer. She puts it towards Matthew throat and applies pressure..

Celina-

You don’t say a word or she won’t be there to help you next time. 

Celina stumbles out of the hotel room.

EXT: Car

Celina walks into her car and sits down.

Celina-

I look so...

Willa appears next to her.

Willa-

Yummy.

Celina-

You could have kill him.

Willa-

You actually had enough balls to stop me.

Celina-

The last thing I remember was being back in my room 

Willa-

Five months ago.

(Pauses)

You missed a lot 

(Pauses)

High school graduation, senior prom and a bunch of fights. 

Celina-

What?

Willa-

We learn lots of money beating people up.

Celina-

I can’t believe you. 

Willa-

It’s like keeping a dog indoors forever after a while he’s going to pee all over you. 

Now you better start listening to me or next time, it will be worse. 

Celina starts driving and the car pulls away.

Int: Football Field- Few years later 

A car pulls in and stops to park the car. Celina is banging her head on the steering wheel. She gets out of the car and sits on the floor. 

She looks through some pictures of Josh and her. She starts tearing them up one by one. 

She’s wearing a red low‑cut top with leather pants and boots.  Her hair is hanging over her face and her name is Celina. We recognized that the football field she’s about to walk in is the same one that her boyfriend died on. We knows this from the flashback that she has. 

Celina‑

Why did I wait?

(As Willa)

(mocking)

It had to be a special night.

(Pauses)

(Say out loud)

Shut up Willa!

Celina is walking on the football field

Montage:

When she looks around she sees:

A) Football seats

B) Announcer’s booth

C)Celina stands in the middle of the fifty yard lane

Celina stands there as a pained expression falls over her face

Celina‑ 

(CONTD.)

I can’t be here. Whenever someone breaks my heart, I end up here! I’ve got to move on.

Celina hangs her head down and turns around to see her shadow, her other personality, Willa. She‘s wearing the same thing as Celina but has brown hair and her clothes are different colors. Her hair is tied in a ponytail.

Willa‑

Are you ready then?

Celina‑

Why are you asking me if I‘m ready?

Willa‑

This Song and Dance, I’ve heard before. Are you ready for life? Celina, if I were you and I am, don’t bullshit me.

Celina‑

What do you mean by life?

Willa‑

(Annoyed)

The very thing that you have denied us.

Celina‑

I’ll start!

Willa‑

You have to mean it.

Celina‑

I do.

Willa‑

I’m still not buying it.

Celina‑

I can’t hurt anymore!

Willa‑

(Pauses, convinced and sympathizes)

When Dylan died on this football field, I blamed you. I was tearing you up over and over again because I was so upset at you for not having the night we should have had.

(Pauses)

You cost me that night!

Celina‑

You were mad at me.

(Willa shakes her head and then remembers)

You mean the attitude change, the smoking and the fights.

Willa‑

It was you who did all those things and that includes tonight’s activities of breaking up with Josh.

Celina‑

You did.

Willa‑

Same thing.

Celina‑

Go on.

Willa‑

I was impressed and rewarded you with memories.

Celina‑

(Pauses to remember)

We use to be in a fight circuit and fought for money.

Willa‑

Through senior year.

Celina‑

There was a hot guy.

Willa‑

You ruined that.

Celina‑

I didn’t like him!

Willa‑

It doesn’t matter.

Celina‑

(Gets up)

If we are going to co‑exist, let’s get something straight. I will have to give up things but as for the first time we have sex, it’s a mutual decision.

Willa‑

Your not the....

You are.

Agreed.

Celina‑

I’m glad we broke it off with Josh but that girl...

Willa‑

Are you mad Celina?

Celina‑

(Feels angry)

I mean, she did me a favor, but still!

I wanted to hurt her!

Willa‑

Do you know what we are capable of in that department?

Celina‑

What?

Willa‑

(Snaps her fingers)

This.

(Celina tips her head back and as a reaction on her face of pure fear)

Celina‑

(Shocked)

We could do that!

Willa‑

Yes.

(Pauses)

We could even kill and make it look like self‑defense!

Celina‑

No! I don’t want kill, I want to hurt her. Promise me you won’t get us in trouble!

Willa‑

(Laughs)

To the plain eye, they saw you in the fight circuit, they saw you smoking and getting into fights. They never saw me, they saw you.

Celina looks around and is looking at her clothes thinking "I would never buy this".

Willa-

(Pauses)

We keep the clothes.

Celina‑

We keep the clothes and give up smoking.

Willa‑

What!

Celina‑

Come on!

Willa‑

(Doesn’t really want to)

Agree.

Celina‑

As for love.

Willa‑

You pick him and it better me good.

Celina‑

Or what?

Willa‑

(walks to Celina and shows her fist)

(threatening)

They will see you with your fist through our stepfather’s heart.

Celina‑

Just work with me.

Willa‑

Agreed.

Celina‑

(Shake hands with Willa)

All right.

As Celina and Willa stare each other down

Willa disappears and Celina looks around then  starts to walk off. Celina goes to her car and climbs in

Celina‑ 

(CONTD.)

(sarcastic)

Yes, you can have split personalities and live a "normal" life.

Celina shakes her head and then backs up to drives away. We see someone lurking around. She steps out. See smiles. Her name is Victoria.

Victoria‑

Just keep telling yourself that.

Int: Living room‑

Perry’s house

Patrick is sitting down reading a newspaper on a recliner couch he’s a heavy set person with faded overalls and black shoes. Forty‑four years old and has a beard. Stepfather to Celina/Willa and husband to Glenda. Glenda walks in with a red house dress and bare‑feet. Attractive woman at the age of forty‑four, she walks over to her husband to kiss him on his head

Patrick‑

Good breakfast.

Glenda‑

Thank you.

Patrick‑

Sorry I came home late last night.

Glenda‑

I figured you were out.

(pauses)

Was that a call from one of your people?

Patrick‑

(Changes subject)

Where’s your "Spawn"? Did you ask why she was so late coming home?

Glenda is annoyed when he says anything like that.

Glenda‑

Just leave her alone.

Patrick‑

This wouldn’t happened if she was dating real men from church.

Glenda‑

Get off her back!

Patrick‑

Another thing. Why do you let her wear those whore clothes? It’s a bad example.

Glenda‑

For whom?

Patrick‑

(Dodges question)

It’s not right for our daughter to dress like a high‑class hooker. If she wants to model, do it in "The right" clothes.

Glenda‑

(Hits the newspaper out of his hands)

Shut up! She’s mine!

Patrick‑

(Threatening)

I’m sorry.

(Pauses)

What did you say?

Glenda‑

She’s mine! (Patrick moves closer) Do you want to hit me? You don’t speak about my baby that way. (Deep voice)  She knows how to defend herself and how boys act. She learned all that from her mother and not her good for nothing father. (Proud)

My father is a two‑time boxing champion and he taught me how to hurt people, I taught my baby everything I know. She’s twenty years old and mature enough to do what she likes, understand!

Willa coming out of the kitchen and smiling at her Mom. She hugs her Mom and whispers in her ear.

Willa‑

Watch this.

(Whispers)

As Willa walks towards Patrick, Glenda grin and walks over to Patrick

Willa-

(Sarcastic)

Sorry about not coming in on time and disappointing you because I’m not a church going person.

Glenda tries not to laugh

Willa-

(Sarcastic)

I swear I’ll do a Hail Mary and plead with God to forgive me.

(Looks to Glenda)

Good morning Mom.

(Kisses mom)

(Picks up her bag from near the door)

Patrick‑

Your not funny.

Willa‑

(Turns around to him)

I thought I was.

Patrick‑

You are so....

Willa‑

(Drops her bag and Glenda steps in‑between)

What?!

Patrick‑

Why do I waste my time?

Willa‑

You married my mom because you love her and you like to believe I need saving!

Patrick‑

You do!

Willa‑

(Stern)

I don’t!

(Patrick back off and sits back down)

Patrick‑

(sits down)

(Knows it gets to her)

Have you thought about what I proposed?

Willa‑

(Sits on the couch and looks him dead in the eye)

Don’t push me.

(Answers Patrick)

My answer is still no.

Patrick‑

It would be a good...

Willa‑

Convent. No. I’m going to be me and this pain of finding out my ex was freaking some two‑bit, bottom‑feeding, can’t get a man for herself, bitch, will go away.

Glenda‑

(Gets in‑between Willa again)

What are you going to do about Josh?

Willa‑

I wish I could tell you exactly what I intend on doing but you’ll try to talk me out of it....

Patrick‑

Why waste your time when there are perfect men in church like Donnie?

He’s the pride and joy to church and he could change anyone, even you step‑child!

Glenda‑

Patrick!

Willa‑

(Laughs it off)

I got this Mom.

(Glenda walks out of the scene)

I don’t need to change myself for nobody.

(Pauses)

Now getting back to Donnie.

Was he a church going boy when he had a fight with my black friend? Then had the nerve  to call him that really bad racial slur. As for a church boy, please. He would like the women to scream God’s name when he actually does get some.

Excuse me. I have to go to the bathroom.

Willa walks to the bathroom and then the Doorbell ring. Glenda walks over to the door and let’s Bryan in.

Bryan‑

Is Celina ready to go?

(Patrick looks over to Bryan and leaves)

What’s wrong with him?

Glenda‑

It’s nothing.

Bryan‑

(Doesn’t believe her)

Right?

Glenda‑

It doesn‘t matter anyway.

Bryan‑

How true.

Willa comes back in

Willa‑

Hey!

Bryan‑

You’re ready.

Glenda‑

I’ll see you two later.

Glenda hugs Willa as she exits. 

Bryan‑

Are you okay?

Willa‑

(Changes the subject)

Where do you want to go first?

Bryan‑

Gym.

Willa‑

Good.

Bryan‑

The workout will be two hours today.

Willa‑

Good

Bryan‑

You’re going on the punching bag.

Willa‑

What’s with the twenty question?

(Pauses and realizes she was being a bitch)

I want to break something.

Bryan‑

That would cost money.

Willa‑

I know.

Bryan‑

How are you really doing?

Willa‑

I want to find out why I got screwed over for this girl.

Bryan‑

She sounded like she was a woman.

Willa‑

If she’s going to mess with another woman’s man, she’s a girl.

Bryan‑

Don’t cause a scene.

Willa‑

Me?

Bryan‑

Yeah you!

Int: Gym‑

Gym is filled with five ladies in the background working out

There’s a man wearing a black short‑sleeved shirt, black shorts and sneakers. His name is Stefan and his mid‑20’s. He’s shadowboxing while Bryan wearing white workout clothes walks up behind him. Bryan taps his shoulder and Stefan just keep punching away

Bryan‑

How are you doing?

Stefan‑

(punching the bag harder and harder)

Punching away the anger.

Bryan and Stefan slap hands as Stefan turns back to the punching bag. Bryan realizes that Stefan might be tick off because of Greenlee.

Bryan‑

Is Greenlee still bothering you?

(Stefan shakes his head yes)

What did we ever see in her?

Stefan‑

What were we thinking with?

They both look down at there jimmies. Willa comes behind them and stands right next to them. She looks down with them

Willa‑

What are we looking for guys?

(They all look up at "Willa")

Bryan‑

(Changes the subject)

This is Celina....

Willa-

I’ll take it from here. My name is Celina Willa Perry. 

Stefan‑

You look like a Willa.

Willa‑

(Shakes his hand)

(Looks him down and up)

(Walks around him again and lick her lips every now and then)

How do you figure?

Stefan‑

Your eyes.

Willa‑

Good job.

Stefan‑

So is your name Willa.

Willa‑

That’s my middle name. We all have that middle name that sounds like a first name. Honey, you could call be anything you like.

Celina appears in a reflection

Celina‑

Your being obvious.

Willa‑

(ignoring Celina)

What is a drink of water like you doing at this part of the gym?

Stefan‑

Water. Isn’t that tasteless?

Willa‑

(laughs)

What are you kidding me? It’s the best liquid out of them all.

Stefan‑

How do you figure?

Willa‑

You can’t do without it. It’s in your system and if you try to go without it, you would die.

Stefan‑

It sounds like love.

Willa‑

(Pauses)

That’s different.

Stefan‑

You can’t do without love.

Willa‑

Some people say they could do without it.

Stefan‑

They must be dead from the inside.

Celina‑

(Celina grabs Willa and forces her to trip)

Move Willa.

As Willa trips, Stefan catches her and Willa shoots a dirty look at the reflection at Celina then looks at Stefan

Willa‑

Do you always catch a woman in distress?

Stefan‑

Only when they fall.

Willa‑

My hero.

Celina‑

Move on.

Everyone freezes because  Celina and Willa are fighting in their minds but we get to see it.

Willa

Hand through stepfather’s heart.

Celina‑

We are here to find Greenlee.

Willa‑

I know.

Celina‑

Stop flirting.

Willa‑

(thinking: Are you kidding me?)

He’s cute.

Celina gives her a look

Willa-

(Pauses)

Fine.

Everyone un‑freezes

Willa-

It’s been a pleasure you can’t believe or understand to meet you.

(Doesn’t want to go)

Come on Bryan.

Willa, Bryan and Celina walks away while Stefan keeps looking at Willa go and doesn’t see Greenlee walking in. She makes a b‑line for Stefan

Greenlee‑

Hey!

(Stefan turns around)

Stefan‑

Stop this.

Greenlee‑

(Wide eyed and innocent)

What?

Stefan‑

Can you please leave me alone?

Greenlee‑

No.

Greenlee tries to kiss him but Stefan nicely shoves her away

Stefan‑

You left me.

Greenlee‑

And now I want you back.

Stefan‑

You can’t throw me around and then pick me back up, I’m not your property.

Greenlee‑

It’s not like that.

Stefan‑

What’s it like?

Greenlee‑

I have to get you back.

Stefan‑

Why?

Willa looks back and see a woman who she thinks she knows with Stefan.

Willa‑

(looks at Greenlee)

I know her.

Celina‑

It’s her.

(Willa walks over there)

Bryan‑

Oh no.

(Bryan runs over there)

Willa walks over and taps Greenlee on the back

Willa‑

Excuse me.

Greenlee‑

(Turns around)

Who are you?

Willa‑

You mean to tell me you don’t know me!

Greenlee‑

No.

Willa‑

You seem to know Josh really well.

Greenlee‑

(Busted but is playing stupid)

Who’s Josh?

Willa‑

Don’t play stupid with me bitch!

Bryan‑

This seems familiar.

Greenlee‑

Are you his ex‑girlfriend?

Willa‑

As of last night, yeah.

Greenlee‑

Why are you following me?

Stefan‑

She was with your ex, when?

Willa‑

Two days ago and I saw her sneaking out back when I came in that night.

Stefan‑

Is this true?

Willa‑

Are you going to stand there and call me a liar?

Greenlee‑

I can explain.

Celina/Stefan/Willa‑

Save it.

Greenlee‑

What do you mean save it?

(Pauses)

(Deliver it very superficial) 

I love you Stefan.

Bryan‑

You really don’t know the meaning of that word.

Greenlee‑

(mad to see Bryan)

(Turns to Willa)

All you had to do was fuck him and then I wouldn’t have needed to come in.

Bryan‑

Since that seems to be the thing that you’re special at.

Greenlee gives a hurt look at Bryan

Greenlee-

Will you mind your own damn business?

Bryan-

Not when you keep hurting the people I love.

You remember I felt about someone hurting the people I love, you use to be one of them!

Willa looks at Bryan

Bryan‑

She’s my ex.

Willa‑

What!

Bryan‑

Long story.

Greenlee shoves her hard, Willa gets up to shoves her back. She looks to Stefan to help her up and he turns away from her. She gets up and walks to him. Willa grabs her hair and backslaps Greenlee

Willa‑

Let’s go.

Greenlee‑

(Scared)

No.

Willa‑

(Pauses. It‘s not worth it.)

Whatever?

(Greenlee slaps Willa in the head.)

Willa turns around and tackles Greenlee down to the floor. Bryan and Stefan stand there letting this go on. Everyone stops working out in the background to watch. Greenlee brings Willa up and gives her a knee to the side of the head. Willa falls back. She gets back up and Greenlee throws five punches and lands none but it was on Willa’s arm. Greenlee throws another one and Willa blocks it for a punch in the Temple of Greenlee’s head. Greenlee drops and Willa brings her back up with Greenlee stumbling all over. Willa shoves her back and Greenlee falls down. Willa stands over her and Josh walks in on her doing that.

Josh is a tall man with a plain face with straight hair and Yellow sweats on

Josh‑

What did you do?

Willa‑

She picked a fight with me!

Willa walks off and Josh takes her by the arm

Josh‑

Can’t get over me.

Willa‑

Get off me.

Bryan tries to intervene and is decked by Josh, Willa hits Josh in the head and then throws a vicious uppercut. Josh straggles back and Willa hits him with a blow to the kidneys. Josh swings and falls over in pain. Stefan gets Greenlee up and then goes to Bryan.

Stefan‑

Are you okay?

Bryan‑

(Excuse)

He hits like a girl.

Stefan‑

Celina..

Celina is back and  a little daze acts she’s going to fall back and stops realizes what just happened then runs out of there.

Celina‑

I got to go.

Stefan‑

What?

Celina‑

I’ll do more damage if I stay.

Willa runs off and Stefan runs after Willa. Bryan walks over to Greenlee who is on top of Josh trying to help him up.

Bryan‑

I see you’re still the bitch I left you as.

Greenlee‑

Do you like hitting me with cheap shots?

Bryan‑

Do you just like making yourself cheap?

Bryan walks out

Ext: In front of Gym

Celina is out and sitting down on the curb and Willa is next to her

Willa‑

Your okay.

Celina‑

(Amazed)

We used to do that all the time.

Willa‑

I did.

Celina‑

(proud)

They saw me, not you!

(Horrified yet amazed)

I hurt people.

Willa‑

(Smiles)

In and out of the fight circuit.

Celina‑

(Worried)

Did we ever come close to killing someone?

Willa‑

I never let it get that far.

Celina‑

Why can’t I remember that?

Willa‑

I will unlock that soon.

Celina‑

Why do you get to have all the power?!

(Catches her breath)

Willa‑

Look who’s talking.

Celina‑

Will you let go of that?!

Willa‑

Sorry.

(Pauses)

How did it feel?

Celina‑

I didn’t want to stop you.

Willa‑

Now that’s living.

Stefan walks outside and Celina stands up and Willa stands in the middle of them

Celina‑

(Worried)

I’m sorry you had to see me like that.

Stefan‑

It’s okay.

(Pause)

Are you all right?

Celina‑

I just can’t believe it’s over.

Stefan‑

It’s okay.

Celina‑

Is anyone.....Did they call the cops?

Stefan‑

No.

Celina‑

Why did you come out here?

Stefan‑

(Thinks the first thing that comes to mind)

(Whispers)

You’re a drink of water.

Celina‑

(Confused)

What?

Willa‑

(Surprised)

Really?

Stefan‑

I mean, that part is always the hardest.

Willa‑

You don‘t lie well.

Celina‑

I wish it were easy.

Stefan‑

What do you mean?

Celina‑

I wish I could just close myself off.

Willa‑

(Happy)

That could be arranged.

Stefan‑

(Touches her face)

Don’t.

Celina‑

What?

Stefan‑

Don’t close yourself off.

Stefan touches her face ever so slowly.

Celina‑

Why?

Willa‑

Yeah, why?

Stefan‑

They will miss the person I see.

(pauses)

I’d like to kiss you now.

Willa‑

Go for it.

Celina‑

What?

Stefan‑

I want to kiss you.

Celina‑

Why?

(Stefan backs off)

It’s not a bad thing, I mean, why would you want to kiss me? You don’t even know me!

(Pauses and wants to kiss him) I can’t.....It would be too easy to kiss the first man I see that makes me feel good.

Stefan‑

You want to.

Celina‑

It would be a kiss to forget

Stefan‑

Or remember(
Celina‑

Why?

Stefan‑

(It’s an excuse)

I like the way you beat‑up my ex.

Celina‑

(Back away)

Relationships based on animal instincts usually doesn’t last.

Willa‑

Not true!

Stefan‑

Maybe this is an instant attraction.

Celina‑

You think a lot of yourself.

Stefan‑

I have to.

Celina‑

Are you a loner or something?

Stefan‑

You have no idea.

Celina‑

Stefan‑

I’ve lost my hair and I almost lost hope sometimes because the donor wasn’t found right away. The people I love put on these brave faces to hide the fact that they were crying and dying inside.  People were ready to bury me when I never even had the chance to live. Then one day a donor came and it only happened because she was in critical condition. She got into a car accident, she was alive when they took it out of her and I got it. It took me two weeks to go from bad to stable condition.  My parents were happy that I was alive but didn’t know what to do with me and they still don‘t know. I mean they loved me but....It’s like they were all ready to bury me and that’s when I met Greenlee. We had some good times together and then I was dumped when she found out I had cancer. You know when I found out what she did today, I wanted you to kill her because I thought there was still hope for us. I met you and I realize there’s no hope for me and her. I don’t know why I’m telling you this and I can’t begin to phantom what you been through with that loser in there.

I don’t care right now. Do you understand?

Celina walks towards him like she’s going to comfort him and back off a little bit.

Celina‑

We can’t do this.

Willa‑

Why the hell not!

Stefan‑

Why?

Celina‑

I just got over a relationship.

Willa‑

Don’t bring Josh the tin man into this.

Stefan‑

You think too much. One minute, you’re flirting and next your....

Shy.

Celina‑

I’m not trying to lead you on. I’m scared. I’m terrified. This feels good.

I would love to tell you what I’m thinking right now.

Stefan-

(Smiles)

You think too much.

Willa steps out in front of them as they both frozen in motion.

Willa‑

You hit the nail right on the head! I’m never going to have kids. I’m never going to have sex. I will be a thirty‑five year old virgin sitting in her house playing a violin with dozens of cats and( Wrong movie. I’m going to die a virgin and when I go to heaven there going to put me in the Virgin part with Gandhi! He’s going to talk and talk until it drives me crazy then I‘ll go to hell because I would have killed Gandhi.

(Pauses)

 That would suck!

Celina‑

I’m attracted to you but I need time.

Stefan‑

You sure about this because it might not happen again

Celina‑

I’m hurt and you’re here. I feel something for you, I saw it in your eyes that you knew the place I’m in now and when I almost touched your lips, it would have been so easy. I mean you’re  a sweet man from what I’ve known of you in the last thirty minutes. 

Willa‑

Cut it. He has a nice ass!

Stefan‑

Really?

Willa‑

(Looks at his ass)

Really?

Stefan‑

It’s overrated that a first kiss should be really good.

Celina‑

Stefan and Celina are lip to lip

After I’m done kissing you, you won’t want to stop. I want it to be when I’m free to do that.

Stefan‑

For now? I understand.

Stefan blows her a kiss. Willa walks to grabs his ass and Celina makes a sound, Willa stops, Stefan leaves.

Celina‑

(Surprised)

I was flirting.

(Changes subject)

I wanted to kill her.

Willa‑

I know I can’t believe that was you.

(Surprised and changes the subject)

I know. I felt it. It was tough, I mean I could have....

Celina‑

It would have solved nothing.

Willa‑

Yes it would.

Celina‑

Witnesses.

(Pauses)

We have to make sure we go to the internship.

Willa‑

Shit! Your right. We have got to go.

Celina‑

You really like helping other children and mom’s out don’t you?

Willa‑

Yeah.

Celina‑

It makes me feel like, I’m getting back at my father for leaving me.

Willa‑

That’s a plus.

Celina‑

Did you just give me credit?

Willa‑

(Doesn’t want to admit it)

Shut up and switch.

Celina‑

You like me, Willa, admit it.

Willa‑

Fine! You’re not that bad.

(Pauses)

Shut up and switch.

Fade to black

Int: Library

Willa is sitting there reading a book with her glasses on and then stops. Then counts with her fingers writes something down. She stops and lay her head down on the table and softly beats her head on the table

Willa‑

(Sarcastic)

This is very interesting report your doing on statistics. This is your shadow speaking, you need a new major! I never knew Psychology could be so boring.

(Tries to figure something out and starts hitting her head)

The doctor would say "What’s the matter?"

(Pauses)

I would reply, "My head hurts."

(Pauses)

The doctor then would asked; "Why does your head hurt?"

(Pauses)

I would say; "I keep hitting my head on the table."

(Pauses)

The doctor said "Why don’t you stop?"

(Pauses)

I would finally say. 

(Hits head on table)

Because it feels good.

(Pauses)

Could you think of anything else to pursue with some bite?

Josh walks in with Greenlee who has sunglasses on as the both walk out of the elevator. She sees Willa and walks over to her.

Greenlee‑

You’re lucky I don’t have you arrested.

Willa‑

(Evil grin)

Right.

Josh‑

(Looks at Greenlee)

Could I talk to her?

Willa‑

I have something to ask you.

Greenlee‑

What?

Willa‑

How many minutes did he last?

Josh blocks Greenlee from going after her.

Willa‑

(Laughs)

Did I hit a nerve?

(pauses)

I’m sorry.

Josh‑

Let me talk to her.

Willa‑

Yeah Green, I want to talk to him.

(Greenlee kisses him long and hard) 

Is this going to take long because I have studying to do?

Greenlee‑

(Smirks)

Just marking what‘s mine.

Greenlee walks off

Josh‑

Don’t make this difficult because we’re going to see each other on a day to day basis and at least after one year, we could be civil.

 (Willa flips him off)

Sex. I wanted it and you wouldn’t let me have it. This is your fault.

Willa‑

(laughs and stands up.)

(Looks him up and down)

I wasn’t holding a gun to your head when you had sex with Greenlee. However, when you were trying to have sex with her, did she feel anything? I mean, did she feel anything between her legs?

Josh‑

(Ignores that)

You ignored what I needed.

Willa‑

You never gave me what I needed.

Josh‑

Like what?

Willa‑

You are a emotional void and when I would try to snuggle with you, you moved. When I tried to hug you in public, you gave me a grandma hug. When I tried to kiss you in public, you gave me a peck. In public or in private.

Josh‑

I was burned before, I thought I made that clear.

Bryan walk in on everyone

Josh‑

 (CONTD.)

I got to go.

(About to go)

Bryan‑

You better go.

Josh‑

Whatever!

(Pauses) 

One question: Who is going to love you now?

Willa‑

(Is about to swear and stops)

The question is: Who’s going to love you?

Josh walks away

Bryan‑

Hi.

Willa‑

(looks around him)

Are you hiding another harem of women you used to date?

Bryan‑

I deserve that.

Willa‑

You could have told me.

(Pauses)

We have been friends for years.

Bryan‑

She was a big mistake.

Willa‑

How big?

Bryan‑

She broke up with me because I was going to the college that she applied for.

Willa‑

What happened after that?

Bryan‑

She cheated on me and then wanted me back.

(Pauses)

She made some excuse said "I was that simple". I wasn’t having that. I wasn’t going to go back and forth having my heart played. I took my stuff and walked away.

Willa‑

Push me.

(Bryan does)

Did I break?

Bryan‑

No.

Willa‑

You know if I didn’t love you, like I do,

(Pauses)

I would kick your ass.

Bryan‑

Your not mad at me?

Willa‑

You just have bad taste in women.

Bryan‑

I do.

Willa‑

(Laughs)

Your still my best friend. Your relationships are none of my business.

Bryan‑

The great thing about our friendship is that.

(Pauses)

Where are you going?

Willa‑

(Over dramatic)

To practice saving people.

Bryan‑

Let’s not do that again.

Willa‑

I agree.

Willa gets her stuff and walks off. Bryan turns around to see Greenlee sitting there.  She turns to him and stares at him as he walks over to her

Int: In the corner

Bryan sits across from Greenlee

Greenlee‑

I’m not in the mood.

Bryan‑

I’m sorry.

Greenlee‑

(Pauses and then gets up)

Are we having fun yet?

Bryan‑

What?

Greenlee‑

You told me once that now that your gone, I’m going to have fun.

Bryan‑

Well....

Greenlee‑

I’m not.

Bryan‑

(sarcastic)

You seem happy with him.

Greenlee‑

An act.

Bryan‑

You know how to do that.

Greenlee‑

(hurt look)

Cheap shot.

Bryan‑

I learned that from you.

Greenlee‑

How many times am I going to have to tell you "I’m sorry"? How many times do I have to tell you that your better off without me?

Bryan‑

I’m sorry you couldn’t make me forget.

Greenlee‑

(Really sweet but..)

(Stands up)

You let me get my ass‑kicked.

Bryan‑

Celina is my friend.

Greenlee‑

(Surprised)

Well, I guess I really don’t know you at all.

Bryan‑

Don’t turn this around!

Greenlee‑

I’m no good for you.

Bryan‑

Josh is what...

Greenlee‑

Me and him are bottom dwellers who hurt people then get punished for it.

Bryan‑

That’s all you expect out of your life.

Greenlee‑

I got to go.

(Greenlee gets her stuff and is about to leave then Bryan blocks her)

Bryan‑

Why are you with him?

Greenlee‑

I’m not with you.

(Pauses)

You should be happy about that.

Bryan‑

Don’t make this about me.

Greenlee‑

You were the best thing in my life and I blew it because I was insecure that you would leave me for some college girl who has a future.

Bryan‑

(ignores that comment)

Stay out of Celina’s way.

Greenlee‑

Are you concerned for me?

Bryan‑

I’m trying not to be.

Greenlee‑

(Trying to get him away)

Try harder.

Bryan‑

Next time, I will.

(Pauses)

Next time I won’t be there at all.

(Pauses)

Maybe I just get shot one day!

Greenlee‑

(Slaps him)

Fuck you!

(Starts to cry a little)

You know what I would do if you died, it would kill me! I don’t want you to ever say that again. Ever! I love you.

(Realizes that she slapped him and touches his face)

I’m sorry.

(Greenlee goes for a hug and then a kiss)

Bryan‑

Is this a trick? 

(Greenlee feels insulted and backs away)

If not, I want to tell you something.

(is about to say something really bad and then calmly states)

I love you too.

(Bryan walks away)

                        Bryan leaves and Greenlee is upset on how she just handled that

The cell rings

Greenlee‑

Hello.

(Pauses)

Sis, what’s wrong?

(Pauses)

Where are you going?

(Pauses)

To a women’s center?  

Why?

You are not an abused.

I’m sorry, I didn’t....

Hello. Hello.

(Puts the phone away)

Fuck!

Int: Women’s center‑ 15 minutes later

Willa walks upstairs and as she reaches the top to be met by a medium height woman wearing glasses and smoking.

Willa‑

Hey boss.

Ms. Peters‑

How are you today?

Willa‑

Living.

Ms. Peters‑

How is my son?

Willa‑

He’s good.

Ms. Peters‑

Did he tell you?

Willa‑

He did.

Ms. Peters‑

Did you kill him?

Willa‑

No.

Ms. Peters‑

He loves to over react.

Willa‑

Oh yeah.

(Pauses)

What are we doing today?

Ms. Peters‑

I want you to sit in on a session I’m about to have.

Willa‑

What’s wrong?

(CONTD.)

Ms. Peters‑

Abused child.

(Pauses)

Late teens, abusive father, pregnant and......

Willa‑

What?

Ms. Peters‑

The father.

Willa‑

(waiting for a response)

Please, I don’t do well with suspense.

Ms. Peters‑

You better with cases like this.

Int: Meeting room

Willa and Ms. Peters walk into the room

Willa‑

(Whispers)

Is this her? 

(Ms. Peters shakes her head)

(They both sit right next to her)

Victoria is there and she has with stringy brunette hair sort of mix, looks tan, she folds her hands and looks straight ahead.

Victoria‑

(Looks up and ACTS scared)

Who is this?

Ms. Peters‑

She’s sitting in.

(Pauses)

Do you want to tell her what you just told me?

Victoria turns and smiles to herself

Victoria‑

I’m pregnant.

Willa‑

(Concerned)

By who?

Victoria‑

I can’t tell you.

Ms. Peters‑

We are here to help you.

Willa‑

Will he hurt you?

Victoria‑

Can I talk to you alone?

(Pauses)

Ms. Peters‑

(Willa shakes her head)

Of course.

Ms. Peters Leaves

Victoria‑

He would get my daddy to do that.

Willa‑

Who and what is your father?

Victoria‑

He knows people.

Willa‑

What kind of people?

Victoria‑

White people.

Willa‑

I know white people too.

Victoria‑

Bad ones.

Willa‑

How bad?

Victoria‑

Certain white people who are ministers, doctors and teachers who look like they are great people but are.....low.

Willa‑

What do you mean by that?

Victoria‑

They are bad.

Willa‑

What makes them bad?

Victoria‑

The way they look at me.

Willa‑

Are they racist?

Victoria‑

That’s part of it.

Willa‑

What else is it?

Victoria‑

They look at me and my daddy like we don’t match.

(Pauses)

My daddy looks at me like that too.

I see a colored child who looks like me with a white daddy and they look at each other with love.

Willa‑

Go on.

Victoria‑

The father of the baby is a minister named Patrick.

Willa close‑up with a shocked expression

Victoria

(off‑camera)

My daddy wanted me to see him because he said I was dirty and I needed to be clean. He told me that my sins can never be purged. However, God might take pity on me if my soul is good. The Minister Patrick was nice and then he.....I’m pregnant.

Willa is in shock as she walks off.

Int: Bathroom

Celina washes her face and Willa is in the background

Celina‑

There could be another Patrick.

Willa‑

Whatever.

Celina‑

We don’t know.

Willa‑

It obvious.

Celina‑

How?

Willa‑

Time.

Celina‑

What do you mean?

Willa‑

She went on to tell us that this started to happened three weeks ago. I remember him saying something about having a new somebody he’s going to meet! The time they had sex was two weeks ago and the other times matched all those times he was late coming home.

Celina‑

You kept track.

Willa‑

He’s been scum from the minute he started to tell me what to do.

Celina‑

(Something just dawn on her)

Wait!

Willa‑

What?

Celina‑

Klansmen don’t have sex with mixed children.

Willa‑

Why would she lie?

Celina‑

Let’s keep an eye on her.

Willa‑

I agree.

Cut To: Ms. Peters and Glenda

Int: Women’s center lunchroom

Glenda is sitting waiting around and as she goes to get coffee, Ms. Peters is there.

Ms. Peters first name is Roberta

Roberta‑

Glenda.

Glenda‑

(Not thrilled to see her)

Hi.

Roberta‑

What are you doing here?

Glenda‑

My daughter works here.

Roberta‑

(Defensive)

I know that.

Glenda‑

Why are you in my face?

Roberta‑

I see you still haven’t gotten help.

Glenda‑

Leave it alone.

Roberta‑

(Glenda is about to walk off)

Listen.

Glenda‑

No!

Roberta‑

Will you please just listen for a second?

Glenda‑

Go ahead.

Roberta‑

I got a letter from Jerry, you know the one who took the murder wrap for you.

Glenda‑

(Take a minute)

What about him?

Roberta‑

He was wanting to know if you ever followed up on finding your child.

Glenda‑

Celina was never lost.

Roberta‑

You know who I mean.

Glenda‑

That’s the only child I have.

Roberta‑

Do you think she or he asked to be born in a bad situation?

(Pauses)

I think Celina got screwed because she had you and Preston has parents!

Roberta walks past of Celina, taps Glenda on the shoulder and they hug

Glenda‑

Are you going to go club hopping tonight?

Celina‑

Yes.

Glenda‑

Okay.

Celina‑

I broke up with Josh.

Glenda‑

Great.

Celina‑

That might not last to long because I met someone.

Glenda‑

Really?

Celina‑

I got into a fight with Greenlee.

Glenda‑

You told me you weren’t going to do that anymore.

Celina‑

Don’t worry, I haven’t gone back to those days and I don’t have any desire too.

(Pauses)

He was real to me.

I felt special just like I felt with....

(Remember Dylan.......)

Anyway, me being single might not last so long.

Glenda‑

What’s his name?

Celina‑

Stefan.

Glenda‑

One of us will finally get lucky in love.

(pauses)

I think Patrick is cheating on me.

Willa‑

Your right.

Celina‑

How do you know?

Glenda‑

You know he’s a part of the Klan.

Celina‑

I know.

Glenda‑

Could I be wrong?

Celina‑

No.

Glenda‑

What?

Celina‑

I can’t say anymore...

(Really wants to)

I’ll see you tonight and I swear if I’m right and you see it, we’ll get through it.

Celina hugs her then runs out of there with Glenda sitting there confused.

fade to black

Int: Greenlee’s hotel room

At the door of the hotel room, Greenlee opens up and her father, Larry walks in. 

Greenlee slams the door as he walks in and covering herself up with a towel.

Larry‑

Where’s your sister?

Greenlee‑

I don’t know.

Larry‑

Don’t lie to me!

Greenlee‑

I don’t know.

Larry‑

She left again.

Greenlee‑

I can understand.

(Looks him up and down)

Why?

Larry‑

Don’t start.

Greenlee‑

Your in my house and so I can start anytime I damn well please.

Larry‑

I didn’t teach you to talk back to me.

Greenlee‑

You taught me nothing but that.

Larry‑

If you see her, you will call me on my cell.

Greenlee‑

I don’t take orders from you.

Larry-

(Walks up as he is about to hit her)

You will and....

Greenlee‑

What are you going to do Dad, hit me?

Larry‑

You are just like your Mother.

Greenlee‑

Thank you.

Larry‑

Where did you get the shiner from?

Greenlee‑

None of your business.

Larry‑

Piss someone else off.

Greenlee‑

I repeat, business, not yours.

(Greenlee walks over to the door and opens it)

Larry is about to leave and he turns around, Greenlee slams the door on his face.

Int: Greenlee’s house

Greenlee walks in and Victoria jumps as her nervous side really shows up

Greenlee‑

I’m sorry. Calm down, it’s me.

Victoria sits down

Did you see the counselor?

Victoria‑

Yeah.

Greenlee‑

What did the person you talk to say?

(Victoria wants to tell her but bursts out crying)

(Greenlee runs to hug her)

Daddy always made it hard for us.

(They hug for a while and as they break the hug off, Greenlee gives her a tissue to clean up)

Greenlee‑ 

(CONTD.)

When are you due?

Victoria‑

Eight and a half months.

Greenlee‑

That’s great.

Victoria‑

(Smiles faintly)

Yes it is.

Greenlee‑

You could stay here.

Victoria‑

(Smiles)

Really?

Greenlee‑

I have a date.

Victoria‑

(Nervous)

Why?

Greenlee‑

No one is going to hurt you.

Victoria‑

(Nervous)

Greenlee walks over and gets a gun

(Pauses)

Why do you have to go? Please don’t go.

(Pauses)

I don’t want to be alone, he could come.

Please. Greenlee, what do you have there?

Please don’t shoot me!

Greenlee‑

It’s okay.

Victoria‑

(Nervous)

What’s the gun for?

Greenlee‑

For you?

Victoria‑

They make me nervous.

Greenlee‑

It’s going to protect you.

Victoria‑

Why do you have it?

(Pauses)

Do you want it?

Victoria‑ 

(CONTD.)

Just leave it there.

Greenlee puts it down and then there’s a knock on the door

Greenlee‑

That’s going to be my date.

(Pauses)

Tell him I’ll be right there.

(walks into the bedroom)

Victoria walks to the door and opens it. It’s Josh. He slowly walks by her and she sits by the bed. 

He looks semi‑surprised to see her. Victoria gets up and skates her finger around the gun as Josh is looking on, puzzled why she’s doing that.  He looks up at her and shakes his head.

Int: Greenlee in bathroom

Greenlee is getting ready

Greenlee‑

Ready or not. Here I come, Bryan.

(Realize what she just said and pauses)

Oh no. 

(whispers)

Damn you Bryan. I don’t deserve you, I’m a bottom dweller. That’s what I am and I don’t need the best, I got Josh.

(Trying to convince herself)

I have Josh.

(Smiles big)

I have....

(Closes her eyes and looks back up)

But, I love Bryan

Dammit, Greenlee. Just....Change these God-awful pants. 

FADE OUT: To the next scene

Int: Celina/Willa room

Willa walks to the mirror and is looking herself in the mirror with her leather pants on.  

She walks over to get her tall boots to put on over her pants. 

She hears a knock on the door and opens it. 

It’s Donnie, Conservative clothes and very slimy personality.

Willa‑

What do you want?

Donnie‑

I want to talk to you.

Donnie bursts in the room uninvited and Willa slams the door. 

She cracks her knuckles while turning off the radio.

Willa‑

Speak.

Donnie‑

Why did you lie?

Willa‑

About what?

Donnie‑

The word I called that colored boy.

(Pauses)

No one would ever have believed I said it, even if we both know different.

Willa‑

Well, Rev. Johnson didn’t think so.

Donnie‑

They didn’t see me.

Willa‑

In sparks of ignorance, you forget who was looking right at you.

Donnie‑

Why do you hate me?

Willa‑

I don’t hate you, that takes energy.

Donnie‑

Your father....

Willa‑

Not my father.

Donnie‑

He thinks you are worth saving.

Willa‑

What’s wrong with me?

Donnie‑

Look at your clothes, your attitude, the way you live your life and the people you hang around with.

Willa is about to go to the door and Donnie grabs her arm

You are such a bitch.

Willa‑

Let go!

Donnie‑

With this hand. 

(Pauses and he puts both hands to the side of him)

Okay. What should I do with this hand?

(Donnie slaps Willa)

Why don’t you cry for me little girl?

(On Donnie)

Tell me, how I’m going to pay for it.

We See a fist punching Donnie in the Face and as he falls down. Celina’s back out wearing the same thing Willa had on.

Celina‑

(Looks up)

Do you want the long or short version?

Let’s go with the short version, where I press charges for you hitting me? How about the version where I kick your ass all over my room or the next time I see you? Then there’s the long version, you walk out of here and I do nothing to you right now. I have resources you can’t even fathom. I have friends who will do favors for me just because they are friends. 283 Larkin Street is where you live right. That’s easy to remember.

Would you like to know anything else?

(smiles deviously)

Don’t get me wrong, I wouldn’t try to kill you. I would wait for you to sin so big and then there might be that one day you might pull over to the side of the road.  Someone might need a jump because that’s really the Christian thing to do.

Celina is eye to eye with Donnie.

Celina‑ 

(CONTD.)

I could get you here. 

(Points at his head)

I could get you here. 

(Points at his throat)

I could get you anywhere. I could get you with fists, kicks or any method to take your ass down. My friend Bryan knows a lot of people who can hit moving targets.

Celina walks over to the door and opens it. Donnie walks past her and Celina waves at him as he walks out of the room.

Celina‑ 

(CONT’D)

Where did that come from? 

Celina walks out

Int: The Club

The club scene is crowded with like one hundred people and by the bar is Camille sitting on the barstool on the edge of the table with Bryan. Celina enters first and Camille meets her half‑way.

Camille is short hair blonde who’s in a white dress.

Camille‑

Hey Buffy.

Willa‑

I thought I would be more the Dark Angel type.

Camille‑

She’s a brunette bimbo.

Willa‑

True.

(Willa looks around)

Camille‑

Are you hoping that Stefan comes?

(pauses)

You know you can’t stop talking about him on the phone

Willa‑

No.

Bryan‑

Bullshit.

Josh comes in first with Greenlee and they walk by them. Greenlee shows off to them by kissing Josh on the lips right in front of Willa and Bryan. Stefan comes in and sees Willa standing up with that look in her eye.

Stefan taps her on the shoulder

Stefan‑

You’re here

Willa‑

I am.

Greenlee‑

Not missing my man much.

Camille‑

Shut up.

Willa‑

(Looks at Greenlee)

Do you remember what I did to you today?

Greenlee remembers

Bryan‑

You look great girl.

Willa‑

Thanks.

(Looks at Stefan)

Willa bends down in front of Stefan and slowly stands back up.

Willa smiles at Stefan and then turns to the bartender. 

She gets a Vodka with cranberry on the rocks. The bartender gives her the drink.

Willa‑ 

(CONT'D)

(Looks at Greenlee)

I see your wearing a white blouse.

(Pauses)

You know what’s hard to get out of it.

(Raises her drink over Greenlee)

What would happen if I pour this all over you?

(Pauses)

(Brings the drink down and fakes tossing at her)

(Laughs)

Your not worth this drink. 

(Looks at Bryan)

Bryan here still loves you. So I will leave with this. You know what’s really hard to get out of a white blouse.

Blood.

(Walks away and takes Stefan’s hand)

Do you want to dance with me?

Stefan‑

O.k.

SHOT: Stefan and Willa starts dancing while Josh gets into Bryan’s face.

Josh‑

You make one move on my girl...

Bryan‑

Or what?

Josh‑

(pauses then smiles)

I see you can’t get your own piece of ass.

Bryan‑

She’s more than just a piece of ass.

(Greenlee walks between the both of them)

Greenlee‑

(Between them)

Bryan‑

I see my woman can’t keep her eyes off of me.

Josh and greenlee walk off as Bryan smiles because he knows she still loves him and sit back down with Camille.

Int: Dance room

Stefan and Willa are dancing very closely as we see there’s a crowd around them dancing to rather soft music

Stefan‑

You look great.

Willa‑

(Ignores)

What did you ever see in Greenlee?

Stefan‑

She was good company and I thought I could trust her.

Willa‑

Join the club.

Stefan‑

You’re a beautiful person.

Willa‑

It’s the tits.

Stefan‑

(He looks down)

They are a bonus, but your fierce.

Willa‑

You saw me whip Greenlee’s ass and you talked to me for thirty minutes.

(Pauses)

How do you know?

Stefan‑

I just thought maybe we could have a chance because your now a free agent and have a wonderful theory about water. I could let you in my system. How about you?

Celina‑

(Voiceover)

He’s really good.

Willa‑

How do I know this isn’t a front?

Stefan‑

I’m serious.

Willa‑

Don’t fall for me.

Stefan‑

I’m just admiring the scenery.

Willa‑

You could take me home and I most likely will sleep with you.

Stefan‑

Are you sure Celina will be happy with you having sex?

Willa‑

(Holds Stefan’s head)

I’m Celina.

Stefan‑

I’ve seen you.

Celina‑

(Voiceover)

How did he?

Willa‑

You see me right now.

Stefan‑

You’re out because something really bad happened and you don’t want to deal with it. You just want to have a good time and throw it all away. You’re the person I first met, Celina is the person I saw shaken outside.

Willa‑

You think you know me.

Stefan‑

Let the wall down.

Willa‑

I am the wall.

Stefan‑

I know.

Willa‑

Your asking me to open my heart.

Stefan‑

It was closed by him, let me in.

Willa‑

This is so soon.

Stefan‑

Why not?

Willa‑

(He’s getting to her)

Stop it.

Stefan‑

Why?

Willa‑

(Lying)

The sweet stuff doesn’t work on me.

Stefan‑

Yes it does.

Celina‑

(Voiceover)

It does.

Willa‑

Show me?

Stefan‑

Okay.

Willa and Stefan kiss very rough then very light and soft

As Stefan breaks the kiss, we see that Celina is back out.

Stefan‑ 

(CONT'D)

What do you think?

Celina‑

How did you know?

Stefan‑

We all have shadows.

Celina‑

And you...

Stefan‑

We’ve blended.

Celina‑

(Nods)

That’s why.

Stefan‑

Willa is the shadow and she will fight to protect you.

Celina‑

Don’t hurt me.

Stefan‑

I won’t.

Celina‑

(Touches his lips)

This moment should have taken time, what if?

Stefan‑

(Touches Celina’s lips)

Don’t think.

Celina‑

(Soft)

Don’t disappoint me.

Celina and Stefan kiss longer as the light comes on in. Greenlee runs up to them

Greenlee‑

Stefan(. Stefan(
Stefan‑

Do you see me kissing someone?

Greenlee‑

(Frantic)

My sister.

Int: Outside

We see on the screen it pops out and said“5 minutes ago. 

Greenlee is against the wall as Josh is all over her. Greenlee is staring out in space and as 

Josh looks at it, he kisses her. 

Josh breaks the kiss

Josh‑

What are you doing?

Greenlee‑

I should ask you the same thing. 

Josh‑

What do you mean?

Greenlee‑

Why were you in such a big rush?

Josh‑

I just wanted to be alone with you. 

Greenlee‑

Really?

Josh‑

Yes.

Greenlee‑

Are you with someone?

Josh‑

What?

Greenlee‑

Are you with someone?

Josh‑

I should ask you the same thing. 

Greenlee is silent. 

Josh‑ 

(CONT’D)

I’m sorry. Why don’t I just get a drink? 

Greenlee‑

Go for it. 

SHOT: As josh leaves, Bryan walks in and Greenlee is sort of happy to see him. 

Bryan‑

Piss him off.

Greenlee‑

That’s what I do best.

Bryan‑

I disagree.

Greenlee‑

Really?

Bryan‑

There’s a lot of things that you do better than pissing people off.

Greenlee‑

What were that be?

Bryan kisses Greenlee.

Bryan‑

That.

Greenlee‑

Why did you do that?

Bryan‑

Your not with him! You should be with me again. I love you so much! 

Greenlee‑

(Kisses Bryan)

I mean, I wanted to kiss you first.

Bryan‑

What about....

Greenlee‑

I think my fellow bottom dweller is with someone.  

Bryan‑

Do you know this...

Greenlee‑

Because I feel these things. 

Bryan‑

What I’m a rebound...

Greenlee‑

How are you a rebound? 

(Pauses)

When you were be my first choice.

Bryan‑

What do you? 

Phone rings. 

Greenlee‑

Hello....Victoria....

Fade out to the next scene on a pitch dark road.

Int: road

Car is parked and Victoria is leaning by the car with the gun.

She gets up from next to the car and slowly walks to the body. 

She looks down at it and slowly shows a very sadistic smile

Victoria‑

I’ll never get away with this. 

(Turns around) 

Did you just say that? You see those skid marks. 

(Act like she’s talking to the cops) 

I was trying to escape. 

(pauses) 

The hair fragment on your fingernails will conclude that you pulled my hair. Which is true. The gun is yours and I know Greenlee will not disappoint me by telling the cops about you. However, telling me, I was never yours. Is basically the best news I ever heard.

Thank you. However, I have a perfect confession to make that you could take to hell with you, I knew that. I just wanted you to admit it and I’m glad that you did. So, if you excuse me I’m going to find Mommy.

Victoria tosses the gun and walks off.

Some time later, a car pulls up. Greenlee gets out of the car then Josh, Bryan, Camille, Stefan and Celina come out. Greenlee runs off to her father as Stefan follows

Greenlee‑

Daddy no!

Stefan‑

Stay back!

Everyone crowds the body

Greenlee‑

Vicky! Where’s Vicky? Where is she you bastard? Damn it Daddy! What did you do to her? Wake up! Wake up! Wake the fuck up!

(It’s hitting her, he’s dead)

Celina‑

What happened here?

Greenlee‑

He’s dead.

(She faints and hits her head on the concrete)

Stefan‑

Greenlee! Bryan call 911.

Bryan runs to the car.

Willa‑

(Voiceover)

Milking it much!

Celina‑

Shut up! 

(They look at her) 

Not you guys.

Camille‑

There’s something on the body.

She opens it up and in blood it spells out Patrick

Stefan‑

Patrick.

Greenlee‑

Who is he?

Celina‑

My stepfather.

(Pauses)

Bryan get the car!

SHOT: Bryan and Celina runs to the car then drives off as Camille, David, Josh and Stefan tend to Greenlee

Int: Hospital waiting room- Morning

Phone rings as Camille finds her cell phone.

Camille‑

Hello. Bryan. What’s wrong?

(Pauses)

Where have you been?

(Pauses)

Do you know it’s?

(Pauses)

The cops won’t help.

(Pauses)

Where have you checked?

(Pauses)

What happened to Patrick?

Camille hangs up

Stefan‑

(Wakes up)

What happened?

Camille‑

(With his head)

They went to her house and Patrick was there busted open. After finally getting him to wake up, he muttered something about a letter.

Stefan‑

What letter?

Camille‑

Victoria wrote a letter and in the letter it said where they were going to be.

Stefan‑

And?

Camille‑

When she gets here, you could ask Celina.

Stefan‑

(Pauses)

(Whispers)

Willa...

(Pauses)

She’s got to be....

Camille‑

Tired, crabby, dangerous or all of the above.

(Pauses)

What you got to know, when it comes to her Mom, logic, the law and little things like that, they really don’t apply.

Stefan‑

You wait for Celina.

Stefan runs around the hall as Camille gets up.

Camille walking down the hall to the front door 

Camille‑

I’ll go handle hurricane Celina.

(Pauses)

You know I’ve been her friend for many years and I’ve yet to be in a scenario where I had to control her.

(Pauses)

I never looked forward to that one moment when......

(Walks outside and bumps into Willa)

Willa‑

Hey Camille, get the hell out of my way!

Camille‑

I know you want to do something.

Willa‑

That’s why I have my ignorance bat with me.

Camille‑

Let me break this down for you.

(Pauses)

You go in there with a bat and they will arrest you.

Willa‑

Good point.

(Pauses)

I don’t care right now!

Camille‑

Think of your mom!

Willa‑

(Makes faces, throws the bat down and tosses the keys where Camille catches them)

I will do this the non‑violent way.

Willa walks off

Camille‑

I’ll go and put this in your car.

Willa is walking down the hall as Celina is walking next to Willa

Celina‑

Be in control Willa. You can do this. I know you want to kill.

Willa‑

Shut up!

Celina‑

Greenlee might not know anything about this.

Willa is at the door and she kicks it in

Int: Greenlee’s hospital room

Greenlee is lying down with Stefan at the front of the bed, Josh on the side, David near the window and Willa is walking towards the bed

Willa‑

(Pulls out the note)

I know who you are and have our mother.

If you want to see her again come to the warehouse. Oh, by the way, Josh as something to do with this whole bad experience. Greenlee doesn’t.

Willa looks at Josh.

Willa‑

Do you have something to say right now?

Josh‑

She’s lying.

Willa‑

I don’t think so.

Josh‑

You have no proof.

Willa‑

What do you think Greenlee?

Greenlee‑

(looks at Josh)

You’ve been fucking my sister and me.

Josh‑

She wouldn’t put out.

Stefan tries to charge Josh but Willa puts her arm in front of him

Stefan‑

(looks at Josh)

Get out of here now.

Willa‑

(Looking at Josh)

You are so worthless!

Josh‑

You are just worthless.

Willa‑

Do you also know that Patrick is un‑able to reproduce?

Josh‑

What?

Willa‑

I will take that has a no.

Josh‑

Are you really going to....

Willa runs after Josh and drives her hand to his throat while slamming him to the wall

Willa‑

I have had no sleep and you really want to discuss logic with me. My best friend doesn’t do stupid things like that. Even if he did, he would get a far less punishment then you will get if you don’t get the fuck out of here!

(Pauses)

Hmm....

Squeezes hard on Josh’s neck

Stefan‑

(tries to get him to get off)

He’s not worth it.

Willa let’s go and Josh scurries out. Willa walks out of the room and grabs the keys out of Camille’s hand. Stefan walks ahead of her to stand right in front of the door

Willa‑

Get out of the way.

Stefan‑

The police haven’t been called.

Willa‑

I’m going to get my mother and really hurt a psycho bitch.

Stefan‑

Make it clean.

(Willa kisses Stefan)

Willa‑

(Encouraged and smiles)

I don’t want to go to jail. 

Ext: Willa walks out and gets into her car.

Int: Warehouse

Victoria stands over Glenda with a gun and she backs away

Glenda‑

What are you going do now?

Victoria‑

I don’t know.

Glenda‑

How many times am I going have to say I’m sorry?

Victoria‑

Your not even close.

Glenda‑

I made mistakes.

Victoria‑

And you made a lot of them.

Glenda‑

Just talk to me.

Victoria‑

(Sits right across from her)

Larry sat me down one day and told me why he hates me so much. I mean, I didn’t need for him to tell me why he hated me, I knew that he did. He would show me in his beatings of me, the way he would curse at me, the way he would look at me and the way he would just not care.

(Pauses)

He told me about being a means to an end.

The night when he was arrested, the woman he was with was so upset with him that she had a miscarriage. He hated Jerry!

The man that he told me was my real father.

Glenda‑

He told you!

Victoria‑

What did you expect him to do?

Keep it a secret. 

(Pauses) 

Then he would be just like you!

(Pauses)

Oh, wait, he is.

Glenda‑

What happened next?

Victoria‑

He took good care of me for seven years and when I was old enough, he stopped. He use to like my child‑like innocence and would cradle me in his arms when I was upset or sad. However, after I turned seven and I would fake that behavior, He beat me! It got worse from then. I would cry out., why?

(Pauses)

He would tell me, you look like him. You look like him!

(Kneels down in front of Glenda)

I didn’t know who was him.

Glenda‑

Then what?

Victoria‑

When I was twelve, I did a favor for a doctor, that my daddy forced me to do.

He in‑return had some of his shady friends find my father and beat him up.

They took a needle and took some fresh blood. In a few hours, it came up, I wasn’t his child.

(Pauses)

It was almost worth being beaten for an hour straight. Almost worth it!

Glenda‑

How did you know about me?

Victoria‑

I was born at university hospital.

(Pauses)

A woman’s baby was stolen the same hour, day and minute I was born! You do the math!

Glenda‑

I won’t denied it.

Victoria‑

You know I bet your Celina never felt the pain, I’ve had growing up.

So I even things up.

(Pauses)

You know a linebacker is very easy to blackmail. It was so easy, I mean you could dress up in any clothes and walk into a bar or something. Some guy from across town could come to be your new best friend when you have sex with him.

(Pauses)

Your done and he finds out that your like fourteen years old. He hits you and then he has assault on top of it. So easy to blackmail and you tell him, you will forget everything if he paralyzes a certain quarterback who he is going to play the next day.

(Pauses with a small amount of regret in her voice)

However, I didn’t expect him to murder him by breaking his neck. I wanted the quarterback to be in pain and not be able to move for the rest of his life. I didn’t want him to die. I mean I wanted Dylan to hurt her when he tries to protect her. You know the things men say when they feel helpless. I didn’t want him to die.

Glenda‑

Why didn’t you ever come for me?

Victoria‑

I could ask you the same question.

Glenda‑

He would have taken Celina away

Victoria‑

How do you know that?!

(Pauses)

Am I really yours?

(Victoria stares at Glenda and bursts into laughter)

You are so weak!

(Pauses)

You don’t know that would have happened.

Glenda‑

(Sees Celina out on the corner of her eye)

You sister is right behind you.

Celina walks in very quietly and stands right there

Celina‑

(looks at Glenda)

I have to give you credit, you both played me.

Victoria‑

I did.

Celina‑

Don’t be happy about it.

Victoria‑

I don’t hate you.

(Pauses)

You didn’t know what she did.

Celina‑

I don’t care right now.

(Pauses)

All I want is to be safe and for us to talk about this.

Victoria‑

Didn’t you hear anything I said?

(Tape recorder clicks and Victoria turns around in a panic then shoots.)

Willa and Glenda runs to a body then the camera reveals it’s Bryan

Celina‑

No!

Celina runs to find Bryan there lying holding his stomach.

Bryan‑

Help.

Celina‑

(Sees the gunshot and the blood on Bryan)

It’s going to be all right.

(Pauses)

Mom give me your jacket!

Glenda‑

(Runs over and gives the jacket to Celina)

Stay with us. Just stay with us.

Bryan‑

The tape. The tape.

Celina‑

(Takes it out of her hands)

What about it?

Bryan‑

Listen............Dylan........Listen........

(Celina turns on the tape recorder and it plays back a the part about the linebacker)

Victoria‑

Oh god, you son of a bitch.

(Victoria kneels down, rocks back and forth and starts crying)

I just wanted to kill daddy. Not Dylan. Not.....him. I just wanted to be known. I just wanted to be known that I was alive and that I existed. I‘m sorry.

Glenda is on the phone calling 911 and Willa comes out. She walks to Victoria has she’s is crying and kneels down where Victoria is.

Willa‑

Run!

Victoria‑

What?

Willa‑

You have five seconds to run out of here before I come for you. You have five seconds to pray to god I don’t catch you.

Victoria and Willa gets up

Victoria‑

Your not serious.

Willa‑

One.

(Decks Victoria)

Victoria‑

(Gets up)

They all are dead. You could hit me all you want!

Willa‑

Two.

(Decks Victoria again as she was trying to get up)

Victoria‑

Come on killer.

(Pauses)

Your just like me. Your just like me. Your! Just! Like! Me!

Willa‑

(Grabs her by the throat)

Three, four and five.

Willa fakes a punch and it causes Victoria to trip over her feet and fall to the floor. Willa stands over her

Willa-

You know I’ve played this game longer and harder that you’ll ever know. I’ve won money from this game and now I have a second chance at love.

(Looks at Glenda)

Things might change but I will never go there.

Willa Decks Victoria in the head and she’s knocked out. 

Willa-

How could you?

Willa kneels to Bryan as she looks at Glenda and fades to Celina looking at gelinda

Int: Perry Household

(Living room)

That morning

Celina walks in as Glenda walks from behind her and Celina stops in the middle of the room. She then relaxes and sits down. Glenda sees that Celina is mad and starts to walks upstairs.

Glenda stops at mid‑stair and walks back down to the couch. She stares at her child for a second and Celina looks at it very angrily.

Glenda‑

He’s going to be all right.

Celina‑

Not the point.

Glenda‑

(Ignores)

I mean the bullet hit him in the...

It isn’t that bad.

Celina‑

Stop lying for once!

Glenda‑

If I told you....

Celina‑

Don’t use this moment as an excuse.

Glenda‑

(Stops cold)

We know each other very well.

Celina‑

I know you but you have no clue about me.

Glenda‑

Your mad.

Celina‑

(Sarcastic)

No Mom, I’m happy.

(Pauses and built‑up angry)

I’m happy that it seems that my half‑sister was alive and well all this time.

I’m happy to know that your okay.

I’m even happy that you aren’t hurt.

I’m happy to know that Bryan is lying there in critical condition but according to you he’s fine!

I grateful to know that I mean nothing to you!

I’m thrilled to realize I had a sister I would have liked to grown‑up with!

I could have helped her mom!

I’m so blessed beyond belief to know how much you love me that you would keep a sister from me!

(Sits back down)

Glenda‑

I had an affair.

It was with a cop name Jerry.

I felt great when I was with him. (Pauses)

You were off at friend’s house

One night your father was drunk.

We had a fight and he hit me.

I was ready for him this time and he went down.

I broke his teeth with a hammer and then dragged him outside to set him on fire.

(Celina stares at amazement)

Don’t look at me like that.

I didn’t remember till one month later when my shadow remind me of what we had done!

He was going to kill me!

Celina‑

I know that Mom.

Couldn’t you just have told him?

You didn’t love him and that is more of a reason to tell him that!

It would have been easier. That wouldn’t have been necessary.

Glenda‑

Your young and....

Celina‑

Don’t fucking talk down to me! Don’t you dare!

I understand that I had a sister!

I’m not going to lie that it would be a fucking relief to know!

Why didn’t you find her mom? She wouldn’t be as screw up as she is now.

She wouldn’t have grown up that.....

(walks out and then turns)

You let an innocent man take the fall.

Glenda‑

It was his decision.

(Pauses)

I wanted to turn myself in!

Celina‑

What good would that have done me?!

Glenda‑

See?

Celina‑

You don’t forget one child for another!

Glenda‑

You were more important!

Celina‑

And that baby in your stomach, was what?

Glenda‑

(Deeper voice)

A bastard baby!

That’s right I searched because I felt I owed it something. I stopped!

You were the only accepted child that was important to me and so after one month, I stopped.

(Pauses and back to Glenda voice)

You were first.

(Celina holds her hand up, grabs her coat and is about to walk out. She stops and then turns to Glenda to say)

Celina‑

(Stunned)

Who are you?

EXT: Outside

When Celina gets in the car, she switches to Willa. Willa starts crying a lot after hearing this all and hits the steering wheel over and over again. Then he shakes it while ad‑lib insults about her mother. She presses down on the horn and then stops

Willa‑

I have to get the hell out of here.

(Gets her keys)

(Turns the keys to the car)

You handled that great Celina.

The car drives away

INT: Patrick’s hospital room- same day

Patrick is lying in his bed sleeping and we see Celina standing right over him.

Celina-

Time to wake up.

Patrick wakes up.

Patrick-

What do you want?

Celina-

I want answers.

Patrick-

You have wasted your time.

Celina then chokes Patrick but it’s not Celina, it’s Willa. He goes for the button to call the nurse and Willa slaps it out of his hand.  She stops. Celina is back now

Celina-

Now will you talk.

Patrick-

You’re crazy.

Celina-

Damn right. 

Patrick-

What do you want?

Celina-

Why did you cheat on my mom?

Patrick-

She didn’t give me enough attention.

Celina-

Really?

Patrick-

Yes.

Celina-

You are very selfish man.

Patrick-

I have needs. 

Celina-

I knew you didn’t belong with my mother and I wish I was strong enough to make sure you never married her. 

Patrick-

Well you didn’t. 

Celina-

How did it feel getting smacked up by a 17 year old? 

Patrick-

Go to hell.

Celina-

That’s not very God-like of you to say. 

Patrick-

I will confess my sins later. 

Celina-

You should confess now because you never know how much time you left on this earth.

Patrick-

Is that a threat?

Celina-

That’s a promise.

Patrick-

What if I don’t obey? 

Celina-

Wouldn’t it be nice if I stoop to you level and knock you the fuck out? If I would to take out my anger on you. If I would love to take my fist and bury it in certain parts of your anatomy. It would just make you day, if I stoop to your level...

Patrick-

I’m a man of God and he has forgiven me of all my wrongs. 

Celina-

According to God, you have to ask to be  forgiven.

Patrick-

I don’t have to!

Celina-

What’s that old saying? Pride goes before a fall. 

You will fall Patrick maybe not today but your fall is coming. 

Celina gets up and leaves.

Int: Greenlee father’s house 

(Two days later)

Greenlee is lying down on the park bench near the house...She then sits up and pulls out a picture of Bryan and her. 

Greenlee‑ 

I’m sorry. I’m such a bad person and now your.....I should have known that time isn’t........ Sometimes a second chance is never given to us. It doesn’t climb on our lap and tells us how much time we have. It doesn’t tells us that we have time to make‑up to the people we hurt. It’s never written there’s always time and place where two people who should have been together could stay that way. Your friend Celina is a good person even if she did kick my ass. She’s a karma debt that I have paid for hurting you. I should have never walked away from you and maybe we would be still together. At least, that’s why I hope and I still hope. I hope that when you said that one day you would be dead. It was a sullen threat that God ignored and he has no plan on taking you now. Not now. I love you and I want you to come back.

Greenlee walks over to a box that as the writing “Dad’s stuff” and kicks the box really hard. She then walks over to a bunch of mail and drops the rest for the one that ends up in her right hand)  (She opens the envelope and pulls out the letter)

Greenlee

(reads the letter)

To my dearest Greenlee,

You know I know you’ve been here because I could smell that lotion imprint in your hand.

I know what I said the last time we had an argument but I didn’t mean it. What I saw when I was between life and death told me that I should never say things like that because they could come true.

When you told me "It would kill you." I’m felt like an asshole for saying that to you.

I’m alive Greenlee and I know you have to think because you have a lot to deal with right now.

I was alive helping a friend out and I thought that would have been the last thing I was ever going to do.

Not true. I smelled your hand, I woke up, Celina ream me out and love as a second chance.

I was so scared that maybe it didn’t but now I see that it does. I know you feel it too and so I’m waiting for you to make your choice.

I Love you Bryan

She looks at her time and said “It’s 11o’clock”, She leaves.

Int: Visiting room

1 hour later

Victoria is sitting across from Celina

Victoria‑

What do you want?

Celina‑

I want to look at you.

Victoria‑

See.

Celina‑

I came here to say something.

Victoria‑

I hope not to kiss my ass.

Celina‑

(Pauses)

I’d rather kick your ass.

Victoria‑

(Smiles)

Your honest.

Celina‑

I try.

Victoria‑

(Return being honest)

Is Bryan going to be all right?

Celina‑

Yeah.

Victoria‑

I didn’t mean to shoot him.

Celina‑

I know.

Victoria‑

All charges could be dropped pending a shrink’s profile of me.

Celina‑

I know that.

Victoria‑

I could go away for a long time.

Celina‑

Part of me would love to see that.

(pauses)

Part of me hopes that you get community service or something.

(Pauses)

Part of me hopes you could get a second chance.

Victoria‑

(Shocked)

What?

Celina‑

I want you to have a second chance for the life you could have had.

Victoria‑

Why?

Celina‑

You could be here to remind Mom of the mistake she made.

Victoria‑

You mean like payback.

Celina‑

(Pauses and then gets up)

I assume there’s a part of you that......

You know.

(Walks away)

Greenlee walks in

Greenlee‑

Hey sis.

Greenlee punches Victoria who lands on her ass as the police guard walk out of the room Victoria is very scared and is on the corner on the ground. Greenlee kneel down in front of her.

Victoria‑

What do you want?

Greenlee‑

I want answers.

Victoria‑

(Holds her mouth)

That hurt!

Greenlee‑

It was supposed to.

Victoria‑

I’m telling daddy.

(Pauses)

(Flips)

Oh yeah, he’s dead.

Greenlee‑

(Laughs)

Funny.

(Grabs her by the throat and slams her to the wall they raise up at the same time)

Funnier.

Victoria‑

What are you going to hurt me?

(Pauses)

(Pauses)

(Walks closer)

Greenlee‑

Victoria‑

Maybe I could take Bryan off your hands after I get out of here.

Greenlee‑

(Smiles)

(Pauses)

You can’t even love yourself enough to stay one person.

I mean some of my friends are messed‑up and Bryan’s friend is screwed‑up.

I respect her, I don’t even like you.

Greenlee walks off and Victoria stumbles back on the bench and seems really hurt about what Greenlee just said, she starts to cry. As the guard comes to get her.

Stefan‑

Willa‑

Willa‑

Eric.

Stefan‑

My shadow.

Willa‑

Go on.

Stefan‑
