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FADE IN.

EXT – HIGH SCHOOL – PARKING LOT

It is raining outside.

A young teen, about fourteen, is standing outside, in the school parking lot, waiting for his ride home. This is CHARLIE FULLER.

The rain falls harder, he puts the hood on his sweatshirt up.

An old, brown, station wagon pulls up into the parking lot. The driver of this car is CHARLIE’S mom, BRIDGETTE FULLER.

CHARLIE opens the front passenger door, and gets in the car.

INT OF CAR.

CHARLIE throws his backpack onto the backseat.

BRIDGETTE

How was your day?

CHARLIE

It was alright.

They are driving along the wet, slippery road, when CHARLIE notices a pothole.

CHARLIE

Mom, look out.

The car goes over the pothole. It swerves around, does a 360, and smashes into a pole.

CHARLIE’S head gets thrown into the windshield, cutting him extremely badly.

BRIDGETTE’S head bumps the steering wheel, and then the back of the seat.

CHARLIE lifts his head off of the windshield. He is bleeding badly. 

CHARLIE holds his hand up to his head and blacks out.

CUT TO EXT CAR – NIGHT

Two paramedics are helping BRIDGETTE from the car.

CHARLIE is now walking around. He goes over to one of the paramedics.

CHARLIE

We’ll she be okay?

PARAMEDIC #1

She’ll be fine.

CUT TO INT OF DOCTORS OFFICE – DAY

CHARLIE is sitting on a couch across from his grievance counsellor/shrink, DR. FELDMAN.

DR. FELDMAN

Look Charlie, I know this hard for you. Death is not an easy thing to take. I know it has only been a couple of days, but I think it should start to wear off in a couple of weeks.

CHARLIE shrugs.

CHARLIE

I just feel like my whole world was turned upside down.

DR. FELDMAN

I know its tough, but see me in a few days, and we’ll see how you are.

CHARLIE

Okay.

CHARLIE gets up from the couch, and goes over to the door.

DR. FELDMAN

If there is anything you need, just call.

CHARLIE

Alright.

CHARLIE walks out the door.

CUT TO EXT OFFICE – STREET

CHARLIE is walking down the sidewalk. He comes to the end, where he stops, waiting for the sign to change.

CHARLIE gets ready to cross, when he his mother standing on the other side. 

CHARLIE

Mom?

BRIDGETTE

Charlie!

CHARLIE starts to cross the street, but when he looks again, BRIDGETTE is not there.

CHARLIE hits the side of his with his fist.

CHARLIE shakes his head and turns around.

Standing in front of him, is his dead best friend, JIMMY WARROW.

CHARLIE blinks and JIMMY is gone.

CHARLIE sprints back towards DR. FELDMAN’S OFFICE.

CUT TO INT. OF OFFICE

CHARLIE sees DR. FELDMAN walking down the hall, and runs over to him.

DR. FELDMAN

Ah, Charlie, back so soon?

CHARLIE

I saw her.

DR. FELDMAN

What?

CHARLIE 

My mother, I saw her.

DR. FELDMAN sympathizes.

DR. FELDMAN

So? Like I said, the healing process takes a couple of weeks.

CHARLIE

But I also saw my dead best friend, Jimmy.

DR. FELDMAN looks confused.

DR. FELDMAN

Really? Maybe he’s trying to tell you something.

Now CHARLIE looks confused.

DR. FELDMAN (CONT’D)

My advice to you is to try to find him and talk to him.

CHARLIE looks befuddled and kind of frazzled.

CHARLIE

Are you sure?

DR. FELDMAN

Yes.

CHARLIE walks away from DR. FELDMAN.

CUT TO EXT BUILDING – STREET

CHARLIE presses the button and waits for the light to change.

The light flashes and CHARLIE crosses the street.

BRIDGETTE is walking down the street, when CHARLIE sees her from the other side.

CHARLIE

Mom?

BRIDGETTE

Charlie!

CHARLIE starts to run toward his mother.

He stops just in front of her, to make sure she doesn’t vanish.

CHARLIE reaches out his hand to touch her.

CHARLIE

What are you doing here?

BRIDGETTE

I just came to say goodbye.

CHARLIE

What do you mean?

BRIDGETTE

What’s done is done. It’s life. I have to except the facts.

CHARLIE looks sad.

CHARLIE

Will I ever see you again?

BRIDGETTE nods.

BRIDGETTE

Eventually.

CHARLIE blinks and she is gone.

He is now standing in the middle of a deserted street.

In the distance, he sees a faint figure. It is JIMMY WARROW.

CHARLIE moves closer.

JIMMY

Welcome home Chuck, glad to see you’re one of us.

A look of awe comes across CHARLIE’S face.

CHARLIE

One of you?

JIMMY nods.

JIMMY

It’s been what, one week?

CHARLIE

What are you talking about?

JIMMY puts his hand on CHARLIE’S shoulder.

JIMMY

Look, I know you’re in shock. It happened to me when I first died, but believe me it’s going to get better.

CHARLIE shoves JIMMY’S hand away and backs up.

A look of paranoia and insanity comes to CHARLIE’S face.

CHARLIE

When you first died?

JIMMY nods his head.

CHARLIE starts breathing heavily, and his heart starts to pound.

CHARLIE slowly turns around.

JIMMY is nothing but a bright light in the distance.

Everything around him starts to disappear, until he is standing in the middle of nowhere. 

DR. FELDMAN walks up to CHARLIE.

DR. FELDMAN

Welcome to heaven Charlie.

CHARLIE is getting irritated, annoyed and angry.

CHARLIE

Welcome to heaven; I’m not dead. If I was dead, how come I can talk to my mother?

A sympathetic look appears on DR. FELDMAN’S face.

DR. FELDMAN 

Because she’s your mother.

CHARLIE still looks unconvinced.

CHARLIE

What about the paramedic?

DR. FELDMAN smiles.

DR. FELDMAN 

You mean this guy.

DR. FELDMAN takes off his white doctor suit, to reveal a dark blue suit with medic written on it.

DR. FELDMAN puts on the medic hat.

CHARLIE is unbelievably shocked.

He almost faints.

CHARLIE

If I’m dead, how to I get to heaven.

DR. FELDMAN smiles.

DR. FELDMAN

Turn around.

Confused, CHARLIE turns around.

There standing a few feet in front of him, is a big golden gate.

Not knowing what else to do, CHARLIE starts walking toward it.

FADE to black.
