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FADE IN: 

EXT. SAN FRANCISCO STREET-NIGHT

The DARK street is lit by a few AMBER lights. A BLACK cat runs across the open road. 

A group of FIVE men come into view as they exit an ADULT shop. Probably all around 20 to 25 in age. They laugh and GOSSIP amongst themselves. 

They walk DOWN the sidewalk. 

Making their way towards them is a young woman, dressed very PROVOCATIVELY with a short SKIRT, knee high boots and a long black COAT. 

She is DANICA WORLOS. Barely out of her TEENS but with the FIGURE of a GROWN woman.  

The men finally look up to see Danica walking towards them. 

MARV



What do we have here, fellas? 

The men start WHISTLING and making HOOTING noises at Danica. They start DANCING around her. 

She walks up to Marv. 

DANICA

You guys looking to get hooked up? 

Her voice is SMOOTH and alluring. 

CLIVE



Hell yeah. 

DANICA

I think me and the girls can help you out. 

At that MOMENT, four girls come from around the CORNER. They are MICHELLE, MONICA, SARAH, and ASHLEY; all dressed in UNIQUE black outer-wear. 

They walk over to the group of men and take their PICK. 

MARV



So, where you girls want to go? 

DANICA



Surprise us.

CUT TO:

INT. HOTEL ROOM-NIGHT

The room is DIMLY lit. All of the CURTAINS have been closed. 

The guys and girls are BUSY making out with each other. Danica and Marv are going at each other like RABBITS. 

MARV

(to Danica)





You’re aggressive. 

DANICA





I know. 

She RIPS open his SHIRT and plants little KISSES from his belly button up to his MOUTH.  

Beat. 

Marv’s EYES open WIDE. He looks at Danica. He let’s out a muffled SCREAM. 

Danica backs up to REVEAL a SQUIRMING TONGUE in her mouth. She spits it on the FLOOR. 

Marv SCREAMS. The guys all stop KISSING and look over. 

JARED



What the hell? 

Danica smiles and REVEALS a pair of FANGS. Her eyes turn a bright HAZEL color. She pushes Marv DOWN and SINKS her fangs down into his NECK. 

The other GIRLS start to change. They open their mouth to REVEAL fangs, too. Their EYES glow brightly. 

The guys try and RUN but the girls are too QUICK. They start to SINK their teeth into the men’s CHEST. 

Danica starts CLAWING at Marv’s chest. The girls start to wreak HAVOC. BLOOD oozes from all around as the men are drained of their blood and KILLED.  

Monica is caught off GUARD as Jared pushes her to the FLOOR. He runs to the DOOR, quickly UNLOCKS it and runs out without his SHIRT on. 

The girls STAND up. Their MOUTHS are all FRESH with blood. 

DANICA



Where does he think he’s going? 

INT. LOBBY-NIGHT

An ATTENDANT stands behind the COUNTER reading a BOOK. 

The door from the STAIRWELL burst open. Jared comes running through. He looks HYSTERICAL. 

JARED

(to Attendant)

These girls! There some kind of devils! Get out of here! Call the police! Do something! Now! Go!

He runs out of the LOBBY. The attendant WATCHES for a second more as Jared runs out. 

ATTENDANT

I guess that’s what happens when you watch too much porn.

The attendant goes back to his BOOK. 

EXT. HOTEL-NIGHT

Jared runs out of the HOTEL. He RUSHES over to his MOTORCYCLE across the STREET. 

He jumps on and kicks up the KICKSTAND. He fumbles with his KEY and jams it in the IGNITION. 

He tries to start it. The bike COUGHS. He tries it again. The BIKE gives a little ROAR, but it dies back DOWN. 

JARED



Start you bastard! 

He jumps on it and TWISTS the KEY one more time. The bike starts. 

JARED



Ha! 

He DRIVES off. 

EXT. STREET-NIGHT

Jared continues to drive the BIKE as fast as he can. He keeps LOOKING back over his SHOULDER to see if the GIRLS are following him. 

Beat. 

A DEVILISH laugh echoes through the STREET. 

Jared turns around to see the GIRLS chasing him IN THE AIR. He turns back around to face FORWARD-

DANICA IS STANDING TWENTY FEET AHEAD OF HIM.

Jared pulls his BRAKE as he slides the BIKE to the right. Danica doesn’t move. 

Jared flies off the BIKE and rolls for a few feet. He is BLOODY and bruised. He TURNS onto his back. 

Beat. 

A set of HANDS grab onto Jared and drag him out of FRAME. 

All that can be HEARD are the screams of Jared as UNSPEAKABLE acts of TERROR are done to him. 

FADE OUT:

CUT TO:

EXT. OUTSKIRTS OF SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA-AFTERNOON

A gold Mercedes 500 is traveling down a winding road. No cars can be seen for miles around.  

INT. MERCEDES-AFTERNOON

MARIA YOUNG, an attractive mother of two, drives with the wind in her hair. Her fifteen year-old daughter sits in the passenger seat doing a crossword puzzle. She is VICTORIA. 

In the backseat, a lonesome ALESSANDRA sits and stares out the window. A gray and white Siberian husky hangs its head outside the window-PENELOPE. 

Maria takes a look in the REARVIEW mirror. She catches Alessandra looking out the window. 

MARIA



What’s wrong sweetie? 

ALESSANDRA



Nothing. 

(pause)

I’m fine. 

She continues to look out the WINDOW. 

MARIA

Are you sure? You haven’t said anything since we left Santa Carla.  

ALESSANDRA

I’m fine really. I just hope this will be the last time I have to leave friends that I’ve known for less than six months. 

MARIA

I’m just trying to do what’s best for us. 

ALESSANDRA



Whatever you say.  

MARIA

Well, I promise that you girls will like it where we’re going; and believe me; this will be the last time we have to move. 

ALESSANDRA

Yeah, I’ll believe it when I wake up two weeks from now and find out that you’re not moving us to Vegas. 

Maria smiles and continues to drive. 

DISSOLVE TO: 

EXT. GAS STATION-AFTERNOON

The gas station sits alone with the WOODS surrounding the back. A cluster of CROWS are situated on the top of the roof. 

A lone gas PUMP sits under a decaying rooftop. 

The Mercedes pulls next to the pump. The women STEP out of the car and STRETCH. Penelope runs out and starts to sniff along the GROUND. 

MARIA



Only another hour. 

Maria and Alessandra start heading for the ENTRANCE. Victoria tries to round up Penelope. 

VICTORIA



Come on girl. 

She CLAPS her hands together and Penelope runs over to her. Victoria rubs her on the head and then they walk towards the STORE. 

INT. GAS STATION-AFTERNOON

A few of the lights FLICKER on and off near the back of the store. The floor looks like it hasn’t been SWEPT in months. 

A lone ATTENDANT with FRENZIED hair and an unshaved beard sits under the dim light behind the COUNTER. He watches as Maria and Alessandra walk in. 

Victoria walks in with Penelope at her side. 

ATTENDANT



You can’t bring that thing in here.

MARIA



I’m sorry? 

ATTENDANT

I said you can’t bring that thing in here. 

MARIA



Well, that thing is called a dog. 

ATTENDANT

Whatever; just don’t bring it in here. 

Maria looks over at Victoria and conveys the message that she should take the dog outside. 

VICTORIA



Come on, Penelope. 

She grabs the dog by the collar and walks her back outside. 

MARIA

(to Alessandra)

Hurry and get what you want so we can get out of here. 

INT. DRINK AISLE-AFTERNOON 

Alessandra walks over and takes a MOUNTAIN DEW from the freezer. 

INT. CANDY AISLE-AFTERNOON

Victoria walks down the aisle, meticulously searching for something SPECIFIC. She bends her knees and reaches down for a bag of SKITTLES. 

INT. FRONT COUNTER-AFTERNOON

The women place their items on the COUNTER. Maria opens her purse and starts looking for some CASH. 

ATTENDANT



Are you all new around here? 

Maria keeps her head down as she answers his QUESTION. 

MARIA



Yeah.

ATTENDANT



So, where are you headed? 

Maria finds her WALLET and lifts her head up. She makes eye CONTACT with the attendant. 

MARIA



I’m sorry, but do I know you? 

ATTENDANT

No, I was just curious to where you were going. 

ALESSANDRA



San Francisco, why? 

MARIA



Sandra! 

Alessandra looks at Maria. Maria raises her EYEBROW at her daughter. 

ATTENDANT



Make sure you keep a stake handy.

VICTORIA

(to Attendant)

Hey, do you think you could just ring up our items and give my mom her change back when you’re done. We don’t have time to talk to you.  

The attendant looks over at Victoria. She ARCHES her eyebrow waiting for him to say something. 

ATTENDANT



Will that be all Miss? 

MARIA



Let me have twenty on number one. 

The attendant takes her cash and starts to ring up her items. 

EXT. GAS STATION-AFTERNOON

Maria is filling up the car. Victoria sits in the front seat with the door OPEN slowly eating her candy. 

Alessandra rests her elbow on the TRUNK as she drinks her soda. 

ALESSANDRA

Do you think that guy was just trying to scare us?

VICTORIA

Sandra, what he said didn’t even make sense. But I guess that’s what happens when you work out here in the woods and you only have Smokey and his friends to talk to. 

Maria puts the NOZZLE back on the cradle. 

MARIA

Whatever he meant, let’s try to forget about it. Are you two ready? 

ALESSANDRA



I guess. 

MARIA



Alright, let’s go. 

Maria opens the car DOOR and gets in. Alessandra screws the top back on her BOTTLE and walks over to the back door. 

She looks up to the gas station and sees that the attendant is WATCHING through the blinds. 

He QUICKLY closes them. 

Alessandra opens the car door and gets in. The car COUGHS a little and then it starts. Maria drives off and kicks up a little dirt as she goes. 

DISSOLVE TO:

EXT. THE NEW HOUSE-NIGHT

The new house is BEAUTIFUL. It rises two stories and is painted white with two large trees in the front yard and clean cut grass surrounding the front. 

The MERCEDES pulls up to the front. 

INT. MERCEDES-NIGHT

Maria turns off the lights, and then puts the car in PARK. She turns off the ignition. 

The girls have fallen asleep. 

MARIA



Okay, we’re here. 

Victoria slowly opens her eyes. Alessandra raises her head off a suitcase. 

Penelope raises her head and glances with BLUE eyes out of the front window. 

ALESSANDRA



That was fast. 

MARIA

It should have been, you two feel asleep as soon as we left that last gas station. Anyway, come on so you can get a better look at the house. 

Maria excitedly exits the car. 

ALESSANDRA

Why is she rushing us, she knows we’ll be leaving here before we know it? 

VICTORIA



You know mom.

The girls exit the car. Penelope runs out onto the grass; happy to be loose. The girls take a long stretch. Victoria finally looks up at the house.

VICTORIA



This place is beautiful. 

Alessandra turns and looks up at the house. Her eyes go wide with amazement. 

ALESSANDRA



She really went all out. 

Alessandra closes the car door and walks over to her sister and mom. Maria puts her arms around her daughters. 

VICTORIA

I think I could get used to staying here. 

MARIA



Good, because it’s ours. 

Alessandra looks over at her mom.

ALESSANDRA



Really?

MARIA



From now on, we can call this home. 

The wind causes the leaves to rustle and produce a BEAUTIFUL whispering RESONANCE that floats down the street. 

Penelope runs around the yard chasing the leaves. 

VICTORIA

So, are you two just going to stand there or are we going to see what’s inside?

Victoria runs over to the car and grabs her suitcase. 

EXT. FRONT PORCH-NIGHT 

Maria walks up and pulls out her keys. Behind her, Alessandra walks up. 

VICTORIA



Come on, Penelope. 

She walks over and grabs the dog by her COLLAR. They walk up on the porch. 

Maria unlocks the door and pushes it open. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Maria walks in and clicks on the light-switch on the right side of the door. 

The foyer is enormous. A staircase sits on the right. The living room is on the LEFT and the kitchen is on the RIGHT. 

The three women slowly walk in. Penelope runs off up the stairs. Alessandra sets her suitcase down just inside the doorway. 

MARIA



Home, sweet home. 

VICTORIA

Well, while you two are staring in amazement, I’ll be picking my room. 

She heads for the stairwell. 

ALESSANDRA

I guess I better go before she takes the biggest room. 

She picks up her suitcase and walks over to the stairs. She turns around again. 

ALESSANDRA



Thanks again. 

MARIA



You’re welcome. 

Alessandra smiles and continues on her way. 

INT. HALLWAY-NIGHT

Victoria walks down the hallway. The FIRST door on the RIGHT catches her eye. She walks over to it. 

INT. VICTORIA’S ROOM-NIGHT

Victoria clicks on the LIGHT. The room is VAST. A dresser sits along the far wall. A bed sits on the side of a WINDOW at the far end of the room. 

VICTORIA



I found my room!

INT. HALLWAY-NIGHT

Alessandra walks past Victoria’s doorway. Without stopping she says-

ALESSANDRA

I guess we’re doing a first room, my room thing now. 

VICTORIA



Don’t be jealous. 

Alessandra SMILES as she continues down the hall. She takes the next door on the left. 

INT. ALESSANDRA’S ROOM-NIGHT

Alessandra switches the light on. The room is SPACIOUS; however, a little smaller than Victoria’s. A golden-brown dresser sits on the right of the DOOR. A well-dressed BED sits a few feet from the dresser. 

Alessandra walks over to the bed and lays her suitcase upon it. She flips it open and starts to unpack. 

She walks over to the dresser and opens the top drawer. She starts to put her clothes in there. 

DISSOLVE TO: 

INT. KITCHEN-NIGHT

All of the countertops have been PAINTED a marble green. A black REFRIGERATOR sits in the corner with an ice DISPENSER on the left door. 

All of the cabinets have GLASS windows on them. Maria and Victoria are putting DISHES away. 

MARIA



What happened to you sister? 

VICTORIA

Either she died or fell asleep; I haven’t seen her since she went to her room. 

Victoria LAUGHS at her comment. Maria looks at her with an uncertain SMILE. 

Beat. 

The doorbell RINGS. 

VICTORIA



Is it Sunday already? 

Victoria places the BOWL on the counter and walks out of the KITCHEN. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Victoria walks over to the DOOR and opens it. A tall, BEAUTIFUL woman with GREEN eyes and long hair is standing there. She is JULIA ROSA; thirty-something with a model’s FIGURE and celebrity’s FACE. 

Victoria immediately RECOGNIZES her. 

VICTORIA



Aunt Julia! 

JULIA



Surprise! 

(pause)

Can I come in?

Julia walks into the house. Victoria closes the door behind her. 

JULIA



Look at you! 

They HUG each other. 

Maria walks out from the KITCHEN.

MARIA



I thought I heard a familiar voice.

She walks over to Julia. They stare at each other for a second. 

MARIA

Has it been so long that we can’t give each other a hug?  

Julia SMILES. She walks over and embraces her sister in a WARM hug. 

JULIA



It’s good to see you. 

MARIA



You too. 

They let each other go. 

JULIA



Did you just get in? 

MARIA

Yeah, about twenty minutes ago. Victoria and I were just putting away some dishes. 

JULIA

They were trying to keep me at work, but I told them I had to go; I had a special guest coming in. 

VICTORIA



How did you know we were here? 

JULIA

Your mom called me and told me that you all would be staying here and she wanted me to surprise you. 

MARIA

I know she doesn’t like surprises, but your other niece is upstairs. 

(pause)

Sandra! Come downstairs; someone’s here to see you. 

A second later, Alessandra appears around the corner. She slides her hand along the banister. She squints her EYES to see who’s standing by her mom and sister. 

ALESSANDRA



Aunt J! 

She walks down the stairs and steps up to her aunt. Julia looks at her for a second. 

JULIA



Look at my niece, she’s a woman now.

Alessandra BASHFULLY smiles and gives her aunt a hug. They let each other go and gaze for a moment. 

JULIA

So, have you all had anything to eat yet?

VICTORIA

Unless you consider a bag of rainbow skittles food, then I haven’t eaten. 

ALESSANDRA



I could go for something. 

JULIA

Alright, let’s go get something to eat. 

MARIA



Oh no, you don’t have to do that. 

JULIA



Come on, my treat. 

MARIA

In that case, let me just grab my purse out of the kitchen. 

Maria walks out of the FOYER and into the kitchen. 

JULIA

So, do you all think you’ll like it here?

ALESSANDRA

That depends, the house is nice and everything, but I still would have to meet some of the people. 

Maria walks back in zipping her purse up. 

MARIA

So, where are we going? I hear San Francisco has some of the best restaurants around. 

CUT TO: 

EXT. COASTLINE-NIGHT

The MOON is in full swing. Music is BLARING from loudspeakers. Teenagers are running around drunk and having a blast. 

Colorful lights line the BEACH. 

Maria, Julia, Victoria and Alessandra walk down a boardwalk. They huddle close together. 

They pass by a small café that reads “CARLO’S DINER.” Maria looks up at the sign. 

MARIA



This place looks good. 

JULIA



Alright, let’s go in. 

ALESSANDRA

You know what, I’m going to go and see what else they have. 

VICTORIA

Yeah, I’m going to look around too.  

MARIA



Okay, just don’t get lost. 

Maria and Julia walk into the diner. Alessandra and Victoria start walking off into the CROWD. 

CUT TO:

INT. GOTHIC STORE-NIGHT

The walls of the store are painted black. Weird objects and EXOTIC paintings decorate the walls; as if the owners are trying to BRIGHTEN it up. 

Display cases are lined along the floor all the way from the ENTRANCE to the BACK. 

Victoria walks in, instantly amazed at all of the ITEMS that she is OBSERVING. She slowly walks down the aisle sliding her hand along the display case as she PEERS in. 

The inside of the display table holds LIGHTERS of all color and sizes. A MYRIAD of obscure jewelry has been arranged next to the lighters.

A few silver CROSSES lie beside the JEWELRY.  

Victoria looks closer. 

VALERIA (O.S.)



You like what you see. 

Victoria pulls her head back up and meets EYES with a young girl, probably fifteen or sixteen, with curly brown hair and a pair of SUNGLASSES resting on top of her head. 

VICTORIA

Yeah, I may actually spend some money tonight.  

JACEY (O.S.)



So, where are you from? 

Victoria turns around to see another girl; a little older than Valeria by a year, but just as PRETTY. She wears a lot of JEWELRY and a cross hangs around her neck. 

She is licking a green LOLLIPOP. 

VICTORIA



Santa Carla. 

VALERIA

So, did you ever see anything unusual while you were over there? 

Victoria looks at them CURIOUSLY. 

VICTORIA

Nothing that would make this place look any better. 

JACEY



I saw you eyeing the crosses. 

Victoria looks back down into the GLASS. 

VICTORIA



Yeah, I like the silver ones. 

VALERIA



Do you want one? 

VICTORIA

No. There just nice to look at. I wouldn’t have any use for one of them anyway. 

JACEY

You can take it for free. 

VICTORIA

No, really you don’t have to do that. But thanks anyway. Maybe I’ll see you two around. 

Victoria BREAKS through their little barricade. Jacey grabs her arm. She swings a CROSS from behind her hand and presses it against Victoria’s chest. 

JACEY



Take it; I insist. 

Victoria takes the CROSS from Jacey’s hand. Jacey takes out a folded YELLOW sheet of paper and puts it in Victoria’s hand. 

VALERIA



You’ll thank us later. 

Victoria looks at them once more and continues out of the store. 

Jacey and Victoria come together and watch as Victoria walks out of the store.                                                         

JACEY

So what do you think? Will she make it? 

VALERIA



I’ll give it a week. 

They turn around and go back to looking after the store. 

EXT. CANAPÉ-NIGHT

Alessandra walks by a THRIVING canapé. People are BUSILY chatting with friends and family. A DRINK bar is the nucleus of the tent. 

Alessandra walks into the canapé. At the bar, a woman is hurriedly serving drinks to customers. Alessandra makes her way to the bar.  

She takes a seat at the COUNTER. She notices that the attendant is busy serving the drinks so she looks out over the BEACH. The WOMAN attendant is EVITA; early twenties with curly BLACK hair and a BEAUTIFUL smile. 

EVITA

I’ll be with you in a second, sweetie. 

Alessandra turns around and smiles at her and looks back toward the BEACH. 

People are continuously walking in and out of the canapé. A FAMILY walks by sharing a LAUGH together. 

A YOUNG MAN walks by and catches Alessandra’s eye. 

The young man looks over and LOCKS eye with Alessandra for a second. 

Evita interrupts Alessandra’s thoughts. 

EVITA



Okay, what can I get for you? 

Alessandra turns around. 

ALESSANDRA

Something sweet, but with no alcohol. 

EVITA



I have just the thing. 

Evita bends down and grabs a glass. She takes it to the counter behind her and starts PREPARING the drink. 

Alessandra WATCHES her every move, being WATCHFUL that she doesn’t spike her DRINK. 

The woman turns around with the glass filled with a BLUE slushy like substance. 

EVITA



You’ll like it. 

ALESSANDRA



Thanks. 

She takes her drink and SIPS a little from the straw. Her EYES widen as she looks back up Evita.

ALESSANDRA



This is really good. 

EVITA

Its something special I use for all the new people. 

ALESSANDRA



How do you know I’m new? 

EVITA

When you’ve been here as long as I have you get to know everyone, and this is where everybody hangs out, even if they’ve been here their whole lives. So, where are you coming from? 

ALESSANDRA



Santa Carla. 

EVITA

Oh, I bet you’re glad you left. 

ALESSANDRA



So you’ve heard about it?

EVITA

Of course; that’s home.

A customer on the end holds their glass in the air. Evita catches SIGHT of it. 

EVITA

Anyway, I’m going to take these orders; enjoy your drink. 

(pause)

By the way, I’m Evita. But you can call me V. Everybody does. 

She holds her hand out. Alessandra takes it. 

ALESSANDRA

It’s nice to meet you. I’m Alessandra.  

EVITA

That’s a pretty name. Anyway, let me get back to work. 

Evita walks away. Alessandra starts to SIP her drink. 

ENTER MICHAEL THOMAS. He sits on the stool next to Alessandra. 

MICHAEL



It’s good isn’t it? 

Alessandra turns around surprised to see Michael. 

ALESSANDRA



Yeah, it is. 

Michael extends his HAND. 

MICHAEL



I’m Michael. 

Alessandra takes his hand. 

ALESSANDRA



I’m Alessandra. But call me Sandra. 

MICHAEL

Alessandra; that’s a very beautiful name. 

ALESSANDRA



Tell me about it.  

MICHAEL



You must be new? 

ALESSANDRA

Yeah, I just got in a few hours ago with my mom and sister. 

MICHAEL 

So, how do you like it so far? 

ALESSANDRA

It seems nice, but it’s only the first night.

MICHAEL

Yeah, this place kind of gives off that nice vibe until you’ve been here as long as I have. 

ALESSANDRA



You don’t like it? 

MICHAEL

Nah. I can’t wait to get out of here. You spend your whole life in one place and you always wonder what’s out there beyond those same six blocks you kicked around for the last eighteen years.

Alessandra SMILES at his statement. 

ALESSANDRA

That sounds pretty rehearsed. 

Michael leans his head down and SMILES. 

MICHAEL



Yeah, you got me. 

ALESSANDRA

Well, I hope it starts to get better for you. 

MICHAEL



I think it just did. 

Alessandra BLUSHES. 

MICHAEL

Listen, I was on my way to get something to eat, do you want to come with me? 

ALESSANDRA



Sure. 

Alessandra takes one last SIP of her drink. 

CUT TO:

EXT. GOTHIC STORE-NIGHT

Victoria walks out of the STORE. She reaches in her JACKET pocket and pulls out a stick of gum. 

She looks to the LEFT. The alley is packed with people. Teens are running AROUND, drunk and happy. 

She looks to the RIGHT. People have crowded the alley from store to store. 

A small opening FORMS in the crowd. 

Five GIRLS appear through the mob of people. They immediately stand OUT.

The VAMPIRES. Danica, Michelle, Sarah, Ashley and Monica. 

There is an eerie silence. Everyone SEEMS to stop and STARE at the girls. 

The girls continue to walk down the PATHWAY. 

Victoria watches as the girls pass by her. Danica looks over at Victoria and WINKS. 

The girls disappear into the crowd. 

Victoria pulls her HAIR behind her ear and continues on her way. 

CUT TO:

EXT. PARKING LOT-NIGHT

Michael and Alessandra walk towards a RED convertible. Michael takes out his keys and ELECTRONICALLY unlocks the doors. 

DANICA (O.S.)



Hey. 

Alessandra and Michael turn around. The LOST GIRLS are walking up to them. 

MICHAEL



Damn. 

Danica walks up to Michael. She STARES at him with her attractive BROWN eyes. She looks over at Alessandra. 

DANICA



Who’s your friend?

MICHAEL

Danica, this is Alessandra. Sandra this is Danica. 

Danica walks up to Alessandra. She looks her up and down. 

DANICA

I like your name. Does it mean anything?  

MICHAEL



What are you doing here, Danica? 

DANICA

Me and the girls were about to go for a little ride.

She turns toward Alessandra. 

DANICA

Do you want to go with us?

ALESSANDRA

We were about to get something to eat...

She turns to Michael. 

MICHAEL

Go ahead. It’s fine. Now you have some new friends, and I can grab something to eat from the house and maybe catch the end of CSI. 

Michael opens the DOOR to his car. He starts to climb in.

DANICA

Are you sure you don’t want to come with us?

Michael chuckles as he RESPONDS. 

MICHAEL

Six girls’ sounds very tempting right now; but I think I’ll pass. 

(pause)

It was nice to meet you again, Sandra. 

ALESSANDRA



You too. 

Alessandra watches as Michael DRIVES off. He looks out of his WINDOW once more before he takes a SHARP right turn. 

Alessandra WAVES him off. 

DANICA



Are you ready? 

ALESSANDRA



Yeah. I was just saying bye. 

She turns back around to Danica. 

ALESSANDRA



Alright, let’s go. 

DANICA



Okay, girls. You heard her. 

The girls START to walk off. Alessandra follows in SUCCESSION. 

CUT TO:

INT. CARLO’S DINER-NIGHT

The lighting is DIM. All of the WINDOWS have been tinted so the CUSTOMERS inside can see the people walk by on the OUTSIDE. 

The ATMOSPHERE is live and energetic. Couples and FAMILIES are busily having fun and sharing STORIES with one another. 

WAITRESSES are hurriedly serving DRINKS and taking ORDERS. 

Maria and Julia sit at a small TABLE in the middle of the DINER-casually engaged in conversation. 

JULIA



So, what’s first on your agenda? 

MARIA

Probably get settled at the new office.   

JULIA

Do you think Sandra’s going to try and work? 

MARIA

She did back in Santa Carla, but I think she just may try and focus on school for her last year. 

She takes a SIP of her drink. 

JULIA



How do you like the food?

MARIA

It’s actually pretty good. I wasn’t expecting much from “Carlo” but he came through. 

Julia smiles. 

JULIA

Yeah, I’ve only been here twice before, but I like it.

Julia eats some of her RICE with her PLASTIC chopsticks. 

MARIA



When did you learn to use those? 

JULIA

Oh, during my stay in Japan. I tried to learn as much as I could. And it apparently wasn’t enough. 

Julia keeps readjusting the CHOPSTICKS in her hands. 

MARIA

I almost forgot about that. How was it? 

JULIA

It was fun; I’d never go back, but I had fun. 

MARIA



Why not? 

JULIA

It was a little too cold for me. Every time I went outside it was like I was walking down the frozen food section.

Julia looks down at her chest.

JULIA

And it looked like Barnes & Noble were always on display. 

Maria laughs as she looks around. 

She notices all of the COUPLES sitting around the DINER. 

MARIA

So; how’s the love life going? Are you still seeing what’s his name? 

JULIA



Keith? 

MARIA

That’s him. What have you two been up to? 

JULIA

Not much; he left me a few weeks ago. 

MARIA



What happened? 

JULIA

It wasn’t a big thing. He just had some skeletons in the closet. 

MARIA



I’m so sorry to hear that.  

JULIA



Don’t be; I’m moving on.

(pause)

But, let’s not try to kill the fun. What about you; how’s your love life? 

MARIA

Oh, please. I’m lucky enough to have a life right now. Two teenage girls and a dog; I can’t even remember the last time I went on a date. 

JULIA

Well, you have to start having fun again. What’s going to happen when the girls leave? You’re just going to be sitting up in a rocking chair wishing to have someone to talk to. 

MARIA

Maybe, I just have to find the right guy. 

ROY (O.S.)



Excuse me?

Maria and Julia turn to SEE a man, probably in his LATE thirties, with a clean-cut goatee and an OPEN collar shirt STANDING above them. 

He is ROY STEPHENS.

MARIA



Yes? 

ROY

Do you mind if I borrow your pepper; this steak needs a little seasoning? 

Maria GRABS the pepper. 

MARIA



Sure. 

She hands him the PEPPER. Roy politely takes the SHAKER. 

ROY



Thanks; I’ll be right back. 

He walks a few feet over to his TABLE, where he is sitting ALONE. 

JULIA



He’s cute. 

Maria doesn’t HEAR her sister’s COMMENT. She continues to watch Roy sprinkle the PEPPER over his food. 

JULIA

(slowly)



Ria?

Maria turns back around. 

MARIA



What were you saying? 

JULIA



I said he’s cute. 

MARIA



He’s alright. 

JULIA

Ria! Would you quit lying to yourself? You’re so into that guy you didn’t even hear me call your name just a second ago. 

Maria LEANS in. 

MARIA

He’s just okay, Julia. I mean I don’t even know the guy’s name. 

Roy hands the PEPPER shaker back. 

ROY 



Thanks. 

Maria quickly SITS back UP. 

MARIA



You’re very welcome. 

She SMILES as she takes the pepper. Roy smiles back. 

ROY



 I’m Roy. 

He extends his hand. Maria GLADLY takes it. 

MARIA



I’m Maria. 

ROY



It’s a pleasure to meet you, Maria. 

MARIA



You too. 

ROY

Well, I see that you’re having dinner with your friend, so I don’t want to hold you up. 

Julia looks at her WATCH. 

JULIA

You know what; I actually do have to be somewhere. Why don’t you join my sister? 

ROY



Sure, if that’s okay with Maria.

MARIA



It’s fine.

Julia takes one last SIP of her drink and stands up. She walks over and KISSES her sister on the CHEEK. 

JULIA

It’s good to see you again, Maria. I’ll call you later; but try and have some fun tonight, alright? 

MARIA



Okay; be careful. 

Maria stands up and looks at Roy. 

JULIA

That’s a sweet lady you have there; be good to my sister. 

ROY



I will. 

Julia walks towards the EXIT. 

ROY



Let me just grab my plate. 

Roy walks over and takes his PLATE and GLASS off the table and brings it to Maria’s table. 

He takes his SEAT. 

ROY

I hope your sister didn’t feel like she had to leave. 

MARIA

It’s okay; she probably wanted to get away from me anyway.  

Roy smiles. 

ROY



I’ve never seen you around before. 

MARIA



Yeah, I just pulled in. 

ROY



Where from? 

MARIA



Santa Carla. 

ROY

Well, I’m glad you came. Did you bring anyone along? 

MARIA

Yes I did. Two daughters and a dog. 

ROY



Okay. 

MARIA



You don’t sound surprised. 

ROY

Why should I; I mean, I think we should get everything out in the open before we take this any farther. 

MARIA

Who said we were going to take this farther? 

ROY



I assumed this was our first date. 

MARIA

First date? We don’t know anything about each other. 

ROY

Well then, right now; ask me anything you want. 

MARIA



Anything?

ROY



Go ahead. Shoot. I’m an open book. 

MARIA

Why did you really come and ask for the pepper?

ROY

I saw a beautiful woman who I wanted to talk to, and I needed a reason to come over. 

MARIA



Well, how do you know I’m single? 

ROY

You were staring at me kind of hard when I walked back to my table. 

MARIA

(surprised)



How did you know I was- 

ROY

I didn’t, but the way you just reacted tells me that you were looking. 

MARIA



Clever. 

ROY



I know. 

CUT TO: 

EXT. SAN FRANCISCO COASTLINE-NIGHT

Danica is DRIVING her sleek black convertible down the WINDING road. Alessandra sits in the PASSENGER seat with her hands in her LAP staring straight ahead. 

Ashley and Monica sit in the back TALKING about something. 

Michelle and Sarah follow CLOSE behind in a JEEP. 

ALESSANDRA

(to Danica)



So, where are we going? 

DANICA



Do you like surprises? 

ALESSANDRA



Not really. 

DANICA



Why not? 

ALESSANDRA

Let’s just say I’ve had some bad experiences. 

DANICA

Well, trust me; this is going to be the best night of your life. 

ALESSANDRA



Okay, so where are we going? 

DANICA



You’ll see. 

Danica turns and gives an EERIE smile. 

CUT TO: 

EXT. ABANDONED HOUSE-NIGHT

Danica and the GIRLS pull up to an old VACANT dwelling. The house used to be a pretty WHITE color, but years of WEATHER have damaged it immensely. 

The two TREES in the front have lost all of their LEAVES. The grass is golden brown and taken over by WEEDS. 

Alessandra SLOWLY opens her DOOR. She steps out. 

ALESSANDRA

Isn’t this the house from “Thriller”? 

The rest of the GIRLS step out. Ashley and Monica go to the TRUNK of Danica’s CAR. 

ASHLEY



D. Throw me the keys. 

Danica reaches in her COAT pocket and brings the KEYS out. She tosses them to ASHLEY. 

She finds the right KEY and pops open the trunk. Danica walks up behind Alessandra and WHISPERS in her ear-

DANICA



Are you ready to go in? 

ALESSANDRA

I don’t know; it looks like someone hasn’t lived here in years. 

SARAH



Come on, it’ll be fun. 

DANICA

(to Ashley & Monica)



Can you get it? 

Ashley and Monica pull out a LARGE black SACK. They close the TRUNK and walk over. 

ASHLEY



Okay, let’s go. 

The GIRLS walk up to the front- 

EXT. PORCH-NIGHT

The DOOR has been bolted and covered with wooden BOARDS. 

ALESSANDRA



How do we get in? 

Danica and the others are standing on the SIDE of the house. 

DANICA



Over here. 

INT. BASEMENT-NIGHT

The girls walk down a DINGY flight of WOODEN stairs. 

A light FLICKS on. The BASEMENT looks more like a small place for members of a CULT. 

Paintings and foreign OBJECTS lie all around. The furniture is NEAT and made up. 

Ashley and Monica take the sack and lay it on the COUCH. 

ALESSANDRA

What’s in the bag? 

(pause)



A body? 

DANICA

Sandra wants to know what’s in the bag.

(pause)



Should we tell her? 

ASHLEY



I think she already told us. 

ALESSANDRA



What are you talking about? 

DANICA



Show her. 

Michelle walks over to the SACK and TEARS it open to reveal a man TIED up with DUCT tape over his mouth. 

Alessandra quickly STUMBLES back and GASPS. 

She falls back into Danica. Danica swiftly CLASPS her hand over Alessandra’s MOUTH. 

DANICA

Shh. It’s only a helpless man tied in some rope. 

(pause)

If I take my hand away, will you promise not to scream? 

Alessandra RELUCTANTLY nods “yes.” 

Danica lets her GO. 

ALESSANDRA



Tell me what’s going on. 

DANICA



You really want to know? 

ALESSANDRA

Yes, I want to know. You bring me to this rundown house and show me some guy all tied up, so yes, tell me what’s going on. 

Danica WHISPERS in her ear. 

DANICA



We’re vampires. 

Beat. 

ALESSANDRA

Okay, I obviously made a mistake coming down here. You girls have fun and maybe I’ll see you around. 

She turns around and BUMPS into Danica.

Alessandra jumps BACK and places her hand on her RACING heart. 

ALESSANDRA

How did you-? 

DANICA

I already told you. 

Alessandra SLOWLY turns around to look at the other girls.

ALESSANDRA



All of you? 

DANICA



Yes, and I want you to join us. 

ALESSANDRA



I don’t know. 

Danica walks up BEHIND Alessandra. She pulls Alessandra’s hair back over her right shoulder. 

She leans into her EAR. 

DANICA

Imagine; no fear, no death. You could be beautiful forever. Wouldn’t you want that?

(pause)

Become one of us.

Danica words are HYPNOTIC. Alessandra starts to ENVISION all of the possibilities. 

ALESSANDRA



Okay. 

Danica walks around and looks at ALESSANDRA in the EYES. She pulls her hair back over her left shoulder. 

DANICA



Now this might hurt a little. 

She leans her head to the SIDE and opens her mouth to reveal her FANGS; her eyes turn bright YELLOW. 

She SLOWLY sinks into Alessandra’s FLESH. 

Alessandra’s eyes BURST open; they have turned HAZEL. 

Danica holds on. 

Beat.

Alessandra pulls away and falls to the floor. Danica backs up; BLOOD trickles down her chin. 

Alessandra SITS on the floor; Danica’s MESMERIZING words are SPINNING in her mind. 

                                                   FADE TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY-NIGHT

The GIRLS are riding out by the beach. Alessandra sits in the passenger seat, still recovering from the EFFECTS of the bite. 

The wind blows her hair back. 

MONICA



I see our next meal. 

DANICA



Where? 

Monica points to a group of PEOPLE having a PARTY along the beach.

DANICA



It’s time to feed. 

Alessandra looks at Danica. Danica smiles as her eyes turn hazel and her fangs slide out. 

EXT. BEACH-NIGHT

The people continue to PARTY. 

Everyone is DRINKING, dancing and having a good time. A small BONFIRE is the NUCLEUS of the party. 

A man throws a beer BOTTLE into the FIRE. It causes the FLAMES to spark. 

Everyone YELLS. 

INT. DANICA’S CAR-NIGHT

Alessandra sits in the car continually nodding off but trying HARD to stay awake. The VAMPIRE affects are starting to take over. 

EXT. BEACH-NIGHT

The people continue to PARTY. 

AND THEN IT HAPPENS. 

The GIRLS swoop down and start to wreak HAVOC. Blood is flying in every direction. 

Monica and Ashley take down two of the guys and sink their FANGS into their NECKS. 

Danica takes a girl and bites her on the NECK. 

Sarah and Michelle start to CLAW away at two other people. 

One GIRL starts to run away. Danica looks up to see her. Her eyes SHINE for a moment under the MOON. 

INT. DANICA’S CAR-NIGHT

Alessandra sits in the PASSENGER seat, half-awake. She hears the girl SCREAM. 

She sits up in the CAR. From below a SLOPE the girl appears, running frantically away from someone or something. 

Alessandra SQUINTS to see her better. 

GIRL



Help! 

Alessandra jumps out of the car. She starts to run over to the girl. 

ALESSANDRA



What is it? What’s wrong?!

The girl keeps running. Her BLOUSE hangs off her shoulders. 

FROM BEHIND, DANICA GRABS HER AND BITES HER ON THE NECK. 

ALESSANDRA



No! 

A STREAM of blood falls over the SAND. 

Alessandra looks to see the other girls causing CHAOS down by the SHORE. 

They start to throw the bodies in the FIRE.

ALESSANDRA



Stop!

Her eyes have turned HAZEL. The FIRE reflects in her eyes. She SHIELDS them from the GRUESOME sight. 

She starts to run for the car.  

The girls drop down from ABOVE and surround her. 

ALESSANDRA

Leave me alone. I didn’t sign up for this. 

DANICA

It doesn’t matter; you’re one of us now. Get used to it. 

Alessandra looks at all of them. Their CLOTHES and hair blow in the SILENT breeze. 

FADE OUT:

-FLASHBACK-

GLIMPSES of Danica talking to Alessandra are playing back in Alessandra’s head. 

DANICA

You could be beautiful forever… Wouldn’t you want that? Become one of us.

ALESSANDRA



Okay. 

Danica bites her. 

-END FLASHBACK-

INT. ALESSANDRA’S BEDROOM-MORNING

Alessandra opens her EYES to find that she is in her ROOM. She quickly sits up. 

ALESSANDRA



What did I drink last night?

She SLIDES out of bed and SHRUGGISHLY walks over to the window. 

She pulls back the CURTAINS. 

Alessandra QUICKLY moves out of the way of the window. 

She SHIELDS her eyes from the light. 

She walks over to her DRESSER and searches for her SUNGLASSES. She puts them on and grabs her TOOTHBRUSH and toothpaste. 

INT. HALLWAY-MORNING

Alessandra walks out of her room. She HEARS her mom down the HALL hurriedly getting dressed. 

She keeps walking down the hall. Penelope comes from around the CORNER. 

ALESSANDRA

Hey girl. 

The dog WHIMPERS and shies AWAY from Alessandra. Penelope turns around and DISAPPEARS around the corner. 

ALESSANDRA



What’s wrong with her? 

INT. BATHROOM-MORNING

Alessandra flicks on the light; she walks to the sink and puts her hands on the SIDE. 

ALESSANDRA

It was just a dream. You’re not a vampire. 

She finally looks up at the MIRROR.

She GASPS. 

She has become NOTICEABLY faint, as if her REFLECTION is fading away. She looks at her HANDS and ARMS. 

They’re still there, but she still looks FAINT in the mirror. 

She takes her toothpaste and squirts a LITTLE onto her toothbrush and starts BRUSHING. 

INT. KITCHEN 

Victoria is IRONING a suit jacket. A glass of ORANGE JUICE and a piece of TOAST sit on the counter next to her. 

Alessandra walks in with her SUNGLASSES on. 

VICTORIA



What’s with the glasses? 

ALESSANDRA



You don’t want to know. 

(pause)



Where’s mom? 

VICTORIA



She’s upstairs getting ready to go.

ALESSANDRA



She already has an interview? 

VICTORIA



She already has a job. 

Maria SUDDENLY comes rushing in. She has on a sky blue COLLAR shirt with a dark blue SKIRT. 

She HURRIEDLY tries to clip on her EARRINGS. 

She finally looks over at Alessandra. 

MARIA

Are the lights too hard on your eyes? 

ALESSANDRA



Something like that. 

Victoria takes the JACKET off the ironing board. 

VICTORIA



Here you go. 

Maria takes the JACKET. 

MARIA

Thanks. 

She quickly puts it on. 

MARIA

Now, I’ll try to be home as soon as possible, but I won’t be staying for long because I have a date. So, Sandra, you’ll be able to watch your sister while I’m gone tonight, right? 

VICTORIA



Mom, I’m sixteen.

ALESSANDRA



Mom, she’s sixteen. 

MARIA

I know, I’m sorry girls, but it’s just until I know we live in a safe neighborhood. 

ALESSANDRA

You didn’t check on that before we moved in? 

Maria gives her daughter a STERN look, with an ARCHED eyebrow. 

MARIA

Alright, I’ll see you two when I get back.

Maria KISSES her daughters’ on the FOREHEAD. She walks out of the KITCHEN and out the FRONT door. 

                                               DISSOLVE TO: 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

The DOORBELL rings. 

VICTORIA (O.S.)



I’ll get it. 

Victoria walks out of the LIVING ROOM. She opens the FRONT door. 

Roy is standing on the porch with a bulk of ROSES. 

ROY



Good evening. You must be Victoria. 

VICTORIA



And you must be my mom’s date. 

ROY



That’s me. 

They both stand in SILENCE for a moment. 

ROY

Well aren’t you going to invite me in?

VICTORIA



Sure, come in. 

Roy walks in and EXAMINES the FOYER. Victoria closes the door behind him. 

VICTORIA



Mom! Mr…

She looks over at Roy. 

ROY



Stephens. 

VICTORIA



Mr. Stephens is here. 

Maria walks around the wall. She looks GORGEOUS in her long, sleek BLACK dress and her DANGLING diamond earrings. 

She seems to FLOAT down the stairs. She walks up to Roy. 

ROY



Wow. You look beautiful. 

MARIA



Thank you. 

ROY



And these are for you. 

MARIA



You shouldn’t have. 

She GLADLY accepts the ROSES. 

ROY

So, if you’re ready. I booked us a table at the best place in town. 

MARIA

Sure. Victoria, could you put these in a vase for me? 

VICTORIA



Okay. 

MARIA



I’ll be back later tonight. 

VICTORIA

Alright, just go you crazy kids. We’ll be fine. 

MARIA



Okay; love you. 

Maria plants a KISS on her daughter’s forehead. She turns around. 

MARIA

Oh wait. I almost forgot. One more thing. Let me show you something, V. 

INT. KITCHEN-NIGHT

Maria walks into the kitchen. Victoria FOLLOWS close behind. Maria walks over to the OVEN. She pulls out a tray with SIX small objects wrapped in foil. 

MARIA



I made these earlier. 

VICTORIA



What are they? 

Maria sets the TRAY on the counter. She unwraps one of the ITEMS. It is a piece of BREAD. 

MARIA

I made some garlic bread earlier today. 

VICTORIA



It just looks like regular bread. 

MARIA



Try it. 

Maria holds the BREAD out. Victoria takes a bite. Her EYEBROWS rise. 

VICTORIA



It is garlic. 

MARIA

Yeah, I tried something a little different. 

She opens a DRAWER and pulls out a SYRINGE filled with garlic. 

MARIA

A little something I heard about. Maybe you could make a pizza to go with it. 

(pause)



But I really have to go. Love you. 

She hands Victoria the bread and runs out of the kitchen into the-

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

She takes Roy’s hand and they leave the house. 

INT. KITCHEN-NIGHT

Victoria walks over to the CABINET and pulls out a vase. She walks to the SINK and fills it up with WATER. 

Penelope sits next to the REFRIGERATOR, gnawing on a BONE. 

Alessandra walks in looking as if she just WOKE UP. 

ALESSANDRA



Did mom leave already? 

VICTORIA



Yeah, she just left? 

(pause)



Where’ve you been all day? 

ALESSANDRA

My room. I was feeling really sleepy for some reason. 

VICTORIA



Oh; anyway, look what mom made. 

She picks up the garlic bread. 

VICTORIA



The garlic’s inside. 

ALESSANDRA



That’s great. 

Victoria sets the bread back on the tray. 

VICTORIA

I was going to make some pizza to go with it. Do you want some? 

ALESSANDRA



Sure. 

Victoria goes to the FREEZER and pulls out a pizza. She starts to unwrap it. 

She goes to the oven and turns it to 350. She puts it in. 

VICTORIA

It should be ready in about twenty minutes. I’ll be upstairs putting my room together. 

She walks over to the COUNTER and picks up a few pieces of jewelry, papers, and UNKNOWINGLY, the syringe. 

ALESSANDRA



Have fun. 

VICTORIA



Come on, Penelope. 

The dog jumps up and follows Victoria out of the KITCHEN.

                                               DISSOLVE TO:

KITCHEN-20 MINUTES LATER

Victoria walks back in and takes the PIZZA out of the oven. She places it on the COUNTER. 

Alessandra walks in. 

VICTORIA



Just in time. 

She NOTICES Alessandra is all dressed up. 

VICTORIA



Where are you going? 

ALESSANDRA



No where. 

VICTORIA

Okay, cover girl. Do you still want some pizza? 

ALESSANDRA



Yeah. 

Victoria pulls out two paper plates and a KNIFE. She cuts two SLICES and places one on each PAPER plate. 

Alessandra goes and sits at the ISLAND. Victoria slides a plate over to her sister. 

ALESSANDRA



Thanks. 

VICTORIA



Do you want a fork and knife? 

ALESSANDRA



Sure.  

Victoria finally sits down at the ISLAND. She slides the UTENSILS to Alessandra. 

Victoria picks up her fork and knife and starts CUTTING. 

Alessandra picks up her SILVERWARE. 

Beat. 

ALESSANDRA



Aah!

She quickly throws the UTENSILS aside. She looks at her HANDS. 

They are badly BURNED but rapidly HEALING.

VICTORIA



What is it? 

ALESSANDRA



They burned my hands. 

VICTORIA



What? 

ALESSANDRA



The silverware, it...it burned. 

VICTORIA

(slowly)



Why? 

Victoria looks at her sister, SUSPICIOUSLY. 

ALESSANDRA



I don’t know. 

Alessandra SUDDENLY clutches her stomach. She falls back against the SINK. 

Victoria stands up in SHOCK. 

VICTORIA



What is it? What’s wrong?! 

Alessandra’s face TWISTS and turns in pain. Victoria backs against the REFRIGERATOR. 

Alessandra falls down behind the ISLAND. 

Silence. 

VICTORIA

(quietly)



Sandra? 

She slowly walks around the island. 

Alessandra lies on the floor with her eyes CLOSED. Victoria runs over.

VICTORIA



Sandra!

Alessandra opens her eyes. They are bright HAZEL. 

Victoria pulls back. 

Alessandra stands up. 

VICTORIA



What’s going on? 

Alessandra feels her NECK. She runs her fingers across the two puncture WOUNDS. 

VICTORIA



Oh my God. Silver, the glasses. 

(pause)



You’re a vampire. 

Victoria runs out of the kitchen. 

ALESSANDRA



V, wait!

Alessandra runs out into the-

INT. FOYER-NIGHT 

Victoria is already halfway up the STAIRS. 

ALESSANDRA



V, wait a minute.  

Victoria turns around. 

VICTORIA

How could you? 

ALESSANDRA



It’s a long story. 

Victoria runs up the STAIRS. Her door closes with a SLAM.

Beat. 

The door OPENS again for a second then closes HARD. 

Alessandra proceeds up the STAIRS to the- 

INT. 2ND FLOOR HALLWAY-NIGHT

She turns towards Victoria’s door. 

A LARGE METAL CROSS HANGS ON IT. Alessandra SHIES away and runs to her ROOM. 

INT. VICTORIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Victoria runs over to her BED and hides behind it. She WAITS a few seconds. 

She stands up and runs over to her DRESSER. She rummages through the CLUTTER and pulls out a YELLOW sheet of paper. 

Victoria unfolds it and runs over to the PHONE. She punches in a number and waits. 

VICTORIA



I can’t believe I’m doing this. 

JACEY (O.S)



Hello? 

VICTORIA



Yeah, hi, is this Jacey? 

JACEY (O.S.)



Yeah, it’s me. Who is this? 

VICTORIA

Well, I met you at the store the other night; I was the one who liked the lighters. 

JACEY (O.S.)



Oh yeah, Victoria, right?

VICTORIA

Yeah. Listen, I know this sounds crazy and I don’t even know why I’m calling you but I think my sister’s a vampire.

JACEY (O.S.)

Okay, don’t panic. I’m going to ask you a few questions to make sure, alright?

VICTORIA



Go ahead. 

JACEY (O.S.)



Does your sister look pale?

VICTORIA



Yeah, she’s getting pretty light. 

JACEY (O.S.)



Does the sunlight freak her out? 

VICTORIA

Yeah, she wears sunglasses in the house now. 

JACEY (O.S.)

Does she have a burning reaction to silver? 

VICTORIA

Yeah, some silverware burned her tonight. 

JACEY (O.S.)

Well, you’ve got a vampire on your hands.

VICTORIA



Okay, so what do I do? 

JACEY (O.S.)

First, get yourself a nice sharp stake and drive it right through her heart.

VICTORIA

What?! I can’t do that. She’s my sister. 

JACEY (O.S.)



Okay, we’ll come over and do it. 

VICTORIA

No, no. There has to be another way. No one’s killing my sister. 

JACEY (O.S.)



Okay; there’s one more way... 

VICTORIA



Well, what is it? 

INT. ALESSANDRA’S ROOM-NIGHT

Alessandra lies on the bed tossing and turning. 

VIVID images of Danica biting her flash through her head. Pictures of blood flicker through her MIND. 

Her eyes SNAP open. 

The THIRST burns in her veins. 

ALESSANDRA

What’s happening to me? I can’t go on like this. 

She slides off the bed and grabs her LEATHER jacket. She walks out of her room. 

EXT. HALLWAY-NIGHT

Alessandra uses the wall for SUPPORT as she walks down to her sister’s door. 

She stands a few feet back from the door in FEAR of the CROSS. 

ALESSANDRA



Victoria! I need you to come out.

VICTORIA



For what?! 

ALESSANDRA



I’m sorry about what happened.

VICTORIA

I don’t even know who you are anymore. 

ALESSANDRA



Victoria, please? 

VICTORIA



How can I trust you?  

VICTORIA



Because I’m your sister. 

Beat. 

Victoria’s door slowly OPENS. She takes the CROSS off the door. 

Alessandra CLENCHES her stomach. 

VICTORIA



What’s wrong? 

ALESSANDRA



I don’t know. 

VICTORIA



What are you going to do? 

ALESSANDRA



I’m going to fix this. 

Alessandra holds her HEAD down. 

VICTORIA



How? 

Alessandra suddenly LUNGES for Victoria. They fall down into-

INT. VICTORIA’S ROOM-NIGHT

VICTORIA



Sandra, please stop! 

A TEAR falls down her cheek. 

Alessandra’s eyes are bright HAZEL. She opens her mouth and her FANGS elongate. 

VICTORIA



Help! 

Victoria WHISTLES.

Beat. 

Penelope runs into the room and BITES Alessandra on the ankle. 

Alessandra looks back and KICKS Penelope off. Penelope WHIMPERS as she hits the WALL and falls out of the small CRATER she made. 

VICTORIA



Sandra, stop! You’re hurting me.  

Alessandra continues to come down on Victoria. Victoria holds her off with her arm. 

Victoria turns and looks UNDER her bed. She sees a pair of SCISSORS. 

In quick MOVEMENT she pushes her arm out and grabs the scissors. She SLASHES them across Alessandra’s CHEEK. 

Alessandra moves back and stands up. She puts her finger on her RAPIDLY healing scar. 

ALESSANDRA



I’m sorry. I have to go. 

Alessandra turns and runs out of the room. 

EXT. HALLWAY-NIGHT

Penelope slowly stands up. Alessandra looks down at her. 

The dog lowers her HEAD and runs into Victoria’s room. Victoria WRAPS the dog in her arms and watch as Alessandra walks off. 

EXT. HOUSE-NIGHT

Alessandra walks over and climbs into the car. She turns it on and rolls out of the DRIVEWAY. 

CUT TO: 

INT. RESTAURANT-NIGHT

The lights are DIM. Hostess and waiters are busily walking around. 

Maria and Roy sit under a SINGLE light. Two CANDLES have been placed on the table. 

ROY



So, how do you like it? 

MARIA



It’s great; I love it. 

ROY

I’m glad; I was so careful about picking the place. I wasn’t sure what kind of setting you liked. 

MARIA



Well, you did good.

ROY



Thanks. 

MARIA

So, why don’t you tell me about your daughters? 

ROY

Well, they’re fifteen and sixteen. They both work at a small store down by the beach. 

MARIA



I see you put them to work. 

ROY

Of course; during the summer they can either go to school or work. 

MARIA



That’s cute. 

ROY



They like it, so it works out. 

MARIA

Listen, I don’t want to come off as nosy...

ROY



It’s fine. 

MARIA



What happened to Mrs. Stephens? 

Roy takes his NAPKIN and wipes his mouth. He takes a second to answer back. 

ROY

Wow, I didn’t know you were taking it that far. 

MARIA

I’m sorry; you don’t have to tell me. 

Roy slides his hand over and places it on Maria’s. 

ROY



I’m just kidding. 

(pause)

Angela was killed five years ago. It’s just something the girls and I try and forget about. 

MARIA

I’m sorry to hear that.  

ROY



We’re learning to move on. 

MARIA

That’s good. You don’t want to live with bad memories.  

ROY 



Why? 

MARIA

Because bad memories can kill you. 

ROY



You’re right; they almost did. 

He takes a sip of his DRINK. 

CUT TO: 

EXT. BEACH-NIGHT

The harbor is LIVE and animated. People are walking around, sharing laughs with one another. 

Teenagers are running LOOSE; happy to be free from their PARENTS. 

Alessandra wanders through the CROWD. She holds her hand to her stomach. 

She looks off into the distance. She sees the large CANAPÉ and starts to make her way over. 

INT. CANAPÉ-NIGHT

Alessandra walks in. She makes her way over to the BAR. 

Evita is busily wiping off the counter. Alessandra walks over.

ALESSANDRA



Evita. 

She looks up at Alessandra. 

EVITA



Alessandra, right? 

ALESSANDRA



Yeah. 

EVITA



What’s wrong; you look sick? 

ALESSANDRA



Do you know Danica? 

EVITA



Unfortunately.

ALESSANDRA



Have you seen her tonight?

EVITA



No, she hasn’t come around.

ALESSANDRA



Alright; I’ll see you later. 

Alessandra starts to walk off. 

EVITA



Wait. 

Alessandra turns around. 

EVITA

Try the club on Central and Thomas. You should find her there. 

ALESSANDRA



Thanks. 

She turns around and leaves the CANAPÉ. 

CUT TO:

INT. CLUB RAGE-NIGHT

The club is ALIVE and pulsing. The floor can’t be seen; people are huddled elbow to elbow. 

Alessandra squeezes through the crowd. 

Ashley, Monica, and Michelle are huddled in a circle dancing.

Alessandra walks up to them. 

ASHLEY



Hey, girl!  

MICHELLE



You don’t look so good. 

ALESSANDRA



Where’s Danica? 

Monica takes Alessandra’s arm. 

MONICA



Come on; dance. 

Alessandra grabs Monica’s arm. She looks at Monica STERNLY. 

ALESSANDRA



Tell me where she is. 

MONICA



Follow me. 

Monica walks to the back of the CLUB. A GUARD is standing in front of a door. 

Monica walks up and whispers into the guard’s ear. 

The guard opens the door. 

INT. ROOM-NIGHT

The room is lit by a blue light. A few people are sitting around. 

Danica is sitting on a COUCH holding someone in her arms. 

ALESSANDRA



Danica? 

She lifts her head to reveal her fangs and the BLOOD trickling down her chin. 

She is holding a girl in her arms. 

DANICA



Sandra. What are you doing here? 

Danica stands up and walks over to Alessandra. The girl she was holding sits up and rubs her hand across her NECK. 

ALESSANDRA



What’s happening to me? 

Alessandra clutches her stomach. She falls to her knees. 

Danica bends down and moves Alessandra’s hair from in front of her face. 

DANICA



It’s burning isn’t it? 

ALESSANDRA



What did you do to me? 

DANICA



I made you immortal. 

Alessandra SUDDENLY lunges at Danica and pushes her against a wall. 

ALESSANDRA

I almost killed my sister tonight! What did you do to me?!

Alessandra lets go and CLENCHES her stomach.  

Danica pulls back her jacket SLEEVE. She takes her PINKY finger; the nail STRETCHES out and she cuts her WRIST.  

She puts her WRIST in front of Alessandra. 

DANICA



Drink. 

ALESSANDRA



No. 

DANICA



Drink or you will die. 

Alessandra hesitates. She takes Danica’s wrist and starts to SUCK the blood out. 

She opens her eyes and they have turned bright HAZEL.  

She lets go and falls back. 

ALESSANDRA



I can’t go on like this. 

Danica KNEELS down and brings her face close to Alessandra’s EAR. 

DANICA

You don’t have a choice; you’re one of us. 

Danica KISSES Alessandra on the cheek. She stands up and walks out. 

Alessandra wipes her chin as she watches the girls follow Danica out of the room. 

CUT TO: 

EXT. HOME-NIGHT

Alessandra pulls into the DRIVEWAY. She clicks off the lights and shuts off the ENGINE. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Alessandra walks in. The lights CLICK on. Alessandra puts her HAND over her eyes. 

MARIA



Good morning. 

Maria is sitting on the THIRD step. She stands up. 

ALESSANDRA



Hey, mom.

MARIA



Where were you? 

ALESSANDRA



I just had to go out for a second. 

MARIA



For what? 

ALESSANDRA

I just had to take care of something. 

MARIA



You had to take care of something? 

ALESSANDRA



Yes. 

MARIA

The only thing you should have been taking care of was your sister. And what happened to the wall upstairs? We have the house for a day and you all are already trying to tear it down.  

Maria puts her head down. 

MARIA

You know, since the other night, you’ve been acting pretty funny. You sleep all day, you wear glasses in the house, and you come in when it’s too late for dinner and too early for breakfast. Do you want to tell me what’s going on? 

ALESSANDRA

I’ve just been feeling sick, the move was so quick and I’m not thinking straight. I just need some sleep. 

MARIA



Okay. 

Alessandra starts for the STAIRS. Maria puts her hands around her daughter’s face. 

MARIA

If anything is wrong, you know you can talk to me. 

ALESSANDRA

I’m fine really. Let me just get some rest. 

Maria kisses her on the FOREHEAD. She pulls back and looks at her neck. She moves Alessandra’s COLLAR aside.  

MARIA



What happened to your neck? 

Alessandra quickly puts her hand on the BITE marks. 

ALESSANDRA

It’s nothing; I just scratched myself with a knife. Anyway, I’m real tired; I’ll see you in the morning. 

Maria watches as Alessandra walks up the stairs. 

FADE OUT:

INT. KITCHEN-MORNING

Victoria sits at the ISLAND drinking a glass of orange juice. 

Maria walks in FASTENING the last button on her suit jacket. A badge hangs from a POCKET on the jacket that reads: MARIA YOUNG. 

MARIA



Morning. 

VICTORIA

Hey. Do you want some juice? 

MARIA



No. I’m already running late. 

(pause)



Have you seen your sister? 

Alessandra walks past the KITCHEN. 

VICTORIA



Speak of the devil... 

Alessandra stops and turns toward the kitchen. 

ALESSANDRA



Hey. 

VICTORIA



...and she will come.

MARIA



Where are you off to so early? 

ALESSANDRA

I’m going down to the beach to meet some friends. 

Victoria keeps her head down. 

VICTORIA

Are you sure you can go out when it’s this bright outside? 

ALESSANDRA



Why not? 

Maria looks at her daughters SUSPICIOUSLY. 

MARIA



Are you two okay? 

ALESSANDRA



We’re fine. 

MARIA

Okay, well, I gotta go. I’ll talk to you two later. 

Maria turns and leaves the KITCHEN. 

Alessandra walks up to Victoria. She SLIGHTLY shies away. 

ALESSANDRA

This is all going to be over soon. I promise. 

VICTORIA



Not soon enough. 

Alessandra walks out of the KITCHEN. 

INT. FOYER-MORNING

Maria straightens her SUIT jacket. She opens the FRONT DOOR. 

Michael has his hand up to the DOOR about to knock. 

MICHAEL



Oh, hi. Does Sandra live here?

Alessandra walks up BEHIND her mom. 

ALESSANDRA



Michael?

Maria walks out of the house.  

ALESSANDRA

Mom this is Michael. And Michael, this is my mom, Maria. 

MARIA



It’s nice to meet you. 

(pause)

Sorry I can’t stay but I have to go. You two have fun. 

Alessandra and Michael watch as Maria walks to the car. She gets in and drives off.

MICHAEL

Listen, I felt bad for leaving last night. I wanted to make up for it and see if you wanted to finally get something to eat.

ALESSANDRA



Sure.

She closes the DOOR and they walk off. 

CUT TO: 

INT. JACEY AND VALERIA’S KITCHEN-AFTERNOON

Jacey, Valeria, and Jacey sit across from each other at a THREE-chair table. 

They are CASUALLY engaged in conversation- 

JACEY

(to Victoria)

So when do you think this all started? 

VICTORIA

I think it happened the night I met you two. The first night we got here. I didn’t see my sister until the next day but something was just different, you know. She had sunglasses on and she was real pale, almost like she was sick. Anyway, she left the house this morning; she said it would be over soon. 

VALERIA

She left in the daylight? 

VICTORIA



Yeah. 

Jacey and Valeria look at each other. 

VICTORIA



What is it? 

JACEY

Well, we know that she hasn’t made her first kill so she’s not a full vampire, yet. So, for right now, she has all of their strengths and none of their weaknesses...except for the thirst.

VICTORIA

So why can’t she just stay half vampire if she has all of their strengths?

VALERIA

Because, she’ll still need to feed and soon she’ll have to kill to stay alive. 

VICTORIA



So, what do we do? 

JACEY

First we have to find the head vampire and kill whoever it is because if we get whoever it is we can save your sister. 

VICTORIA



Who do you think it could be? 

VALERIA



Well everybody’s a suspect. 

VICTORIA



Even you? 

VALERIA



No, not me. 

VICTORIA



You said everybody. 

VALERIA

Well, if I’m a suspect, you’re a suspect. 

VICTORIA

Then if I’m a suspect, she’s a suspect. 

Victoria POINTS at Jacey. 

JACEY

This isn’t getting us anywhere. Let’s just agree that none of us is the head vampire. 

Valeria and Victoria GLANCE at each other SUSPICIOUSLY. 

JACEY

Now Victoria is there anyone who just seemed to pop up when you all first got here. 

VICTORIA

Other than you two, I can’t think of anyone-

She STOPS. 

VICTORIA

Wait, there was this guy that my mom met who just came out of nowhere. I think his name was Roy. 

VALERIA



What does he look like? 

Roy SUDDENLY walks in. Victoria looks at him in surprise.

VICTORIA



He looks just like your dad.

Roy turns around and looks at Victoria. 

ROY



Hey...Victoria, right? 

VICTORIA



Yeah. 

ROY



How’s Maria doing? 

VICTORIA



She’s never been better.

ROY



That’s good. 

Roy puts on a jacket. 

ROY

Listen, I’m gonna go out for a few hours. Order a pizza or something if you get hungry. I’ll see you girls later. 

Roy LEAVES the dining room. The front door opens and closes a second later. 

VICTORIA



Please tell me that wasn’t your dad. 

VALERIA

Please tell us your mom isn’t dating our dad. 

JACEY, VALERIA & VICTORIA

(in unison)



Ugh. 

JACEY

I guess we can cross our parents off the list. 

VICTORIA



Well, I can’t think of anyone else. 

The room goes SILENT for a moment. 

VALERIA



What about Evita? 

VICTORIA



Who? 

JACEY

Oh yeah; drink girl. She works down by the beach under the canapé serving drinks. 

VICTORIA

I only talked to her for about a second, but she seems really nice. 

VALERIA

A little too nice, and I only see her at night. 

JACEY

We should go down to the beach to see if she’s there. 

Jacey grabs her JACKET off the back of her chair. Victoria and Valeria stand up and start to walk out. 

INT. FOYER-AFTERNOON

Jacey opens the FRONT door Valeria walks out. 

VICTORIA

I don’t know, this seems too easy. It has to be somebody we’d never expect. 

JACEY



Like who? 

CUT TO:

INT. OFFICE-AFTERNOON

The office of the Federal Building is BUSY. Phones continuously ring off the hook. 

Employees walk around trying to make deadlines. Maria sits in her CUBICLE casually typing. 

Her cell PHONE rings. She picks it up. 

MARIA



Hello?  

JULIA (O.S.)

You sound pretty happy to be at work. 

MARIA

Why shouldn’t I; I had the best time the other night. 

JULIA (O.S.)



So I guess I left at the right time. 

MARIA



I didn’t mean it like that.

JULIA (O.S.)

I’m just kidding. Anyway, since we didn’t get to finish our conversation before, I was wondering if you wanted to pick it up after work. 

MARIA

Okay, we can do that. What time do you want to meet up?

JULIA (O.S.)

I’ll pick you up at the house around 8:30 so you have time to get dressed or whatever. 

MARIA



Alright, I’ll see you then. Bye.

Maria closes her phone. 

CUT TO:

INT. MICHAEL’S LIVING ROOM-AFTERNOON

Michael and Alessandra sit on the couch watching the television. The blinds are HALF closed allowing thin BEAMS of light to protrude though the room. 

MICHAEL



How do you like it so far? 

ALESSANDRA

It’s pretty good. What’s it called again? 

Michael reaches over to the COFFEE table and grabs the cover. He hands it to Alessandra. 

MICHAEL

The Lost Boys. And I can’t believe you’ve never seen it.  

ALESSANDRA

Don’t be surprised, I’m not really a movie girl.

MICHAEL



That’s cool... 

(pause)

So what kind of girl are you.

Michael turns and looks Alessandra in the EYES.

ALESSANDRA

I don’t know, I guess you’ll have to find out. 

Michael LEANS in and KISSES Alessandra on the lips. He moves down to her neck and starts kissing it.  



Alessandra closes her eyes and feels Michael warm body as he kisses her down the neck. 

Michael takes off his shirt revealing his tank top and his BARE neck. 

Alessandra opens her eyes and looks down at Michael’s NECK. She leans her head back and closes her eyes. 

She opens them-THEY HAVE TURNED BRIGHT HAZEL. 

She opens her mouth and her FANGS elongate. She slowly leans her head into Michael’s neck. 

ALESSANDRA PUNCTURES MICHAEL’S NECK. 

Michael QUICKLY pulls back. He puts his hand on his neck. 

MICHAEL



What the hell was that? 

He looks at Alessandra. 

ALESSANDRA



I’m sorry. 

MICHAEL



What’s wrong with your eyes?

She stands up. 

ALESSANDRA



Nothing. I have to go. 

Alessandra heads for the FOYER. Michael buttons his shirt back up. 

MICHAEL

Wait. You want to tell me what’s going on? 

ALESSANDRA

Listen Mike, I’m real sorry for what just happened but I have to go before this goes any farther. There’s something I have to take care of.

MICHAEL



You’re one of them, aren’t you? 

Alessandra STOPS. She turns around and looks at Michael. 

ALESSANDRA



What are you talking about? 

MICHAEL



Danica bit you, didn’t she? 

ALESSANDRA



You knew about her. 

Michael backs up and sits on the COUCH. 

MICHAEL



Yes. 

ALESSANDRA



And the others. 

MICHAEL



Yes. 

ALESSANDRA

Why didn’t you tell me the other night? 

MICHAEL

I’m sorry. 

ALESSANDRA



I can’t believe you. 

MICHAEL

Believe me, Sandra; I was going to tell you.

ALESSANDRA



When; after I bit you?

Michael puts his head down. 

MICHAEL

I know, I should have said something earlier.

ALESSANDRA

It’s alright. But I can’t go on like this. Who else do you know of that might be a vampire. 

MICHAEL

The only other person I can think of is Evita. I only see her at the beach at night. She also could be the head vampire. 

ALESSANDRA

What are you talking about head vampire? 

MICHAEL

Danica and the others haven’t always been vampires. Someone had to turn them. Evita seems to be the most likely person. Danica and the girls seem to have beef with Evita. Just like in the Lost Boys when-

ALESSANDRA

Forget about the movie. We have to get down to the beach to make sure.

MICHAEL



Right now? 

ALESSANDRA

Unless you want me to try and bite you again...

Michael pulls a set of KEYS out of his pocket and jumps up from the couch. 

MICHAEL



Let’s go. 

CUT TO: 

EXT. COASTLINE-AFTERNOON

Jacey, Valeria, and Victoria walk down a road to the CANAPÉ. The dock is not as busy as the night before. 

Few people walk around. A couple of the small shops have been closed down. 

The girls continue to walk towards the canapé. 

Walking towards the canapé from the other way are Michael and Alessandra. 

VICTORIA

What is Sandra doing here? 

From across the way-

ALESSANDRA



What is Victoria doing here? 

The two GROUPS meet up in the middle. 

ALESSANDRA

What’s going on? Why are you down here? 

JACEY



She’s here. 

Everyone looks toward the canapé. Evita is talking to a customer at the BAR. 

MICHAEL



You were looking for Evita, too? 

VALERIA



Yeah. 

VICTORIA

So what now? She’s obviously not the one. 

ALESSANDRA



We have to kill the others. 

MICHAEL

Do you know where they hide out during the day? 

CUT TO:

EXT. ABANDONED HOUSE-AFTERNOON

Michael’s RED convertible pulls up to the curb in front of the house. Alessandra sits in the passenger seat; the THIRST is running through her veins. 

Jacey, Valeria, and Victoria get their weapons ready in the backseat. Victoria looks out of the WINDOW. 

VICTORIA

Isn’t this the house from “Thriller?” 

MICHAEL



Alright, let’s go. 

ALESSANDRA

(whispering)



I can’t do it.

MICHAEL



What’s wrong?

VALERIA

The thirst is running through her veins. We have to go now before she turns on us.  

They all jump out of the car. Michael walks around and takes Alessandra out of the car. He throws her arm around his shoulder. 

They walk up to the front PORCH. 

MICHAEL



How do we get in? 

ALESSANDRA

Use the cellar door on the side of the house. 

Michael starts to walk off. 

ALESSANDRA



Wait, Mike. Just leave me here. 

MICHAEL



I can’t. 

ALESSANDRA



I’ll be fine, just go. 

Michael sits Alessandra down on the PORCH. She rests her back on the door. 

JACEY



Let’s go. 

Michael leans in and KISSES Alessandra on the forehead. 

MICHAEL



We’ll be right back. 

EXT. ABANDONED HOUSE-SIDE WALL-AFTERNOON

VICTORIA



There it is. 

They run over. 

The DOOR is PADLOCKED. 

MICHAEL



Step back. 

Michael KICKS the door. And kicks, and kicks, and kicks. 

BAM! The doors break loose. 

INT. DANICA’S COFFIN-AFTERNOON

Danica’s EYES burst open as she HEARS the door break open. 

INT. ABANDONED HOUSE BASEMENT-NIGHT

They walk down the STAIRCASE one by one with Michael at the LEAD. 

VICTORIA



What are we looking for? 

She SWIPES away cobwebs. 

JACEY

Coffins. Or a large pole where these leeches hang from when they’re sleeping.

They reach the basement floor. 

Michael WAVES his hand in the air searching for a DRAWSTRING. 

MICHAEL

I know there’s a light here somewhere. 

He finds the string and pulls. 

A LARGE TARANTULA DROPS ON HIS HAND FROM THE CEILING. 

MICHAEL



Aah! 

He SHAKES his hand WILDLY. The arachnid falls on the floor and scampers off into a hole in the wall. 

VICTORIA

You okay Mike, you were screaming like a little girl for a second there. 

Michael straightens his jacket. Jacey and Victoria let out HUSHED giggles. 

MICHAEL



I’m cool. 

JACEY

You know, we should split up so we can cover more ground. 

MICHAEL

Okay. Jacey; you and your sister check upstairs. Me and Victoria will check down here. Yell for us as soon as you see something.

JACEY



Okay. 

Jacey and Valeria run up the STAIRS. Michael and Victoria start walking across the basement. 

VICTORIA



So, how do you like San Francisco? 

MICHAEL

I don’t, and now I hate it even more knowing that we got vampires running around. 

(pause)

What about you? 

Victoria arches her eyebrows; surprised by his response. 

VICTORIA



I was going to say the same thing. 

INT. HALLWAY-AFTERNOON

The basement door BURSTS open. Jacey and Valeria STUMBLE into the hallway. 

They quickly pull out their STAKES and look around. 

The WALLS of the hallway are cracked and JAGGED lines run across. Broken pictures line the walls. Floorboards are missing. 

They look towards the front. 

All of the WINDOWS are randomly bordered up. Thin strips of SUNLIGHT shine through. 

BEHIND THEM, A FIGURE RUNS PAST THE HALL AND LAUGHS. 

Jacey and Valeria quickly turn around. 

VALERIA



Who the hell was that? 

JACEY



You know who it was.  

INT. BASEMENT-AFTERNOON

Michael and Victoria continue to walk across the basement. 

MICHAEL



I don’t think they’re down here. 

VICTORIA

What about behind that door over there? 

She holds her arm up and POINTS to a boarded up door. 

MICHAEL

Nah. They wouldn’t board it up and take it back down every night. 

Victoria walks past Michael. 

VICTORIA



Well, we still have to check. 

Victoria walks up to the door and-

HER FOOT FALLS INTO THE FLOOR. 

VICTORIA



Aah! 

Michael runs over and pulls her foot out of the FLOOR. 

MICHAEL

You okay, ‘cause you were screaming like a little baby for a second there. 

She SNEERS at him. 

VICTORIA



Whatever. What’s this about? 

She kneels down and peers into the HOLE. 

VICTORIA



This is it! 

Michael kneels down and peers through. 

INT. UNDERGROUND LAIR-AFTERNOON

Five COFFINS are lined up along the ground. 

INT. BASEMENT-AFTERNOON

Michael and Victoria stand up. 

VICTORIA 



So how do they get in? 

Michael looks around. He EYES a tarnished washing machine. 

MICHAEL



I think I might know. 

Michael walks over to the washing machine. He STRUGGLES to push it to the side. 

The MACHINE moves after he pushes it HARD to the left. 

MICHAEL



Bingo. 

He bends down and opens a small door. Victoria walks over. 

VICTORIA

So the basement has a basement? 

MICHAEL



I guess so. 

Michael starts to walk down the staircase into the-

INT. UNDERGROUND LAIR-AFTERNOON

Michael jumps off the last step onto the GROUND. He takes Victoria’s hand as she walks down the stairs. 

MICHAEL



Watch your step. 

Victoria looks down at the two WOODEN steps that have been broken in HALF. 

VICTORIA



Thanks. 

INT. HALLWAY-AFTERNOON

Jacey and Valeria continue to walk down the hallway. 

JACEY



Do you think they found it yet? 

VALERIA

I hope so, this place is starting to creep me out.

Valeria stops and picks up a BEADED necklace with a cross on the end. 

JACEY

We should try upstairs; I don’t think they’ll be down here. 

Valeria holds the NECKLACE up to try and see it better. 

VALERIA



Hey, what do you think-

A FIGURE RUNS ACROSS THE HALLWAY AND SNATCHES UP VALERIA. 

She lets out a MUFFLED scream.

JACEY



What? 

No answer. 

JACEY



What did you say? 

She finally turns around. 

JACEY



Val?

She starts to walk back down the hallway. 

JACEY

Come on. We don’t have time for this. 

Jacey turns around-

MICHELLE DROPS DOWN FROM THE CEILING.

MICHELLE

Hello beautiful.

Jacey stumbles back. 

Michelle walks toward her while Jacey moves back. Their footsteps are SMOOTH and rhythmic. 

MICHELLE

You and your sister are pretty brave coming here all by yourselves. 

MICHAEL (O.S.) 



We found it! 

Michelle looks towards the sound of Michael’s VOICE. She SMILES and runs her TONGUE across her fangs.

Jacey swings the STAKE down from her hand and shoves it into Michelle’s CHEST. 

Michelle CRIES out. 

Jacey pushes her back and runs off. 

INT. UNDERGROUND LAIR-AFTERNOON

Michael walks over to the first coffin.

MICHAEL



Let me see the stake. 

He opens the lid. 

IT’S EMPTY. 

JACEY (O.S.)



Mike! Victoria! 

Michael and Victoria lift their HEADS up. 

MICHAEL



That’s Jacey; let’s go. 

Michael turns and takes off up the STAIRCASE. 

VICTORIA



Wait! What about the other coffins? 

Michael disappears into the basement. 

VICTORIA



Okay, I guess I’ll have to do it. 

Victoria walks over to the next coffin. She holds her hand in the air with the STAKE and opens the lid with the other. 

IT’S EMPTY. 

She makes her way over to the third coffin. She opens the lid and starts to jab the STAKE at thin AIR. 

VICTORIA



Where are they? 

She turns around and GLANCES back at the other two coffins she already OPENED. 

She turns back and DANICA STANDS IN FRONT OF HER. 

Danica CUPS her hand over Victoria’s mouth. 

DANICA



Shhhh.

INT. FOYER-AFTERNOON

Michael runs into the foyer. 

MICHAEL



What happened? 

JACEY

They took Valeria. I think she might be upstairs. 

MICHAEL



Let’s go. 

They both take off up the STAIRS. 

INT. 2ND FLOOR-AFTERNOON

Michael and Jacey reach the 2nd floor. 

MICHAEL



Take that side. 

They go their SEPARATE ways. 

INT. FIRST ROOM-AFTERNOON

Jacey BURSTS in the room. She holds her GARLIC sprayer up. 

INT. SECOND ROOM-AFTERNOON

Michael walks in holding the STAKE. Valeria stands in the CORNER. 

VALERIA



Wait. 

MICHAEL



Come on, don’t worry. 

ASHLEY APPEARS. 

ASHLEY



Hello Michael. 

Michael takes a STAB at Ashley. 

SHE PUSHES HIM THROUGH THE WALL INTO THE-

INT. NEXT ROOM-AFTERNOON

Michael lands HARD. Ashley walks through. 

ASHLEY



You’re all alone Michael. 

INT. FIRST ROOM-AFTERNOON

Jacey starts to run back out. 

SARAH FLIPS DOWN FROM THE CEILING. She grabs Jacey by the throat. 

SARAH



You hurt Michelle. 

Sarah throws her across the hallway. Jacey stands up and runs into the-

INT. SECOND ROOM-AFTERNOON

Jacey sees Valeria. 

JACEY



Val! 

Jacey runs over. 

JACEY



Are you all right? 

VALERIA



I’m fine. I think Mike needs help.

Jacey untangles the ROPE around Valeria’s hands and ankles. 

They start to run out of the room. 

MONICA WALKS INTO THE ROOM. 

MONICA



Hi girls. 

Jacey and Valeria back up. 

JACEY



These bitches just keep popping up. 

Monica runs after them. 

Jacey pushes Valeria to the side as Monica runs past them. 

VALERIA



Run! 

Jacey and Valeria run out of the room. 

INT. NEXT ROOM-AFTERNOON

Michael continues to BACK away from Ashley. He looks around. The windows are all TINTED black. 

ASHLEY



What are you going to do, Michael?

Michael feels the stake under his hand. He slowly WRAPS his hand around it. 

MICHAEL



What are you going to do?

He looks towards the window and THROWS the stake. 

The window breaks and a BEAM of light shines through the room. 

Ashley covers her eyes and runs out of the room. Michael stands up and runs out of the room into the-

INT. HALLWAY-AFTERNOON

Jacey and Valeria run out of the room. Michael runs out of the room. They meet up by the stairwell. 

MICHAEL



It’s time to go. 

VALERIA



Wait. Where’s Victoria? 

VICTORIA (O.S.)



Aah! 

The three of them take off down the stairs. 

EXT. PORCH-AFTERNOON

Alessandra’s EYES snap open at the sound of Victoria’s SCREAM. 

ALESSANDRA



Victoria.

She stands up. She starts to pound on the door. 

INT. FOYER-AFTERNOON

Danica walks in holding Victoria tightly in her arms. BLOOD trickles down the side of Victoria’s face. 

Alessandra continues to hit the front door-the HINGES start to move with every BLOW. 

BOOM! 

The door BREAKS open. 

Sunlight filters in and hits Danica in the face. She backs into the SHADOWS. 

Alessandra stands in the doorway. 

DANICA



Alessandra. You don’t look so good. 

ALESSANDRA



Let her go. 

DANICA

No, you must bite your sister so that you can become a full blood. 

Alessandra walks into the house. 

DANICA



Stop. 

Danica’s NAILS elongate. She carefully slides them across Victoria’s face. 

DANICA

I wouldn’t want to scar this pretty face. 

Danica slowly LICKS the blood off of Victoria’s face. 

Alessandra looks past Danica towards the STAIRWELL. 

Jacey, Valeria, and Michael are making their way down. Danica looks back. 

DANICA



I see everyone’s all here. 

VICTORIA



Just leave Sandra. 

Alessandra starts to fall to her KNEES.

DANICA

Yes. The thirst is getting stronger. You must sacrifice your sister so that you can become pure. So that you can become a full vampire. 

ALESSANDRA



No. 

She lunges for Danica. Danica tosses Victoria to the side. 

Michael runs down and helps Victoria stand up. The girls run down the stairs and out the front door. 

Alessandra pulls Danica into the light until Danica’s hands start to BURN. 

MICHAEL

Sandra! Come on, the sun’s going down! 

She lets go and walks out of the house.  

INT. MICHAEL’S CAR-AFTERNOON

Everyone climbs in the car. Michael starts it and drives off. 

JACEY

We’re just gonna leave like that?  

ALESSANDRA



They’ll come back for us tonight. 

INT. ABANDONED HOUSE-AFTERNOON

Danica, Sarah, Monica, and Ashley stand in the shadows. 

Michelle walks down the HALLWAY into the FOYER with the stake POKING out of her chest. 

She SLOWLY pulls it out. 

MICHELLE

(to Danica)



We let them get away.

Danica holds up her hand. The effects of the BURN start to fade away. She stares out the front door. 

The sun is SMOOTHLY making its FADE below the HORIZON. Danica’s eyes shine bright HAZEL as the sun reflects off of them.

DANICA



It’s not over yet...

DISSOLVE TO: 

EXT. SAN FRANCISCO-EVENING TO NIGHT

DARKNESS SWEEPS ACROSS THE LAND LIKE A SWARM OF LOCUSTS. 

In front of the abandoned house, an AMBER colored light FLICKERS. The other lights, light up down the street. 

INT. ABANDONED HOUSE-BASEMENT-NIGHT

The lids of the FIVE COFFINS open. The VAMPIRES spring out and land on the floor. 

DANICA



Alessandra...

She looks up toward the ceiling and JUMPS THROUGH IT. The other VAMPIRES follow in succession. 

EXT. ABANDONED HOUSE-NIGHT

BOOM!

Several windows of the house BREAK open-SCRAPS of wood and glass filter across the DEAD grass. 

The VAMPIRES fly across the valley. They seem to TRAIL behind the borderline of NIGHT enveloping the DAY. 

INT. MICHAEL’S CAR-EVENING TO NIGHT

Michael has his eyes PIERCED to the road ahead of him. Victoria sits in the MIDDLE of the back seat with her head by Michael’s-directing him to their home. 

VICTORIA



Take a left at the next light!

Jacey and Valeria STARE out of the back window-EXPRESSIONS of nervous excitement and reserved terror cover their faces. 

Alessandra sits in the PASSENGER seat. Her eyes half open as she tries to keep off the THIRST. 

The car SUDDENLY takes a sharp left. 

A WAIL of horns sound off. 

EXT. STREET-EVENING TO NIGHT

Michael’s car stays just ahead of the SHADOW of nightfall. 

INT. MICHAEL’S CAR-EVENING TO NIGHT

JACEY



Hurry up Mike! 

Michael keeps a TIGHT grip on the wheel. 

VICTORIA



It’s right up here on the right. 

INT. YOUNG HOUSE-EVENING TO NIGHT

Through the WINDOWS, the sun continues to fade below the HORIZON. 

Maria walks down the STAIRS. She looks out of the window to see Michael’s car pull into the driveway. 

Victoria, Jacey, and Valeria BURST into the house. 

Victoria sees Maria FIRST. 

VICTORIA



Mom.

She runs over and grabs Maria’s hands. Victoria is breathing HEAVILY and her pupils are DILATED. 

MARIA



Hey honey; what’s going on? 

She SMILES and looks at Victoria, trying to calm her down. 

Michael walks in with Alessandra’s arm around his NECK.

VICTORIA



We might have to leave town. 

MARIA

Okay; you want to tell me why first?

VICTORIA

Something very bad is about to happen. 

MARIA



What are you talking about? 

LAUGHS START TO ECHO THROUGHOUT THE HOUSE. 

Maria and everyone else look around. Penelope comes around the stairwell and starts barking. 

MARIA



Who is that? 

VICTORIA

The people I wanted to tell you about. 

SHADOWS START TO MOVE ABOUT THE HOUSE. The laughs continue to ricochet off the WALLS. 

THE LIGHTS SUDDENLY GO OUT. 

THUNDER and LIGHTNING erupt on the outside of the house. 

MARIA



Okay, everybody upstairs. 

VICTORIA



Mom? 

MARIA



Just go. 

Victoria grabs Penelope as they run upstairs. Michael, Alessandra, Jacey, and Valeria follow CLOSE behind. 

INT. KITCHEN-NIGHT

Maria runs into the kitchen. She RUSHES over to the cabinet below the sink.

She pulls off a gun that’s TAPED to the bottom of the sink. Maria stands back up. 

ASHLEY STARES DIRECTLY AT HER FROM OUTSIDE THE WINDOW. 

Maria points the gun and with a flash of LIGHTNING, Ashley DISAPPEARS. 

INT. ALESSANDRA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Alessandra and Michael run into the bedroom. Michael closes the door and puts the LOCK on it. 

They both run over to the corner of the room. Michael looks out of the window. 

MICHAEL

Do you have anything in here we can use as a weapon? 

ALESSANDRA



No, I don’t think so. 

MICHAEL



We have to find something.

INT. MARIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Victoria opens the door to her mom’s bedroom. Penelope HESITATES. Victoria grabs her collar. 

VICTORIA



Come on girl.

Penelope WHIMPERS. She breaks free of Victoria’s grip and runs down the hall. 

VICTORIA



Penelope! 

Victoria runs into the bedroom. Victoria SHUTS the door and puts her head against it. 

She SLOWLY starts to step back. 

INT. VICTORIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Jacey and Valeria run into the room. Jacey holds her GARLIC spray and Valeria holds a stake as they back away from the door. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Maria walks out of the kitchen into the foyer. She holds her gun TIGHTLY. She tries to flick on the light. 

AN EERIE LAUGH FLOWS THROUGH THE ROOM. 

MARIA

Whoever is in here has until the count of three to get the hell out! 

Beat. 

MARIA



One...

(pause)



Two...

ASHLEY



Three! 

Maria turns around and Ashley knocks her to the ground. Maria FIRES the gun. 

Ashley RUNS out of the room. 

INT. ALESSANDRA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

The GUNSHOT rings through the house. Alessandra looks up. 

ALESSANDRA



Mom! 

She runs to the door. 

MICHAEL



Wait! 

Alessandra opens the door and runs out. 

MICHAEL



Sandra! 

SARAH FLIPS DOWN IN THE DOORWAY. 

SARAH



Hello, Michael. 

Michael turns around-SARAH STANDS IN FRONT OF HIM. 

SARAH



There’s no where to run. 

INT. MARIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Victoria continues to back away from the door. LIGHTNING flashes outside the window. 

MONICA HANGS IN THE CORNER OF THE ROOM. 

Lightning flashes again and Monica disappears. Victoria turns around. 

VICTORIA



Flashlight. 

She drops to the FLOOR and moves over to the BED. She reaches under and fumbles around for the flashlight. 

She grabs it and stands back up. She CLICKS the light on. 

MONICA IS SITTING ON THE BED. 

Victoria GASPS and drops the light. 

MONICA



Hey beautiful. 

Victoria picks up the light and runs for the door. She opens it. 

MONICA STEPS INTO THE DOORWAY. 

Victoria shines the flashlight. Monica’s FACE starts to burn. She knocks the light out of Victoria’s hand and hits her across the room.

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Maria picks up her gun. Alessandra RACES down the stairs. 

ALESSANDRA



Are you alright?

MARIA



I’m fine; what are you doing? 

ALESSANDRA

I heard a gunshot and I thought you were hurt. 

MARIA

Well, I’m alright. But you want to tell me what’s going on? 

ALESSANDRA

Do you want to tell me why you have a gun?

MARIA



Fair enough. 

Ashley FLIES through the foyer.

MARIA



Sandra, get down! 

Maria shoots. Ashley SWOOPS down.

Maria hits her with the gun. Ashley CRIES out.

INT. VICTORIA’S ROOM-NIGHT

Jacey and Valeria move around the ROOM with their backs to each other. 

JACEY



You see anything? 

VALERIA



Not yet. 

MICHELLE BURSTS OUT OF THE CLOSET.

MICHELLE



Surprise. 

Jacey and Valeria both SCREAM. 

Jacey AIMS her garlic spray. Michelle hits it out of her hand and then SHOVES Jacey into the dresser. 

She KNOCKS a few items off with her arm. 

Valeria tries to STAB Michelle with the stake but she catches her arm. Michelle brings her face close to Valeria’s. 

MICHELLE



Not this time. 

Michelle HISSES at her and her eyes change color. 

VALERIA



J! 

Michelle laughs. 

INT. ALESSANDRA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Sarah continues to back Michael up against the DOORWAY.

SARAH



Where are you going to run? 

She LUNGES for him. Michael grabs her and THROWS her into the WALL. She makes a small CRATER in the wall. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Ashley rolls along the FLOOR. She stands up and GENTLY slides her finger across the BLOOD running down her face. 

She LICKS it off. 

MARIA



Who are you? 

Ashley smiles and her FANGS elongate. She lunges for Maria. 

MARIA FIRES THE GUN DIRECTLY AT ASHLEY’S HEAD. 

Ashley stumbles back. She cocks her head to the side. 

THE BULLET WOUND STARTS TO CLOSE BACK UP. 

ALESSANDRA



That’s not working, mom. 

MARIA



I can see that. 

Ashley CHUCKLES and runs at Maria. Maria pulls the TRIGGER. 

THE GUN CLICKS. IT’S EMPTY. 

Ashley PUNCHES Maria, sending her flying into the wall. The gun slides across the room. 

ALESSANDRA



Mom!

ALESSANDRA TACKLES ASHLEY FROM THE SIDE. 

Ashley KICKS her off and Alessandra SOARS into the-

INT. LIVING ROOM-NIGHT

Alessandra FALLS and breaks a small coffee table. Ashley runs in and picks Alessandra up by the NECK. 

ASHLEY

Don’t fight it, Sandra. You can’t win. 

Ashley SMILES. LIGHTNING flashes outside of the window as her eyes change color. 

Alessandra KICKS Ashley in the KNEECAP. Ashley CRINGES and releases her. 

Alessandra PUNCHES Ashley in the face. She breaks off a leg of the coffee table and HITS Ashley on the back. 

Ashley CLUTCHES Alessandra’s leg and pulls her to the floor. Ashley picks Alessandra up and throws her back into the-

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Alessandra rolls into the middle of the FOYER. Ashley walks over and kicks Alessandra across the room. 

Alessandra slides into the plant TABLE. The table falls over and the plotted plant falls onto the floor. 

Alessandra pushes the table off of herself. 

INT. MARIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Monica walks back into the room. The SCARS from the FLASHLIGHT begin to heal. 

Victoria slowly backs away from her. She looks OVER by Monica’s shoes. 

Monica looks down. 

THE FLASHLIGHT ROLLS AROUND. 

Monica PICKS it up and smashes it in her hand. 

INT. ALESSANDRA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Sarah CLIMBS out of the wall. Michael looks around for a weapon. 

Sarah lunges for Michael. She pushes him into the CLOSET doors. Michael falls in. 

Sarah drags him out and lies on top of him. 

SARAH



Give it up, Michael.

She opens her mouth. Her FANGS elongate. 

THUNDER erupts outside the window. 

Michael pushes Sarah OFF. He runs towards the door and opens it. 

EXT. 2ND FLOOR HALLWAY-NIGHT

Michael runs out into the hall. He STOPS to catch his breath. 

BOOM! 

Victoria’s BEDROOM door breaks open. 

Valeria falls through and her STAKE slides across the floor. Michael picks it up and slides it into his JACKET sleeve. 

SARAH FLIES OUT OF ALESSANDRA’S ROOM. 

She STRETCHES her arms out and tries to grab Michael. Michael catches her and SLAMS her into the wall. 

Michael pulls the STAKE from his sleeve and THRUSTS IT INTO SARAH’S HEART. 

He takes a step back. 

SARAH CRIES OUT AS SHE EXPLODES INTO A COLLECTION OF FLESH AND BONE. 

INT. VICTORIA’S ROOM-NIGHT

Jacey looks around for her GARLIC spray. Michelle starts to walk over. Jacey eyes a BIBLE lying on the floor half-open.

MICHELLE



I’m really gonna enjoy this. 

Michelle grabs Jacey by the leg. Jacey quickly RIPS a page out of the BIBLE. 

Michelle brings Jacey face to face. She opens her mouth to reveal her FANGS. 

JACEY



Enjoy this, bitch. 

Jacey SHOVES the paper into Michelle’s mouth. Valeria runs back into the room. 

Jacey grabs a BELT off of the bed and throws it around Michelle’s mouth. 

She quickly TIGHTENS the belt around Michelle’s mouth. 

Valeria SHOVES Michelle towards the window. 

MICHELLE BREAKS THROUGH THE WINDOW AND DISINTEGRATES INTO FLESH AND BONE. 

Bits and pieces of her FLESH become entangled on a LEAFLESS tree outside of the house. 

INT. MARIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Monica continues to make her way over to Victoria. 

Victoria looks around for a weapon. Monica walks over and picks Victoria up. 

Victoria PUNCHES her in the face. 

Monica SNEERS and throws Victoria into the NIGHTSTAND. A few items fall onto the floor. 

The garlic FILLED syringe rolls by Victoria’s hand. She GRABS it. 

OUTSIDE OF THE ROOM, PENELOPE STARTS BARKING. 

Monica turns around as PENELOPE JUMPS ON HER. 

They fall onto the floor. Monica throws the dog into the closet. 

Monica stands up and turns around. 

VICTORIA THRUSTS THE SYRINGE INTO MONICA’S NECK AND DEPRESSES THE GAUZE.

Monica pulls the syringe out and starts to CONVULSE. She puts her hands around her neck and-

BOOM! 

Her head EXPLODES into a gruesome ARRAY of brain and skull.  

Victoria SHIELDS herself. Penelope cocks her head to the side and WHIMPERS as Monica’s HEADLESS body falls to the floor. 

Victoria runs over and rubs Penelope on the head. 

VICTORIA



Come on. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Ashley continues to walk towards Alessandra. She looks over at Maria lying UNCONSCIOUS in the corner.

Alessandra STRUGGLES to stand up. She kicks the UPSIDE DOWN plant table towards the middle of the foyer. Her hand moves over to the plant SOIL. She GRASPS some in her hand. 

Ashley walks up. 

ALESSANDRA TURNS AND THROWS THE DIRT IN HER FACE.

Ashley is caught off GUARD as the dirt flies into her eyes. She swipes at her face and CRIES out. 

Alessandra LUNGES for Ashley and they FLY TOWARDS THE WALL ABOVE THE LIVING ROOM. 

Ashley QUICKLY turns herself around and SLAMS ALEJANDRA INTO THE WALL. 

Alessandra CRIES out in pain. 

She PUSHES Ashley back onto the GROUND. Alessandra jumps down and hits Ashley with her fist. 

Alessandra CHARGES for Ashley and she grabs her by the jacket COLLAR. 

They both FLY up to the-

INT. 2ND FLOOR HALLWAY-NIGHT

Ashley and Alessandra BREAK the banister as they fall to the floor. Ashley stands up and kicks Alessandra against the wall. 

Alessandra stands up and moves her hair behind her EAR. Ashley RUNS up and bares her FANGS at Alessandra.

Alessandra CLUTCHES Ashley by the shoulders and PUSHES her towards the broken BANISTER. 

Alessandra PUSHES with all her STRENGTH. 

She gets Ashley at the hallway ledge. 

Ashley LOOKS over at the FOYER floor. THE PLANT TABLE SITS DIRECTLY UNDER HER. 

Alessandra PUSHES Ashley over the railing and they fall through the air. 

ASHLEY FALLS DIRECTLY ON A LEG OF THE PLANT TABLE. The leg catches her through the HEART. 

Alessandra stands and watches Ashley FRAGMENT into bits of tissue and bone.  

Alessandra moves her hair out of her EYES. 

She runs over to Maria. 

ALESSANDRA



Mom? 

She kneels down and holds Maria in her arms. 

ALESSANDRA



Mom? 

Maria GRADUALLY starts to wake up. She finally opens her eyes to Alessandra’s bloody and bruised face. 

MARIA



Oh, honey. Are you alright? 

She HUGS her daughter tightly.

ALESSANDRA

I’m fine. What about you? She hit you pretty hard. 

Maria TOUCHES the bump on her head. 

MARIA

I’ll be alright. Where’s your sister? 

ALESSANDRA



She’s upstairs with the others. 

Maria tries to stand up. Alessandra ASSISTS her. They walk over to the STAIRWELL. 

Maria catches a GLIMPSE of Ashley’s MUTILATED body. 

MARIA



Ouch. 

They continue up the stairs. Maria WIPES away the blood trickling down her face. 

ALESSANDRA

I think I should put a band-aid on that. 

MARIA



I’ll be fine. 

ALESSANDRA

No. Go ahead upstairs; I’ll grab them out of the kitchen. 

Maria continues up the stairs. Alessandra turns back and goes into the-

INT. KITCHEN-NIGHT

She runs over to the drawer next to the sink and pulls out a small FIRST AID box. 

A WHISPER FLOATS THROUGH THE ROOM. 

DANICA (O.S.)



Alessandra...

Alessandra looks around. 

THE KITCHEN IS EMPTY. 

She continues to retrieve the bandages. THUNDER flashes outside the window. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Alessandra runs up the stairs. She is at the TOP step and-

DANICA FLIPS DOWN AND BARES HER FANGS. 

Alessandra drops the bandages and takes a few steps BACK. 

Danica EASILY turns herself around until she is standing up. She starts walking down towards Alessandra, while Alessandra takes a step back with every step of Danica’s. 

DANICA

Alessandra. Why? Why do you wish to give up what no one else can give you? 

ALESSANDRA



You’re crazy. 

DANICA



I made you immortal. 

ALESSANDRA



You tried to make me a killer. 

DANICA

I wanted you to join us. I wanted you to be just like me. 

Danica reaches her hand out to CARESS Alessandra’s face. Alessandra grabs her hand. 

ALESSANDRA



I’ll never be like you. 

Danica bares her FANGS and lunges for Alessandra. Danica picks Alessandra up and PUSHES her back towards the wall. 

Alessandra SLAPS Danica to the ground. 

Alessandra quickly falls to the ground. Danica slaps her across the face. 

Danica takes Alessandra by the SHIRT and throws her across the foyer. 

INT. VICTORIA’S BEDROOM-NIGHT

Jacey and Valeria look out of the WINDOW. 

JACEY



Did you see that? 

VALERIA



Yeah, I like the little Bible trick. 

JACEY

Just a little something I thought up. 

Victoria and Penelope SUDDENLY run into the room. 

Jacey and Valeria tense up and take out their WEAPONS. 

VICTORIA

Calm down, Buffy one and two, it’s just me. 

JACEY



Are you okay?  

VICTORIA

I’m fine; I just got one of them back in the other room with some garlic. 

Maria walks in. The BLOOD continues to trickle down her face.  

VICTORIA



Mom! 

Victoria runs over and wraps her mom in a hug. 

MARIA



Hey, are you alright? 

VICTORIA



Yeah, I’m fine. Where’s Sandra? 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Danica continues to make her way over to Alessandra. Alessandra puts her arm on her RIBS. 

She STRUGGLES to stand up. 

Danica walks up and grabs Alessandra by the neck.

Alessandra PUNCHES Danica in the stomach. 

Danica releases her. 

Alessandra takes Danica by the HEAD and THRUSTS it down into her knee. She lifts Danica’s head up and HITS her across the foyer. 

Danica FALLS into a small GLASS table next to the FRONT door. 

She stands up and lets the glass fall down.

SMALL CHIPS OF GLASS ARE SPLINTERED IN HER FACE. 

She pulls them out and the WOUNDS close back up. 

Danica takes off for Alessandra; Alessandra runs at Danica. 

They both jump and CATCH each other in MIDAIR. They start to float to the ceiling. 

Danica SHOVES Alessandra into the wall above the KITCHEN entrance. She lets Alessandra fall to the ground. 

Alessandra SITS up and moves her hair from her face. 

DANICA IS GONE. 

Alessandra stands up and TURNS in circles. 

DANICA’S LAUGHS ECHO THROUGH THE FOYER. 

DANICA



Why are you fighting...

(pause)



You can’t win. 

Alessandra LOOKS around; BLOOD continues to glide down her face and arms.  

DANICA’S SHADOW MOVES THROUGH THE FOYER SWIFTLY. 

Alessandra tries to follow it. She holds her SIDE as she follows the shadow. 

DANICA’S WHISPER FLOATS PAST ALESSANDRA’S EAR. 

DANICA

(softly)



Hey...

Alessandra quickly turns around. 

Beat. 

Alessandra SLOWLY starts to back up against the corner of the wall next to the LIVING ROOM entrance. 

LIGHTNING FLASHES. 

Danica SMOOTHLY starts to CATWALK down the wall. She edges CLOSER to ALESSANDRA. 

Closer...closer...closer

Danica reaches her hand out.

The room goes COMPLETELY silent. 

Alessandra turns her head SLIGHTLY to the right; SHE HEARS DANICA’S FAINT BREATHING. 

LIGHTNING FLASHES. 

Alessandra quickly REACHES behind herself and pulls Danica down to the floor in front of her. 

Alessandra takes Danica by the arm and THROWS her into the wall. 

She lets her drop, and then KICKS her into the living room. 

Alessandra’s eyes change COLOR and her fangs LENGTHEN.

Alessandra runs into the-

INT. LIVING ROOM-NIGHT

Alessandra jumps over besides Danica. She starts STOMPING on Danica. She kicks, and kicks, and kicks Danica into the floor. 

Danica MANAGES to grab Alessandra’s leg and pulls her to the floor. Danica stands up and KICKS Alessandra in the STOMACH. 

ALESSANDRA CRINGES. 

Danica picks her up and throws her over the FIREPLACE. 

Alessandra HITS the brick wall above the fireplace hard and SWEEPS some pictures and a CHINESE sword set onto the ground. 

Alessandra falls to the floor. 

The BROKEN glass from the pictures lie all around her. She looks around. 

The CHINESE sword and its case have SEPARATED. 

Danica straightens her jacket and makes her way over to Alessandra. 

Alessandra HEARS Danica’s footsteps getting closer. 

DANICA



I guess this is it. 

Danica BENDS down to pick Alessandra up. 

In a QUICK motion, Alessandra grabs the SWORD and DRIVES it into Danica’s CHEST. 

Danica GASPS and looks down at the SWORD. Alessandra stands up and PUSHES the SWORD all the way through Danica’s body. 

Danica falls to the floor. Her eyes shine brightly. 

ALESSANDRA



I’m sorry. 

Alessandra takes the SWORD out and CUTS OFF DANICA’S HEAD. As the head rolls over into the FIREPLACE it gradually starts to disintegrate. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Maria and the others walk down the stairs. Maria sees Alessandra holding the sword. 

MARIA



Sandra! 

Maria runs into the living room. Alessandra drops the sword and EMBRACES her mother in a warm hug. 

Michael, Jacey, Valeria, Victoria and Penelope run into the room. They all CRINGE at the site of Danica’s headless body. 

It starts to FRAGMENT away.

MARIA



Are you alright? 

ALESSANDRA



Yeah, it’s over now. 

Maria hugs her daughter TIGHTER. 

ALESSANDRA



And I’m sorry about the house. 

Maria SMILES. 

MARIA



Honey, it’s all right. 

THERE IS A KNOCK AT THE DOOR. 

JULIA (O.S.)



Hello? Anybody home? 

MARIA



Come in, it’s open. 

Julia walks into the house. 

Her EMERALD GREEN eyes stand out in the steel blueness of the night. 

Julia looks around at the DAMAGE done to the foyer. Maria walks out of the living room over to her sister. 

JULIA

What happened? Is everything alright? 

MARIA

We’re fine, just a little slumber party.

JULIA



I hope I didn’t break it up.  

MARIA



I think it’s over. 

Julia walks up to Maria. She stretches her hand out to Maria’s face. 

JULIA

You might want to put something on that. 

MARIA

Oh, right. Let me run upstairs. I’ll be right back.  

She walks out of the living room. 

MARIA

Do you think one of you could find out how to get the lights back on? 

MICHAEL

I’ll do it; I just have to check the box in the basement. 

MARIA



Thanks. 

Maria continues up the stairs. 

MICHAEL

(to Alessandra)



I’ll be right back, okay. 

He caresses her face. 

ALESSANDRA



Okay. 

Michael starts out of the living room. He looks at Julia. 

MICHAEL



You have very pretty eyes. 

Julia WINKS at him. 

JULIA



I know. 

Michael continues out of the room. 

VICTORIA

I’m going to start cleaning upstairs.  

Victoria starts out of the room. 

VALERIA



We’ll help. 

Valeria and Jacey walk out of the living room. 

Alessandra looks over at Julia. 

JULIA

You okay? You like someone just died. 

Alessandra puts her head down. She walks back into the living room. 

ALESSANDRA



I’ve never killed anyone before. 

(pause)



Not even in a video game. 

JULIA



Who were they? 

ALESSANDRA

I thought they were the “in” crowd, but I was wrong. I always end up with the wrong clique. 

JULIA



Really? 

ALESSANDRA



Yeah; this time they were vampires. 

Julia laughs. 

JULIA

I remember them. They used to sit between the gothic girls and the mean girls at lunch. 

Alessandra SMILES. She walks over to the fire MANTLE keeping her eyes on the mess on it. 

She doesn’t look at herself in the mirror.  

ALESSANDRA

I wish I could just make some normal friends. 

JULIA

Sometimes, the best friends are the strange ones. 

ALESSANDRA



I don’t know. 

JULIA

It could be that you’re in the right group and you don’t know it...isn’t it great to feel that sense of belonging, that feeling of being wanted.

Alessandra picks up some of the pictures and stands them up STRAIGHT again. 

JULIA

Sandra, you’re beautiful...but don’t you want to be beautiful forever. 

ALESSANDRA DROPS THE BROKEN PICTURE FRAME ONTO THE MANTLE. 

She FINALLY looks up into the mirror. 

JULIA’S REFLECTION DOESN’T APPEAR IN THE MIRROR.

Alessandra turns around. 

She LOCKS eyes with Julia. Alessandra’s EYES start to fill up with TEARS. 

ALESSANDRA



No...

JULIA



I’m sorry. 

ALESSANDRA



But you-

JULIA

You all saw me, but you didn’t notice those little things we never think twice about. 

-FLASHBACK SEQUENCE-

INT. FOYER-NIGHT 

Victoria’s walks over and opens the front door. She IMMEDIATELY recognizes Julia. 

JULIA (O.S.)

Victoria invited me in the first night; you never invite a vampire into your house, or else they’ll pass all the tests.  

DISSOLVE TO: 

INT. CARLO’S DINER-NIGHT

Julia keeps readjusting the CHOPSTICKS in her hand. 

JULIA

(pause)

And Maria didn’t really care that I was having trouble with my plastic chopsticks. She didn’t know what the silverware would have done.

-END FLASHBACK-

Alessandra continues to STARE and listen to Julia’s CONFESSION. She slowly starts to walk toward Alessandra. 

JULIA

Didn’t you ever wonder why I was only out at night? 

ALESSANDRA



Why have you done this? 

JULIA

So I can share it with the rest of you. 

Julia raises a hand to Alessandra’s face. Alessandra takes a step back. 

ALESSANDRA

What are you trying to share? I almost killed Victoria; my sister, your niece, because of what those girls did to me. 

MARIA



What’s going on? 

Maria stands in the living room ENTRY way. Penelope comes TROTTING behind her. 

ALESSANDRA



It’s not over yet. 

Penelope starts BARKING. 

Victoria comes running down the stairs. Jacey and Valeria follow behind. 

Victoria runs up and strokes Penelope down her back. 

VICTORIA



Something scared her. 

Michael walks into the foyer. 

MICHAEL



I’m sorry, I couldn’t get it. 

Penelope continues to BARK. She directs her barks toward Julia. 

Victoria stands up. She looks at Julia and then back towards the MIRROR. 

VICTORIA



Aunt J...where’s your reflection?

Michael, Jacey, Valeria, and Maria look at the mirror. 

JACEY



She’s the head vampire! 

She pulls out a STAKE and starts to walk towards Julia. 

ALESSANDRA



Stop!

MARIA



Julia, tell me this isn’t true. 

JULIA

I’m sorry. But it’s so much better this way. No death, no fear. 

Michael walks over to the wall and picks up the gun.

JACEY

(to Julia)



You should be scared. 

Julia looks over at Jacey. 

JACEY



Because you’re about to die. 

Jacey runs at Julia. 

VALERIA



J, no! 

Julia SLAPS her across the room. 

Valeria TENSES up and runs at Julia. Julia hits her and sends Valeria flying across the room. 

Michael points the GUN at Julia. 

ALESSANDRA

Mike! What are you doing? Put that down. 

Michael keeps the gun pointed at Julia. 

MARIA

Sandra, tell your friend to put the gun down. 

MICHAEL



Why; she has to be killed? 

MARIA

Because I don’t think there are any bullets left. 

Michael turns his HEAD to Maria. 

MICHAEL



What? 

JULIA SUDDENLY HITS THE GUN OUT OF MICHAEL’S HAND. It breaks a VASE across the room. 

Julia PUNCHES Michael. 

ALESSANDRA




Mike! 

Michael SOARS across the room. 

Maria SLAPS Julia and she falls back. Maria looks back at the others. 

MARIA



Get out of here! Now! 

Jacey, Valeria, and Victoria run up the stairs. 

Alessandra runs over to Michael and helps him to stand up. They start for the stairs. 

ALESSANDRA



I can’t leave my mom. 

MARIA



Sandra, go! 

Alessandra and Maria LOCK eyes for a moment. Alessandra continues up the stairs. 

Maria looks back to her sister. Julia pulls her hair back behind her ear. She TOUCHES her finger to her lip and licks the BLOOD off. 

The SCAR closes up. 

JULIA

You won’t win, Ria. Just let me turn you. It’s so much better being a vampire. 

MARIA



No, that’s not what I want. 

JULIA



Then what do you want? 

MARIA

I want you to leave. You put my daughters; your nieces, at risk, just to fulfill some fantasy. Now, please leave before I make you leave. 

JULIA

Do you really want to kill me? Your own sister. 

MARIA



No...

(pause)



But I’m going to. 

Julia’s eyes turn HAZEL and she bares her FANGS. She runs at Maria. 

Maria SLAPS and kicks Julia to the ground. Maria starts STOMPING her. Harder and faster, her foot continues to POUND down on Julia. 

Julia manages to grab Maria’s leg and pull her to the ground. Julia jumps up and KICKS Maria across the floor. 

Maria hits the wall with a hard THUD. 

Julia FIXES her hair and cracks her NECK bones. She walks over to Maria. 

JULIA

We aren’t little girls anymore Ria. I will kill you. 

Maria STRUGGLES to stand up.

Julia picks Maria up and SLAMS her head into the wall. She brings it back out and throws Maria into-

INT. KITCHEN-NIGHT

Maria slides over the ISLAND and falls to the floor. Julia walks into the kitchen. 

LIGHTNING FLASHES. 

Maria stands up and grabs a KNIFE off the counter. She THROWS it at Julia. 

Julia puts her hand up just as the knife PIERCES HER PALM and protrudes out the back. 

Julia pulls it out and THRUSTS it into the island. 

Maria goes to grab another one and Julia jumps across the island and RAMS Maria’s head into the GLASS cabinet. 

She pulls Maria’s head out of the glass while keeping a DEATH grip on Maria’s hair.

Julia talks in her EAR. 

JULIA

And after I kill you, the girls will be mine. 

Maria struggles to get Julia’s hand off her hair. Maria sends a BLOW to Julia’s face with her elbow. 

Julia lets go.

Maria SLAMS Julia’s head into the counter. She raises her head back up and SLAMS IT DOWN AGAIN. 

Julia TWISTS Maria’s arm and throws her on top of the island. 

Julia grabs the KNIFE and thrusts it RIGHT ABOVE MARIA’S MIDSECTION. Maria makes a SLIGHT move forward and OPENS HER LEGS. 

THE KNIFE MAKES A THUD INTO THE ISLAND. 

Maria turns and kicks Julia into the stove and runs into the-

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

She TRIPS over a wooden leg. 

AS SHE FALLS, A KNIFE FLIES PAST HER HEAD AND PUNCTURES THE CLOCK. 

Julia runs into the room and kicks Maria in the RIBS. Maria CRIES out.

INT. ALESSANDRA’S ROOM-NIGHT

Alessandra WIPES away the BLOOD trickling down Michael’s face. She lifts her head to the sound of her mother’s CRY. 

Victoria, Valeria, and Jacey stand around the room. 

VICTORIA



Sandra, we have to do something!

ALESSANDRA



I’ll be back. 

MICHAEL



Sandra! 

ALESSANDRA



Mike, she’s killing her! 

Alessandra runs out of the room. Michael LIMPS after her. 

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Maria and Julia are rolling around. Julia comes out on TOP and she swipes her NAILS across Maria’s shirt. 

It RIPS apart. 

Maria SLAPS Julia across the face. 

At the top of the stairwell, Alessandra and Michael run into VIEW. Alessandra looks on in DESPAIR. 

ALESSANDRA



Stop it! 

Julia picks Maria up. She throws her onto the 

INT. 2ND FLOOR HALLWAY-NIGHT

Maria lands hard. Alessandra runs over. 

ALESSANDRA



Mom!

Alessandra moves Maria’s hair from in front of her face.

Michael runs back into Alessandra’s room. 

JULIA FLOATS TO THE 2ND FLOOR. 

Alessandra grips her mother and tries to DRAG her back. 

ALESSANDRA



Julia please stop. You’re killing her. 

JULIA

You can change this Maria. Just let me finished what I started. We can become closer than ever.  

Julia holds her HAND out. 

MARIA



Okay. 

ALESSANDRA



Mom, no. 

MARIA



It’s okay, honey. 

Maria takes Julia’s hand. She pulls Maria up. 

ALESSANDRA LOOKS OVER TO HER ROOM. Michael SLOWLY creeps out with an ORANGE extension cord with one END tied like a NOOSE. 

Julia moves Maria’s hair behind her NECK. She opens her mouth to show her FANGS. 

MARIA



I love you, Julia. 

Julia goes to BITE down and THE EXTENSION CORD WRAPS AROUND HER NECK. 

Julia takes a step back. Maria takes the STAKE in her hand and SHOVES it into Julia’s chest. 

Julia’s eyes WIDEN. She stumbles back. 

SHE LOOKS DOWN AT IT AND THEN AT MARIA. 

Michael pulls back on the EXTENSION cord. Julia tries to take it off. 

Maria KICKS Julia off the HALLWAY ledge and she falls towards the FOYER floor. 

She STOPS in MIDAIR with a hard JERK as the cord is caught on a BROKEN banister. 

Maria and Alessandra run down to the-

INT. FOYER-NIGHT

Julia looks on at Maria and Alessandra. A TEAR glides down her cheek. 

MARIA

(softly)



Please forgive me. 

JULIA



I already have. 

A BLUE flame starts to form from the tear falling down Julia’s face. It spreads QUICKLY down her body. 

She GRADUALLY starts to disintegrate into the air.  

Jacey, Valeria, and Victoria walk down the stairs. Victoria runs over to Maria.

She embraces her mother in a WARM hug. Maria grabs Alessandra and pulls her into the circle. 

ROY (O.S.)



Hello? 

JACEY



Dad! 

ROY (O.S.)



Is anybody home? 

Roy ENTERS the house. 

Jacey and Valeria run over to him. They wrap him in a HUG. Roy looks up at Maria in SURPRISE. 

ROY

What’s going on? Are you all alright? 

Jacey and Valeria let Roy go. Roy walks towards Maria.

MARIA

Stop, Roy. Tell me right now if you have any secrets you’ve been keeping from me. 

ROY



What? 

MARIA

Are you keeping something from all of us?

ROY



No, nothing. What happened here? 

MARIA



We had to kill a few vampires. 

Roy’s EYEBROWS go up. 

ROY



Oh. All right. 

MARIA



You don’t sound surprised. 

ROY

Why should I? If there’s one thing I can’t stand about San Francisco; it’s all the damn vampires. 

Jacey and Valeria look over at Roy in SHOCK. He looks over at them and WINKS. 

FADE OUT: 
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
