FADE IN

INT. SCHOOL - MAIN HALLWAY – NIGHT

Lead by USHERS, PARENTS slowly enter the auditorium. 

A sign on the right reads: “October 31st The Monsters Are Due On Maple Street play.” In smaller letters, “written by Rod Serling and adapted to stage by Charles Grey.”  

INT. CLASSROOM

Teenage STUDENTS occupy this area. The boys are dressed in shirts, slacks, and laced shoes. The girls are dressed in dresses. 
In the back, NATE LEAVES (14) lies back on the chair, with his eyes close. He yawns loudly. 
Sitting next to him is MARY MOLLOCKS (15), looking bored than ever. 

GABE BENTON (15) looks at the wall clock. He’s dressed in a black and white suit. 
                     GABE

          Three more hours to go. 

No change in the two others response.

                     GABE

          What are you guys planning to do 

          after this?
                     NATE

          Sleep.

                     GABE

          Didn’t you wake up at 3?

Nate shrugs.

                     MARY

          I’m going to watch Nar. 

                     NATE

          That’s a sick ass movie. 

                     GABE

          No it’s not.

                     MARY

          Have you seen it?

                     GABE 

          I saw the commercials.  
                     MARY

          Then you can’t say it’s not.

                     GABE

          It’s zombies. Their not real. Horror 

          should be real like serial killers.

                     MARY

          That’s too real. You wanna make 

          people paranoid? 

                     GABE

          Horror suppose to make you scared. 
          It’s suppose to make you paranoid 

          since it makes you think that its 

          going happen to you. I don’t think 

          a zombie dog is possible. 
Nate stands up.

                     GABE

          Where you going?

                     NATE

          Bathroom. 

                     MR. GREY (O.S.)

          Huddle up class. 
CHARLES GREY (late 30s) sits at the table. 

                     MR. GREY
          I wanted to thank you all for the 
          hard work you’ve put into this 
          project. I understand how hard 
          it was for you. But rest assure 
          in the knowledge that you passed 
          this project. Hold your enjoyment 
          afterwards. Lets go and have fun.
The students get up and leave.
                     GABE

          What did you think you got?

                     MARY

          I think I got B.
                     GABE

          You got the A. 

                     MARY

          You think. I better. I gave up a 
          lot of time. 

                     GABE

          Nate?

                     NATE

          As long as I pass, I don’t care. 

                     MARY

          What about you?

                     GABE

          Probably a B. 
                     MARY

          You probably got the A. You’re really 

          good. 

HALLWAY

Gabe and Mary still talk as they leave with the group. Nate separates. 

                     MR. GREY
          Nate, where you going?

                     NATE

          I’m going to the bathroom 

          Mr. Grey. 

Charles closes his eyes.

                     NATE

          It’ll be quick.      
Charles opens them.

                     CHARLES

          No problem. Take the one second 

          floor. The first floor is being 

          cleaned.

                     NATE

          Alright.

Nate jogs down the hall and takes a stairway up. 

SECOND FLOOR

He passes lockers and classrooms, finally arriving to the 
BATHROOM

where it’s dead quiet. Nate goes to the stall. 

As he opens it, a green, bald headed HUMANIOD jumps out. A SCREAM echoes. 

STAGE 

The curtain rises, revealing a packed auditorium. The PRINCIPAL walks on to stage. 

                     PRINCIPAL

          Welcome families and friends to 

          this play...

BACKSTAGE 

The principal’s voice fades. Mr. Grey fixes himself up.

                     Mr. Grey
          Remember guys, anything happens, just 

          move on. As long as you don’t let them 

          know you committed an error, they’ll 

          think it’s part of the story. 

Mr. Grey walks on stage, smiling and waving to the audience. Loud APPLUASE.  

SECOND FLOOR STAIRWAY

A NERDY USHER climbs the stairwell. He gets halfway before stopping.

Nate is at the top.  

                    NERDY USHER

          What’re doing here?

Nate looks off to the side and then back at the nerdy usher.

                    NATE

          At the bathroom.

Nate goes down the stairs.

At a closer inspection, Nate’s pants shows a long wet trail from his zipper to his lower left side 
                    NERDY USHER

          Are you...
Before finishing, Nate pounces on him. 

BACKSTAGE
Smiling, Charles watches the students performing. 
Mary looks around, searching for someone. She leaves, undetected. 

SECOND FLOOR HALLWAY 

Gabe stands in front of his locker. Putting his combination number, he opens the locker. He takes out a math book. 

Closing the locker, he spots Nate down the hall, near the bathroom. He has a new pair of pants.
                     GABE

          Hey, what happened to your pants? 

                     NATE

          I had to change it. 

                     GABE

          You tell Mr. Grey.

                     NATE

          I’m going to tell him now. 

                     GABE

          Is everything all right?

                     NATE

          Why do you ask?

Nate moves closer.

                     GABE

          You’re looking to the side. And 
          you changed you’re pants without 
          asking Mr. Grey.  

                     NATE

          No I’m not actually. I’m feeling a 

          bit uneasy. 

                     MARY
          What are you guys doing?
Nate closes his eyes.

Gabe shows her his book. 

                     GABE

          And you?

                     MARY

          I’m...

The nerdy usher comes out of the bathroom, in his underwear. 

                     GABE
          Um, I’ll leave you guys...

Nate pounces on Gabe. He grabs him by the throat, choking him. 

The nerdy usher goes after Mary. Mary knees the nerdy usher’s balls. No affect. The nerdy usher head butts her. She drops.  

He grabs her leg and drags her. She scratches and kicks, causing the nerdy usher to move slow. He attempts to calm her down violently. 
Mary manages to take out her pepper spray and sprays him.
The nerdy usher recoils, SCREAMING in agony. 

Distracted by this, Nate gets punched in the face with the math book. No affect. 

                    MARY

          Let go of him, Nate!

She inches forward with the pepper spray. Nate releases him quickly and moves back. 

Gabe gets up.
A light green, bald headed HUMANOID comes out of the bathroom. Its eyes are black. Two small holes make up its noise. Its fangs are pointy and sharp.
It looks down at the nerdy usher, cowering. 
Three more humanoids exit the bathroom.  

                    MARY

          What the...

Looking at Gabe and Mary now, It ROARS. 

AT THE AUDITORIUM 

The Humanoid’s ROAR echoes, startling everyone. 

BACKSTAGE

Mr. Grey’s eyes go wide.
                    MR. GREY
                (whispers)

          Keep going. 

The students continue their performance.

                    STUDENT

          What was that?

                    MR. GREY
                (to a student)

          I’ll investigate. Whatever happens 

          keep going. 

He leaves. 

SECOND FLOOR HALLWAY INTERCETION
Gabe and Mary turn the corner. The Humanoids turn as well. 
OUTSIDE THE BATHROOM

Mr. Grey comes jogging up. He finds Nate hovering over the nerdy usher.

                     MR. GREY
          What happened?

                     NATE

          We tried to attack a couple and the 

          female pulled out a small aerosol 

          canister. Sprayed him and blinded him.

Mr. Grey picks the nerdy usher up. 

                    MR. GREY
          No she didn’t. Come on.

Mr. Grey leads him in the  

BATHROOM

where he puts his head on the sink and turns the water on.   

                    Mr. Grey
          Open your eyes partly. 
                (to Nate)

          And I assume the father saw it?

Nate nods. After a few seconds, Charles turns off the water and pulls the nerdy usher’s head up.

                    Mr. Grey 

          Open.

The nerdy usher does. Relief washes over him.                     

                    NERDY USHER
          I can see!

                    MR. GREY
          Call him off. 

                    NERDY USHER
          Did you not see what she did to me?
                    MR. GREY
          I need them.
                    NERDY USHER

          I want her head. 

Mr. Grey slaps him on the side of the head.

                    NERDY USHER

               (rubbing his side)

          Alright.  

                    PRINCIPAL (O.S.)

          What...
The door opens.  
                    PRINCIPAL 

          the hell?

Mr. Grey grabs him by the cuff of the shirt and punches him. The principal’s out for the count. 

                    MR. GREY
                (to the nerdy usher)

          Where are they?

INT. BOILER ROOM 

Mary locks the door behind her. 

                    MARY

          What was those things?

                    GABE

          I think their terrorists. 

Gabe takes out his cell phone and dials three numbers. 

                    MARY

          Terrorists?
                    GABE

          They’re dressed up like that to 

          frighten us. 

                    MARY
          What about Nate and that   

                    GABE

          I don’t know. 

                (in the cell)

          Hello. Yes I like to report a murder.

FIRST FLOOR HALLWAY

Mr. Grey sees the four humanoids stand around. 

                    MR. GREY
          They went in here. 
                    HUMANOID #1

          Yes.

                    MR. GREY
          Stay out here for a bit. I’ll call 
          you when I need you.    
BOILER ROOM

                    MARY 

          This does not make any sense.

                    GABE

          We don’t have to make sense of it now. 

          We wait for the cops to come, get out,

          and then we figure it out.

A low KNOCK.

                    CHARLES

                (whispers)

          Gabe and Mary. 

                     MARY

          Mr. Grey?

                     CHARLES

                (whispers)

          Yes. Quick let me in.

                     GABE

          Wait, how do we know its you?

                     CHARLES

                (whispers)

          I let you off a plagiarism wrap.  

Gabe opens the door enough for Mr. Grey to enter, and then closes it. 

                     MR. GREY

          Are you two alright?

                     MARY

          Yeah, how did you make it pass them?

                     MR. GREY

          I went to check that loud roar I heard 

          and I saw those things standing there. 

          They had the principal so they didn’t 

          see me. At that time, I heard 

                     GABE

          I called the cops. 

                     MR. GREY

          You think the cops will stop them?

                    GABE

          They have too.

Mr. Grey closes his eyes and opens them.

                    MR. GREY

          Why do you think that?

                    MARY

          He thinks their terrorists.

                    GABE

          They are.

                    MR. GREY

          I don’t think so, Gabe. The way they 

          looked like.

                    GABE

          It’s makeup, Mr. Grey. Like the 

          movies special effects.       
                    MARY

          That goes so far. 

                    MR. GREY

          Now, I know it’s a bit farfetched 

          but can it be aliens? 
                    GABE

          Are you joking with me?

                    MARY

          Aliens?

                    GABE

          They’re like those stupid horror 

          movies on ghosts and zombies. They’re 

          not real. What made you think of that,

          Mr. Grey?

                    MR. GREY

          Well...

Mr. Grey quickly punches Gabe in the face. Black.

INT. BACKSTAGE
                    MR. GREY (O.S.)

          Wake up, Gabe. C’mon now.  

Gabe sees Mr. Grey’s face.
                    MR. GREY

          You’re on in three minutes. 

He touches his face and sees blood on his fingertips. Looking on stage, he sees the HUMANIODS with the other students.  

                    MR. GREY

           Go on. 
                    GABE

           Why?
                    MR. GREY

           Because the people want the 

           show. 
                    GABE

           It’s not a show.

                    MR. GREY

           And what are you going to do about 

           it? 
Silence.

                    MR. GREY

          I thought so. Make a last impression. 
                    GABE

          Everyone including you are going 

          to die, Mr. Grey.  

                    MR. GREY

          Do you really know me?
After a while of staring at Mr. Grey, Gabe finally gets the question. 

                    MR. GREY
          See. Now you’ve got it. That’s why 

          this story is fantastic. Man is 

          their own worst enemy. Theirs 

          nothing you can do about it now 
          except make your last memory a 
          great memory. How do you go by 
          doing that? 

                   GABE

          My performance. 

                   MR. GREY

          You’re really getting it today.

Gabe goes out on stage and gives his performance. The curtain falls and the audience CLAPS.
