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FADE IN:

BLACK SCREEN:

As the title credits roll we hear the following dialogue in the BG.

MALE VOICE (OS)

Thunder Hills. Everyone knows about that place. Everyone has heard about the suicides and the mysterious things that go on there. Everyone knows the stories. Stories about the place being possessed. The locals of Waverly County say that Thunder Hills is evil. Most of them won’t dare even step foot near that place but the ones who do, make claims of nightmares and visions haunting them. Some of the people who have dared to go to Thunder Hills have committed suicide or died in other ways. They say that even before the hospital was built there in 1911 things seemed off about the place. But when the re-constructed building opened 1926 is when things got… weird. There were numerous deaths that had no rational explanation. Suicide was also on the rise at Thunder Hills. Finally in 1974, the hospital was shut down for good.

(BEAT)

The grounds didn’t stay dormant for long. In 1988 Thunder Hills was re-opened as a camp grounds funded by the local church. After many more deaths, suicides and macabre incidents, the camp was shut down in 1993.

(BEAT)

For eleven long years the ground has sat dormant. But the legends and stories still surface at times.

(BEAT)

Now a group of five local film school students have been assigned to do a historical project on the town of Waverly. There chosen location... Thunder Hills.


(BEAT)

This is that group…

SMASH CUT TO:

INT. VAN - DAY

We hear some rock and roll music playing in the BG when we notice - 

There are five people sitting in the van in various places.

ETHAN HOOPER, (20), is sitting in the passenger seat reading over some papers. He looks very focused on his task. He brings his hand to his mouth and inhales a cigarette deeply. Ethan looks like the type of person who could be considered preppy but he still has an edge to him.

CHARLIE CARPENTER, (20), is driving the car. She is looking out the windshield while she rolls the end of a pixie stick around her bottom lip. She lifts the stick and lets some of the powder roll into her mouth. We can tell that she is the type of person that dresses to stand out. Everything about her begs for attention. Some could consider her a freak, although she doesn’t have spike around her neck and the sort.

FRANKIE HILL, (18), is sitting sideways in the middle seat. We can see that she is reading some kind of papers, which are stapled together. She flips a page and reads on. We can tell that she is interested in what she is reading. Frankie is the quiet type. She dresses to keep attention away and she doesn’t speak much, but when she does it actually means something.

DREW WHALE, (18), is sitting in the backseat with his head cocked back, facing the ceiling. He looks, surprisingly, very comfortable. His breathing is very subtle so we assume that he is asleep. Drew is the jeans and t-shirt type of guy. He doesn’t care what people think of clothing, as long as he’s comfortable. 

We pan from Drew and go down his stomach slowly and focus on his lap where we see -- 

AMY CRANE, (19), has her head lying on Drew’s lap. She is sweating very badly and has her eyes closed. Amy shows a little skin but she doesn’t look nasty. She carries herself well and nothing about her "almost too-tight clothes" seems nasty.

She opens her eyes and twists her head up toward Drew.




AMY

Drew?



(BEAT)


Honey?

She taps his chest and he lets out a sleepy grunt.

Amy sighs and sets up. She twists around in the seat and faces the back of the van. She reaches behind the seat and opens a cooler full of half melted ice and assorted cans of pop. As she opens the cooler lid it hits Drew’s head causing him to moan and his head to slide onto the window.

Amy looks worried that she has hurt him but the look soon fades when she hears him snort loudly. 

She shoots a look of disapproval and slams the cooler lid shut.

Up in the front, Ethan still smokes his cigarette and reading the papers.




CHARLIE


How much longer?

Ethan looks over at her, as if her voice has shook him out of a deep slumber.




ETHAN


What?

He reaches for the radio and turns it down.




CHARLIE

How much longer till we


get there?

Ethan looks back down at the papers.




ETHAN


About twenty more miles.

Charlie nods and her vision goes back to the road.

Ethan looks over at Charlie, who seems to have something on her mind.




ETHAN


You know what?

Charlie just keeps her mind focused on whatever it she is thinking.




ETHAN

This is the only thing that is

even going to resemble vacation

that we get this summer.

Charlie looks over Ethan. She did not want to hear what she already knew.




CHARLIE

Nice thought.




ETHAN


You know we're going to have 

fun.

Frankie leans toward Ethan and drops the papers to the floor between the seats.




FRANKIE


Finished.




ETHAN


What did you think?




FRANKIE

It was very interesting. Suicides, ghosts, deaths, mystery. Just the place that I want to set up camp and make a documentary for a class that I'm going to fail anyway.




ETHAN



(sarcastic)


Sounds like your excited.




FRANKIE


Defiantly. I need an adventure.

Frankie smiles and sets back in her seat.

Ethan looks out the window and notices where they are. He turns back to Frankie and - 




ETHAN


Frankie, get the camera ready. I


want to get all this in the shot.

He points past our camera and out the windshield.

We pan around following his gaze and see that the long gravel road we are on leaves the surroundings of an open field and goes straight into a dark, dense forest.

Frankie begins to dig through some stuff behind the seat and pulls out a camera and immediately puts it to her right eye.

Charlie reaches over and pops the lens cap off the camcorder Frankie is trying to see through.




FRANKIE



(mumbling)


Thanks.

Charlie seems to take pleasure in making Frankie seem incompetent.

Ethan notices this and rolls his eyes.

Charlie gets comfortable in her seat again and sets her gaze on their destination.




CHARLIE


Looks like a rejected set piece


from a horror film.

Ethan smiles, approvingly.

EXT. GRAVEL ROAD - 

The van drives along side an open field and then slowly enters the thick forest. 

INT. VAN - 

Frankie is still between the seats recording.

Charlie seems uncomfortable with her surrounding, which include steep cliffs along the side of the road, wooded mountain sides, woods so thick that you couldn’t possibly walk through, etc.




CHARLIE

Tell me again, why is this a good place to do the assignment.

Ethan looks over at her. Suspecting a hint of nervousness. We can tell that she is uneasy.

Ethan can’t help but smile at her. He finds it kind of amusing.




ETHAN


What’s wrong?




CHARLIE


What? Nothing.




ETHAN


What’s wrong? You seem nervous.

Charlie sighs as if she is trying to keep him from knowing what’s wrong. She looks over and sees Ethan still looking at her. She suddenly lets it spill.




CHARLIE


We are filming at Thunder Hills.

Ethan doesn’t seem fazed by her comment.

She motions to their surroundings.




CHARLIE


And we are going to be here for


three days. I can safely say that


it's getting to me.




ETHAN


Don’t let it. Its just a place.




CHARLIE

A place with a scary past. A majority of the people who were here ended up dead some how. This place doesn’t seem to kosher.




ETHAN


They all died by their own hands.




CHARLIE

What?




ETHAN

Everyone who died here committed suicide, as long as you don’t plan on taking the knife to your wrists, you should be fine.




CHARLIE



(sarcastic)


Comforting.




ETHAN


Please don’t tell me that your


wanting to back out now.




CHARLIE


No. I’m just a little...

She trails off.

Ethan thinks of something to say that will somehow be comforting to her.

Charlie reaches over to a bag between the seats. She puts her hand in and pulls out another pixie stick.




ETHAN


Just think of the grade we will


be getting for this project.




CHARLIE


We can get the same grade doing


a project half-way normal.




ETHAN

Think about it Charlie. No one has done a film of any kind on Thunder Hills. This will stand out. Maybe even get us noticed by someone that is of some kind of importance. Isn’t that what you want?




CHARLIE


You know I do, Ethan.




ETHAN

Besides, everything that we have heard of this place has been proven to be nothing but stories.




CHARLIE


I’m almost out of pixies.




ETHAN


Can’t you chew gum like a normal


person?




CHARLIE



(while opening the pixie)


It doesn’t work.

In the backseat, Drew slowly opens his sleepy eyes and looks at his surroundings. He repositions himself in his seat, trying to get comfortable.

Amy is reading over some papers.

Drew notices the scenery outside and realizes that they are in Thunder Hills.




DREW

Kind of creepy, huh?

There is a moment of silence. We pan around to see a very tense Amy.




AMY


Drew?

Drew looks over at her.

(Amy and Drew's conversation from here on is a bit hushed.)




AMY

If I told you something that would change our lives forever, how would you take it?




DREW


Depends.

He doesn’t get a response, like he seems to have hoped for.




DREW

Well, I guess that I would get kind of side tracked cause I'm here to do a job...sort of. But I guess that I can handle just about anything. Shoot.

Drew gets a self assurance look on him.




DREW


Tell me.

Drew shoots a playful smile in her direction.

Amy just continues to pretend to read over her papers for a second, before Drew cant wait any longer.




DREW



(impatient and worried)


What is it?

Amy lays the papers in her lap but still her eyes do not leave them. She takes a deep breath and looks over at Drew.




AMY


I’m pregnant.

Drew just looks at her as though he is waiting for something else.




DREW


Really. What is it?

Amy looks back down at the papers.




AMY


I just told you. I’m having


a baby.

She looks up at him with tears welling up in her eyes.

Drew seems excited.




DREW


I’m going to be a daddy?

She looks back down at the papers.

Drew looks at her with a questioning expression.




DREW


Amy?

Amy wipes a tear from her right eye but still doesn’t answer him.




DREW


What are you saying?



(BEAT)


Amy. Answer me.




AMY



(whisper)


It’s not yours, Drew.

Drew’s whole expression changes. He’s not angry, but more in a state of shock over the last statement. He looks straight ahead.




AMY


Drew, I’m so sorry.

Drew ignores her but she continues to stare at him.




AMY



(whisper)


Please talk to me.

He has to say something.




DREW



(trying to stay calm)


Let's just get this fucking


assignment done.




AMY


Are you mad?

Drew looks at her like she is stupid.

In the front seat, Charlie is eating another pixie stick while Ethan is trying to keep the van steady on the winding road.

Frankie is still recording.




FRANKIE


How much more footage do you


want?

He seems to have forgotten that Frankie was between the seats recording.




ETHAN


Oh, that’s enough.

Frankie takes the camera away from her eye and lays it in the backseat. She looks out the front windshield.




FRANKIE


We’re finally here.

EXT. VAN - 

LOCATION SHOT: 

The van turns a sharp corner and goes across a small bridge made up of concrete and large pipes. We can see a little water flowing through the pipes.

INT. VAN - 

[With this scene we will start the camera on the back windshield, recording the van moving from the bridge. We will zoom out slowly getting everyone in the shot one or two at a time, until we finally have everyone in the shot.]

First we see Drew and Amy. Drew is sitting in the same position only this time he is looking out his window. 

Amy is sitting as far away from Drew as possible. She is looking out the window, the whole time trying to hold back tears.

Second we see Frankie. She is trying to light a cigarette but her lighter wont work. She shakes the lighter and tries it again only to receive sparks.

Finally we see Charlie and Ethan. We can see Charlie plan as day. And we can see that her uneasiness has not ceased any.

Ethan is just happy that they have finally got there. He looks around with a glow in his eyes. He is expecting nothing but the best.

We can see out of Charlies’s window that on one side of the road is a long clearing full of picnic tables and old grills (stuck in the ground).

Charlie looks out the window and notices something.

CHARLIE’S POV: On a picnic table sits a cooler with the lid still open and a beach towel lying next to it.




CHARLIE


Is there someone else up here?

Ethan looks at Charlie then follows her gaze over to the cooler.




ETHAN


I don’t know. Shouldn’t be.

Charlie sets back in her seat. She looks out the windshield.

INT. PICNIC AREA –

We move from the front of the cooler to the back where we notice a bloody handprint on the open lid.

INT. CAMPSITE – EVENING

The van pulls into a small driveway with stairs on one side that lead up to a campsite.

As the group gets out of the van, the camera trails up the stairs backwards. When all the stairs are in the shot we pan around to get a shot of the campsite and realize that everything is already set up.

We pan around slowly, getting everything in the shot, until we reach the group who is now standing in the middle of the campsite. They are each carrying their personal bags.




ETHAN


You all can pile your things


in the right side of the tent.

Everyone but Ethan heads to the tent. He moves over to the picnic table. He pulls his bag off his shoulder and sets it on top of the table. Then he takes a seat.

Charlie tosses her bags into the tent and moves over toward him.

By now, Ethan has pulled some papers out of his bag and is going over them.




CHARLIE


So? What’s your plan?




ETHAN


We’ll start filming tomorrow.

Ethan looks over to the group still by the tent.

Frankie is leaning against a pole by the tent smoking a cigarette.

We can see Drew and Amy inside the tent. Drew is looking through one of his bags while Amy tries to talk to him, but he is refusing to listen.




ETHAN (cont)


They look like they could use


the rest of the night off.

Ethan continues to look through papers.

Charlie sets down across from Ethan. She then sets a couple pixie sticks next a pack of cigarettes that are on the table.

Ethan reaches for the pack of smokes and places them on the seat next to him.




CHARLIE


How are you doing?




ETHAN


I’m fine.

She looks him over for a second. She’s knows he’s not.




CHARLIE


No your not.



(BEAT)


Why don’t you take a break too?


You like you need one.




ETHAN


How do you know what I need,


Charlie.

Charlie sighs and opens a pixie stick.




CHARLIE

I’ve known you since we were  ten. That’s eleven years we have been friends. I know you pretty damn good, Ethan. Plus you have been working on this for the past two week’s non-stop. I even had to drive your van up here so that you could read over the history of this place... for the hundreth time.

He doesn’t respond. He just looks over his papers some more, trying to ignore her comment because he knows that she is right.




ETHAN


I wish that we could find the old


entrance to the tunnels that ran


under the old hospital. It would


be great to get some shots down in


those.

She looks slightly agitated by him ignoring her.




CHARLIE


Why don’t you put these away…

She gently takes the papers out of his hands and slides them back into his bag.




CHARLIE (cont)

And try to enjoy the night. If you plan for me to be able to rest here tonight, I need you with me. Not reading the whole time.




ETHAN


Why? You're a big girl.




CHARLIE

But, I'm a big girl scared like a little girl in a scary place.

They set quietly for a moment while Ethan lights a smoke.




ETHAN


Where do you think they would


be?




CHARLIE


What?




ETHAN


The tunnels.




CHARLIE



(sarcastic)


Maybe where the hospital used to


set.

Ethan shakes his head.




ETHAN


There is nothing in the pictures


I have.




CHARLIE


Maybe they took them out when


they took out the hospital.




ETHAN


I hope not.

Frankie joins Ethan and Charlie.




FRANKIE


So how are we tonight?

Frankie sets down next to Ethan. The longer her question goes unanswered, the more she feels that her presence at the table isn’t really wanted...or needed.




FRANKIE


When are we going to start


shooting?

Ethan looks away from Charlie and sets his eyes on Frankie.




ETHAN


Tomorrow. We’re going to be


really busy so try to rest


a little tonight.

Charlie shoots him a look as if saying, "take your own advise."

INT. TENT – 

Drew still rummages through his bag as Amy tries to have a conversation with him.




AMY


Please talk to me.

An ignored beat.




AMY


Drew.

Drew stops what he is doing. He hesitates for a moment then looks up at Amy.




DREW

What the hell do you want to talk about? You fucked someone else. Now your pregnant.


(BEAT)

It is safe to assume that we have nothing else to talk about.

Drew stands up and storms out of the tent.

Amy spins around and watches him walk away as the tears in her eyes slowly well up.








FADE OUT:

INT. CAMPSITE - LATE EVENING – TIME LAPSE

The campsite is hardly lit but we still see just about everything.

We get an overview of the picnic table. We see that Ethan and Charlie are lying on the benches looking at each other under the table while they talk.

Frankie is trying to get a fire started to no avail.

Amy steps out of the tent and looks around.




AMY


Do you guys know where Drew


went?

Ethan and Charlie look over at Amy's tear stained face.




ETHAN


I think he went to the creek.

Charlie sets up slightly.




CHARLIE


Are you okay?

Amy nods a quick and forced yes.




CHARLIE



(concerned)


What’s going on?




AMY


It's fine. I'm just going to


go find Drew.




CHARLIE


Okay. Try to be back by dark…


unless your with Drew.

Charlie and Ethan watch as Amy walks to and down the stairs.

Ethan looks over Charlie.




ETHAN


They'll get over it. They


always do.




CHARLIE


Maybe.

Ethan looks back toward Amy, who is now out of his skewed vision.

Frankie puts a stick, with one end on fire, into the fire pit. Right when the small flame hits the pit the whole thing shoots up in flames causing Frankie to fall back and hit the ground.

Charlie sets up and looks at Frankie who is on the group smiling in they’re direction.

EXT. ROAD –

Amy walks down the dirt and gravel road with her arms crossed across her chest. Occasionally she looks around for Drew.

EXT. CREEK SIDE –

Amy walks toward the camera and stops. We pull back to see that she is on a large cliff that oversees a wide and slow running creek.

She looks around awkwardly and doesn’t seem to impressed with what she sees.

Then she spots a set of natural stairs made of giant rocks. They lead down onto a dry area in the center of the creek and then directly to the other side.

She walks over to the stairs and looks down them.

We get a full shot of Amy and the stairs that she is standing on.

She turns around and looks for Drew some more.

INT. CAMPSITE - NIGHT

Charlie is poking at the fire while Frankie sets at the picnic table.

Amy walks back up the stairs and stops to look at the group. They don’t even notice that Amy is standing there.

Suddenly Ethan comes out of the darkness holding a bundle of dried sticks in his arms. He doesn’t notice Amy until he drops the sticks by the fire pit and looks up.




ETHAN


Hey.




AMY


Did Drew come back?

Ethan nods and points to the tent.

Amy doesn’t say anything. She just walks to the tent with an agitated look on her face.

Frankie's eye's follow Amy to the tent.

Charlie continues to poke the fire as Ethan throws a few smaller sized twigs on top.




FRANKIE



(condescending)


That’s sad.

Ethan looks up.




CHARLIE


What?




FRANKIE


Drew and Amy.

She looks over at Ethan.




FRANKIE



(cont)

Such the happy couple two days ago. Now they're worse than a  fucking TV couple.

Charlie looks over at Frankie.




CHARLIE


You don’t have to be so cold,


Frankie.

Frankie nods as if comforting herself.




FRANKIE


Yeah... I do. I think that I


deserve the right.




CHARLIE


What goddamn right is that?

Ethan jumps into the argument, trying change the subject.




ETHAN


So who’s excited about filming?

Charlie and Frankie just glare at each other.

Frankie sets up and slowly gets off the table while speaking this next dialogue.




FRANKIE


I need to go to the restroom.

She looks at Charlie and Ethan.




FRANKIE



(cont)

I don’t think it’s very safe to walk out there alone. Considering the place we're in.

She smiles as if trying to hide the fact that she is as scared and weak as everyone else.

Charlie looks away and goes back to poking the fire.




ETHAN


I'll go with you. I have to go


anyway.

He moves toward Frankie and they head off toward the stair case. But before doing so Ethan grabs a flashlight and Frankie grabs a lantern from the picnic table.

Along the way, they both click on their lights.

Charlie pokes the fire a little harder this time causing bright red and orange sparks to shoot up into the air.

INT. ROAD –

Ethan and Frankie walk down the road in silence until - 




ETHAN


What was the point of that 


back there?

Frankie inhales her cigarette. She acts hesitant to answer his question.



FRANKIE

I…I am tired of trying to pretend that I feel sorry for

them every time the have a goddamn fight. I’m glad that they fight. I hope she pisses him off so bad that he leaves the whore.



ETHAN

Why do you have to feel sorry for them?



FRANKIE

Cause if I don’t I get dirty looks from you guys and get labeled a bitch.



ETHAN

What’s wrong with pretending you like someone if its keeps people from people from being hurt and saves argument?



FRANKIE

Ethan? When did she ever feel sorry for me? When did she ever treat me good? It sure wasn’t when she stole Drew from me. Or the time that she fucked him on my bed. Amy’s a fucking whore and I cant stand her so I’m not going to be nice.


(beat)

So now you know what the point is and you cant tell me that you would do any different.

She inhales her cigarette.




ETHAN


Good point.

INT. CAMPSITE –

Charlie is at the table trying to get a cigarette lit.

Amy comes out of the tent with slight force. She and Drew have obviously been fighting again.

Charlie looks up and notices Amy.




CHARLIE


Hey.

Amy smiles.




AMY


I'm going to go to the restroom.


I'll be back.




CHARLIE


You want someone to go with you?

Amy shakes her head.




AMY


I'll be fine. Its not to far.




CHARLIE


You sure? It doesn’t seem to safe...

Amy cuts her off, not wanting pity. Or at least what she thinks is pity.




AMY


Yeah.




CHARLIE

Alright. Well, Ethan and Frankie were on their way there. You'll most likely run into them.

Amy heads to the stairs. She turns on her flashlight before heading down them.

EXT. RESTROOMS –

Ethan and Frankie walk up to the concrete out-house looking restrooms. There are two steel doors and big vents at the top of each door that spreads to the center 




ETHAN


Meet me right here.

He points between the two doors.

INT. RESTROOM - 

Frankie opens the door slowly and peers in. She checks around the room a little then walks in.

She sets her lantern on the floor in the center of the room. 

She holds the door open slightly as she looks around the room for something. Then she spots a medium sized rock in the corner. She scoots the rock, with her foot, in between the door and the door-frame, holding the door open slightly.

INT. RESTROOM 2 - 

Ethan’s back is to us as he stands by the toilet. He stands there for a moment. Then he zips up his pants and then turns around. He heads for the door and then notices some writing on the door. It reads - Lei morirà (Italian to English translation - you will die).

He gets closer and examines the words.

INT. RESTROOM - 

Frankie is setting on the toilet with her head resting in her hands.

The rock between the door and the frame moves slightly.

Frankie reaches for the toilet paper which is sitting on the floor next to the toilet. There is very little on the roll, but enough to do.

Suddenly the rock moves and the door slams shut with a loud thud!

Frankie nearly jumps off the toilet.




FRANKIE


Fuck!

INT. RESTROOM 2 - 

Farther on below the words 'Lei morirà', he reads 'you will all die.'

INT. CAMPSITE - 

Charlie is setting at the table smoking when she hears something move in the woods. Her head spins around!

She tries to make her eyes see into the darkness but it is useless.

She hears the noise again. This time she decides to get up. She moves away from the table and slowly moves to the tent. All the time never taking her eyes off the dark woods.

EXT. ROAD - 

Amy strolls down the road. A different road than Ethan and Frankie were on. She looks around as if wondering where she is.




AMY



(whisper to herself)


Where the hell am I?

INT. TENT –

Charlie unzips the tent door and steps in.

Drew is lying down facing the far wall. He is covered up.

Charlie zips the door back up and sets down on the floor, beside Drew.




CHARLIE


Drew? Are you awake?

There is no answer.

The ashes on Charlie's cigarette are getting long. She looks around and spots an ashtray up by Drew's head. She reaches for it.

As her hand scoots across the blanket toward the ashtray, she feels something wet and warm. A look of confusion and wondering come across her face as she slowly lifts her arm.

She twists her arm into view and realizes its covered in blood.

Her head jerks back up to Drew.

INT. RESTROOM - 

Frankie zips her pants up and reaches for the door knob. She twists it but it doesn’t budge. She twists again but gets the same results.




FRANKIE


Ethan?

No answer.

Suddenly her lantern fades out and we are subject to a dark room.




FRANKIE


Ethan!

We hear her twisting the door knob again, this time with more force.

EXT. RESTROOM 2 - 

Ethan opens his restroom door. The events taking place in the restroom next door are unknown to him. As he walks away from the door a little, the camera follows him and pans downward. We see that the rock Frankie placed between the door and the door frame is still in its place. It's in the exact place that Frankie had originally put it.

INT. RESTROOM - 

The room is still dark but we can hear Frankie breathing heavily and messing with her lantern.

Suddenly there is a low growling noise that could also be the sound of heavy breathing!

We hear Frankie start hitting the door and screaming to be let out.

Suddenly Frankie stops hitting the door for a moment.

Then in a low growling voice, almost like a dragged out whisper, we hear - 




VOICE (OS)


Frankie.

EXT. RESTROOM -

Close-up: we can see the dark grey door that belongs to the restroom that Frankie is in, with the rock still in place. But we hear no screaming.

Ethan stands directly in the middle of the rooms. He looks around at the darkness than turns to Frankie's door.




ETHAN


Frankie?

No answer.

He moves over to door and knocks slightly.




ETHAN


Frankie? Hurry up.

Still no answer.




ETHAN


Frankie.

He reaches for the door knob and slowly opens the door.

Frankie flies out of the restroom and into his arms. She is crying and almost in hysterics.




ETHAN


What is it?

Ethan is confused.

INT. TENT - 

Charlie slowly reaches for Drew's side. Her hand moving slowly and she has a look of horror and dread on her face.




CHARLIE


Drew?

Her hand gets directly over Drew and she lies her hand on his arm. She slowly pulls him toward her.

Charlie screams and backs across the tent slightly.

We pan away from Charlie and go directly to Drew.

We see that his wrist is slit. His wrist and half way up his arm are covered in blood. His throat has a gaping slit which has obviously bleed a lot. His face is pale and he has a look of horror.

Charlie is shaking uncontrollably now.

Suddenly Drew's head falls over to where his eyes rest directly on Charlie, which causes her to jump.




DREW



(slight whisper)


Everyone will die.

Drew extends his arm, with the slit wrist, toward Charlie.

Charlie screams and jumps back.

SMASH CUT TO:

INT. CAMPSITE –

Charlie, who had her head leaning on the table, sits up quickly and lets out a gasp!

She looks over at the tent. The tent door is still closed.

Everything looks normal.

INT. ROAD - 

Amy walks down the road a little more until she comes to a clearing that goes from the road and through the woods a little. The clearing is completely lit by a pale moonlight.

She turns around and looks for the restroom, or anything that can help her find out where she is. She turns back to the open field and this time she sees what looks like a little boy sitting in the center.

At first she looks a little afraid to say or do anything than - 




AMY


Hello?

The little boy in the middle of the clearing doesn’t move any.

Amy moves toward him with what could be considered caution.

INT. CLEARING –

Amy steps into the clearing and moves toward the little boy.




AMY


Hello? Can you hear me?

As she gets closer to the little boy, she seems more comforted by the fact his frame doesn’t look any older than 12 years of age.

She stops behind the boy and looks around for something. Maybe his parents. Or something that could explain why a small child is here. She gets right behind the boy and moves slowly around him.

What she sees is a normal looking boy. He doesn’t look a day over 12. She kneels down to where her face is level with the boy's.




AMY


Hi.

The boy just looks at her.




AMY


What are you doing out here?

The boy looks up at the moon. Amy follows his gaze than looks back down at the boy.




AMY


Where are your mom and dad?

The boy looks back at Amy.




BOY


Dead.

The boy has a slight speech problem and stutters a bit.

Amy looks shocked by the comment. But she maintains her cool because she is talking a child.




AMY


Are you lost?

He shakes his head - no.




AMY


Who are you here with?




BOY


I live here.

Amy doesn’t know what to think.




AMY


Who do you live with?




BOY


Just me.

The boy looks at Amy with an expressionless face.




BOY


I'm cold.

Amy isn’t sure what to do.




AMY

You want to come with me? I have a tent and some blankets somewhere around here.

The boy shakes his head quickly.




AMY


Why not?




BOY


Mommy told me I shouldn’t go with


people that I don’t know.

Amy nods in approval.




AMY


That’s true. But I promise I wont 

hurt you.

The boy thinks for a moment.




BOY


Promise?

Amy nods to the question and gives a slight smile.




AMY


Promise.

The boy stands up.

Amy follows his lead. She puts out her hand but the boy doesn’t take it. He just looks at her hand than at her face.




BOY


Where’s your son?

Amy looks confused by the question.




AMY


I don’t have any kids.

The boy looks back at her hand than takes it gently.

Suddenly he puts out his other hand and touches her stomach. Amy doesn’t know what to do so she just stands there.

We will zoom closer to the boy’s hand that is touching her stomach. While we zoom in we begin to hear a faint heart-beat. Her baby’s heart-beat. Then suddenly the heart-beat stops and we pull back quickly.

The boy suddenly looks scared. He jerks his hand away from Amy’s and runs behind her.

Amy spins around trying to keep her eyes on the boy. 

When she is completely spun around we see that she is no longer in the middle of the clearing, instead she is at the edge of it by the road.

Amy looks a little scared by the happenings. 

Suddenly a sharp pain shoots through her stomach causing her to double over in pain.

INT. CAMPSITE – 

Charlie moves to the tent with extreme caution.

She kneels down to get a better grip of the zipper. 

As she slowly moves her hand to the zipper on the door some tears well up in her eyes, she is so scared.

She slowly unzips the door and pulls the flap back.

She sees Drew sitting on the tent floor reading some papers.

Drew looks up from the papers and we see that he is chewing on his pen.




DREW


Hey. I thought everyone had


left. It got quiet.




CHARLIE


I fell asleep on the table.

Drew nods then goes back to his papers.

Charlie stands up and turns around.

She bumps into something and gasps!

We spin around and notice it is only Ethan and Frankie. Frankie has been crying.




CHARLIE


Fuck.




DREW (OS)



(wandering)


What happened?




CHARLIE



(still a little shook up)


Nothing. Ethan scared me.

Charlie looks at Frankie.




CHARLIE


What happened?

Frankie shakes her head as if saying nothing.

Charlie looks over at Ethan as Frankie slides past her and moves into the tent.

Ethan moves over to the picnic table and Charlie follows him.

In the BG, we see Frankie zipping up the tent door.




CHARLIE


What happened to her?

Ethan sits down at the table and Charlie follows his lead at the other side of table.




ETHAN

She thought that she was


locked in the restroom and


she got a little... scared.

Charlie nods.

Ethan reaches for a cigarette and lights it.




CHARLIE


Oh, did you guys run into


Amy?

Ethan shakes his head.




ETHAN


Why?




CHARLIE

She was going to the restroom.


I hope she’s...

Charlie looks behind Ethan causing him to spin around.

We see Amy standing at the top of the stairs.




AMY


I’m fine.

She walks over to the table. Before she sets down she grabs her stomach.




ETHAN


Are you alright?

Amy nods.




AMY


Just my stomach.




ETHAN


There is some medicine for


that in the tent.

Amy shakes her head.




AMY


It’s fine.

Ethan looks a little worried.




ETHAN


Alright.

Amy looks over at Ethan.




AMY


You got a smoke?

Ethan nods and hands her a cigarette.

Amy grabs Ethan’s lighter from the table and lights her cigarette. After she takes a puff and exhales she stands up.




AMY


I’m going to go lay down.

Ethan nods, then Amy turns and heads to the tent.









FADE OUT:

We see several flashes of various areas in Thunder Hills.









FADE OUT:

INT. TENT – 

Drew is on one side of the tent sleeping.

Amy is laying in the middle looking up at the roof. She is trying to hold back tears.

Frankie is laying on the other side, facing the wall.

Amy turns around, facing Frankie.




AMY


Frankie?



(BEAT)


Are you awake?

Frankie hesitates than turns around slightly.




FRANKIE


What?




AMY


Why won’t you talk to me?




FRANKIE


Do you really want to get into


this?

There is an uncomfortable silence and we can tell that Amy is very emotional and vulnerable at this point.




AMY



(hushed and almost crying)


I’m pregnant.

This gets Frankie’s attention and she turns around more.




FRANKIE


Why are you telling me this?

Amy doesn’t say anything.




FRANKIE


Is it Drew’s?

Amy shakes her head, still holding back tears.

Frankie doesn’t look surprised by the answer.




FRANKIE


What’s wrong with you? Why do


you always do this shit?




AMY


I don’t know.




FRANKIE


Well you need to fucking figure


it out.

Amy is struck by the honesty and whole-heartedness in Frankie’s voice. The tears roll from her eyes.




AMY


I’m scared, Frankie.

Frankie looks at her blankly.




FRANKIE


You should be. You do stupid shit,


you pay for it.

INT. CAMPSITE – 

Ethan is sitting on the ground by the fire. He is gently poking a few logs.




CHARLIE


What’s wrong?

Ethan shakes his head.




ETHAN


Nothing really. I’m just thinking


about things.




CHARLIE


Like what?

Ethan seems to think for the appropriate answer.




ETHAN


Everything.

Behind him we Charlie moves from the table down to sit next to him.




CHARLIE


Why wont you talk to me.


I feel like you don’t even


know I’m here half the time.

Ethan hesitates for a moment.




ETHAN


A lot happened while you


were gone those two years,


Charlie. Things change.



(beat)


And, I guess we grew apart.

Charlie looks at him for a moment. She knows that she is treading on thin water.




CHARLIE


I’m here now.



(beat)


So talk to me.

Ethan hesitates for a second. Charlie begins to think that he isn’t going say anything --




ETHAN


My mom and dad died while


you were gone.




CHARLIE


Jesus. I’m sorry. No one told


me or I would have come up.




ETHAN


No one knew where you were at,


Charlie, or we would have called


you. All we knew was that you


were in New York with… Shawn.

Charlie smiles, knowing that she had done something wrong. She is also smiling at the thought that she was so stupid to have liked Shawn.




CHARLIE


Yeah. I’m really sorry about


that.

They sat quietly for a moment.




CHARLIE


Where are your sisters?




ETHAN

They were sent to foster care. The state figured that I wasn’t able to care for them properly.




CHARLIE

That’s bull –

Ethan cuts her off.




ETHAN


And the state was right.



(beat)


I barely have enough money to


take care of myself.

Charlie feels sympathy for him but tries to not let it show.




ETHAN


I get them this weekend. For


one night.




CHARLIE


That’s good.




ETHAN


I guess.

Ethan is silent for a moment as he pokes the fire.

Charlie can tell that something is baring on his mind.




CHARLIE


What is it?

Ethan doesn’t speak for a moment.




ETHAN

You know. My dad was a mean, abusive alcoholic and I still can’t help but miss him.

We can tell that this is something that really bothers him.




CHARLIE

That’s perfectly normal, Ethan. A person gets used to something and when its suddenly ripped away, its natural for them to miss it. Or at least feel a void from that.

Ethan wipes a tear from his eye before it falls down his cheek.




ETHAN

I know. All the shrinks that I seen told me the exact same thing.



(beat)

Sometimes it feels as though he is still here. It’s like I can feel him staring at me.




CHARLIE


Ethan…

They have another brief silence.




ETHAN

Did you know, he used to get drunk off his ass and come into my room at night. The whole time he was in there with me, he would preach the bible at me and scream that I was a bad boy and that bad boys would be crucified for their sins.

Ethan quits talking.

Charlie can tell that it is hard for him to talk about this.




ETHAN

After he would quit preaching he would beat the hell out me, literally. He would say that every hit and kick was getting the devil out of me and that if he didn’t do it, I would go to hell.

Ethan quits talking for a moment.




CHARLIE



(whisper)


I don’t know what to say.

Ethan wipes a tear off his cheek. He looks over at Charlie is who trying to hold back tears. He goes back to poking the fire for a moment.




ETHAN


So what happened to you in


New York?

Charlie gives an exaggerated sigh.




CHARLIE


It was nothing like I expected


it to be.

Ethan nods.




ETHAN


So Shawn wasn’t the guy you


wanted to be with the rest of


you life?




CHARLIE


At the time I thought he was.

She trails off so - - 




ETHAN


What happened?

Charlie holds back for a second.




CHARLIE


His drug problem got worse and


he was sleeping with every girl


…and guy he met.




ETHAN



(sarcastic)


Nice. 



(beat)


What did you do?




CHARLIE

At first nothing. I mean, what could I do. Tell him about it so he could kick me out on the street. I didn’t know anyone there.

She quits talking.




ETHAN


How did you get back?




CHARLIE

I saved money for three months and when I got enough for a plane ticket and first months rent on a new place I moved back here.




ETHAN


Why didn’t you ask your dad for


help?



CHARLIE
That would have been admitting that he was right the whole time and that would have been exactly what he wanted.

Ethan nods slightly.




ETHAN


So what happened to Shawn?




CHARLIE


He stayed. He didn’t care to


much that I left.



(beat)


I heard that he had died from


a drug overdose a week after I


left.

Ethan doesn’t know what to say.

This is touchy subject for Charlie and we can tell.




CHARLIE


Anyhow, what are you and sisters


and doing this weekend?




ETHAN

I don’t know. Probably go to the movies, hang out at the park… just whatever kids like to do.




CHARLIE



(sarcastic)


Sounds like fun.

She smiles.




ETHAN


Great than you’ll come with


me.

He smiles back at her, playfully.

She looks at him as if saying, “Yeah right.”

They are quiet for a moment as Ethan pokes the fire.




CHARLIE


I wish we had brought some


alcohol.

INT. TENT – 

Frankie and Amy are still looking at each other.

Amy looks very depressed.

Frankie looks a little pissed but she cant help but feel sorry for Amy.




FRANKIE


What happened to you, Amy?




AMY


What do you mean?




FRANKIE

You didn’t used to be like this. You used to be normal. Now your just the fucking town whore. And I’m not saying that to be mean to you. I’m saying it cause it’s true and everyone knows it.

Amy’s tear stained face shows a hint that she is wondering what Frankie is talking about. Then suddenly she knows.




AMY


I never meant to hurt you,


Frankie.

At first Frankie isn’t sure how she should re-act to this.




FRANKIE


But you did.



(BEAT)

And how could you have not meant to hurt me. Look at what you did. You knew that I loved him. And you. You were like my sister.

The tears are coming back to Amy’s eyes.




FRANKIE


I wouldn’t have been hurt as


much if it had been somebody


that I didn’t know. Somebody


else other than you.




AMY


I’m sorry.

Amy waits for a comment, or anything, from Frankie. But she doesn’t get one. She wipes a tear from her eye.

Frankie looks at her. She doesn’t show any emotion for the comment just made.









FADE OUT:

INT. WOODS - NIGHT

We get a shot of a really big, bright moon. The moon is hanging freely behind some trees, so we are only seeing a little more than half of the moon.

INT. WOODED TRAIL – NIGHT

Ethan is wondering through the woods as if looking for something. He looks slightly confused and a little worried as he waves his flashlight through the trees.




ETHAN


Charlie?

He moves along a little more.

Suddenly we hear a low growling noise which causes Ethan to spin around! He doesn’t see anything in any direction so he continues along his trail, all the while being very cautious of his surroundings. The growling had to come from somewhere.




ETHAN


Charlie? Where the hell are


you?

He doesn’t get any response.

He turns his head in a couple of directions, searching the woods around him.

Not watching where he is putting his feet, Ethan trips over a small fallen down tree in the middle of the trail! He hits the ground with a thud and a loud grunt!

It takes him a second to react to being on the ground.

Suddenly we hear a low voice from behind him.




VOICE (OS)


Ethan.

Ethan suddenly looks horrified and slowly turns his head around.

He sees nothing.




VOICE (OS)


E-t-h-a-n.

Ethan jumps to his feet. He shines his light through the trees quickly.

His flashlight slowly fades out.

We are subject to complete darkness!

All we hear is Ethan hitting his flashlight, trying to get it to come back on.

Whatever was the source of the low voice is now laughing lowly.

A light beam shoots out of the flashlight and focuses directly onto the little boy that Amy saw earlier.

Ethan nearly jumps out of his skin.




BOY


Go to him. He’s calling you.

Ethan slowly backs away and –-

INT. CLEARING – 

-- steps into a clearing that is well lit with a pale light. Once the light hits him he spins around quickly.

ETHAN’S POV: There is a large, gothic looking tree in the middle of the clearing. Charlie is sitting next to the tree with her back to Ethan.




ETHAN


Charlie?

He doesn’t get an answer.

Ethan starts to walk toward Charlie. He is going in a direction that is leading him up beside her, instead of behind her.





ETHAN


Charlie?



(BEAT)


Charlie, answer me.

Ethan gets up beside Charlie and moves to where he can only see the top of her head.

She looks up at him, crying.




CHARLIE

We’re all fucking dead!




ETHAN


What?

She moves her head back slightly and shows us that she is digging a knife into her wrist! Blood is pouring out onto her legs and the ground below her!

Ethan’s expression changes from confusion to horror and disgust as he quickly backs away from her.

Suddenly his foot is caught on a tree root and it sends him flying to the ground backwards.

He hits the ground ass first and has himself propped up by his arms. 

A second after he hits the ground, a man’s decaying face comes up right next to his!




VOICE/MAN


Gotchya!

Ethan jerks his head around and SCREAMS!

INT. CAMPSITE – EARLY MOURNING

A pair of eyes opens quickly. We pull back and see that the pair of eyes belong to Ethan.

We pull back even further to see there is a blue tint cast upon everything and there is a slight fog in the air. 

Ethan and Charlie are lying on the ground, in the spot where they were sitting when we last the saw the two together. This is obviously where they slept. Charlie is covered with a thick, dark blue blanket.

Ethan sets up quickly. He looks over at Charlie. She is sleeping silently.

Ethan reaches to her blanket and lifts it. We see her arms and wrists are perfectly normal. No sign of blood.

Ethan wipes his right eye and looks around the campsite.

He gets onto his feet and walks toward the tent. He doesn’t go in; instead he walks behind it.

We hear him unzip his pants and begin to relieve himself.

INT. TENT – 

Everyone is still sleeping. They are covered in blankets and they all look very comfortable.

Amy moves around a little. She brings a hand out from under her blanket. Without thinking about it she rubs her hand along her white pillow. Her hand leaves a dark red blood streak.

Her hand moves from the pillow to her face. As her hand slides across her face it, once again, leaves a dark red streak.

The wetness on her face causes her to wake-up.

She pulls her hand away from her quickly and notices the blood that is slowly staining her skin.

A look of horror and disgust come across her face.

She throws the covers off quickly and looks down. Tears well up in her eyes as a look of sudden horror fills her face.

INT. CAMPSITE – 

Ethan is walking back toward Charlie as the tent door is unzipped quickly.

Ethan turns around as Amy comes out of the tent.

Amy’s hand is covered in blood as well as part of her face.

Ethan looks at her with horror. Then his eyes go downward and his looks change to half disgust, half shock.

There is dark red blood covering Amy’s crotch and its running half way down both of her mid-thighs.

Amy is almost in total shock. She is shaking uncontrollably and can’t keep from crying. We can tell that she is having a hard time breathing.




ETHAN


Fuck.

Amy mouths a word but it doesn’t come out. She tries again.




AMY



(between sobs)


Help.

Ethan can’t move.




AMY



(scream)


Help me!

Charlie sets up and looks around until she sees Amy. Once her eyes hit Amy her whole expression changes to horror for a split second before she is on her feet and running over to Amy.

Ethan still can’t move. He looks like he is in a state of shock.




CHARLIE


What happened? Oh my god.

Charlie puts her arm around Amy’s shoulder trying to calm her down.




AMY



(between sobs)


I don’t know.

Drew comes out of the tent with Frankie tagging behind.

Drew takes one look at Amy and goes to her aid.

Frankie gasps and covers her mouth. She takes a few steps back, not knowing what to do.

Ethan watches the incident with fear.




CHARLIE


Get the keys!

Ethan stands there and just looks over at Charlie.




CHARLIE


Ethan! Get the fucking car


started!

Ethan is shook out of whatever state he is in by the sound of Charlie’s voice. He runs to the table and grabs his bag. He then proceeds to run toward the stairs.

EXT. ROAD - 

The van speeds down a back road.

On one side of the van we see a bloody handprint that stands out really badly.

INT. VAN – 

Charlie and Drew are in the back of the van trying to keep Amy from going into any more shock than she already is. They have her lying on her back and Charlie and Drew are on either side of her. 

There is white towel covering Amy’s crotch that is covered in blood.

Amy is still shaking and crying. She looks up at Drew.




AMY


I’m sorry.

Drew shakes his head.




DREW


Don’t worry about it.




AMY


I love you so much Drew. I


never wanted to hurt you.

Drew tries to fight back his emotions.

Charlie looks at Drew with caring eyes. She knows that he is hurting by seeing Amy like this.

Drew looks up at Ethan.




DREW

Can you get us there any


faster?




ETHAN


I’m fucking trying!

Everything is silent for a moment except the sounds of Amy’s heavy breathing.

Frankie is watching the scene from the front seat, trying not to cry.




AMY



(to Drew, quietly)


The baby’s dead.

Drew looks back at Amy.




DREW


What? No. I’m sure its something


else. The baby’s fine, Amy.




AMY

No, Drew. 


(beat – whisper)

I felt him dying.

Charlie’s creeped out now. She looks up at Drew who is still watching Amy. He rubs a hand through her hair.

Drew doesn’t know what to say.

Amy tries to catch her breath in between sobs.

EXT. HOSPITAL – MOURNING

We can see the van parked across two parking places in the parking lot. We pan around and see a sign that reads Waverly Medical Center in big red bold letters.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Amy is lying silently in a hospital bed. The room doesn’t look like a regular hospital room but we can still tell that it is.

Ethan walks into view. He steps beside the bed and this time we see that Amy’s head is turned to the wall away from him.

Ethan takes a seat as – 




ETHAN


Amy?

Once he takes a seat, her head turns toward him. She has been crying.




AMY

Where’s everyone else?




ETHAN

Drew took Frankie and Charlie home, than he’s coming back to get me. But he’s keeping the van so he can be here until he has to go to work tomorrow afternoon.

Amy smiles slightly.




ETHAN


What did the doctor say?

Amy adjusts her head to where her eyes are looking blankly at the ceiling.




AMY


The baby’s dead.

Ethan thinks of the right thing to say --




ETHAN


I’m sorry.

Amy nearly cuts him off.




AMY


But he’s still inside me, 

Ethan.

A tear runs down her face.




AMY

It wasn’t a miscarriage that made me bleed, Ethan. They said that something ruptured inside me and I lost a lot of blood. It quit bleeding on its own.



(beat)

When they done an ultra-sound on the baby, they couldn’t get a  heart-beat.



(beat)

They said that… that the baby is wrapped in something and if they do surgery to get him out… it will kill me.

Ethan doesn’t know what to say, we can tell by his expression.




AMY


It could be up to two weeks from


now until they can do surgery.




ETHAN



(whisper)


Oh.

Another tear rolls from Amy’s eye.




AMY


It was that place, Ethan.

She looks him right in the eyes.




AMY


I know it was. Last night I saw


a little boy and he knew that I


was pregnant. Then he touched my


stomach and from that moment, I


could feel my baby slowly dieing.


It was the same little boy from


the stories.




ETHAN


Why didn’t you say anything?

She seems think about the question for a second, but never takes her eyes away from his.




AMY

I was scared.

She looks back at the ceiling.




AMY

The stories were true, Ethan.


But we didn’t believe them.




ETHAN


Amy…




AMY

And its still here. Whatever the fuck it is, it’s still with us all. It’s like a fucking virus.

It eats away at our minds.



ETHAN

How can you know all this?



AMY

It showed me. We’re all going to

die and there is nothing we can

do about it.

Ethan didn’t like her comment.

INT. VAN – 

Ethan is in the passenger seat while Drew is driving. There is no conversation between them and they look pretty uncomfortable.

Drew looks over at Ethan, who is staring out the passenger window. He decides to try to make some conversation.




DREW

Thanks for letting me borrow the van. And don’t worry I will get all the stuff we left and take it to my house.




ETHAN


Why?




DREW


Payment. For letting me borrow


your only car tonight.

Ethan nods.




ETHAN


Take Frankie up there with you.


You shouldn’t go alone.

Drew notices by Ethan’s body language that there is something on his mind.




DREW


She’s going to be alright, Ethan.




ETHAN


I know.



(BEAT)


It’s just something that she said.




DREW


What?

Ethan hesitates for a moment but then decides to ask his own question.




ETHAN


Did anything weird happen to you


last night?

Drew shakes his head no.




DREW


Nothing. I had a little nightmare,


but…

He trails off.




ETHAN


About what.




DREW

My grandpa. Mean old bastard. But its weird cause he died when I was ten and I haven’t had a nightmare about him since I was eleven. Then out of nowhere, I had one. 


(beat)

Weird, huh?




ETHAN



(slight whisper)


Yeah.

INT. HOUSE – 

The house is clean but there is a little clutter here and there. This place is really homey.

The front door comes open and Ethan walks in.

He looks around the place a little than drops his bag by the door.

He proceeds to walk over to the answering machine. 

He has no messages.

INT. SHOWER – 

Charlie runs her hands through her hair causing some shampoo to run out quickly down the side of her head.

We can tell that she is still shook up by what happened.

In the BG, we hear a dog barking.

INT. KITCHEN – 

Charlie walks into the kitchen, rubbing her hands through her wet hair. She strolls over to the refrigerator-freezer and opens it.

She proceeds to pull out a frozen dinner and toss into the microwave.

INT. LIVING ROOM – 

The room is dark except for the glare from the TV.

Charlie is sitting on her couch cross legged and holding her TV dinner.

She flips the channels on the TV and we hear a mixture of muffled voices.

She takes a bite of her food and realizes that its not as good as she hoped.

She sets the food next to her on an extra cushion and leans against the arm of the couch. Her eyes slowly begin to close. She fights to keep them open but it doesn’t work.

INT. BEDROOM – 

Ethan is sitting at his computer playing some game. We don’t see the game but he looks pretty involved. 

We notice that his hair is wet and he is dressed in pajama bottoms and a tee-shirt.

He lets out a sigh and clicks off the monitor. He proceeds to get out of the chair and walk out of the room.

We follow him half-way but we stop at his bed, which is made neatly.

A medium sized cross hangs by a neck-chain above his bed. Suddenly it slides off the nail that it was on and falls behind his headboard.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Drew walks into the room holding a can of pop and a small bag of chips.

He looks at Amy.

DREW’S POV: Amy is sleeping in her bed. She looks comfortable but her face is saddened.

Drew walks over to a chair placed beside the bed. He continues to sit his pop and chips on a table and takes a seat.

Drew looks at Amy for a second than takes her hand into his. He continues to look at her with sad eyes.

He lays his head on Amy’s bed.

INT. HALLWAY – 

The boy from earlier walks through the hallway slowly. His arms are folded and he has an expressionless face as he looks at the floor.

Suddenly he looks at us – 

SUDDEN CLOSE-UP: The boy’s face covered in blood.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM - 

Drew sets his head up quickly. He gently removes his hand from Amy’s as he rubs his sleepy eyes. He sets back into the chair.

He looks over at the doorway to see the boy (from Amy’s vision earlier) walk past slowly.

He doesn’t pay to much attention to this, since after all he is a hospital.

He looks over at Amy who is still sound asleep than he looks back at the door.

This time the boy is standing in the doorway looking at him. The boy raises a hand and waves at Drew.

Drew waves back, not sure what else to do.

Then the boy motions for Drew to follow him.

Drew doesn’t know what else to do, so he gets up and moves toward the doorway as the little boy moves slowly out of sight.

INT. LIVING ROOM – 

Charlie slowly opens her eyes and sits up on the couch. She looks over her clock.

It reads 4:15am.

INT. KITCHEN – 

Charlie walks into the kitchen and goes directly to the refrigerator. She opens the door and pulls out a half gallon of orange juice then she proceeds to get a small glass from a cabinet.

As she pours the juice into her glass – 




VOICE (os)


Charlie --

Charlie’s head jerks up. She is terrified by the voice.

We notice that her juice is beginning to spill over onto the counter.




VOICE (os)


Charlie --

Charlie spins around and lets the orange juice jug hit the floor.

INT. HALLWAY – 

Charlie walks through a darkened hallway, with a long, jagged knife in hand ready to strike.

INT. LIVING ROOM – 

Charlie walks into the room, cautiously.

She gets to the middle of the room when – 




VOICE (os)


Charlie --

Charlie spins around to see nothing.




VOICE (os)


There you are --

Charlie spins back around and this time she sees a tall man standing in her living room.

The man is about nineteen. His skin is deathly pale and he has dark circles under his eyes. Then we spot a needle hanging from an infected, nasty hole in his arm.




CHARLIE



(whisper)


Shawn?

They stare at each other. Charlie is getting tears in her eyes.




CHARLIE



(whisper)


Your not here. You can’t be.

She closes her eyes tightly. When she opens her eyes she sees Shawn standing right in front of her. Charlie SCREAMS!

INT. WEIRD ROOM – 

Drew steps out into a room that is not like any hospital anyone has ever seen. 

The room is dimly lit with what could be an old yellowish light. There are weird looking stuffed animals hanging from the walls by nooses and other things. The floor is covered in broken toys, ripped stuffed animals and old little boy clothes. We can see a small half size bed, with no sheet, a thin blanket and raggedy pillow, in the corner. This place is kind of creepy.




DREW


What is this?

The boy, who was walking to his bed, stops and turns back to Drew.




BOY


This is where I play.

Drew turns around and sees that there is no door where he came from. There is only a wall that is covered in stuffed animals, dirt and other various items.




DREW



(to himself)


What the fuck?




BOY


Don’t be scared.




DREW


What happened?




BOY

It got you. Now you’re here


with me.

Drew looks confused.




DREW


Did I die?

The boy shakes his head.




BOY


But it’s in your mind.




DREW


What?




BOY


It got inside your mind.

The boy gets on his bed and faces Drew.




BOY

It gets inside your head and finds


out what your scared of.




DREW


What’s IT?




BOY


You’ll see.

The boy looks at Drew with childish eyes.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Drew still has his head lying on Amy’s bed.

INT. WEIRD ROOM - 

The boy is still on his bed.

Drew looks around at the mutilated stuffed animals with disgust.




BOY


You don’t know you’re here.

Drew turns back to the boy, confused.




DREW


What? I’m right here? 




BOY


In the real world, you don’t know


that you are here. This is the


part of your mind that its got a


hold of.




DREW


This is just a dream.




BOY


This is it’s world. Once you’re


here, your gone.

Suddenly loud growling noise fills the room!

The boy tenses up and gets frightened quickly as Drew turns back to him.




DREW


What the hell was that?




BOY

It’s coming.




DREW


Well let me out.




BOY


I cant.




DREW

You fucking brought me here.

The boy just looks at Drew with scared eyes.

Drew looks around for an exit.

He turns back to the bed but - 

The little boy is gone!

Drew looks around the room for a way out, but there is nothing.

The growling noise seems to be coming from something in the room with Ethan.

Drew looks around the room frantically but there is no way out.




DREW


Help me!

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Amy gently twists her head to where Drew was sitting. He is not there now. She looks around the room but there is no sign of him. Then she spots the bathroom door open slightly. We can see that the bathroom light is on. 

She smiles with relief that he didn’t leave her.

She slowly gets out of bed, obviously still sore.

She makes her way to the bathroom slowly but with anticipation.




AMY

Drew?

As she walks to the door, she smiles at the thought of seeing him.

INT. BATHROOM – 

We only the get the bathroom door on the screen as it gently comes open.

Once the door is open, Amy gets a look of horror on her face!

We pan around to see Drew lying propped up on the toilet. He has a shard from the shattered mirror sticking out of his neck and blood is everywhere.

There is blood on the walls, the toilet, the sink and all over the floor.

Amy SCREAMS and runs from the room!

As we pan back around we see the words HELP ME written in blood on the wall across from the toilet.

INT. LIVING ROOM – CHARLIE’S DREAM

Shawn grabs Charlie’s shoulders as she backs up. Charlie’s foot catches onto the side of the couch and suddenly they both go to the floor.

Charlie SCREAMS and tries to squirm out from under him.

Suddenly blood is shot all over Charlie. It covers her face, neck and most of her chest.

As Charlie SCREAMS, we see that the blood is coming from Shawn’s mouth!

Charlie tries to get out from under Shawn but its useless to try.




CHARLIE


Help me!

INT. LIVING ROOM – MOURNING

Charlie’s head jerks up off the couch quickly.

The living room is barely lit from the light outside.

She slowly adjusts her eyes and notices that it is mourning. As she sets up she notices that the television is still on with nothing on the air but static. She reaches for the remote and almost clicks it off when – 

A REPORTER comes on the TV. We notice that she is standing at the entrance to Thunder Hills.




REPORTER

Local teenager, Ingrid Summers, was found dead this mourning at Thunder Hills. The body was found after a friend of the victims went to the police and told them that his friend hadn’t came home from a trip to the infamous grounds two days before. There is no official death report released as of yet but the sheriff has said that the apparent cause of death was suicide.

(In the middle of her last dialogue, a picture of Ingrid Summers comes on the television screen.)



CHARLIE

Oh my god.




REPORTER


Last night, another apparent suicide


victim was found. This time the body


was found at Waverly Hospital.

This defiantly gets Charlie’s attention.




REPORTER



(cont)

The body of twenty year old Drew Whale was found last night at approximately 12:30am by his girlfriend Amy Crane who is a patient at the Waverly Hospital.

Amy has her hands covering her mouth as if holding back a gasp. She gets up off the couch and leaves the room as we hear –




REPORTER (OS)



(cont)

This isn’t the first time that mass suicides have been reported in the town of Waverly, Kentucky.

INT. HOSPITAL – 

Charlie walks down a long hallway cautiously. She rounds a small wall and meets a door.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

The door comes open slowly and Charlie peeks her head in.

This room is slightly different than the last one that Amy had. It is basically the same shape but there is different furniture and the arrangements are different.

Amy is lying on her bed with a tear stained face. She looks as though more tears are going to roll out of her eyes any second.

Charlie walks in and moves toward the bed.




CHARLIE


Amy?

Amy doesn’t respond for a few seconds until – 




AMY


He’s dead Charlie.




CHARLIE


I know.




AMY


The police questioned me.



(beat)


They treated me like I was a


fucking murderer, Charlie.

Charlie sits down at the foot of the bed.




AMY


Where’s Ethan?




CHARLIE


Home. I guess.




AMY


Does he know.

Charlie shakes her head.




AMY


Someone should tell him.

Charlie nods.




CHARLIE


I will. I just didn’t think


about it.

They share a brief silence.




AMY

Something killed him, Charlie.




CHARLIE


They said that it was a 


suicide.

Amy turns her head to look at Charlie.




AMY


Why would he kill himself, Charlie.




CHARLIE


I don’t know but…




AMY


You didn’t see what it was like


in that bathroom.



(beat)


He wrote ‘help me’ on the wall.


He was scared.




CHARLIE


Maybe it was just a really morbid


suicide note, Amy. People who have


committed suicide have been known


to write some pretty crazy stuff


before – - they do it.




AMY


It wasn’t like that.

Amy goes quiet after her last comment and the tears fall from her eyes.




AMY


Has anything strange happened to you


recently?




CHARLIE


What do you mean?




AMY


Have you been having nightmares or…


seeing shit recently?

Charlie knows where she is going with this and isn’t sure if she should answer that question.




AMY


Have you?




CHARLIE


Yeah.




AMY


So have I.




CHARLIE


It doesn’t mean anything. We


are on edge after what happened.




AMY


It started before that. It started


the first night we were at Thunder


Hills. Didn’t it?




CHARLIE


What are you saying?

A tear falls from Amy’s eye.




AMY


The stories that we heard about that


place were true, Charlie. All of them.




CHARLIE

Those are just stories made up


by - - 




AMY


Every since the first night we were


there I have been seeing shit. Shit


that I know cant possibly be there.


So have you. I bet Ethan is too. And


Frankie.



(beat)


And I know that’s why Drew is dead now.

Charlie has no comment but we can tell by her expression that she is taking to heart what Charlie is saying.

BLACK SCREEN – 

Over the black screen we hear the loud sounds of knocking.

INT. BEDROOM – 

Ethan, who is lying in his bed, opens his eyes.

He listens for a minute than we hear – 

A LOUD knocking at his front door.

He gets out bed quickly.

INT. LIVING ROOM – 

Ethan walks to the front door. He is trying to move quickly but we can tell that he has just gotten up.

He opens the door and we see – 

A slightly distraught Charlie standing there, facing him.

INT. KITCHEN – 

Charlie is sitting at the table with her head in her hands as Ethan pours some coffee into two coffee cups.

He sets one cup in front of Charlie and proceeds to take a seat next across from her.




CHARLIE


You should have heard how she was


talking, Ethan.



(beat)


I wish you would have been there.




ETHAN


I would have been but - - 

Charlie shoots him a “this is not the time” look.




CHARLIE


The police said that is was really


bad. 



(beat)

Did you know that were another 

suicide?

Ethan sips his coffee.




ETHAN


No. Who was it?




CHARLIE


A local girl. Ingrid Summers. She was


found this mourning at Thunder Hills.


They think that her body was their


for three days before she was found.

Ethan seems somber for a moment than it hits him.




ETHAN


She was there while we were.

Charlie nods.




CHARLIE


Most likely.




ETHAN


Fuck.

They are quiet for a moment while they each take a sip of their coffee.




CHARLIE


Maybe Amy’s right.




ETHAN


About what?




CHARLIE


About something haunting us. Something


that came from Thunder Hills.




ETHAN


I doubt it.




CHARLIE


But what if the stories that we


heard from everyone in town were


true? What if something in that


place does haunt the people who


are there by using their fears


against them.




ETHAN


Sounds a little to much like a


horror film to me.

Ethan notices that he is not saying what Charlie wants to hear and hesitates for a moment. He’s not sure if he wants to even indulge in this conversation.




CHARLIE


Pretend that there is some truth


to what Amy is saying.




ETHAN


Than that would be fucked up.

Charlie was hoping for something else. She hangs her head a little and sighs as if she was let down.




ETHAN


Okay. Lets say that you are right.


What would be the motivation behind


this ghost. Why would it use our fears


against us?




CHARLIE


I actually done a little research on


the place. Did you know that in the


old hospital they used to practice


behavior therapy.




ETHAN


What’s that?




CHARLIE

It’s where a patient is forced to


face their greatest fear until they


are supposedly cured of it.



(beat)


I also read that a six year old boy,


who suffered tons of phobia’s, died there


during one of the sessions.




ETHAN


I thought that the hospital only


treated Tuberculosis.




CHARLIE


Nope.




ETHAN


Damn. I kind of wish that I had


known that before. It would have


been great in the documentary.

Ethan takes to heart what she has said but tries to cover it up.




CHARLIE


Kind of ties into the legend doesn’t


it?




ETHAN


That’s probably the same story that


got the legend of Thunder Hills


started in the first place.




CHARLIE


Maybe. But what could explain what


we have all been experiencing.



(beat)


Have you been seeing shit or having


nightmares?




ETHAN

I cant believe we are having this conversation. Its crazy.




CHARLIE


Have you?

Ethan pauses for a moment.




ETHAN


Yeah, but I’m a fucked up person. 

So I have a reason.




CHARLIE


Well than what explains the rest of


us?




ETHAN


Stress, lack of sleep - - 

He looks at his coffee cup.




ETHAN



(cont)


Too much caffeine! Or maybe we’re all


just fucked up.



(beat)


But look at we have all been through


Charlie. Its no wonder that we would


go to Thunder Hills, after hearing the


stories, and get a little freaked.




CHARLIE


I think she’s right though. I


cant help it.




ETHAN

I don’t think she is. I think that kid at Thunder Hills was probably drunk and decided to scare the shit out of some people and didn’t think things out too clearly. You have to admit that we done some crazy shit when we were drunk.




CHARLIE


None of us committed suicide.




ETHAN

No but I remember jumping off a  two story house and then you jumping off to save me.

Charlie doesn’t know what to say until - 




CHARLIE


What about Drew?




ETHAN


He found out that his girlfriend


had cheated on him and was pregnant.




CHARLIE


Someone doesn’t commit suicide over


that.




ETHAN


Well maybe there was something else


going on that we didn’t know about?

They set quietly for a moment.

Ethan gets up to put his cup in the sink.

Charlie follows his lead in standing up.




CHARLIE


I got to go.




ETHAN


I’m sorry that I’m not buying


into this.




CHARLIE


I’m going to go see Frankie.




ETHAN


Okay.




CHARLIE


Are you going to see Amy


later?




ETHAN


Yeah. My vans still there too


so I need to pick it up 


anyhow.

She puts her purse on her shoulder.




CHARLIE


Alright.

Charlie exits the room.

Ethan is thinking hard about the conversation that they have just had.

INT. CAR – 

Charlie is driving the car intently down a back road as she holds a cell-phone to her ear.

We hear RINGING off-screen. Then we hear – 




FRANKIE (os)


Hey, this is Frankie. I cant


come to the phone - - 

Charlie clicks the phone off and tosses it into the passenger seat.




CHARLIE



(almost a whisper)


Damn it.

EXT. ROAD – 

Charlie’s car rounds a sharp curve that is surrounded by thick woods. This road is really creepy in it’s own way.

INT. DRIVEWAY – 

Charlie’s car pulls into a driveway and comes to a stop.

Charlie steps out of the car and looks at the house.

INT. HOSPITAL – 

Ethan walks down the long hallway from before. He isn’t sure what he is doing but we can tell that he is determined.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Ethan walks into Amy’s room and looks around.

Amy is not in her bed.

Ethan notices a notebook lying on her night table. Before he walks over to it, he peeks out the door, looking to see if someone is coming.

He walks over toward the night table. He doesn’t pick up the book instantly instead he sets down on the bed. He looks at the book for a moment then picks it up.

He opens the book. The book starts out pretty normal (Amy’s name, some poems, a couple haikus, etc.). After he turns the fourth page we see THUNDER HILLS written in big red letters. Below that we see the words HELLS PLAYGROUND written the same way that THUNDER HILLS is, just smaller.

He turns the pages and we see little sentences that say things like – we’re all going to die, death is all around us, welcome to hells playground, etc.




VOICE (os)


Can I help you?

Ethan jumps and his head turns toward the doorway.

We see a woman is her mid-thirties standing there. She is dressed in a nurse’s uniform.




NURSE


Can I help you?

Ethan sits the book back on the table and stands up.




ETHAN


I’m looking for Amy Crane.




NURSE


She is having tests run at the


time. It could take awhile.




ETHAN


Okay.




NURSE


You can wait in the waiting


room, if you like.




ETHAN


That’s fine. Just tell her


Ethan was here.

Ethan heads toward the exit.




NURSE


Are you Ethan Hooper?




ETHAN


Yeah.

The nurse reaches into her pocket and pulls out a set of car keys. She extends them to Ethan.




NURSE


She wanted me to give these to


you if you came by.




ETHAN


Thanks.

He takes the keys.

The Nurse watches as he leaves.

EXT. HOUSE – AFTERNOON

Charlie walks up to the house and looks at the front door for a moment.

She moves her hand to the screen door and knocks.

There is no answer so she knocks again.




CHARLIE


Frankie?

Charlie twists the door knob and opens it a little.




CHARLIE


Frankie?

She opens the door a little more and walks in a little bit. She is being very cautious.

INT. HOUSE – LIVING ROOM – 

Charlie steps into the house. She looks around and we see that there is no sign of Frankie.




CHARLIE


Frankie.

Charlie walks in a little bit more and suddenly gets hit with a strong odor.




CHARLIE



(whisper)


Fuck.

She moves around a little, the whole way she looks around for any sign that may point to where Frankie is.




CHARLIE


Frankie!

Charlie looks up a set of stairs. At the top there are two bedroom doors. One door is open all the way and the other is only open slightly.

INT. STAIRCASE – 

Charlie walks up the stairs, still holding her hand to her nose and mouth.

INT. UPSTAIRS FOYER – 

Charlie steps off the stairs and looks at the door that is open very little.

INT. BEDROOM – 

The bedroom door comes open gently and we see Charlie standing there.

We can tell, by her expression, that the smell has gotten worse.




CHARLIE



(whisper)


Jesus.

She steps into the room slowly. We can tell that she has an idea of what the smell is but she holds back the thoughts.

Charlie walks past a bulletin board that has numerous pictures of the group pinned to it. There are also pictures of Frankie and her mom together.

The bed in the corner still looks slept in. We notice that the lamp, which was next to the bed, has been knocked to the floor.

Charlie goes to walk back out of the room but something on the side catches her eye.

CHARLIE’S POV: There is the shadow of something swinging in the closet. The dark shadow is being cast on a dresser that is placed in the closet.

Charlie slowly turns and moves awkwardly toward the closet.




CHARLIE


Frankie?

She moves a little closer.

INT. CLOSET – 

Charlie steps into the closet doorway.

She sees something that shocks and disturbs her. She covers her mouth and backs into the door frame.

We PAN around to see Frankie hanging from the center of the closet. Her skin is pale and she looks horrified. A lamp, which has fallen over and the shade has slid off, is illuminating her which casts the shadow on the dresser.




CHARLIE


Oh God. Fuck.

She backs out of the closet slowly, still holding her breath.

INT. VAN – 

Ethan is driving the car but we can tell that there is something else on his mind.

In the passenger side seat we see a folder that is labeled ‘The Legend of Thunder Hills.’

EXT. ROAD – EARLY EVENING

We stay on the van and follow it around with a pan as it rounds a corner.

We stop on the Thunder Hills entrance sign.

INT. THUNDER HILLS – EARLY EVENING

The van goes past a small wooded area and then the small picnic area where we seen the cooler earlier.

The van stops on the side of the gravel road, next to the picnic area and Ethan steps out.

INT. PICNIC AREA – 

We see a strip of Police tape that is hanging from a nearby tree.

Ethan walks toward the TREE.

ETHAN’S POV: The tape is blowing in the wind and then we notice that there is some blood stained on the tree trunk.

FLASH CUT:

A female teen is leaning against the tree. She has several small cuts on her face and her wrist is slit. She  looks horrified.

FLASH CUT:

Ethan steps away from the tree and walks toward the cliff.

As he stands on the cliff he looks around. Eyeing the water, the surrounding trees, everything.

INT. CAMPSITE – 

The campsite is the same one that the group had earlier. But now everything is bare.

Ethan steps off the staircase and looks around. He walks into the campsite a little more and continues to look around.

Nothing seems out of the ordinary. Everything is exactly what you would expect to see in an empty campsite.

Ethan’s wondering eyes stop on something.

We pan around and see the same trail that he was on in the dream he had the first night at Thunder Hills.

INT. TRAIL – 

Ethan walks along the trail. Everything looks the way it should for a trail that hasn’t been used for years. There are abundant amounts of underbrush and a couple fallen down trees.

INT. CLEARING – 

Ethan steps into the clearing and looks around.

The same tree that Charlie was sitting next to in his dream is standing, eerily, in the middle of clearing.

He walks toward the tree, not sure what he is actually doing here but he can’t help himself. He has to wonder if there is really something going on in this place.

Ethan makes it up to the tree and looks around at the surrounding woods. Everything looks normal until something, in the distance, catches his eye.

INT. WOODS – 

As Ethan walks past trees and underbrush, we can see the tree and the clearing in the BG.

Ethan suddenly stops and looks past the camera, wide eyed.

PAN: There is a small concrete building sitting right in front of him. There is no door on the building and we can see a small, empty window on the side.

INT. BUILDING – 

Ethan walks toward the entrance of the building.

He peeks his head into the doorway and looks around to make sure its safe. 

EXT. BUILDING - 

The little building is kind of dark, so he reaches into his jacket pocket and pulls out his set of keys, which has a small flashlight attached to them. 

He turns the light on and scans the room.

Everything looks the way it should for a little building that hasn’t been cleaned or used for years.

Suddenly he backtracks the light. 

The light beam stops on an engraving in the wall.

INT. BUILDING – 

Ethan slips his satchel off his shoulder and sets it on the ground in front of the building.

He has to hunch over slightly to fit into the building but he manages.

He moves to the wall and brushes away some dust and dirt.

The engraving reads “Lei morirà.” Ethan looks at the marking for a moment and than remembers the same words from the restroom.

Ethan turns and walks out of the building.

EXT. BUILDING – 

Ethan opens his satchel and pulls out a small digital camera. 

He moves back up to the doorway with camera in hand but this time there is a figure in the doorway with an arm extended toward Ethan. The figure is the ghost of the female teenager that was found dead earlier that day.

Ethan SCREAMS and jumps, which causes him to fall backward.

CLOSE-UP: Ethan has his eyes closed from hitting the ground. He opens them quickly and then suddenly jumps from the ground.

INT. ROOM – 

Ethan is now standing in a circular room.

We pan around the room. The walls are solid black and really dirty. We also see that there are ten doorways in the room that lead into tunnels. These are the tunnels that ran under the hospital.

Ethan is completely shook up as he jerks his head from one side of the room to another.

Ethan takes a couple steps toward one of the tunnel entrances. He tries to peer into it but its to dark.

He turns to look into the next tunnel.

This time he sees the dead girl, from inside the building, staring at him. She is standing in entrance way to one of the tunnels.

Ethan is scared but he tries to control it.




ETHAN


Who are you?

He doesn’t get a response.




ETHAN



(loud)


Who are you?

The girl just continues to stare straight ahead. She appears to be looking behind him.

Ethan takes a couple steps toward her.




ETHAN


What do you want?

Ethan gets closer to her and she suddenly adjusts her head to look him the eyes which causes him to jump.

She then extends her arm out toward Ethan and points behind him.

Ethan follows the direction of her hand to see that she is pointing down a tunnel.

He turns his head back to her but she is gone. Now, instead of her, the dead man (from Ethan’s dreams) is standing in the entrance way.




ETHAN



(confused whisper)


Dad?

The man extends his arm with force, obviously trying to hit Ethan.

Ethan jumps back and hits the floor. He doesn’t get back up – instead he half crawls, half scoots farther away.

Ethan turns back around and instantly the man grabs him by the throat and pulls him to his feet. Ethan struggles to get his fathers hands off his throat but its useless.

The man pulls Ethan’s face closer to his and they glare at each other for a moment.




ETHAN



(terrified)


What do you want?

The man smiles slightly and twists Ethan’s head to the left.

Ethan’s EYE’S grow wide.

ETHAN’S POV: We see Ethan nailed to a cross that is leaning against the far wall. He is bloody and he looks beaten. After a second we realize that he is dead.

Ethan has tears welling up in his eyes out of fear.

The man leans in and – 




MAN



(whisper)


Bad boys must be punished.

The man tries to move Ethan toward the cross but Ethan fights him. He hits the mans arm, and anywhere else he can, while at the same time pulling away.

Ethan slips out from under the man’s grip and backs a step away, still fighting, when – 

Ethan backs into a tree, still fighting.

INT. WOODS – 

Ethan is back on top of ground by the building!

It takes him a second to realize this, but when he does he grabs his bag and takes off running.

INT. HOSPITAL – 

Amy is lying in her bed. She is staring blankly out of a window.

The nurse walks into the room and moves to Amy’s side.




NURSE


How are you feeling?

Amy adjusts her head to see the nurse.




AMY


A little nauseous.




NURSE


That’s normal after the tests.

The nurse pulls a blood pressure cup out of her front pocket.




NURSE


This will only take a minute.

They are quiet for a moment as the nurse takes Amy’s blood pressure.




AMY


Do you know anything about


Thunder Hills?




NURSE

Not really. Just that my grandmother worked in the old hospital that used to be there.

Amy just looks at the nurse.




NURSE


Why do you ask?




AMY



(lying)


No reason.

The nurse slides the blood pressure cup off Amy’s arm.




NURSE


Blood pressures normal. Everything


is going good.



(beat)


You may be able to go home soon.

The nurse turns to leave, but, suddenly turns back to Amy.




NURSE


Your friend, Ethan, was here.




AMY


When?




NURSE


About an hour ago. I gave him


the keys like you asked.




AMY


Thanks.

The nurse smiles and leaves the room.

Amy twists her head back to the window.

INT. LIVING ROOM – 

Charlie is sitting on her couch looking at the television with blank eyes. She is sitting in a tight position. We can tell that she is disturbed by finding Frankie like she did.

The cordless phone resting on the couch cushion next to her suddenly rings, distracting her from her thoughts.

Charlie reaches for the phone slowly, then answers it.




CHARLIE


Hello?




ETHAN


Charlie? 



(beat)

I believe you.

(Intercut as necessary with Ethan driving his car down a back road.)

Charlie is relieved that Ethan finally believes her.

She thinks of a proper way to say this next line but instead it just comes out.




CHARLIE


Frankie’s dead.




ETHAN


What? What happened?

It takes her second to get the next line out as tears well up in her eyes.




CHARLIE


She hung herself.




ETHAN


What the hell is going on.




CHARLIE


I – I don’t know.

There is a moment of silence as Ethan thinks of something.




ETHAN

I have to stop at the house then
I’m going to go see Amy.




CHARLIE


Why?




ETHAN


She seems to know more about


it than anyone else.

There is a silence between them.




ETHAN


Be careful, Charlie.

They are both quiet for a moment.

Finally Ethan hangs up and sets the phone in the passenger seat.

INT. BATHROOM – 

Charlie walks into the bathroom and looks in the mirror. She doesn’t seem to like the person staring back at her. We can tell that she has been crying a lot and there is an uncomfortable feel about her.

She steps away from the mirror and pulls her shirt over her head.

EXT. CHURCH PARKING LOT – EVENING

We see Ethan’s car parked closed to the church. He is taking up to parking spaces but the rest of the lot is empty so it doesn’t really matter.

INT. CAR – 

Ethan is sitting in his car, smoking a cigarette. He doesn’t seem too happy about being at a church.

As we stare at him a little longer, we can tell that something deeper than just the church is bothering him.

He takes and draw off his cigarette and exhales slowly. The suddenly he opens the door and steps out.

EXT. PARKING LOT – 

Ethan walks slowly toward the church as if dreading it for some reason.

He gets to the doors and it takes him a second to reach for the handle but he does and pulls the door open.

INT. CHURCH – 

Ethan walks into the church which appears completely empty.

Than we notice that there is a female sitting in the front row.

The woman hears Ethan walk in and immediately turns around to look at him. We notice that it’s the reporter from earlier. She has been crying heavily.

She and Ethan stare at each other for a moment before she gets up and begins to walk toward him.

He watches her the entire time.

She makes her way past him and goes out the same door Ethan came through.

Ethan turns his attention back on the rest of the church and takes a deep breath.

Ethan walks down the long path between the numerous rows of seats. He looks very uneasy the entire time.

He doesn’t stop until he has made it to a large crucifix hung a wall at the head of the church.

Ethan eyes the image for a few seconds and we can see that he has tears welling up in his eyes.

Suddenly he kneels down and gets into praying position.




ETHAN




(whisper)


Please forgive me father for I


have sinned. I’m – 

Suddenly he is cut off by – 




MALE VOICE (OS)


Can I help you?

This voice startles Ethan causes him to spin around and land on his butt.

The voice is coming from a preacher.




PREACHER


Can I help you, son?




ETHAN


N…No.

Ethan gets back on his feet and walks quickly toward the exit.

The preacher watches him leave the building quickly.

INT. DRIVEWAY – EVENING

There is already a car sitting in the driveway when Ethan pulls his car in.

He parks his car half-way in the driveway and half-way in the grass.

He steps out of his car just as a woman in her mid-thirties steps out of the other car.




ETHAN


Claire, I’m sorry I’ve been


so busy.

The older woman stands next to her car door after she closes it.




CLAIRE


How you can forget getting


your sisters tonight is beyond


me.

Ethan is slightly struck by this woman’s rudeness.




ETHAN


Well, thanks for waiting.

She steps closet to Ethan.




CLAIRE


Can we speak for a moment?




ETHAN


Sure.




CLAIRE


I know that this is a hard time


for you.

Ethan nods.




CLAIRE (cont)

It’s also a hard time for your sisters. They love you Ethan. But when you are hardly even there for them, it makes it harder.




ETHAN


I am there for them. They know


that.




CLAIRE


I’m sure they do. But we all know


that you can do more.




ETHAN


What more can I do when I only get


them for one night, every two weeks?




CLAIRE


Chris and I would let you see the


girls anytime you wanted.

Ethan nods to keep from starting an argument.

She is quiet for a moment.




CLAIRE


How are things going?




ETHAN


Better.

Ethan looks into her car, from a distance, and doesn’t see anything in the backseat. There is nothing in the passenger seat either.




ETHAN


Where are my sisters?

Claire sighs.




ETHAN


Where are they?




CLAIRE


I took them home. Chris is with


them.




ETHAN


So now your not letting me see


them?




CLAIRE


Not tonight. We set here for three


hours so I took them home. I will


bring them back tomorrow.

Ethan looks as though he is about to cry. Or go off one.




ETHAN


They are all I have, Claire.




CLAIRE


I know that.

He seems to think of what to say to her.




ETHAN


I got to go.

He turns and leaves Claire standing.




CLAIRE


I’ll be back at noon tomorrow.

Ethan just walks on toward the house.

INT. BEDROOM – 

Charlie walks into the bedroom dressed in a night outfit and her hair is wet.

She continues to her bed, which is neatly made. The whole room is neatly done. Nothing is out of place.

She moves around her bed to a nightstand where a lamp and numerous books sit. She picks up a book and looks at the cover when – 

The LIGHTS suddenly go out.

This startles Charlie causing her to spin around.

INT. HALLWAY – 

Charlie walks down the dark hallway with a flashlight. Her eyes are scanning every part of the hallway but she keeps her light on the floor in front of her.

INT. STAIRWAY – 

The screen is black until Charlie opens a door and shines the light down the stares. She slowly steps onto the stairs and proceeds down them.

EXT. SMALL ROOM – 

Charlie comes into the room and scans her light along a wall until she finds a fuse box. She walks slowly to it, trying not to trip over the many boxes that are placed on the floor all over the room.

She reaches the fuse box and opens the thin metal door. She scans through the box and finds the appropriate switch. She flips it twice and the lights come back on. She turns off her flashlight and shuts the door.

She turns and takes a couple steps away from the fuse box when the LIGHTS go out again!




CHARLIE



(whisper)


Fuck.

She turns back on her flashlight and turns back to the box.

She opens the thin metal door again. She flips the switch again and the lights come back on.

She grabs the thin metal door and begins to close it when she sees the dead and decaying Shawn standing behind it. He is smiling at her very mischievously.

Charlie SCREAMS and backs into a stack of five large boxes behind her. The boxes tumble over and her legs catch on the bottom box causing her to fall to the floor.

She jerks her head around but Shawn is not there anymore. She shifts her head around the room quickly but he isn’t anywhere to be found.

She spots a baseball bat that is lying on the floor next to her. It came out of a box that has popped open.

INT. STAIRWAY – 

Charlie backs up the stair case with her baseball bat in swinging position. The whole time she watches for any sign of Shawn.

Suddenly the SHADOW of a person is cast across the bottom of the staircase.

Charlie holds back a SCREAM and opens the door quickly.

INT. HALLWAY – 

Charlie comes off the stairs and shuts the door, trying to be quiet.

She turns to move to the front door but SHAWN is standing in front of the door.

Charlie GASPS!

Shawn extends a hand.




SHAWN


Come with me.

She spins around and runs down the hallway.

INT. KITCHEN – 

Charlie runs through the kitchen.

On her way to the sliding door she grabs a knife from the table quickly.

INT. DECK – NIGHT

Charlie slides the door open quickly, runs out and shuts it behind her.

She runs around the deck, which goes around the back of the house.

She begins to pass a window but something catches her eye.

CHARLIE’S POV: Through the kitchen window, we can see that Shawn is walking through the kitchen. He walks very stiffly. Suddenly he stops and looks at Charlie through the window and smiles. Then the LIGHTS go off again.

Charlie gasps and moves to the other side of the window quickly.

She turns her head around to look behind her and we see a shadow being cast across the deck. It’s the shadow of a man walking, ready to round the corner to see Charlie.

Charlie looks around and sees nothing to help her.




CHARLIE



(whisper)


Fuck.

Suddenly she drops to the deck floor and crawls under a patio table.

INT. UNDER TABLE – 

Charlie watches with horror as Shawn comes around the corner and proceeds toward the table.

Shawn begins to walk past the table but stops.

Charlie freaks out a little and scoots back on the edge of the deck.

Everything is calm for a second until Shawn ducks his head down and looks at Charlie.




SHAWN

Stay with me.

Charlie SCREAMS and swings the knife at his face. She swings a little too hard and the force causes her to fall back.

INT. BACKYARD – 

Charlie falls off the deck and hits the ground hard. Now we can see how high the deck really is. It’s about as high as a one story house. 

The camera stays on the deck for a few seconds.

We focus on Charlie’s face for a second and watch as her expression changes from trying comprehend what just happened to extreme pain.

We pull back to see that knife she was holding has been embedded into her side half way. She looks down and notices this too. 

She looks around and sees Shawn walking across the backyard toward her.

Charlie reaches down and pulls the knife out of her side. She SCREAMS until the knife is all the way out.

She tries to get on her feet to run but she falls back to the ground. She has trouble standing on her left leg.

Shawn is still coming toward her.

Charlie begins to crawl through the backyard, trying to get away, but Shawn is moving quicker than her.

Charlie’s movements begin to slow down and she begins to lose her breath. We can see that she is losing a lot of blood from her side.

Suddenly she falls to the ground, motionless, except for the rapid movement of her trying to breathe.

Her breathing stops as she slowly dies.

We PAN up and around to see the whole backyard. Shawn isn’t anywhere. Everything seems normal.

On the side of the screen we can see the kitchen window is still dark. But, all of a sudden, the lights come back on.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Amy is sitting on her bed, Indian style. As we get closer we see that she has several tarot cards in front of her.

She lays out one more.

INT. BEDROOM – 

Ethan walks into his bedroom and throws his bag on his bed.

He looks around the room and finally sits down next to his bag.

He cups his face in his hands and rubs his eyes.




ETHAN




(to himself)


Fuck.

Suddenly his phone rings!

He reaches for it and puts the receiver to his ear.




ETHAN


Hello?

The only noise coming from the other end is the sound of loud sobbing.




ETHAN


Who is this?




VOICE

Ethan. I’m so scared.

Ethan is shocked by the voice on the other end.




ETHAN


Frankie?




VOICE


Help me.




ETHAN


What’s wrong?

The loud sobbing on the other end comes to a sudden stop. The other person has hung up the phone.

INT. KITCHEN – 

Ethan walks into his kitchen and seems to contemplate something.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Amy is still sitting in the same position. She sets out one more card and looks over the layout in front of her.




AMY



(whisper)


Oh god.

We pan up and around her and see that the layout that she sees means death.

EXT. HOUSE – NIGHT

Ethan walks out of his house and heads toward his van.

INT. VAN – 

Ethan jumps into the driver’s seat and immediately starts the car and pulls out of his driveway.









FADE OUT:

EXT. FRANKIE’S HOUSE – 

Ethan pulls into Frankie’s driveway.

INT. VAN – 

Ethan seems to contemplate whether or not he wants to go in. He sets there for a few seconds when - 

EXT. FRONT YARD – 

He steps out of his van slowly and walks toward the house.

He makes his way up to the front porch and lightly knocks on the front door.

There is no answer.

INT. HOUSE – 

Ethan opens the front door slightly. He scans the room with his eyes.

He takes a step in and looks around the living room more.




ETHAN


Frankie?

Ethan walks into the room a little further and shuts the door behind him.

INT. KITCHEN – 

Ethan walks into the kitchen and looks around the room. Nothing seems out of place.

He continues over to the stove and looks into a skillet. There is something long and burnt in the center.




VOICE (OS)


Ethan.

Ethan spins around to the direction of the voice.

There is nothing there.

INT. LIVING ROOM – 

Ethan walks into the living room cautiously. There seems to be nothing out of the ordinary.




VOICE (OS)


Ethan.

Suddenly all the lights go out leaving us to see only black!




ETHAN


Shit!

We hear Ethan run across the room and grab the door handle. We can hear him frantically trying to open the door but it wont seem to budge.




VOICE (OS)


Ethan.

Ethan spins around and puts his back to the door. We can hear his heavy breathing.




VOICE (OS)


I can see you.



(beat)


I can hear you.

Ethan’s breathing becomes harder.




ETHAN


What... What do you want!




VOICE (OS)


I’m getting closer.




ETHAN


What do you want?




VOICE (OS)


Getting closer.

Ethan reaches into his pocket and pulls out a lighter. He strikes the lighter to only get sparks. Than he finally gets it.

Just as the flame comes up we see Ethan’s dad two inches from Ethan’s face.

Ethan SCREAMS and the light goes out.

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Amy slides the cards into one pile and scoops them into her hand. She puts them back with the rest of the deck and sets them on the bedside table.

She crawls off the bed and is ready to head to the bathroom when she notices a bloody spot on the bed.

She gets a little scared and - - 




AMY


Nurse!

She turns to the doorway.




AMY


Nurse!

There is no answer so she moves, at steady pace that shows us that she is sore, to the doorway.

INT. ROOM – 

Amy steps out of her room with strong unease. The expression on her face tells us that she is confused by something that she sees.

We PAN around and see that Amy is standing in the center of an open room. In one corner of the open room stands, what appears to be, a young woman with her back to us.

Amy takes a few steps closer. She looks around and everything looks dirty and completely empty. Not what a hospital should look like.




AMY


What’s going on?

There is no response.




AMY

Hello?

Amy takes a few steps close just as the young woman turns around.

The young woman is AMY! Only she looks worn and lost.

Amy is in shock to see this. Than she notices that “Amy” is holding a baby which is wrapped in a red blanket.

The baby seems happy and is giggling slightly.

Amy doesn’t know what to do.

Suddenly “Amy” holds the baby out, as if trying to hand her to Amy. We can see that “Amy” has tears streaming from her face.

Amy doesn’t know what to do when suddenly – 

“Amy” lets the baby fall from her arms!




AMY

No!

Amy runs to the baby’s aid!

She rests her hands on the child when she notices that the fake “Amy” has vanished!

Amy continues to pick the baby which is still covered in the red sheet. She baby is crying very hard so Amy begins to sooth the baby by rubbing its back as she looks around the room for “Amy”.




AMY




(to the Baby)


It’s okay. Ssshhh.

“Amy” is no where to be seen in the room so Amy directs her attention to the baby, who has the blanket covering its head.

Amy reaches for the blanket and pulls it off the baby’s head.

The baby’s appearance is now very frightening and it has a smile on its face. We can see that the baby has two sets of horns growing from its head and has several pointy teeth coming from its mouth. There are also several visible veins on the baby’s baby.

Amy SCREAMS! and drops the baby to the floor.

Suddenly the room fills with a demonic laughter which is obviously coming from the baby.


Amy backs into her room, never taking her eyes off the child until - 

INT. HALLWAY – 

She steps out of the room and into something much darker.

AMY’S POV: The entire hallway is covered in blood. What’s worse is the blood has chunks in it and is dripping from the walls and the ceiling.

Amy looks around and then turns back to go inside her room but she bumps into a wall. Her door is gone!

She turns back to the hallway and she the little boy sitting in the far corner, rocking back and forth.




AMY


What happened?

The boy doesn’t answer her, he just continues to rock back and forth.

Amy takes a couple steps closer toward him.




AMY


What the hell happened?

The boy slowly turns his head to see her. He stares at her for a second than - - 




BOY


I’m sorry.

Amy looks for confused for a second.

Suddenly a loud growling noise comes from the other end of the hallway.

Amy jumps and her head spins to the source of the noise.

She turns her head back to the little boy, who is now gone.

The loud growling noise is heard again. This time something begins to run toward Amy.

Amy runs toward a door at the opposite end of the hallway and struggles to push it open.

Suddenly the door flies open just before, whatever is coming after her is able to reach her.

INT. DARK ROOM – 

Amy slams the door shut and turns around. We can tell that she doesn’t know where she is.

The “something” hits the door hard causing Amy to spin around. The door is hit repeatedly.




AMY



(screaming)


What do you want?

Suddenly it stops.

Amy turns around and looks at her surrounding. We pan around and see that she is in the center room where all the tunnels at Thunder Hills meet.

She walks a little further into the center of the room and looks around.

She is focused on her surroundings for a second until - - 




BOY (OS)


It’s almost over.

Amy spins around and sees the little boy standing behind her.

She is confused about whether or not the little boy is evil.




AMY


Why are you doing this?




BOY

I can’t help it.

There is a brief silence.




AMY


I want to go back. I want


you to leave me and my friends


alone.

The boy smiles at her. He looks very evil and takes a few steps toward her.




AMY


Am I going to die?

The boy shakes his head.

He reaches his hand out and touches Amy’s stomach.

Amy is scared at first but then she is hit with a strong pain that causes her to grab her stomach and drop to her knees.

Amy doubles over and struggles to catch her breath for a moment than she lets out a scream!

INT. HOSPITAL ROOM – 

Amy opens her eyes and we realize that she is lying in her hospital bed. Everything is normal expect that there are two nurses prepping her for something. Amy does obviously not like all of this and she is a little freaked by her dream.

An IV is being taped to her arm; blood pressure is being taken with the other arm.




NURSE (OS)


Are you ready?

Amy looks around at the nurse.

Amy’s bed begins to move, which is being caused by nursed wheeling her out of the room.

(The rest of the time we only see Amy’s face)

As Amy is being wheeled along we can tell that she is confused about what’s going on.

Suddenly the bed stops and we hear a deep male voice off screen.




VOICE (OS)


Okay, Amy, this might be a little


cold.

We can see Amy’s body jerking a little bit from all the movement that a doctor.




VOICE (OS)


What happened here?

Amy lifts her head a little bit and tries to see what he’s talking about.




VOICE (OS)


Its looks like a handprint has


been burned onto your stomach.

Amy goes still for a moment and we can see her eyes watching something at her side.

Suddenly a faint heart-beat fades in.

Amy looks shocked.

VOICE (OS)



(almost a whisper)


Oh my God. The baby’s alive.

Amy shakes her head.




AMY


It’s not my baby.




VOICE (OS)


Take her back to her room. The


baby’s fine and everything looks


…healed.




AMY


It’s not my baby.




VOICE (OS)


I’ve never seen anything like this


before.

Amy’s bed jerks a little bit and she slowly begins to be wheeled away from the doctor. She lifts her head to look at the him.




AMY


It’s not my baby.



(beat)


It’s not my baby!

They continue to wheel Amy away.

Amy is wheeled out a large white door.

Once Amy’s bed, and the nurses, are out the door it slams shut!
