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THREE’S A CROWD
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***PLEASE NOTE: This is a silent movie with just music. It is to be produced by students in Ireland so is therefore low budget. As you can probably tell it is Approx. 3 minutes***
FADE IN:
EXT – HOUSING ESTATE – NIGHT

Fade in Music (sharp, edgy piano motifs) 
A burglar dressed in black, hops a wall and runs into the backyard of a house. 
INT – OWNERS BEDROOM
The owner, a young white man is asleep in bed. A bedside lamp shines brightly against his face.

INT – GIRLS BEDROOM

A young girl, the owner’s daughter, is also fast asleep in bed.

EXT – BACKDOOR OF HOUSE
The burglar (which we see as a shadowed figure dressed in black) and is positioned against the walls of the back of the house. He begins lurching around the garden, finds a small garden shovel and attempts to unlock the window with it.

EXT- FRONT OF HOUSE
Meanwhile two teenagers (one male, one female) dressed in tracksuits are walking towards the house. They point towards it. The male teenager grabs his sports bag and attempts to unlock the front door with a hair clip.

INT – HALLWAY, HOUSE

The owner is now awake. Clueless to the fact that there are two strangers outside either side of his house, he gets out of bed and heads towards the kitchen sink.

He turns on the tap and fills a glass of water. He stares outside into the dark garden. He notices the teenage girl waiting outside the house smoking a cigarette.
EXT – FRONT GARDEN

Dressed in his dressing gown and slippers the young man steps outside into the front garden. The teenage girl sees him and throws away the cigarette and dips behind a nearby bush.
INT – OWNERS BEDROOM

Meanwhile the burglar dressed in black is now within the owner’s bedroom, frantically opening drawers and the bedside cabinet, placing money into a large rucksack.

The flash light which he holds flickers around the walls of the bedroom.

INT – KITCHEN

The owner finishes his water and locks the front door. Behind him is the teenager dressed in tracksuit, hoody and white Nike cap. He fades into the background.
INT- UPSTAIRS BEDROOMS
The burglar is still holding the rucksack full of stolen items and the flash light. He stands silently at the top of the stairway. He hears something downstairs and attempts to turn off the flash light. But the flash light will not turn off. He begins to hit it against the palm of his hand.
INT – DOWNSTAIRS

The owner of the house is waiting at the bottom of the stairway. We see his feet climb up the stairs.

A few seconds later the teenager follows.

INT- UPSTAIRS

The burglar in attempt to hide opens a nearby bedroom door. 
INT- GIRLS BEDROOM

Inside, the young girl about six years old is curled up in bed under her blankets. The burglar is startled by the noise of the owner’s footsteps and quickly closes the girl’s bedroom door behind him.

Suddenly, the girl awakes and to her horror notices the shadowed figure standing in front of her bedroom door. She throws her blanket over her head in fear.

INT – OWNERS BEDROOM

Meanwhile the owner is now inside his own room which has been trashed and damaged. He leans beneath the bed and removes a small hand held gun from a box. He returns to the hallway to find that the male teenager (dressed in white) is creeping towards the little girl’s room.

INT – GIRLS BEDROOM

The man dressed in black has his ear against the door listening intensively. He hears the other teenager approaching so grabs the flash light in his two hands.
The door creeks open gradually. The teenager moves stealthily into the dark room and closes the door silently behind him. The burglar, assuming it is the owner hits him over the head with the flash light, knocking him to the floor.

The tense music begins to build

The young girl begins screaming. 
INT-HALLWAY

The man dressed in black tries to make a run for it, out the bedroom door but is greeted by the owner pointing the gun towards him.

The burglar, utterly shocked and confused, places his hands in front of his face pleading with the owner not to shoot. 

The young innocent girl launches out of her bed and rushes out of her room.

She runs past the burglar towards the owner. The owner seems utterly bewildered by what has happened, appears perplexed and baffled and unwillingly pulls the trigger.

The music goes completely silent.

We see the burglar collapse to the hall floor near to the unconscious teenager. He releases the clenched flash light from his hands, which slowly drops to the floor (the sound is the only sound in the entire three minutes). 

The music returns.

The little girl clenches the owners leg as he stands there is utter disbelief. He drops the gun.

The camera moves slowly away from the hall and down the stairs as the gun and flash light tumble down the stairs.

EXT – FRONT OF THE HOUSE

The teenage girl waiting outside the front door has an exaggerated look on her face. Her eyes pealed open, staring at the gun flash from the upstairs bedroom, her mouth is open wide.
The music builds as the camera back out the estate road.
