Jury: 
Yes we have your honor. We found the defendant Blake Lee not guilty.

Jack: 
Yes! (Excited)
Blake:
 Thanks a lot Mr. Jack

Jack: 
Take care of yourself and stay away from that woman of yours.

(Both laughed, and then Jack left to go to his house where the rest of the group is waiting to plan their annual vacation)



At the house

Shane: 
(Talking to Jack) you’re always late, we’ve been waiting for you here for the past 2 hours, and can’t you ever try to be on time once.
Chris: 
Didn’t you know that he had to go to court today? You always in people’s business, why don’t you mind your o own business?

Shane: 
What you want to do about it.

Simone: 
Guys can you please calm down, that’s not going to help us.

Jeffrey:
Now Jack what you think we should do this year?

Jack: 
every year it’s always the same story, sometimes we go in France, Italy, the Caribbean, but this year I want to do something in our own land, we should stay here, we don’t have to go international this year. What do you guys think?

Jeffrey: 
I think that’s a very good idea Jack. Why don’t we go to Vegas?
Shane: 
You want to go to Vegas because you want to gamble.

Jeffrey: 
Why do you always think negative? For God’s sakes think positive for once, damn!  
Chris: 
Why don’t we go to California, they have some beautiful ladies there.

Simone:
 come on Chris, it’s not about beautiful girls, we want to go on a trip where we can have some fun, we’ve been working all year, we just want to go somewhere we can relax.

Shane:
 You want to go where they have beautiful girls but u can’t even talk to an ugly one.

Chris:
 And what the hell you trying to say big head?

Jack: 
Guys come on, we have to decide.

Jane: 
guys instead of us trying to figure out where to go, why don’t we stay right here in NY, that’s where we were born and we have some beautiful things going on here, so I don’t know why you fighting to go some place else like it was you parents heritage or something.

Shane: 
We were born in NY and NY is part of the US and we are Americans. You know what that means? It means that we have the right to visit anywhere we want. We have to do experiment; we have to other part of the country. I call it the experiment.

Jane:

Shane: 
May be you’re… (Jack interrupts).

Jack:

Simone: 
What do you think Jack? You have to say something.

Jack:
I always had something for Boston, so I think we should go to Massachusetts.
Laurie:

Jack: 
honey it’s not about what I want or not, we can go visit Philly this year and then we can go to Washington next year, and you the female has to go along with what the male picks or says. (Laurie looks at him and rolls her eyes at him).

Simone: 
Let me tell you guys something; all these discussions will not lead to anything. What we’re going to do is call Stephy and then everybody will write down where they want to go and then we will put everything in a basket afterwards we’ll call Stephy and she can pick for us.

Stephy: 
Do your things ladies and gentlemen, do your things! (Shaking the basket)

Chris: 
What talking about? What don’t you just pick something and then we can know what to do.

Stephy: 
Oh! (Everybody is looking at her like they can’t wait)

Shane: 
Come on tell us.

Stephy: 
Massachusetts! 
Simone: 
Come on people, let’s get started, and go pack your bags because we’re going to be out the first thing in the morning.

(The next morning)

Simone: 
Hello people before we go, I called the hotel in Philly this morning; I only got three rooms, so this how it’s going to be. I will share the first room with Jane; the second room Jack can share it with Yasmin.

Chris:

Yasmin:

Jack: 
Well first I think it would be more appropriate if we introduce ourselves, my name is Jack Schenkel.

 Yasmin Banks, nice to meet you Mister Jack.
Jack:
(Pause)

Chris: 
Jack lets go man.
Jack: 
Ok, I’m coming.

Yasmin: 
 Do you guys come to Philadelphia often?

Jack:
 No, actually this is my first visit. In school I have learn about so many things about it such as its history, greatness but at times you have to come in person to see for yourself, do you know what I mean? I have always wanted to come but I never got the chance so this I decided that I was going to come. And here I am in Philadelphia, PA. 

Yasmin:
 I wish all of you guy the best vacation in Philly.
Jack: 
Where you going? 

Yasmin: 
What do you mean where I’m going? I have a house to go to.

Jack: 


While I’m here, would you mind showing me around? Helping me get around and to guide me you know. I’d really love if you could help showing me around while I am here in Philly. 

Yasmin:
 Me? What do I look like to you? I am not a city worker and I can’t do you that favor, sorry.
Jack:
 Please, that would mean the world to me. And you was born here you know around, I think you would be a great and a beautiful guide. Just please do this for me, I’m begging you. Even if you don’t want to help get around but I would really love to see again, give me a phone number as a reference for example, as for as me I am at hotel Destiny. You can ask for me there at anytime. Please!
Yasmin:
 Ok (writing her number down to give Jack).
Jack:
 Thanks a lot, I really appreciate it, I’ll give you a call sometimes (holding her hand).

(At the hotel)

Jack:
 Jeff? Come here man.

Jeffrey:
What’s up?

Jack:

Jeffrey: 
What’ you talking about? It wasn’t me man. It was Laurie, she saw that you gave that girl so much attention and she started to horn, I don’t know anything.

(Chris unpacking his bag, in the mean while Jack and Jeffrey sitting in the room and Laurie is in the bathroom. Chris approaches the bathroom and Jeff sees that).
Jeffrey:
 Jack, look at Chris. What the hell is he doing?

Jack: 
I don’t know.

Chris: 
(Knocking at the bathroom door) Laurie? Can I use the bathroom please? 

Laurie: 
Come on now Chris, I’m naked in the bathroom, wait until I’m finished.

Chris:
 Don’t worry, ima turn my back so that I don’t see anything.

Jeffrey:
 Laurie if he says he going to turn his back, he might turn his front too. (Laughing).

Simone:
 what the hell is going on here, how come Laurie is the bathroom and you guys are sitting here, and you Chris what are you at the door, if you want to use the bathroom wait until she gets out. What is wrong with you? Can you guys please get out?
Chris:

Jack: 
This is not a catholic school, we’re not in prison. (Walking away). Let’s go Chris.

Chris:

Simone: 
I’m now going to hear anything, get out, at least goes down the restaurant or something but you not going to stay here.

(They walked away)

Yasmin: 
(In her house with Jane) I’m telling you, the guy just met me and all of a sudden he wants me to be his guide, I don’t have time to guide people like I work for city hall or something( laughing).

Betty: 
Well you already said yes so go get your groove on (laughing)
Yasmin:
 Can you please go for me cousin?

Betty:
 Are you crazy? I don’t the guy and now you asking me to go guide him, you must be out of your mind.

Yasmin:
 I don’t know him either.

Betty: 
But you met him.

Yasmin:
Yes I did but that doesn’t mean I know him.

Betty:
 Acquaintance, I do that myself.

Yasmin: 
Cousin, please?

Betty:
 Nope!

(Back in the hotel, all of them sitting down)

Jeffrey:
 He was like, today we some good food, the food was goooooooooood and everybody started to laugh.

Chris: 
That was whack man, you called that a joke?
Laurie: 
It sounds like ya having fun; can I get some of that too?

Jack:
 Hey baby (hugging her).

Laurie:
 Not right now Jack, please.

Jeffrey:
 May be he want to give you something.

Man: 
Which one you are Jack Schenkel?

(Jack longs to take the paper and Laurie takes it)

Laurie:
 Yasmin? Don’t tell me that it is the woman who dropped you by the house the other day and she’s writing you all the way here.

Jack:
 I already told her not to talk to me no more, why do you think I came on vacation here? It is because I don’t want to see her and I don’t her to keep bothering me.

(Laurie looks mad and jealous).

Jeffrey:
 You look good man, where you going?

Jack:
 I have a date with Yasmin.

Jeffrey: 
You have a date with Yasmin?

Jack:
 Yes.


Jeffrey:
 What if Laurie finds out? And you already told her that you don’t see Yasmin now more.

Jack: 
I came here to have fun and meet new people. There’s nothing wrong with that.

(Laurie approaching)

Laurie:
 Jack, are you there?

Jack:
 Hey sweetie, you were here? We were just talking about you. Jeffrey just told me that he will take you when ever I’m not with you anymore.

Laurie? 
Oh really? I think that’s interesting.

Jack: 
You think that’s interesting but I think that’s disrespectful.

Laurie:
 What ever. (Walk away).

(At Yasmin’s house)

Jack:
(Knocking at the door)
Yasmin:
 Hold on. I am coming, who is it?

Jack:
 (Keep on knocking at the door)

Yasmin:
 Ok, I am here. (Open the door). Hello! Come on in.

Jack:
 Hi, oh my God!

Yasmin: 
What?

Jack:
 Nothing.

Yasmin:
 But what? Come on, tell me.

Jack:
 I look in your eyes and I see a light sparkling all over your face. You have that unique and incredible beauty within yourself, it’s fantastic.
Yasmin:
 Thanks a lot, but please don’t continue to talk like that or I will be embarrassed if not say intimidating.

Jack:
 You’re talking like you’re to arrest me or something. Your beauty creates poets and musicians, I would even say artist for those who are around you and anybody that gets the chance to be around you.

Yasmin:
 Please wait a second, thanks for all these compliments but let’s not forget my presence near you must be very professional. I know this is not the first time that I have come to those kinds of things but I’m asking you please, don’t do anything.

Yasmin:
 I think I’ll keep that in mind.

Yasmin:

Melanie:
 Oh, I see you have company. Hello.

Yasmin:
 Come here mother. Mother I present to you attorney Jack Schenkel, he’s a friend from New York and he’s here on vacation here on Philadelphia, evidently we had met and jack this is my mother Melanie.

Melanie:
 Mrs. James.

Jack:
 Pleasure to meet you Mrs. James, Jack Schenkel.

Melanie:
 I’ll be in the back if you need me Yasmin.
Yasmin:
 What do you want to do? Do you want to stay here or do you want to sit on the porch. You are the guests here and in our house the guests are kings and queens.

Jack:
I would prefer to go somewhere we can walk and where you can show me things, a park for example if that’s ok with you.

Yasmin: 
That’s fine with me, you’re the guest here.

(Back at the hotel)





Simone:
 Come Laurie, let Jeff play.





Shane: 
Do u guys realize that when ever we are here Jack is never here? He’s always doing something, is he a messenger or something because I thought only New York City had messenger service.





Chris:
 What are talking about? The guy is an attorney, of course he is busy all the time, and he has work to do unlike you who has nothing to do but instead talking about people’s business. He was right there a couple minutes ago, he probably in the bathroom or something.





Laurie: 
(Looking at Chris in a bad way).  When ever hey mention Jack you always have something to say. He’s always with you but how come he’s not with you right now? I bet you one day you going to check your pocket and you are going to find him in there.





Chris:
 And how is that? It’s not like he lives in my pocket. You’re always saying crazy stuffs. (They all laugh).

(Back with Yasmin and Jack)





Yasmin:
 This Massachusetts you see today is nothing compare to what it used to be 50 years ago. When you have more time, I will sit you down and tell you all about it, the city that I have grown to love and to admire. I’ll break it down pieces by pieces so that you’d understand.





Jack:
 Are you trying to say that I am slow? (Laughing)





Yasmin:
 no sir, not at all. And I don’t judge people and secondly I don’t even know you like that.





Jack:
 I was just kidding with you. (Pause) why don’t you start telling me about the Philadelphia you have grown to love since we have a little time left.





Yasmin:
 Oh yea?





Jack: 
Yea, so tell me, for example, look at its image, women like you who live here so authentic.





Yasmin:
 Thank you. Well as you already know that the revolutionary war started here, the war for our independence and all. In June 17, 1775 - The first major fight between British and American troops occurs at Boston in the Battle of Bunker Hill. American troops in Breed's Hill (the actual location) and are attacked by a frontal assault of over 2000 British soldiers who storm up the hill. The Americans are ordered not to fire until they can see "the whites of their eyes." As the British get within 15 paces, the Americans let loose a deadly volley of rifle fire and halt the British advance. The British then regroup and attack 30 minutes later with the same result. A third attack, however, succeeds as the Americans run out of ammunition and are left only with bayonets and stones to defend themselves. The British succeed in taking the hill, but at a loss of half their force, over a thousand casualties, with the Americans losing about 400, including important colonial leader, General Joseph Warren. July 3, 1775 - at Cambridge, Massachusetts.





Jack:
 Well the Americans had a lot of guts to fight for their freedom and that’s something we had to do to take our land from the British.

So what happened after the general died?





Yasmin: 
George Washington takes command of the Continental Army which now has about 17,000 men. June-July, 1776 - On June 7, Richard Henry Lee, a Virginia delegate to the Continental Congress, presents a formal resolution calling for America to declare its independence from Britain. And to make the story short, On July 4, the Congress formally endorses Jefferson's Declaration, with copies to be sent to all of the colonies. The actual signing of the document occurs on August 2, as most of the 55 members of Congress place their names on the parchment copy. And then that’s how we got our independence.





Jack:
 That’s interesting; I see that you know you’re history





Yasmin:
 Thanks but it was never my favorite. It’s too bad today you see most people think of it as middle class territory, the poor region. Most people leave for the big city because they think its better there but me, I am waiting so patiently for my old Philly to come back again and you can take my word for It Jack that when that day finally arrives, everybody will want to live here and people will start appreciating us and take us serious. Today I went to city something like that, and I have never seen things like that. I thought only New York City had a china town. I went there today and I’m telling you guys it was so crazy. Chinese people were everywhere, I couldn’t even walk. I felt like I was in china.

 How would you know? You’ve never been to china.





Shane:

Chris:

Jane:

Chris:
 You couldn’t figure out why I was stepping on your shoes? And you call yourself an attorney. You’re going to have to be smarter than that if you plan to o something with Yasmin.





Jack:

Chris:
 That was too excited Jack. Be smarter than, I Got your back though man.

 Oh no that Negro didn’t.





Yasmin: 
Did you have to meet anybody else today?





Jack:
 Nope, why do you ask?





Yasmin:
 Just wondering.





Laurie:
 (Laurie in the taxi) you see that jeep going down there?





Driver:
 Yes




Laurie:
 Can you follow it and I’ll pay you the day.





Driver:
 No problem. You look like you have a big problem.

(Back with Yasmin and Jack)





Yasmin:
 My aunt lives here, I will go inside and you can wait here for me, I won’t be long, I promise.

Jack: sure.





Driver:
 Are you okay Miss?




Laurie:
 Why don’t you mind your business and keep your eyes on the road.





Driver:
 (Faking the car’s problem). Oh, oh, what’s wrong with the car? Damn, Miss you’re going to have to get off here because my car is not moving. (Laurie gets off and slams the door). What is wrong with you slamming my door? Are you crazy? I don’t know what you’re looking for but you’re not going to find it here with me, you psycho. (He drives away).

Yasmin:

Jack:
 Hey, don’t worry babe. Are you okay? You voice has changed





Yasmin: 
Yea I’m fine





Jack:
 I can stay longer if you want, I can go next week. That’s no problem with me.





Yasmin: 
Come on now, what are you talking about? I couldn’t be able to forgive myself for that, I mean your whole life is in New York, your job, your family, your mother, everything you have is back there, how could I possibly do something like that to you.

Lisa:
 So are you going to go to the hotel?
Luke:
 Nope error, what do you think Laurie

Laurie:
I think its better that we stay here; because if Jack finds out that we are here our plan might fail, now its action time.

(In the meanwhile back with Jack and his mom)




Louise:
 Jack I need to talk to you about you and Laurie





Jack: 
You see I’m sitting here right now, my body is here but my mind is Massachusetts, I was supposed to be there already.





Louise:

Louise:
 Well, then I think I might like her if you’re telling the truth





Jack: 
I love you mom and thanks for dinner





Louise: 
I love you too baby

(Laurie and Luke are back to NY and jack is on his way driving to Massachusetts)




Yasmin:
 Hey baby? When did you get here?





Jack:
 I just got here; I didn’t even stop at the hotel





Yasmin: 
Oh baby





Jack:
 This is for you, a rose for a rose





Yasmin:
 Thanks a lot baby, you know what, go in the hotel and change and come right back to me so you can keep me company to go to my aunt with me.





Jack:
 Okay lovely, give me at least half an hour





Yasmin:
 I love you





Jack: 
I love you 2

(At the hotel)





Receptionist:
 Hello Mr. Jack. Welcome back





Jack: 
How are you doing, thanks a lot





Receptionist: 
Mr. Jack there’s a package for you here





Jack:
 Really for me?  Okay thanks (in his room watching the tape and then he lies on his bed, in the mean time Yasmin is waiting impatiently and she calls him)




Jack:
 Hello




Yasmin: 
 Hey baby, are you okay?





Jack: 
Yea, I’m okay





Yasmin:
 Were you sleeping, because you sound like you were?




Jack: 
I’m fine





Yasmin:
 Well what ever it is you can come by and we’ll discuss it

(Yasmin is wondering what’s wrong and Jack finally arrives)





Yasmin:
 Hey, why do look so sad? Is everything okay?





Jack:
 There’s something I have to show you





Yasmin:
 Okay come inside (they both watching the tape)





Yasmin:
 Where did you get that tape from? Tell me you don’t believe in that Jack





Jack:
 I didn’t say that I believed it or not but I need an explanation





Yasmin:
 You actually believe that I’m a stripper?





Jack:

 No that’s not what I said





Yasmin:
(Crying and walks away)





Betty: 
Yasmin? Are you in here Hun, Yasmin where are you? Yasmin? What’s wrong? Why are you crying?





Yasmin:
 Take a look at this tape Jack brought here, showing me stripping





Betty:
 Showing you stripping? You’re not a stripper

Yasmin: 
I told him but he didn’t believe me.





Betty: 
come one now Yasmin, take a good look at it, this is not your body, it’s plan, I bet you it’s Jacks friends trying to set you up but I have news for them, they playing with fire. Don’t worry sweetie, I got your back.

(Jack is back at the hotel getting ready to leave)




Man:
Hello, miss. Is it possible I can see Mr. Jack please?





Receptionist:
 He just left about 5 minutes ago.





Man:
 Thanks a lot.

(They cut him on the way)





Man: 
Hello Mr. Jack, I am sorry to stop you in your way but I believe that I have some things to say that you may be interesting in.





Jack:
 Do I know you or something? Have we met before?





Man:
 Not at all, you don’t know me, but I know you because I did a work for somebody where you were set up. I know that you might be thinking that why am I here talking to you if I was part of it, well I want you to know that I wasn’t. That’s how it went.

(Explaining what happened).





Laurie: 
(Ringing the bell) where in the hell are these stupid people, I don’t why they referred me to them.





Lisa: 
Just be patient they going to be here. They probably on lunch break but they going to be here soon, just give it time.





Laurie:

Betty:

You’ll come up with something, I believe in you man. Don’t give up on her no matter how long it takes, she’s worth it man.





Jack:

Chris:
 So? You love her, and nobody said it was going to be easy, love can be painful at times, just do whatever you have to do to get her back player. Talk to you later.
