EMILY STANDS UP AND WALKS TO GEOFFREY

EMILY: Please tell me we don’t have to, I might full and hurt myself!

CATHERINE: That will be a dream come true! Now come on! (THEY ALL LEAVE FOLLOWING CATHERINE TO THE PARK)

MEANWHILE…JENKINS AND UNWIN ARE SHOUTING AT EACH OTHER

JENKINS: You should bloody know well that…err that…you should not dig a hole in…err… June!

UNWIN: I never said I you should!

JENKINS: I think your manly enough with fighting, but just…don’t hug!

UNWIN: Oh! Why not?!

JENKINS: I’ll tell you why…

MEANWHILE…IN THE PARK

EMILY: (TRIPS UP) OW!

GEOFFREY: (PICKS EMILY UP) Are you okay, that was a quite bad fall.

PETER: Are you two lovebirds finished being wosses!

EMILY: We aint lovebirds!

GILBERT: Give them a break Peter!

PETER: Im err, very sorry Gilbert! Please forgive me!

GILBERT: Why are you saying sorry to me? (THEY BOTH LOOK AT GEOFFREY AND EMILY)

PETER: Sorry guys! (RUNS OFF)

(JENKINS AND UNWIN ENTER WITHOUT ANYONE SEEING)

JENKINS: See them children gathering  around that lady. (UNWIN NODS) Them children…I reckon we will be burying them soon.

UNWIN: Right.

JENKINS BEGINS TO SPEAK AGAIN BUT UNWIN HAS MOVED AWAY THINKING, BUT JENKINS DOES NOT SEE

JENKINS: But whatever you do, do not shout “anyone who wants to be buried come here” okay?

UNWIN: (NODS) Anyone who wants to be buried, come here. Anyone who wants to be buried come…

THE CHILDREN NOTICE THE GRAVEDIGGERS

JENKINS: You idiot!

UNWIN: Why?!

ROLAND: Come over here, gravedigger strangers!

THE GRAVEDIGGERS GO TO THE CHILDREN
