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FADE IN:

EXT. Wide shot of the dark cloudy lake with “Camp Cayuga, 1988” written across the screen.

Old dark cabins in sight with children running in and out of them.

Canoes and Kayaks sitting on the edge of the lake on a windy day.

Campers eating in the cafeteria as a normal day.

INT. CABIN

Sara is being made fun of by the other campers. Sara is Caucasian around the age of 13-16 and wears glasses, extremely smart, wears shorts and a camper t-shirt. 


VOICE:


Four Eyes!


VOICE #2:


You’re Stupid!


SARA:


(Crying)


Stop It!

The camp counselor walks in and shocked by what is going on and helps Sara.


COUNSELOR:


Quit It! You’re all lucky it’s the last day of camp or I’d…..


SARA:


Its okay, just playing around.


COUNSELOR:


Everyone just get your things packed and get on that bus!

Campers walk out the door and Sara’s counselor helps her pack up.


COUNSELOR:


You don’t have to take that Sara, your better then them. I’m sorry this summer hasn’t been the best.

Cut to: Bus doors closing and Sara walks to the back of the bus and sits by herself. Fade Out.


FADE IN:

A big house with blue shutters and a black door and “17 years later, 2006” appears on the screen.

Julie is sitting at the table eating breakfast while her mom (Sara) is getting dressed in the other room. Julie is 14 years old and has blond hair with blue innocent eyes, wears tight jeans and black sweater.


SARA:


Wow! Just 2 weeks Julie till school is done, you must be happy. On top of that Camp is going to be great.


JULIE:


I’d rather stay home.


SARA:


You have to learn to interact with others, I’ve been where u have before but it takes time to get over that, Camp is a great place to start.


JULIE:


Has Camp always been great to you?


SARA:


Well…..not exactly, but that is one thing that you learn and that is people skills. You’re going to make friends just like that; your father approves and has the same thing on his mind.


JULIE:


I’d rather spend time with dad.


SARA:


You go every weekend to his house. This is for your own good. Just give it a try, if it doesn’t work out then next summer is your decision.

Julie walks out the door.

Black Screen.

“Two Weeks Later” written across the screen.

Sara putting her daughters bags into the trunk and gets in the driver’s seat.


SARA: You ready? Let’s do this.

Cut to: Car driving on the highway and then on other streets with no other cars then finally pulls into a parking lot with lots of teenagers and 3 school buses lined up with a registration table nearby.

Julie takes her bags and walks towards the table and hands in her form. She then stands next to a fence waiting for her name to be called to see what bus she is taking. 

Another teen is standing beside her. His name is Jake and he is Caucasian, attractive, and has a little of a muscular build on him and around the age range of 14-16. He turns to face Julie.


JAKE:


Hi, I’m Jake.

Sara is shy and looks the other way.


JAKE:


Do you know what bus your taking?

Sara still seems to not talk, and Jake feeling a bit bad.


JAKE:


Well…I’ve been to this camp before; if you want I can show you around.

Sara turns towards him and nods her head.


JULIE:


That would be nice. I’m Julie.

A girl named Meghan approaches them and she’s seems to be the same age as Julie with black hair and green eyes, and wears a tight black tank top with short tight jeans.


MEG:


Who is this Jake?


JAKE:


We just met, Julie this is Meg, were going out. There’s a chance of her being in your cabin so maybe she can show you around too.

A voice out of no where calls Jake’s name.


JAKE:


That’s me; I will see you both at the camp.

Jake leaves and gets on his bus.


MEG:


You ever go near him again or even attempt to talk to him and you’re dead. Just stay away!

A voice calls Meg’s and Julie’s name.


MEG:


Oh great, I’m on your bus.

Cut to. School buses leaving and following each other on the country side, highway, etc, until they get to the camp.

School buses arrive at the campsite and the doors open and children and teenagers run out to their cabins and get together with friends.

While the campers are running off the bus, one cabin they pass is the director of the camp cabins. 

INT. DIRECTOR OF THE CAMP’S CABIN


JACK:


(Looking out the window seeing all the kids arrive)


It looks like a great turnout this summer, wouldn’t you agree Tom?

Tom is sitting in the chair behind his desk and he is one of the counselor’s at the camp. They are discussing issues about the camp. Tom is Caucasian, tall, skinny, and not the most popular counselor and takes his job very serious and would do anything to keep his job.


TOM:


I agree sir, great turnout!


JACK:


Looks like your in cabin 7 this summer.


TOM:


Okay. Did you want me to take the list and inform other counselor’s of what cabin’s they are in or have you tolled everyone so far?


JACK:


There’s a list outside the recreation hall.


TOM:


Okay, looks like I better find my happy campers then.

Tom exits the cabin and Jack continues looking out the window.

EXT. Julie looking around the camp trying to find everything. Jake sneaks up behind her and scares her.


JAKE:


Hey, what’s up?


JULIE:


Do you know where cabin 4 is?


JAKE:


It’s right over there beside the cafeteria.

Meg see’s Julie and Jake talking from a long shot while talking to some guys and gets extremely mad.

Julie walks over to her cabin and Jake watches from far away.

INT. CABIN #4

Julie is unpacking her things and making her bed, same with most of the other girls. Meg walks in and passes Julie and gives her a mean look. Meg approaches Angel and grabs her bags and throws them on the floor. Angel picks her stuff up and takes the bunk next to Julie’s. Angel is Caucasian and very small, extremely shy, and she always wears her hair in a ponytail, wears loose clothing and not taken seriously.

Two counselor’s walk into the cabin. (Eliza and Marie) 


ELIZA:


Campers, I’m Eliza, nickname is Liz. This is Marie and for the next 7 weeks we have responsibility over you, if you give us respect then you will get it back in return.


MARIE:


Lunch in 20 minutes, so get unpacked and get some camping clothing on. Liz will be handing out the t-shirts, and one rule which is no boys in this cabin or visiting them during activities or when lights out.

INT. Boy’s Cabin

Boys are playing poker and gambling.


JAKE:


Any idea of who is our counselor this year?


MATT: 


I hope it’s not Tom, that guy is a dickhead.

Matt is Jake’s best friend and they hang out together a lot and have been going to camp together for 8 years.  Matt has short black hair, green eyes, wears jeans, and loose t-shirts (mainly black), and is always making jokes or doing the wrong things at the wrong time.

Tom enters the cabin with a box. (T-shirts inside).


TOM: 


Got your camper t-shirts. This is going to be one of the best summer’s ever.

The guys leave the cabin, and Tom is left by himself confused of what just happened.

EXT. Angel sitting on a bench all alone and next to her is a basketball court in which all the guys are playing. Julie is playing on one net, and the girls are approaching the court.

Meg and her best friend Holly approach Angel. 


Holly is Meg’s best friend and she is also Caucasian and the type that is into sex and drugs, she looks up to Meg, and she usually doesn’t wear too much clothing and she looks like Meg but with brown long hair.


HOLLY:


You’re sitting on our bench!

Angel looks at the two with no expression.


HOLLY:


Get the fuck up!

Angel gets up and walks in a different direction. Julie saw what happened and follows Angel to the cabin where Angel went in. Julie looks in from the window and watches as she see’s Angel doing drugs on her bunk. 

Julie goes through the forest back to the basketball court. On her way, she hears noises so she sneaks up behind a tree and see’s her counselor having sex with another male counselor against a tree.

Cut to: Jake playing basketball talking to Matt


JAKE:


Wasn’t Julie just playing basketball over there?


MATT:


Are you interested in her?


JAKE: 


Hell No! It’s just her first summer, all kinds of things can happen.

Cut back to: Julie hiding behind a tree. The man leaves and Eliza is standing against the tree, and Julie walks up to her.


ELIZA:


Don’t you know it’s bad to scare people?

Julie walks away. 

INT. Eliza goes into the staff room, no one is in there. Eliza passes a wall with swords and old equipment the director of the camp has in the room to search the room to see if Jack is there. She comes back out and passes the same wall but there is a knife missing. 


ELIZA:


Jack! You here?

Eliza opens the closet door and without seeing what is inside, a sharp machete is forced through her chest and screaming is not heard by anyone. Eliza falls to the ground and without seeing who did it, Eliza is quickly dragged into the closet, and then the door shuts.

EXT. Low shot of someone walking through the forest then the camera is viewed from the person’s eyes not seeing them at all and they see Maria.


MARIA:


Hey it’s you. What are you doing?


VOICE: Nothing.


MARIA:


I’m taking you back to the cabin right now.

INT. They arrive in the cabin and they both see drugs on the bed.


MARIA:


Jack is going to hear about this! I can’t believe this.

The camera is at medium shot of Maria discovering Angel has been doing drugs and sending her to see the director of the camp.


MARIA:


I will take care of this, just go. I wouldn’t be surprised if he sent you home for this.

EXT. Angel is walking up to the cabin scared of what might happen and what the punishment could be.

INT. Director’s Cabin (Staff Room)


Angel: 


Jack! Maria sent me here.

Angel starts looking around and hears a noise in the other room.


Angel:


Is that you?

Angel walks towards a closet and opens it slowly. It’s dark but when the lights turn out, Eliza is in there with a bleeding wound gasping and breathing for her life.

Angel backs up slowly, very shocked and scared. A rope wraps around her neck and strangles her. She try’s to fight it but can’t overpower the person. Angel drops dead and gets pushed into the closet along with Eliza. Door closes. FADE OUT.


FADE IN:

EXT. Beach

Jack is on the beach with Tom and Marie and all the campers are surrounding them. They are discussing the overnight hike each cabin goes on for a specific part of the program building character.


JACK:


Tom, you lead the boys and Marie, you lead the girls. Have Fun Campers.

Both groups go different ways. 

Sunset appears to be close and the girls group has just got to their campsite. Any problems girls?


HOLLY: 


Yeah, where’s the bathroom?


MARIA:


It’s all over the place.


HOLLY:


It’s only one night, I guess I can wait.

Guys arrive at their campsite. They start a fire quickly.


JAKE:


It’s about time!


MATT:


I got to take a piss!


TOM:


Take a buddy, these forests are dangerous.

Matt ignores him and goes off further into the woods.

Matt stands up next to a tree to take a piss. He hears complete silence and then branches crackling, so he looks in the same direction and he can’t see anything. To his other side is someone standing there with a flare and he can’t see who it is because it’s too bright.


MATT:


JAKE??...Is that you….asshole…?

The person comes closer and shoves the flare down his throat. Matt falls to the ground and the flare goes out several seconds later.

NIGHT

Julie goes back to the campsite.


MARIA:


Where were you?


JULIE:


I had to go to the bathroom; I couldn’t wait until I got back to the Camp.


HOLLY:


When you gotta go, you gotta go. 


(Starts to laugh)

Julie goes into her tent.


MORNING


MARIE:


Who wants to go hiking?

Everyone volunteers except for Meg.


MEG:


I can’t go. I’m not feeling so well.


MARIA:


We will be back in an hour or two.

Cut to: Girls hiking up hill, Maria tells Julie to go back and get the map so she knows how far to go and when to come back, and other details.

Julie goes back to the campsite and hears noises from inside the tent. She looks in and see’s Jake and Meg making out. 


MEG:


Oh Shit!


JAKE:


I guess I have to go.

Jake gets out of the tent and then puts his shirt back on while standing next to Julie.


JULIE:


What was that all for? Isn’t your cabin supposed to hike too?


JAKE:


I guess me and Meg think alike. You promise you won’t say anything Julie.


JULIE: Yeah, don’t worry about it.

Julie looks in the tent and she and Meg start to talk.


MEG:


I gotta say, before I thought you and Jake had something but I guess not. Lucky for me.


JULIE:


You look fine, let’s go hiking.


MEG:


Get the fuck out of here Julie; I’m going back to camp. Tell Maria she can kiss my ass.

Julie goes to the campfire pit and grabs a machete mainly used for hiking or dangers they may encounter. She waits outside the tent.


MEG:


Julie!

Meg reaches her head out of the tent to see where Julie went and Julie slices her head off. Her body drops instantly and Julie puts her body back into the tent and then walks back to the hiking group with the map.

Julie is walking back to the group when Holly jumps out at her.


HOLLY:


Gotcha! 


JULIE:


Why are you here?


HOLLY:


Hiking sucks! So what’s Meg really up to?


JULIE:


Last time I saw her, she look surprised. I guess she wasn’t expecting anyone back for a few hours.


HOLLY:


Well I’m going back for a few minutes; it’s just not the same without Meg.


JULIE:


Don’t go back! She has a really bad stomach ache.


HOLLY:


Get the fuck out of my way Julie before I kick your ass.

Holly get’s back to the campsite and looks in the tent and can’t believe it. She looks at Julie then goes running off in the forest.


HOLLY:


You’re Fucking Psycho, Julie! 

Holly continues to run and run. She soon reaches a stick coming out of the ground and Meg’s head on top of it. She is really scared and everything has been going by so fast so she is confused…She continues running in any direction not knowing which way is right until she reaches a dead end and notices she is on top of a short cliff. She begins to turn back when someone is in front of her. Camera does not view the person but does view a giant stick swung like a baseball bat to Holly’s chest and making her loose balance and fall off the cliff.

Cut to: Marie walking back towards the campsite, eager to see why everyone has left and ready to go back to camp.

Marie gets to the campsite and see’s the tent and everything else as she left it so she goes to the nearby lake to wash up. She screams some of their names but no replies.

Cut to: Tom and Jake getting everything packed up. Putting away the tent and everything else.


TOM: This has been really great.


JAKE: Yeah, I had a great time.


TOM:



(Happy)


Where is Matt?


JAKE:


You ask me that now. I honestly have no idea, but my guess is gone back to the camp. I say we go back and if he is not there we can get more people to come back and look.


TOM:


Great idea!

Tom and Jake walk back through the woods to the camp to straighten things out and get back on track with activities for the summer. On their way back, they meet up with Maria who also has a lot of equipment on from no one else to carry anything.


MARIA:


Wow, I’m glad to see you!


TOM:


Where is everyone?


MARIA:


I assume they went back to camp, I should have known. No teenager likes hiking.


TOM: Well…Were going back to camp and getting things figured out and those kids better be there or were probably making another trip back here to look for them. Right now this is not the way I planed on the way I was going to spend my summer.

Maria, Jake, and Tom continuing walking to get back to Camp.

Jack is doing work in his office. Julie walks in.


JACK:


Oh, Hey Julie, how’s it going?


JULIE:


I was wondering if I could go home. I don’t really see myself being useful here not making friends or making a difference.


JACK:


I felt the exact same when I was your age, and I know what you’re going through.


JULIE:


No, you don’t. Look in your closet.

Cut to: Maria, Tom, and Jack coming up towards the director’s cabin from the lake with all that equipment slowing them down. They stop and drop everything feeling exhausted from the long walk and they hear a very loud scream coming from the staff room. Julie comes out with blood on her arms and chest walking towards the three and a few feet away, she just stands there looking at them.


JULIE:


I want to go home!

FADE OUT:
