FADE IN

EXT. HOUSE – DAWN

The sun rises behind the tall hills. The houses are shown in the brightness. Each of them looks like a normal family home. But there is one house on the hill that sits quiet. There is nothing wrong or frightening about that house, except that it is quiet. Nothing moves.

INT. LIVING ROOM – DAWN

The living room is neat. The TV Screen reflects the whole room. There are a few pictures hanging on the walls. Each picture shows a different expression from one woman. The first picture shows the woman happily sitting on the benches in the park. The second picture shows her being a little worried. Each picture, she gets sadder and sadder.

INT. BEDROOM – DAWN

Light shines out of the windows. The woman is KATIE MONROE, a mid-twenties sad college student. Her eyes show sadness and she hardly says a word. She gets off her bed and walks out of the room really slowly. The camera PANS on to another set of pictures sitting on the desk. It’s more sad pictures of the woman. 

INT. KITCHEN – DAWN

Katie sits on the kitchen table. She is alone. Her face looks out the window. She takes her knife and cuts through the butter sitting on a plate. She puts it on her toast. She takes a bite out of it and stares out the window. 

EXT. HOUSE – DAWM

ZOOM OUT to reveal the house sitting alone on the hills. A few kids pass by walking with their parents, friends, and family members. It’s only Katie that is alone. 


INT. HALLWAY – CONTINOUS

She walks out of the kitchen and grabs her coat. She takes her cell phone that is lying on the counter and puts it in her pocket. She walks out of the door, as the camera PANS on towards a calendar pinned to the wall. ‘VALENTINE’S DAY’ is marked in red. 

CUT TO:

EXT. STREETS – DAY


People make their way in and out of the shops, stores, and other markets along the way. Through the crowds, we see Katie walking down the streets. Her hands are in her pockets. She keeps walking looking at shops through the windows. Her sad face continues to keep its position.

Couples are everywhere, hugging and kissing and etc. Valentine items are sold everywhere and it is shown through windows, advertised by banners, and etc. 

Katie suddenly crosses the street and the intersection. 

CUT TO:

EXT. PARK – DAY

She walks into the park slowly. It’s more peaceful and less commotion over there. She sits on a bench and watches things go bye. She suddenly takes her cell phone out. There is a text message:

TEXT MESSAGE: “HELLO. I AM MR. SILENT.”

Katie stares in confusion and smiles a crack in the ridiculous message that was sent. Her fingers suddenly move a bit and replies back to that message. 

The camera turns around a bit to reveal A FIGURE standing in the distance. The figure is wearing a cape around its body and over it’s head. The face is not to be seen. The figure is looking directly at Katie.

BEGIN MONTAGE –

EXT. STREETS – DAY

Katie walks down the street looking at the screen on her cell phone. It is not viewable for us to see though. She puts it away in her pocket, but then she suddenly looks it again and laughs a bit. Must be another message. 

EXT. HOUSE – DAY

Katie walks towards her front porch. The cell phone is still clutched in her hands.

INT. LIVING ROOM – DAY

She still has the cell phone in her hand. She is still happy. 

INT. KITCHEN – NIGHT

She eats her food on her plate. But she still has the cell phone in her hand and she is still happy.

She takes a bite out of her food.

She laughs more.

INT. BEDROOM – NIGHT


She lies on her bed, facing the ceiling. The cell phone is still clutched in her hands. 

DISSOLVE TO:

EXT. CAFÉ – PRESENT DAY

Through the windows, KATIE is seen sitting at a table sipping a cup of coffee. Sitting next to her is MARK, someone she met. The two make conversation and laugh. 

Katie twirls her spoon in her cup of coffee. She suddenly takes out her cell phone and shows it to Mark. She points at her cell phone and waits for an answer. Mark stares in confusion. He shakes his head. 

Katie nods quickly. She knows it’s him and goes back through her messages and shows him one. Mark grabs the cell phone and looks at the message. He hands it back, shaking his head. Katie stares in confusion. Mark shrugs. 

ZOOM OUT to reveal the FIGURE looking at them from across the street. The figure has a RED ROSE that is held in its hands. Then the figure just drops the red rose on the sidewalk and grinds it with his foot. The figure walks away. 

CUT TO:

EXT. FUNERAL – NEXT DAY

It’s almost sun set. People get off the chairs and start walking back towards their cars, leaving the funeral. Sitting on the crowd, still devastated, is KATIE. A scarf is wrapped around her neck and tears roll down her cheeks.

The GRAVESTON is marked, ‘MARK GREENFIELD.’ 

Katie gets off her chair and starts walking towards the streets. She takes out her cell phone and looks at the screen.

It says, ‘YOU HAVE 1 NEW MESSAGE.’ 

She just stares at it and puts it back into her pocket. She walks away from the grave.

ZOOM OUT to reveal THE FIGURE revealing itself from behind the trees. It looks at Katie who is walking away. The figure then stares at its own cell phone. The figure is seen holding a rose gripped in it’s gloved hand. The figure then just drops the rose out of its hands. It falls to the ground. The figure just then walks away. 

CUT TO BLACK – THE END
