What is so important? Why cannot we reach him? It’s almost noon. 

ANOTHER DESPERATE CALLER 

                                   (Shouting)

What the hell is going on ? 

OFFLINE 

LADY 

I cannot disturb PRESIDENT. Please… Try to understand my situation. 
I have instructions from….    
      CUT TO 
INT, president chamber  – MORNING

ROCK-STEADY silence in the spacious chamber. Far away, THREE GENTLEMAN engrossed in a serious discussion    

          WE HEAR THE PRESIDENT’S VOICE.    

BRETT HEYDEN was a 16-year-old boy when his vital senses damaged in a train accident 2 years back. He was in deep coma after the accident. 

TWO GENTLEMEN facing the PRESIDENT are listening patiently. 

On the PRESIDENT’S right is a bespectacled 60 something strongly built person, while the other is a bald middle-aged gentleman.  

PRESIDENT  

                             (Contd.)

When HEYDEN finally woke up 5 months later, he was fully paralyzed, below the waist , unable to speak and nearly blind.  

PRESIDENT 

(Contd)

HEYDEN is now fed through a tube attached to his stomach. Doctors’ operating on him declared that  HEYDEN’S condition will never  deteriorate further . He could live in a nursing home for years. 

FACING President’s right hand, the bespectacled man with grayish hairs, questions pointedly. 

the bespectacled man   

Is it  ? 

PRESIDENT 

(Remorsefully)

Yeah , but he does not wish to. 

PRESIDENT 

(Murmuring Slowly)

HEYDEN wants to die ? 

THE BESPECTALED MAN 

(Stunned) 

Wants to die ..

A tense middle-aged bald gentleman swiftly takes out a letter from his file. He is the SECRETARY OF HEALTH & HUMAN SERVICES.    

SECRETARY OF HEALTH   

Dear President, I want to die. HEYDEN writes.  

         secretary of state hands over the letter to FBI DIRECTOR.

    THE BESPECTCLED FBI CHIEF takes a quick glance at the letter.

PRESIDENT looks at the BESPECTACLED MAN curiously. PRESIDENT searching for an answer.

PRESIDENT 

(contd)

HEYDEN is not the first case before us officer.

FBI DIRECTOR is stunned.  

PRESIDENT

I personally engaged a renowned psychologist for saving Miss MELISSA.

FBI DIRECTOR lifts his hand and tries to remember.

American Indian famous stockbroker  MELISSA PATEL …..who committed suicide last month. 

PRESIDENT

Unfortunately, she committed suicide despite being under the supervision of renowned psychologist  BERNARD RODRICKS. 

A curious FBI DIRECTOR looking for answers. He now looks more interested and indulging.

Was she suffering from any disease or depression?

Located far away from the hustle and bustle of city’s busy life, the Red Cross Hospital offers a soothing environment. The sun shines over the beautiful rehabilitation center, with the sound of birds chirping reminding the arrival of yet another day. 
Everybody looks cheerful, playing games and enjoying despite being suffering from fetal dieses. Far away, HEYDEN, strapped to a wheelchair, struggling to move his chair. 

OFFLINE  

RE-HAB OFFICER

He is very intelligent boy.  

RE-HAB OFFICER 
(CONTD.)
He keeps to himself most of the time, hardly speak and most of the time we find him in his own world. 

FBI DIRECTOR  walking towards HEYDEN with the RE-HAB OFFICER.  Two FBI OFFICER wearing a typical jacket with FBI scribbled on it and a pistol holder walking behind observing the surroundings.

Society can do the least. Sometimes we have to fight back from within…for our legitimate rights. 

      FBI DIRECTOR 

(Contd.)

Your life is as precious to the State as of any other citizen. 

HEYDEN

Life is beautiful …………….for those who don’t live in this part …….of the world. It’s painful……. here…horrible sometimes.

  There is lots  of activity in the garden. Some patents are walking. Gardener busy tripping the bushes etc.   

HEYDEN

I cannot……… even earn………. my livelihood. It’s another  matter that my father has left enough for me. 
FBI DIRECTOR   

PRESIDENT is seized with your matter. State is committed to provide you the best medical attention. 

In the background,  a mentally retarded kid getting consoled by his visiting parents.  

             FBI DIRECTOR  

          (almost Pleading )

State will look after you HEYDEN.    

HEYDEN

There is no life in my body…… For me …………death ………is certain.

FBI DIRECTOR is speechless. 

      BOTH FBI DIRECTOR and REHAB OFFICER walks towards the administrative office . 

                              FBI DIRECTOR   

                      Why HEYDEN thinks negatively? He is 
              the only heir for the billion-dollar empire.     

                             REHAB  OFFICER 

                   Such things do happen when you lose 

                   independence and self-sufficiency.

                      FBI DIRECTOR  

               He seems to be a very independent 
               and ambitious boy. 

BOTH ENTER THE OFFICE  AND SETTLE DOWN FOR TEA   

                      REHAB OFFICER 

               HEYDEN’S main worry is  the loss of 

              control of bodily  functions and being 

              a burden on his relatives , friends and the State.

         Our two officers will  also join you 

        as escort staff for HEYDEN just in 
           case of any emergency.

A NEWSPAPER HAWKER ( a young boy) screaming ‘More suicide’ , ‘A youngster pays $ 50 to die peacefully,’ another travels to Belgium to commit suicide’. The boy is drawing everybody’s attention in a busy street. 
It’s a morning rush hour. People are rushing to offices. The sound of traffic is buzzing the street. In a corner of a street block, a group of shabby looking oldies are anxiously conversing in a hush –hush voice while young young men and women office goers are walking past.    
ON A STREET CORNER A GROUP OF PEOPLE DISCUSSING THE NEWS                               
AN OLD BEARDED MAN  

                       ( gazing at newspaper’s headline)

Never in the history it had happened. 

                              A WOMAN  

Half a dozen suicides this summer. Looks like a suicide season in Washington DC.        

                             ANOTHER MIDDLE AGED PERSON 

                                 (Jokingly )                 

                              Suicide has killed more people   

                              than the car crashes this year.  

            EVERYBODY LAUGHS. 

In an adjacent block, another group of sophisticated high collared middle aged people having a quick breakfast.     

A BALD MAN                                 

     (Munching furiously)

Why youngsters are so 

frustrated with life? 

  A MIDDLE AGED EXECUTIVE   

                          (Angrily)

What the fuck this FBI doing?  

Not even a single case 

booked so far.

Sitting close to FBI DIRECTOR is BON ROBINSON , a LOCAL POLICE OFFICER and part of the 5-member TASK FORCE , an investigator in his forties. Bon Robinson is a hard-nosed respectable secret service agent. 
FBI DIRECTOR Looks at a relaxed BON ROBINSON for answers. 

BON ROBINSON 

There is some similarity Sir. 

They all were middle aged , suffering from chronic diseases and depression.

STEVEN RUSSEL, FBI’s assistant director in early thirties specializes in forensic and DNA tests. A sharp investigator credited in solving many complex cases in FBI.                

STEVEN RUSSEL        

Forensic reports from the FBI Academy haven’t found anything suspicious.  

A restless FBI DIRECTOR in a thinking mood.   

FBI DIRECTOR 

Is it happening in a particular area STEVEN ? 

STEVEN RUSSEL  

Across the district sir. 

2 cases were reported in South, 2 each came from West and mid East part of Washington DC.  

FBI DIRECTOR helplessly stares at GEORGE BILL. GEORGE BILL , an INTERN with FBI, is a starry eyed studious looking bespectacled college boy. GEORGE BILL is in his early 20s with stylish 70s look. He has a charming personality and easy going look. He is the youngest of the lot.

                 That makes an interesting reading. 

FBI DIRECTOR  

                      ( In a non –serious way )

We will talk about this sometimes over a drink.      

FBI DIRECTOR hurriedly shifts to another officer. 

FBI DIRECTOR   

 What’s your call 
 MISS JESSICA MOORE  ?

JESSICA MOORE is sitting next to GEORGE BILL. Eveready stares at her. A BRAINY looking JESSICA MOORE is a black female officer. She is also the only female investigator in the team. She is FBI’S SECREAT SERVICE AGENT. 
JESSICA MOORE  

I think we should go by the 

popular judgment of people
            JESSICA MOORE 

         (Looks around)  

      ….outside this office. 

There is a complete silence in the room. Her co-investigators looks puzzled.

are a fit case of suicide.

A terminally ill boy confined to wheelchair, an overweight youngster with high blood pressure and a cancer patient, a jobless terminally ill person in a hospice programme.

FBI DIRECTOR SHOWING INTEREST

JESSICA MOORE  

My suspicion is why suddenly 

these cases have emerged?  

Why will they write a letter to Prez ?  Why will some travel all the way to Belgium to kill himself Why will they pay a beggar to fire the shot ?   

BON ROBINSON cuts her argument. 

BON ROBINSON   

             (Non -serious)
That’s probably because they are too weak to commit the final act  or they don’t want their family to undergo any harassment from state .  

BON ROBINSON 

                 (Contd) 

                       The letter to Prez gives 
                    them some sort of legitimacy 
                 or comfort to do an illegal Act.  

JESSICA MOORE   

   There are few cases where 

   there is no family.  

JESSICA MOORE 

(looking At Robinson) 

I agree with your submission Bon Robinson , but I’m somehow suspicious about the innovative ways of killing oneself.   

JESSICA MOORE’s answer makes everybody quiet for a moment. 

                            MALCOM SPEED 

                           (Speaks Up)

                Possibly , they are weak  people. ….
                 feeble at heart. They want somebody else 

                to do the….   

FBI DIRECTOR looks at JESSICA MOORE. 

JESSICA MOORE
(cuts malcom)   

There is something fishier Sir. 

MALCOM SPEED listens shamefacedly. 

ROBINSON 

            What?  

JESSICA MOORE 

The mode of death. 

JESSICA MOORE 

A majority of them have preferred a silent death by gulping a morphine or potassium chloride rather jumping from a building or drowning in a sea. 

JESSICA MOORE pulls out a paper sheet from her file. 

JESSICA MOORE

As per the government statistics, firearms accounted for two-thirds of suicides in the last  5-10 years.    

JESSICA MOORE 

Terminally ill patients are like sitting ducks, prone to being getting carried away by psychiatrists, religious leaders and other  self styled pain healers.  

JESSICA MOORE 

Recent suicides have defied all the past modes of suicide deaths. 

FBI DIRECTOR gesturing that he agrees with JESSICA MOORE 

JESSICA MOORE    

                              ( continuing ) 

The second most common method 

is hanging by a ceiling fan. 

FBI DIRECTOR 

Where is your suspicion?

JESSICA MOORE    

These could be cases 

of mercy killing ? 

FBI DIRECTOR 

Euthanasia.

STEVEN RUSSEL  

And letter to the President.

JESSICA MOORE 

A hog wash.

A satisfied FBI DIRECTOR  stands up. He walks towards JESSICA MOORE.    

FBI DIRECTOR  

We shouldn’t be complacent 

in this matter. What appears 

on papers (referring the autopsy report)shouldn’t be the final word ?  

FBI DIRECTOR        

                 People need an answer. We have 

a responsibility towards the 

state and the society. We must 

investigate these cases beyond 

the four walls of this office. 

MALCOM SPEED unsuccessfully hides his opposition.  

OFFSCREEN 

FBI DIRECTOR 

JESSICA MOORE, I want you to comprehensively study these cases 
FBI DIRECTOR 

I’m more worried about the contagion factor.  

CUT TO :

EXT. PARK  --EVENING  

SUN is readying to set. JESSICA MOORE driving home with a friend.      

                        A FEMALE FRIEND  

                    ( Sitting in front seat with  JESSICA ) 

HEYDEN issue has really rocked the government. How could they be so careless in such a sensitive case?   

FRIEND

(CONTD)  

What is shocking is the pressure on such patients  ? They seem to be misguided.

JESSICA MOORE keenly listens.  

SHE is concentrating on driving.   

JESSICA MOORE                      

We have not yet scratched the surface. There is definitely something more.     

As she drives, the conversation goes on. The sun slowly sets. The car slowly pulls away to a dark.   

OFFSCREEN 

FRIEND 

Looks like, suicide is becoming an imitation and contagion. Remember that old case where a German TV showed a live picture of a suicide by jumping before a train.

            (Contd)

Gosh , that was imitated by over a dozen people later.    

CUT TO :

INT. FBI INVESTIGATORS’ WORKING OFFICE –MORNING 

IN A FBI CONFERENCE ROOM , all the 4-investigators –Steven, George, Bon and Malcom. 

SIPPING CUPS OF TEA, STEVEN & George Bill are cracking jokes in the background.
A RELAXED MALCOM IS BUSY READING 

      BON ROBINSON IS ANALYING SOMETHING ON HIS COMPUTER

                         STEVEN 

               Where do you find a dog with no legs? 

 
                       GEORGE BILL 
                   Exactly where you left it last night. 
Everybody laughs.  
JESSICA MOORE walks in hurriedly and summons everybody to a conference room.

 (CONTD)

And it is not just doctors or psychiatric which helps a terminally ill patient die, but the relatives and friends are also not above suspicion. 

JESSICA MOORE 

Family members, relatives and friends often assist in suicide. 

MALCOM SPEED INTERRUPTS.

MALCOM SPPED 

Has there been any conviction in the past? 

JESSICA MOORE  

Not many as I know since I started working. But we shouldn’t jump into conviction ’ now. That’s the job of public prosecutor.  

BOB ROBINSON INTERUPTS. 

HE BEGINS 

                           BON ROBINSON 

                   I’ve got some interesting facts JESSICA.  

                            JESSICA MOORE 

                               Go ahead. 

BON ROBINSON STARTS THE FIRST SLIDES.

Unfortunately, all were let off with minor or without punishment. 

JESSICA MOORE interrupts
JESSICA MOORE 

I admit , these cases unfortunately have been treated leniently by the courts in the past. 

JESSICA MOORE

CONTD) 

But MALCOM , we are not here to change the judiciary or make recommendations . What we are facing is mass suicide that was never  heard earlier.  Half a dozen are already under the grave. There could be many more if we scratch our heads or study  past statistics.     

JESSICA MOORE PLEADING.

JESSICA MOORE 

We cannot stop many thing in our society , but that doesn’t stop us to put a stop to such  menace.  We should realize the repercussions … 

JUST THEN FBI CHIEF WALKS IN. 

HE  WALKS TO A CORNER AND STAND THERE PUFFING A CIGGRETTE.  

JESSICA MOORE 

Let’s first try to understand the mind of a person abating suicide.  

JESSICA MOORE  

Our first job is to locate the murderer. Be it a relative, friend or a doctor.   

JESSICA MOORE LOOKS AT STEVEN RUSSEL. 

JESSICA MOORE 

Steven , I want you to prepare a list of suicide victims in the last six months. 

STEVEN RUSSEL NODDING IN AGREEMENT. 

JESSICA MOORE (CONTD)

What is your advice to them ? 

DR LAMINA HILL  angrily  staring at  JESSICA MOORE

There is nothing as of now. He has a very checkered career, but he is definitely not above suspicion.

Any friends or acquaintances. 

JESSICA MOORE 

Not as I know. But we will try finding that.

Why can’t you FBI officer think beyond crime and punishment?

DR LAMINA HILL  

What life you are talking about, by the way officer ? 

DR LAMINA HILL   

When you cannot provide food and basic amenities to your people, 

you have no right to stop them from doing something which they want to do.

JESSICA MOORE 

That’s the job of the state to look after its citizens. 

DR LAMINA HILL   

Individual’s liberty comes first, State is next. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

I’m a doctor and I ‘ve seen the sufferings of terminally ill patients.

DR LAMINA HILL   

In medical terminology, they are called half-dead. 

DR LAMINA HILL   

Suffering means more than pain. They are psychologically dead and physically weak to even stand on their feet. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

It is not always possible to relieve sufferings of such people. 

JESSICA MOORE   

So what is the solution ? 

DR LAMINA HILL   

Let us allow them to do what they want to do. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

(CONTD) 

We live in a free society. We elect our President who speak  our language.  We take  life-changing decisions but if we are dying a slow and painful death we cannot decide to die.

DR LAMINA HILL  
 (CONTD.) 

My job is to give a reasonable advise to them. I don’t want to lie. I don’t want to give them false hope.

You kill people. 

JESSICA MOORE  

We kill gangster, lawbreaker. 

DR LAMINA HILL   

A life is a life whether gangster or an ailing person.

 DR LAMINA HILL 

Your job is to catch hold of a lawbreaker and not to kill. 

DR LAMINA HILL   

All of us have to become more responsible. All writers, editors should refrain from depicting suicides. 
DR LAMINA HILL  

Corporate has to be more responsible. For example, the sale of dangerous drugs should be banned. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

People,  who depicts suicide in films, should be put behind bars. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

              What are your views on embryonic stem cell 

              research, cloning, assisted reproduction 
              including in vitro fertilization and 
              legalized abortion, BY THE WAY.  

JESSICA MOORE   

It’s a ….

DR LAMINE CUTS HER 

DR LAMINA HILL  

Ever since we legalized abortion, more than 50 million unborn babies have lost their lives. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

Even Hitler’s holocaust pales in comparison to this number. 

JESSICA MOORE IS SPEECHLESS.

DR LAMINA HILL  

Let’s move to gender-selection abortions? 

DR LAMINA HILL   

(CONTD)

We have over 2 million ‘hard cases’ every year , right under your nose.
DR LAMINA HILL  

I’m appalled to see how the abortionist kills a child …... 
            DR LAMINA HILL 

How he punctures the back of the cranium …….with scissors …..and sucks out the brains. This is nothing sort of infanticide.

Have your department or government ever tried to investigate the cases of brain dead patients? 

DR LAMINA HILL  

Some fortunate yuppies live for months on life support systems , while doctors give up in case of economically poor cases. 
DR LAMINA HILL 
We live in a society that has been socked in blood.    

JESSICA MOORE  

The time of birth and the time of death are best left in God's hands.

OFFSCREEN 

DR LAMINA HILL 

Young lady , sometimes in life …it may just you alone fighting against the world and its people. Even God abandons you, sometimes.  

DR LAMINA HILL

They say ‘seeing is believing’. If you will see them , you will know their sufferings. 
       DR LAMINA HILL 

(CONTD.)

If you will talk to them , You will feel their pain  

CUT TO :

EXT. ROAD – NIGHT  

Its raining heavily. Streets are dimly  lighted. JESSICA MOORE caught in a traffic jam. Her  hazy face looks outside the car window with wiper fast clearing the rain . It’s a bid dark.

JESSICA MOORE looks down at the half burnt teen. The boy is trying to use his artificial limbs to eat bread. 

JESSICA MOORE along with REHAB officer walks closer to the patient. 

JESSICA MOORE
                              (softly)      

            Why the situation is so bad here ?  

A nurse comes and helps the patient in eating. 

Both JESSICA MOORE and REHAB officer walks past the terminally ill patient. 

OFFICER  

We don’t get adequate grant from the state. 

Both enter the other compound of the rehabilitation center. 

JESSICA MOORE    

How do you cope with such a large number of patients?  

REHAB OFFICER  

Every day there are 2-3 deaths reported in rehabilitation center around the state. We have no resources. 

           JESSICA MOORE 

      Do doctors come here ? 

REHAB OFFICER 

Nobody comes here. We sometimes get donations from people. They voluntarily come here and support us.  

                       JESSICA MOORE 

                   How critical is this boy ? 

                        REHAB OFFICER 

                   He is the lone survivor in a fire 

                   which engulfed at their house. 

                   His parents and sister died due to 

                   burn injuries, but survived miraculously. He  

                   wants to die now. 

CUT TO :

INT. AN UNKNOWN HOUSE --AFTERNOON

A 30 something woman with hairs all over her is furiously chatting on a computer. She looks very depressed. On the walls of her room, dangles a picture of her husband and a kid. 

WOMAN 

I don’t want to live any more. 

Her face is hardly seen. 

THE person ON THE OTHER SIDE 

Cool down/. I , too , share your feelings.  

                                THE PERSON 

                               (CONT) 

            How to do it best… I mean how to do it easy.

                                Woman

               What are the best experiences have been? 

                            THE PERSON 

               I heard about the cocktail of drugs 
                  being used by people. 

                It’s a very effective way. 

                             WOMAN 

                     Just in case it fails.  

                           THE PERSON 

                   If we have a common purpose, 

                    we have nothing to fear.

                           THE PERSON 

        We will make it little easier and less frightening.  

cUT TO

EXT. DR LAMINA HILL’S GARDEN –MORNING

DR LAMINA HILL is BUSY WATERING PLANS IN A SPACIOUS GARDEN. JESSICA’S CAR stops outside his house . We see JESSICA MOORE WALKING DOWN THE GARDEN.    

JESSICA MOORE   

Hello Sir. 

DR LAMINA HILL MOVING HIS HEAD UP. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

How was your visit young lady ? 

JESSICA MOORE 

                         ( A BIT SURPRISED )   

Quite educative. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

Few people take out time to go there. 

JESSICA MOORE 

Conditions are very bad over there.

DR LAMINA HILL 

More than that there is no will to live.

DR LAMINA HILL 

But I must say they are courageous people. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

When an able blooded person ends a life 

It is called an act of cowardice. 

DR LAMINA HILL   

For people who are ill and disabled, suicide is a very rational decision. 

JESSICA MOORE   

Why rational ?  

DR LAMINA HILL  

Because the decision is based on reasons rather than emotions or religious beliefs. 

JESSICA MOORE 

We shouldn’t attempt to rationalize someone’s violent behavior. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

You and me can do little. We wont be able to make any difference to their life. 

CUT TO :

INT. FBI CHAMBER OFFICE--AFTERNOON 

FBI CHIEF  

How’s the patient responding?   

JESSICA MOORE 

He talks like a philosopher. He has an answer to every question in life. 

JESSICA MOORE 
         (Changing subject) 
But there is a strong desire on the part of the patient to give up. They are fed with life. 

JESSICA MOORE 
          (Shifting back) 
It heading towards a case of  clear euthanasia. 

FBI CHIEF 

Assisted  suicide. 

JESSICA MOORE 

Could be. 

FBI CHIEF 

You mean to say somebody is behind all the cases  that …   

JESSICA MOORE  

We have no concrete proof against anybody , but there is definitely a ray of suspicion
JUSt then the telephone rings. 

THE FBI OFFICER ON OTHER SIDE. 

Another side at Newford apartment. Its look like Internet suicide pact. Both consumed a cocktail of drug.

CUT TO

INT. DR LAMINA HILL’S HOUSE 

DR LAMINA HILL 
(Checking his watch)
Lady you are troubling me more often?

JESSICA MOORE 

Probably, you are too nice to us.

DR LAMINA HILL NOT VERY AMUSED

DR LAMINA HILL 

What do you have against me?

LAMINA HILL SURPRISED A BIT.

JESSICA MOORE  
                        (feigning  Surprise) 

Your views are against the State  
DR LAMINA HILL THINKING FOR A MOMENT

DR LAMINA HILL 

I’m a  citizen of a so called free society. People have freedom to express their views.  

JESSICA MOORE 

FBI suspects you of passively assisting people to commit suicide. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

Suicide is a civil right of a person. Who am I to step into their right ?   

JESSICA MOORE  

God gave us a life, and only God has the right to take it from us.  

DR LAMINA HILL  

It’s like imposing religious beliefs  on people who may not share those beliefs. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

In a civilized society we supposedly have freedom of and from religion.

DR LAMINA HILL MOVING TOWARDS Shelves of books. He flips through the pages of a book. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

In his book The Death of Psychiatry, Fuller Torrey, Observed, "It should not be possible to confine people against their wills in mental `hospitals.' ... This implies that people have the right to kill themselves if they wish. I believe this is so.

DR LAMINA HILL STARTS FLIPPING THROUGH THE PAGES.

DR LAMINA HILL              

DR Eustace Chesser in his book Why Suicide?  said :  "The right to choose one's time and manner of death seems to me unassailable. ... In my opinion the right to die is the last and greatest human freedom. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

I think a person who commits suicide is well within his rights provided he  does so privately and without jeopardizing the physical safety of others. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

Family members, society and State who 

interfere with a person's decision are violating that person's human rights. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

At the heart of the debate over physician-assisted suicide, 

according to many experts, 

is the failure of the medical system, and of society at large.

DR LAMINA HILL  

The larger issue today is of caring for the physical and emotional 

needs of dying  patients.

JESSICA MOORE  

I have no option , but to arrest you.  

DR LAMINA HILL  

What are the charges against me young lady ?  

JESSICA MOORE   

I’m repeating again ..your views are against the interest of the state.  

CUT TO :

INT. FBI CHAMBER-- AFTERNOON 

FBI  chief addressing the investigators.

                        FBI CHIEF

                           (To All) 

                     State is back to normalcy. 

                     DR LAMINA HILL is behind the bar. 

                     But the case doesn’t end here. 

                     Rather, it starts now. 

FBI CHIEF 

First of all , we must admit that we are not legally very strong. The case has to move to the next stage from mere suspicion to concrete evidence against DR LAMINA HILL. 

FBI CHIEF

We have failed miserably in establishing any links of DR LAMINA HILL with the six suicide victims who wrote letters to Prez. 

FBI CHIEF 

We should also focus on treatment and prevention method. Has anybody thought about it ? 

AN EXCITED GEORGE BILL SEEKS FBI CHIEF’S PERMISSION. 

MALCOM SPEED LOOKS AROUND. 

GEORGE BILL 

Serotonin is the cause of all suicides. 
EVERYBODY LOOKS IN HOPELESSNESS.   
FBI CHIEF 

What’s  this Serotonin ? 

GEORGE BILL

I mean low level of serotonin in the body. 
FBI CHIEF looking angrily at GEORGE BILL. 
FBI CHIEF 

My boy what I mean was we need to know more about the best psychiatric treatment. 

FBI CHIEF 

By prevention , I mean introducing hotline services, alcohol prohibition , firearm license control, monitoring Internet chat aiding suicides etc.  

INT. FBI CELL 

In a pitched dark passageway of FBI unit, Lamina is quietly meditating. The cell has a very dim light.
A soft light from the ventilation falls on DR LAMINA HILL with a lose white pants.  We hear the sound of footsteps. JESSICA MOORE arrives in a feminine black skirt suit. She makes eye contact with DR LAMINA HILL.   

DR LAMINA HILL breaks his meditation. 

DR LAMINA HILL  

                         (Opening his eyes) 

I’m all yours.  

JESSICA MOORE SIGNALLING THE PRISON GUARD TO OPEN THE LOCK OF DR LAMINA HILL’S CELL. 

CELL MAKERS AN ERRIE SOUND. JESSICA MOORE GETS IN. PRISON GUARD STANDS OUTSIDE. 

JESSICA MOORE   

            I need your support.  

DR LAMINA HILL SMILES.

DR LAMINA HILL 

For what ?  

JESSICA MOORE    

To reach to the bottom of the truth. 

 DR LAMINA HILL LOOKING AT THE PRISON GUARD OUTSIDE.

DR LAMINA HILL 

Let me know the truth first ?  

JESSICA MOORE    

As of now, it is  a case of only suspicion.

DR LAMINA HILL  

                         …and tomorrow 

JESSICA MOORE  

a null and void case or could be a fit case of assisted suicide.    

DR LAMINA HILL 

I won’t be your guest for more than a week here. So your time to interrogate me starts now.  

      DR LAMINA HILL 

What’s your line of your investigation young lady ?

JESSICA MOORE    

To save innocent lives………… including yours or the hundred others.   

DR LAMINA HILL  

I can very well defend myself. 

DR LAMINA HILL takes a deep breath.  

DR LAMINA HILL 

So you have done it what best you could have done ?    

DR LAMINA HILL  

You can put people like me inside the  cell who are fighting with this rotten system. But,  what about the people who are fighting with themselves.  

JESSICA MOORE    

I willingly want to give you a fair chance for trial. 

                             DR LAMINA HILL 

                 If I make a voluntary statement. 
DR LAMINA HILL 

Today, I know , we only claim to be a free society. 

DR LAMINA HILL  


In any society, you own your life, and your

only obligation is to respect 

the rights of others.  

CUT TO :

INT. FBI CELL 

A defense lawyer sitting opposite  to DR LAMINA HILL discussing the modalities of the defense to be put up before the Judge , the next day. 

       We see , an exhausting defense lawyer , sweating in the small FBI cell , trying to convince Dr LAMINA HILL.   

DR LAMINA HILL 

I have no intention of pleading guilty.  

DEFENSE LAWYER

(In low voice)  

State is trying its best to hang you. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

Let them do it. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

Old and disabled doesn’t exist in our society. They have  been facing discrimination for years. They are voiceless …….marginalized.

DR LAMINA HILL 

I want justice within these Parameters. All my life, I dedicated myself to a noble cause. 

   DEFENSE LAWYER LOOKING AROUND. 
DEFENSE LAWYER

(hUSH –HUSH VOICE)  

Law has no eyes …no compassion. Your noble act is an act of CRIME in   the books of Law.     

DR LAMINA HILL 

If you can save me , you can save the society to which you & I belong. I’m fighting for a cause with my head held high. Can you do it ….not for me but for people who are suffering ?      

DR LAMINA HILL 

If the state wins …..the society loses….. it’s an yet another battle between the humanity and morality.  

CUT TO :

EXT. COURT ROOM   

We see the DISTRICT COURT for the first time. 

 
There is a lot of activity with people walking in to the Court compound. Lot of lawyers moving around. 
A conversation between two lawyers goes like this 

A LAWYER 

Mr GORDON CASTLE is the defense lawyer for DR LAMINA HILL. He has a clean history of winning all the cases he fought till now. 

A WOMAN LAWYER 

Will he turn the table this time around  ? 

CUT TO :

INT. DISTRICT COURT ; judge edward green  

Courtroom fills with people.  

FEDERAL PROSECUTOR is in a standing position. DR LAMINA HILL stands firm in a witness box, while defense lawyer GORDON sits in a table facing the JUDGE. 
DR LAMINA HILL looks relaxed with no signs of fear or anxiety. The attendance in the COURT ROOM is full with lot of media interest. PEOPLE are engaging themselves in conversation. DISTRICT COURT JUDGE is a well built and bearded. 
JUDGE bangs his gavel.

FBI CHIEF 

Now the biggest task is to indulge them to talk.

That’s the biggest task. The entire case rest on them. 

FBI CHIEF looking at middle aged person. 

FBI CHIEF 

Dr what are the chances of such patients responding positively to our call?  

DOCTOR 

They are perfectly normal. Their problem is more psychological than medicine related. 

Psychologist 

They can recover fast if we can treat them like a family. We have to be part of them. We have to share their ambitions, likes and dislikes. 

FBI CHIEF 

We need to do everything possible to make them talk. We need their testimony to book DR LAMINA HILL. 

FBI CHIEF 

Actually we also need to take the testimony of people who didn’t take DR LAMINA HILL’s advice or disagreed with DR LAMINA HILL. 

DEPART OF JUSTICE OFFICIAL 

We have to build a watertight case.

All these patients are  psychologically weak today, but we have to make them mentally strong. We have to bring back their confidence in life.

That should be the first task.

We should put them in a separate make shift rehabilitation centre. We will try to bring back their memory. We will give them special care. A focused attention can bring results.

It’s a tragic health problem than forcing ones religious convictions. 

        DR LAMINA HILL  

Let’s for a moment, think practically. Today’ the drugs used for assisted suicides cost about $35 per dose, far cheaper than intensive care, nursing homes, motorized wheelchairs and expensive painkillers.                     

DR LAMINA HILL 

But we are paying a heavy cost. Why ?             

DR LAMINA HILL  

Good medicine and good law call on physicians to kill pain, not patients. 

DR LAMINA HILL

That’s his right. 

DR LAMINA HILL 

You are scrutinizing my role , but have you seen how every day , families of terminally ill patients participates in hastening the death process in hospitals.                   

DR LAMINA HILL 

Suicide should be viewed as national health crisis. 

GORDON CASTLE  

Every person has a right to die. In fact, in most of the cases, the patient has shown a written desire to die. What more proof you require for my client’s innocence ?               

gordon castle  

If failed cases of my clients are crucial to decide about his fate , I must tell you there are many cases where he has saved the lives.

DR LAMINA HILL 

He has advised many a youngster from not taking the extreme step. 

                                 GORDON CASTLE

Lethal prescription given by my client to a patient is actually a medical treatment under the medical laws. 
GORDON CASTLE 

Sir , like the abortion decision , the decision of a terminally ill person to end his life involves the most intimate and person choices a person can make in a life time. 

GORDON CASTLE 

A choice,  like an unwed mother, central to personal dignity and autonomy.  

PUBLIC PROSECUTOR 

               Some of his victims are still alive. 
             they are  now live a life with side effects. 

gordon castle  

Without going into the specific case , I must say drugs are for curing , not for killing .My client only intended to relieve pain. 

PUBLIC PROSECUTOR 

His mere presence was dangerous, as he is an advocate of supporting assisted suicides. 


GORDON CASTLE 

THE district court has ruled that the assisted suicide is protected by the liberty and privacy provisions of the US Constitutions. 

GORDON CASTLE QUOTING FROM THE EARLIER JUDGEMENT 

                          GORDON CASTLE 

                 The terminally ill patient liberty interest 

                 is  protected by the   Fourteenth Amendment's 

                 Due Process Clause which extends to a personal 

                 choice by a mentally competent, terminally ill 

                 adult to commit physician assisted suicide.

OFFSCREEN    

JUDGE  

                It is often difficult to draw a distinct line between palliative care (the relief of pain) and an assisted suicide. 
LAMINA has acted recklessly with the divine tool in his hand.

JUDGE 

The nobility of any doctor lies in encouraging people to live, fight the odds and move up. Advising easy way out is not a doctor’s job or even thinking or conditioning his mind towards suicide is not tolerable in this society.  

ON SCREEN      

JUDGE (cont’d) 

Killing one another is not compassionate, it's abandonment. 

OFFSCREEN                   

JUDGE (cont’d)   

Who are we to judge the lives  Of terminally ill people as worthless when in fact their lives aren't worthless?                  

JUDGE

(cont’d)

They have an equal right to live. The nobility of any doctor lies in encouraging helpless and dejected people to fight against the odds than advising them an easy way out. 

WE SEE DR LAMINA HILL’S failed suicide victim hearing curiously the judgment.  

JUDGE (cont’d)  

Going into the importance of the case, I find it to be a fit case of instigating an atmosphere of doomsday. 

I fully agree with the PUBLIC PROSECUTOR ‘S case that DR LAMINA HILL was dealing with mentally competent patients, prescribed non –prohibited drugs.

There were also written permission to  die a peaceful death either to the President or the hospital.

DR LAMINA HILL’S public views are against the society. But as an individual he has every right to air his views. 

He is no doubt a danger to society. He has no right or freedom to impose his views, religious convictions, or philosophies on all the other members of a democratic society  ..Whether competent or incompetent. They cannot compel those whose value differs with theirs to die painful, protracted and agonizing deaths. But prima facie there appears to be no direct link of Dr Lamina  in the recent suicide cases.  

JUDGE 

If we can't even control the actions of one doctor when physician-assisted suicide is illegal, how can we expect to regulate the actions of thousands of doctors? 

I wish to go by the DISTRICT COURT order. 

THE JUDGE SLAMS his gavel. THE CROWD is on his feet. They soon disperse in a noisy fashion. 
CUT TO 

 FBI CHAMBER 

Everybody was sitting depressed, SWOLLEN FACES , THE ROOMS LOOKS A BIT DISTRACTED.
