KARA

DAVID

KARA

DAVID
But isn't that the goal? Like, 
don't you want to be with the 
person you're made for?

KARA

experiences you miss when all 
you're focused on is finding THE 
ONE. That to me, is the same as 
climbing a mountain and only 
looking at the view when you get to 
the top.

DAVID

DAVID

You’ve got 2 minutes before the 
train comes. Are you sure this is 
how you want to spend that time?

DAVID
It‘ll take less than one.
It might sound foolish, it even BE 
foolish but it’s important to me.

David takes his phone out, he takes a picture of Kara and 
presses the SYNC button on his phone. He nervously looks at 
the train timetable screen as it displays TRAIN APPROACHING.
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Ah it’s taking ages, must be the signal round here.

KARA
Well, it’s now or never.

Kara walks on the train, turns around to look at David. He‘s 
standing in a panic, holding the door with one arm as he 
looks back and forth from his phone to Kara.

It was lovely meeting you David. I wish you a good life.

The doors close. The train starts moving as David receives 
the result. 100% SUREFIRE MATCH!

David looks up at the train, he runs.
