SCENE 1

(CINDERELLA on the sofa DSL arguing with her STEPSISTERS and
STEPBROTHER. NARRATOR sits in a spotlight DSR)

NARRATOR: Hello everyone! My name is Nattering Nigel and I’m
here today to tell you a wonderful story. Let’s start at the
very beginning, A Very good place to start! There once was a
beautiful young girl named Cinderella, who lived with her

disgusting Stepmother, Stepbrother and Stepsisters. She longed
to go to the royal ball but was worried no one would want to

go with her.

(EXIT NARRATOR)

(Lights up on CINDERELLA, KARENELLA, PRUNELLA and BORIS )

CINDERELLA: But that’s not fair! I deserve to go to the ball
too

KARENELLA: No one would want to go to the ball with you, you
have no friends

PRUNELLA: You’re too ugly to go to the ball

CINDEREllA: It’s not like you two have been invited to the
ball, though is it?

BOTH STEPSISTERS: Actually we have

(They high-five each other)

CINDERELLA: That’s so unfair

BORIS: Even I’ve been invited to the ball

CINDERELLA: You’ve been invited to the ball? But how? We don’t
talk about you, Boris
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(We don’t talk about BORIS parody - All)

We don’t talk about Boris
No no no

we don't talk about Boris
Butt..

It was election day
(It was Election day)

We were getting ready, and there was no covid in the sky
(no Covid up in the sky)

Boris walk in with a mischievous grin –
Stay home!

Don’t you dare go outside
(Sorry, what is going on)

Boris says, “The virus is here”
(why did he tell us?)

In doing so we live in fear
(with the masks they sell us)
Elected then talks diahorrea
What a mental day… but anyway

We don’t talk about boris
No, no, no!

We don’t talk about boris!

Hey! Grew to live in fear of boris stuttering and stumbling
I could always hear him sort of muttering and mumbling

I associate him with balloons rubbing his hair, Ch-ch-ch

Grew afraid of all the coughs and sneezes
Anti-vaxxers say the cure spreads diseases

I say shut your mouth
Jesus christ do you understand?

DO YOU UNDERSTAND?

We don’t talk about boris
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No, no, no

Keep away from that borisssss oh oh!

(STEPMOTHER, QUEEN , QUEENIE, PRINCESS CHARMING EXIT)

BORIS: You don’t talk about me, you sing about me
instead because that makes sense

NARRATOR: Oh shush you

BORIS: please allow me to explain

NARRATOR: shush

( EXIT NARRATOR)

(ENTER STEPMOTHER)

STEPMOTHER: What is all of this noise?

KARENELLA:(fake crying) Cinderella has been teasing us

PRUNELLA:(fake crying)She called me ugly

BORIS: (sulkily) She said people don’t talk about me!

STEPMOTHER: But we don’t talk about you Boris!

(We don’t talk about Boris parody - STEPMOTHER)

We don’t talk about Boris
No no no

we don't talk about Boris

CINDERELLA:(shouting angrily) I did not tease Karenella and
Prunella, I may have said we don’t talk Boris though.

STEPMOTHER: Cinderella! Do not speak to your siblings like
that. Now stop all of this fuss, you have chores to do
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CINDEREllA: (sulkily) Fine.

(END OF SCENE 1)

SCENE 2

(ENTER NARRATOR)

NARRATOR: (Singing) we don’t talk about Boris!
What’s the similarity between Boris Johnson and the Clapper

on Big Ben? (what response from audience) They’re both Massive
Bell-Ends. Anyway that’s enough talk about Boris, let's see

how Cinderella is getting on. Will she make it to the ball? Oh
no she won’t, oh yes she will!

(EXIT NARRATOR)

(CINDERELLA is gardening)

CINDERELLA: This is so unfair, I deserve to go to the royal
ball. My siblings never do any work around here and yet they
get everything they want. If only there was a way I could go

to the ball.

(ENTER PRINCESS CHARMING, she is out on her morning walk when
she walks past and sees CINDERELLA upset about not being able

to go to the ball).

PRINCESS CHARMING: Hello?

CINDERELLA:(Looking Around) Hello? Who are you?

PRINCESS CHARMING: Hello, I’m Princess Charming, it’s nice to
meet you

CINDERELLA: (stuttering) Hi… I’m… I’m… Cinderella

PRINCESS CHARMING: Hello Cinderella

CINDERELLA: What are you doing around here, we hardly ever get
visitors?

PRINCESS CHARMING: I was walking by when I heard you say you
want to go to the royal ball

CINDERELLA: I would love to go to the royal ball, but there’s
no way my family would let me. I’m basically a slave for them

PRINCESS CHARMING: Oh Cinderella! That’s terrible. You deserve
to go to the ball

CINDERELLA: That’s very kind of you

PRINCESS CHARMING: It's true, I would love for you to attend
the ball.

CINDERELLA: I would love to attend the ball too but I haven’t
got anyone to go with or anything to wear

PRINCESS CHARMING: Oh Cinderella! You can go to the ball with
me!

CINDERELLA: (lost for words) I… I… I… don’t know what to say…
You are so beautiful… I would love to go with you…

PRINCESS CHARMING: Thank you Cinderella, you’re beautiful too.
Don’t worry I’ll find a way for us to go to the royal ball

(ENTER STEPMOTHER secretly watching CINDERELLA and PRINCESS
CHARMING)

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STEPMOTHER: Cinderella! What are you doing?!

CINDEREllA: (Whispering) Quick, you’d better go before my
stepmother finds out. It was lovely to meet you

PRINCESS CHARMING: It was lovely to meet you too

(CINDERELLA AND PRINCESS CHARMING hug CHARMING Exits)

CINDERELLA: Oh Hello Mother, I didn’t see you there

STEPMOTHER: Who were you talking to?

CINDERELLA: No one Mother, just myself, I do that sometimes
whilst Gardening

STEPMOTHER: Less talking more gardening!

CINDERELLA: Yes Mother

(END OF SCENE 2 )

SCENE 3

(PRINCESS CHARMING is in the royal palace making the final
arrangements for the royal ball)

PRINCESS CHARMING: That’s the food, drink and music sorted

QUEENIE: Excellent. Who are you attending the ball with, dear?

PRINCESS CHARMING: (nervously) I… I… don’t know

QUEEN: You don’t know?!

( PRINCESS CHARMING looks down at the ground, worried as to
what her parents will say)
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QUEENIE: What’s the matter?

PRINCESS CHARMING: Well… there is someone I would like to go
to the ball with

QUEEN: Why didn’t you say so?

PRINCESS CHARMING: The thing is…

QUEENIE & QUEEN: Yes,

PRINCESS CHARMING: She isn’t allowed to attend

QUEEN: She can’t attend?

QUEENIE: We’d love to meet her

PRINCESS CHARMING: Her family won’t allow her, she’s being
treated like a slave

QUEEN: But that’s terrible!

QUEENIE: Is there anything we can do?

PRINCESS CHARMING: I wish there was something we could do,
she’s so beautiful and kind

QUEENIE: How did you meet her?

PRINCESS CHARMING: I met her yesterday, whilst out for my
morning walk, she was out in the Garden, and looked upset so I

said hello, and we had a conversation.

QUEEN: Oh, how sweet!

QUEENIE: That’s very kind of you to cheer her up. Now we must
find a way for her to attend the ball.
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PRINCESS CHARMING: But how? Her family barely let her leave
the grounds.

QUEENIE: Leave it with me dear

(END OF SCENE 3)

SCENE 4

(CINDERELLA is sat in her room feeling lonely, wishing that
PRINCESS CHARMING would come back)

NARRATOR: Hello again everyone! Have you missed me? I bet you
have. Anyway this show’s not all about me is it? And it’s
definitely not about Boris! It’s the night before the royal
ball, the stepsisters are teasing Cinderella. Cinderella is

desperately wishing for Princess Charming and hoping that she
would keep her promise of taking Cinderella to the royal ball.

(EXIT NARRATOR)

KARENELLA: (Showing off) I look wonderful

PRUNELLA: You most certainly do

(KARENELLA and PRUNELLA duet - I’m too sexy)

CINDERELLA: Okay, okay we get it! You’re going to the stupid
ball

KARENELLA: Oooh, someone’s jealous!

PRUNELLA: Of course, she’s jealous, no one would ever want to
go to the ball with her

CINDERELLA: Leave me alone!

KARENELLA: No need to be miserable
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PRUNELLA: (mocking) Leave me alone!

KARENELLA: Come on, we have better things to do than to hang
out with this loser

(EXIT STEPSISTERS)

(CINDERELLA buries her head into her hands and begins to cry)

(ENTER VINO DICAMPO, Man I Feel Like A Woman, playing on
entrance )

VINO: Hello everyone! My name is Vino Dicampo, the death
dropping drag queen

CINDERELLA: Who are you?

VINO: Didn’t you hear me? I’m Vino Dicampo, the death dropping
drag queen

CINDERELLA: I meant what are you doing here?

VINO: Firstly, you’re a really ugly crier, sweetie and
secondly, I heard someone wasn’t invited to the ball

CINDERELLA: Thanks for reminding me

VINO: I think I can help with that

CINDERELLA: You can?

VINO: Yaaas , I’m your fairy godqueen

CINDERELLA: My what?

VINO: Your fairy godqueen of course!

CINDERELLA: But how did you find me?

VINO: That would be telling, bestie
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CINDERELLA: You really can help me get to the ball?

VINO: Absolutely bestie!

(VINO clicks her fingers and a beautiful blue dress and
crystal crocs appear)

CINDERELLA: (taken aback) It’s beautiful

FAIRY GODMOTHER: Well, what are you waiting for? Try it on!

(CINDERELLA tries the dress and shoes on, she stands looking
in the mirror admiring her reflection)

VINO: Werk it girl! You look gorgeous. it’s giving lesbian and
we’re totally here for it

CINDERELLA: Thank you so so much

VINO: You’re most welcome bestie, now listen carefully at 8pm
tomorrow night I will knock twice on the window, let me in and
I will transport you to the ball. When the clock strikes 12
you must leave the ball, so your stepmother doesn’t realise

you have gone

CINDERELLA: Thank you, see you tomorrow night

VINO: Goodnight bestie

(END OF SCENE 4)
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(STEPMOTHER, STEPSISTERS and BORIS are making CINDERELLA feel
annoyed as they get ready for the ball. CINDERELLA is praying

that PRINCESS CHARMING will come back)

NARRATOR: Are we all having fun? What about you there in the
back row? Yes we are all having fun, almost as much fun as a

Downing Street Christmas party! I mean er…. Work event! Anyway
let’s turn our attention back to Cinderella, will she make it

to the ball? Oh no she won’t! Oh yes she will!

(EXIT NARRATOR)

STEPMOTHER: Now, don’t my three favourite children look
absolutely gorgeous

CINDERELLA: In case you’ve forgotten, you have four children

STEPMOTHER: I said my three favourite children, take the hint

KARENELLA: Yeah, dummy take the hint. And yes Mother I do look
absolutely gorgeous

BORIS: Even I look great!

STEPMOTHER: You do, but we don’t talk about, you Boris

(We don’t talk about Boris Parody - STEPMOTHER, KARENELLA,
PRUNELLA )

We don’t talk about Boris
No no no

we don't talk about Boris

BORIS: They don’t talk about me, but they keep singing about
me. Someone, make it make sense!

STEPMOTHER: Oh shut up Boris!

BORIS: If I could just add…
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STEPMOTHER: What part of shut up do you not understand?!

BORIS: (Sulkily)Sorry Mother

STEPMOTHER: That’s better.

PRUNELLA: Oh wow! I look fab-u-lous!

CINDERELLA:(mocking Prunella) Oh wow! I look fab-u-lous!

STEPMOTHER: Cinderella! How could you be so mean to your
sister?

PRUNELLA: (fake crying) Yeah, Cinderella how could you be so
mean

CINDERELLA: This is so unfair! You're mean to me all time and
always get away with it, just because you three are the

favourites! I hate it here!

STEPMOTHER: If you’ve finished complaining, I need to help
Karenella, Prunella and Boris finish getting ready for the

ball. I expect all of the chores to be done by time they get
home tonight, do I make myself clear?

CINDERELLA: Yes, Mother

STEPMOTHER: Good

( EXIT STEPMOTHER, KARENELLA , PRUNELLA , BORIS )

(CINDERELLA puts her head into her hands and lets out a loud
angry scream )

(ENTER VINO DICAMPO)

VINO: Someone’s in a bad mood

CINDERELLA: Really?! Whatever gave you that idea
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VINO: Maybe it’s because your Stepmother , Karenella, Prunella
and Boris still exist

CINDERELLA: I don’t suppose you can get rid of them?

VINO: I’m not a miracle worker, Bestie. Anyway that’s
enough about them, tonight’s all about you and making sure you
and Princess Charming enjoy the ball.

CINDERELLA: You’re right, I’d best start getting ready

CINDERELLA Exits to get dressed)

VINO: No time like the present

CINDERELLA: (OffStage) OH MY GOD!! OH MY GOD!! THE BALL STARTS
IN 15 MINUTES, I CAN’T GET READY IN SUCH A SHORT TIME

VINO: Bestie calm down

CINDERELLA: (OffStage)Calm down???!!!

VINO: That’s what I said

CINDERELLA: (OffStage) Calm down!! How can I calm down when
I’m not gonna make it on time??!!

VINO: (calmly) Watch this

(VINO clicks her fingers and CINDERELLA enters and is ready
for the ball)

CINDERELLA: How did you do that?

VINO: Maybe I am a miracle worker after all

(END OF SCENE 5)
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SCENE 6

Background Music Begins

(Enter NARRATOR, followed by STEPMOTHER, STEPSISTERS & BORIS
finally after a few moments CINDERELLA Enters)

PRINCESS CHARMING: It’s so nice to see you, you look
absolutely beautiful

CINDERELLA: Thank you! It's so nice to see you too, you look
wonderful too

(They hug)

QUEEN: Ah so you must be Cinderella

CINDERELLA: (Nervously) Yes… it’s great to meet you

QUEEN: My pleasure

QUEENIE: Ah so this is your girlfriend, then Princess ?

PRINCESS CHARMING: (Embarrassed) Mom! She is not my
girlfriend…. Well… not yet

CINDERELLA: (Amused) Maybe by the end of the night, Princess

PRINCESS CHARMING: Oh behave you!

(PRINCESS CHARMING takes CINDERELLA by the hand and the two
join the rest of the ball)

QUEENIE: I’m glad that they’re happy

QUEEN: Me too, although I wonder how Cinderella managed to get
to the ball?

QUEENIE: Hmmm… yes I wonder

QUEEN: This was you, wasn’t it?
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QUEENIE: I just couldn’t bear to see Princess so upset, so I
got VINO to work her magic

QUEEN: What will we do if Cinderella’s Stepmother finds out?!

QUEENIE: Relax, it’ll be fine

(PRINCESS CHARMING interrupts her parents conversation, to ask
her parents if they’re ready to dance)

PRINCESS CHARMING: Are you ready to dance?

QUEENIE: Yes dear

QUEEN: If everyone would like to join us, it’s time for a
dance

PRINCESS CHARMING: Cinderella, would you?

CINDERELLA: Of course

(Dance)

KARENELLA: Who is dancing with Princess Charming?

PRUNELLA: That looks like Cinderella!

KARENELLA: Don’t be daft, it can’t be her, she wasn’t invited

(KARENELLA and PRUNELLA stand secretly watching CINDERELLA
and PRINCESS CHARMING)

PRUNELLA: (Shouts) Oh hello Cinderella!

(CINDERELLA freezes panic stricken)

PRINCESS CHARMING: Quick Cinderella! Run !
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(As CINDERELLA begins to run, one of her crocs falls off)

(END OF SCENE 6)

SCENE 7
( chase sequence to Benny Hill theme)

(END OF SCENE 7)
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SCENE 8

(KARENELLA, PRUNELLA and BORIS return home from the ball and
tell STEPMOTHER about CINDERELLA)

KARENELLA: Mother! Mother!

STEPMOTHER: What is the matter dear?

KARENELLA: Cinderella went to the ball

STEPMOTHER: She did what?!

PRUNELLA, KARENELLA & BORIS: She went to the ball!

STEPMOTHER: But how? Surely no one would want to take that
ugly vermin to the royal ball

KARENELLA: (showing stepmother the croc) She was wearing
these

STEPMOTHER: EWWW! They’re so ugly

KARENELLA: I know, it’s giving budget Beyonce

STEPMOTHER: Beyonce wouldn’t be seen dead wearing those.
Anyway onto more important matters, I need to think of a way

to punish Cinderella

PRUNELLA: I have a great idea! You could make her clean
Boris’s underwear

BORIS: Oh so now they’re talking about me!

PRUNELLA & STEPMOTHER: SHUT UP BORIS!

STEPMOTHER: I said punish, not torture. Although it would
teach her a lesson
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PRUNELLA: It can’t be any worse than the time she went to that
cheese and wine party

BORIS: I think you mean work event!

STEPMOTHER: Boris I will not tell you again, shut up! And yes
I suppose you’re right dear. Sounds like a plan

PRUNELLA: Told you I’m a genius!

STEPMOTHER: I wouldn’t go that far, dear

(END OF SCENE 8)
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SCENE 9

(PRINCESS CHARMING, QUEENIE and QUEEN are discussing what to
do after CINDERELLA was caught at the ball)

PRINCESS CHARMING: (Crying) What on earth are we going to do
now? I can’t believe Cinderella has been caught, I never

intended for her to come to any harm

QUEENIE: Don’t worry dear, we will find a way of fixing this

QUEEN: I think you mean, that you will find a way of fixing
this?

PRINCESS CHARMING: What are you talking about?

QUEEN: Tell her

QUEENIE:(Hesitantly) Okay…. Well … you see.. I…. I… I saw how
much you wanted Cinderella to attend the ball so I got VINO to

work her magic…

PRINCESS CHARMING: (Angrily) So this is all your fault? How
could you do this? What if I never see her again?!

QUEENIE: I’m so so sorry, dear

PRINCESS CHARMING: I hate you!

(EXIT PRINCESS CHARMING)

(QUEENIE buries his head into her hands and lets out a big
sigh)

QUEENIE: How on earth am I going to make it up to her?

QUEEN: That sounds like a you problem. women never listen
though, do they?

(EXIT QUEEN)
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(If I could turn back time - QUEENIE solo)

(END OF SCENE 9)

SCENE 10

(CINDERELLA is sat in her room crying, wishing she could see
PRINCESS CHARMING again)

CINDERELLA: I wish I could see Princess Charming again, all I
wanted was for us to go to the ball together and be happy. But

I guess that’s not going to happen.

(ENTER VINO DICAMPO)

CINDERELLA: What are you doing here?

VINO: You really are an ugly crier, aren’t you? Also why
aren’t you at the ball with Princess Charming?

CINDERELLA: My stepsisters spotted me

VINO: Ah… yeah… that wasn’t exactly meant to happen….

CINDERELLA: It’s your fault! You said you knew what you were
doing

VINO: Firstly I’m sensing a lot of negative vibes from you
right now and secondly I said I could help you get to the
ball, I didn’t say I could stop you from getting caught

CINDERELLA: Since your genius plan didn’t work, do you have
any other suggestions as to what I’m supposed to do now

VINO: I’m not a miracle worker but I’ll see what I can do

(END OF SCENE 10)
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SCENE 11

(CINDERELLA, PRINCESS CHARMING, QUEENIE, QUEEN and VINO are at
the special ball)

CINDERELLA: Oh this is wonderful!

PRINCESS CHARMING: It certainly is. At last we can be together

CINDERELLA: Just what I’ve always wanted. But how did your
parents manage to arrange something at such short notice?

VINO: Maybe I am a miracle worker after all

CINDERELLA & PRINCESS CHARMING: Thank you so much VINO!

VINO: You’re most welcome besties!

CINDERELLA: But what about my family?

VINO: Don’t worry about that, you’ll not be hearing from them
anytime soon

QUEENIE: I think it’s time for a dance

(Slow Dance while VINO Sings)

CINDERELLA: I love you Princess, like I’ve never loved anyone
else

PRINCESS CHARMING: I love you too Cinderella. Will you be
mine?

CINDERELLA: Always

( CINDERELLA and PRINCESS CHARMING - Duet)

(They kiss)

(Enter STEPMOTHER, STEPSISTERS & BORIS)
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STEPMOTHER: What on earth is going on here

QUEENIE: Vino Escort them out of here

(VINO Escorts the STEPMOTHER, STEP SISTERS & BORIS out of the
palace)

(ENTER NARRATOR)

NARRATOR: And they all lived happily ever after. Well except
for Stepmother, Stepsisters and Boris. I heard VINO had them

banished from Downing street forever!

THE END
