FIONA MCMILLAN.  




How’s the Computer Shop doing?

DANIEL STRACHAN.  

Fine.  Andre and I are doing just fine.  We could do with another hand to help us around the shop, but, all in all, we have raked enough money in to open another shop, or, extend the existing shop.  

FIONA.  

Sounds good, sounds good.  You should maybe do something different with the money.  Open a Club or something.  

DANIEL.  

I don’t know.  It’s too late at night to think anymore.  I need to sleep and clear my head.  I haven’t really thought about what to do with the money anyway.

FIONA.  

So, what are we going to do with the Spare Bedrooms?

DANIEL.  

Not sure.  I suppose we could rent them out. 

FIONA.

Fiona! Come back! I didn’t mean it!

DANIEL HIMSELF YAWNS.  HE TURNS OFF THE TV & LEAVES THE ROOM.  HE GOES UP THE STAIRS TO HIS OWN BEDROOM.  WE SEE LIGHTS TURNING OFF ALL THE WAY UP THE STAIRS.

NB: ANNE, SARAH & LEE ARE NOT SHOWN AS MAIN CHARACTERS YET, EVEN THOUGH THEY ARE PART OF THE MAIN CAST.  THEY ARE SHOWN IN THE GUEST STARS LISTS UNTIL THEY DO APPEAR AS MAIN CHARACTERS.

EXT. SCAN OF KILWINNING – DAY. (MORNING.)

Shows a scan of Kilwinning (where Daniel & Fiona live.) There is an opening song chosen, which is “3 am,” by: “Busted.” Scene has faded text, showing guest stars, which is done by Computer, same as all of the guest stars & credits are also done by the Computer.

FIONA.  

(IN A GOOD MOOD.) Good morning! How are you?

DANIEL.  




I’m fine.  You?

FIONA.  




Fine.  Never have been better.  

DANIEL.  




Have you calmed down from last night?

FIONA.  

Yes.  Just forget it, okay? It was nothing.  

DANIEL HELPS FIONA TO FINISH SETTING THE TABLE.  

FIONA (CON’T.)

Come and help me make the breakfast.  










CUT TO:

INT. SARAH & ANNE’S FLAT – DAY.  

SARAH THOMPSON & ANNE WHITE.  

This is SARAH & ANNE’S FLAT.  SARAH walks out of her ROOM.  (She looks a mess.  Probably didn’t sleep last night.) She has round, milk – bottle glasses.  

ANNE WHITE (O.S)

(SHOUTING.) Sarah! Can you get me a towel?! I can’t find any!

SARAH THOMPSON.  

There should be some in the Airing Cupboard.  If not, then, there are some in the Drier.  

ANNE (O.S)




There wasn’t any in the Airing Cupboard.  

SARAH.  

I’ve got one.  I’ll bring it into the Bathroom for you.  Is there any hot water left?

ANNE (O.S)

There should be.  You know how temperamental the Boiler is.  One minute there’s hot water for the shower, then, the next minute, its gone cold.  

SARAH.  

Can you make a start on breakfast when you’ve finished? Please? 

ANNE (O.S)




Sure.  What do you want?

SARAH.  

Whatever there is left in the fridge and Cupboards.  We need to go shopping today to get some more food.  

SARAH WALKS INTO THE BATHROOM WITH A TOWEL IN HER HAND.  SHE COMES BACK OUT & GOES INTO HER BEDROOM.  ANNE WALKS OUT OF THE BATHROOM, WRAPPED IN A TOWEL.  SARAH WALKS BACK OUT OF HER BEDROOM & THEN GOES INTO THE BATHROOM.  










    FADE TO: 

INT. DANIEL’S HOUSE / DINING ROOM – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN & FIONA MCMILLAN.  

DANIEL & FIONA are eating their BREAKFASTS.  They both finish eating.  

DANIEL.  




That was delicious.  

FIONA.  

Yes, it was.  Are you going into the Computer Shop today?

DANIEL.  

Yes and no.  I’ll go in for a bit and then I’m going to go and look at properties for my Club.  

FIONA.  

I’m going to go into Town.  I’ll also pop into the Newspaper Office.  I’ll see if I can put in an ad for the Spare Bedrooms.  I am also going to see if I can get a job at the Newspaper Office.  

DANIEL.  




Why? What about your job at the Offices?

FIONA.  

I’m bored with that.  I want to write.  I’ve got the day off today anyway.  

DANIEL.  

Why are you going into town today? I know you’ve got the day off, but, the Gas Man’s coming today, and, nobody’s going to be in to see to him.  Why?

FIONA.  

Calm down dear.  He’s only a Gas Man.  

DANIEL.  

I’m sorry for snapping at you.  My head is buzzing this morning.  

FIONA.  

It’s okay.  I’m sorry for snapping at you last night.  I was dead tired.  

DANIEL.  

So was I.  I had a busy day at work yesterday.  

FIONA.  

The Gas Man phoned to tell us he’s not coming until tomorrow, remember? 

DANIEL.  




No.  You didn’t tell me that yesterday.  

FIONA.  

I’m sorry.  I must have forgot to tell you.  

DANIEL.  




That’s okay. 

FIONA.  

I’m going to go into the Living Room to make some advertisements.  

DANIEL.  




Okay.  I’ll do the washing up.  

FIONA LEAVES THE ROOM & DANIEL STACKS PLATES.

LEE HALLANDALE & BROOK SPRING.  

This is LEE HALLANDALE’S and BROOK SPRING’S flat.  The Living Room’s of a MODERN TASTE.  The walls are of a NAVY BLUE.  LEE & BROOK are in their BEDROOMS.  











CUT TO:

LETTER BOX:

Letters fall through the box.  











CUT TO:

KITCHEN:

BEOOK WALKS INTO THE KITCHEN.  HE SWITCHES THE KETTLE ON AND LETS IT BOIL.  HE WALKS TO THE FRONT DOOR & PICKS UP THE LETTERS ON THE MAT.  

BROOK SPRING.  




(SHOUTING) Lee! Post and Breakfast! 

BROOK GOES BACK INTO THE KICTHEN THE KETTLE POPS AND HE POURS THE WATER INTO THE CUPS.  











CUT TO:

LEE WALKING OUT OF HIS BEDROOM AND GOING INTO THE BATHROOM.  











CUT TO:

BROOK STIRRING THE TEA.  WE HEAR WATER POURING OUT OF THE SHOWER HEAD.  BROOK STARTS TO MAKE BREAKFAST.  











CUT TO:

INT. DANIEL’S LIVING ROOM – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN & FIONA MCMILLAN.  

FIONA is in the Living Room.  The morning news is on the TV.  FIONA is typing away on her LAPTOP.  DANIEL walks into the room.  

DANIEL.  




How are you getting on?

FIONA.  




I’m almost done.  

SHE TYPES SOMETHING IN & THEN THE PRINTER WHIRRS.  THE PRINTER FINISHES PRINTING AND FIONA HANDS A PIECE OF PAPER TO DANIEL.  

DANIEL.  




They’re fine.  

FIONA SHUTS HER LAPTOP DOWN.  

DANIEL (CON’T)




I’m going to the shop now.  

FIONA 

Did you download and copy those episode’s of Charmed?

DANIEL.  

Oh! Shit! I knew I forgot to do something.  I forgot to tell you, the DVD Writer’s broken in the Study.  I’ll take it to the shop and try and fix it.  

FIONA.  

It’s okay.  Try and get it fixed when you have the chance to get it fixed.  I don’t exactly need the episodes right now.  You can give me them whenever.  

DANIEL.  

Thanks.  You’re so good to have as a friend.  Your parents phoned to tell me that they are not doing the dinner thing tonight and that they are doing it tomorrow night instead.  

FIONA.  

Okay.  I’ll buy a new outfit for tomorrow night while I’m out in town today.  I miss my parents.  I haven’t seen them for ages.  

DANIEL.  

We need to go pretty soon.  The traffic is meant to be in jams everywhere, so the radio said.  I need to get to the shop and then to the first property by half-past-ten.  

FIONA SWITCHES OFF THE TV.  DANIEL TOUCHES HER NECK WHILE SHE BENDS DOWN BUT SHE DOESN’T FEEL HIM DOING SO.  

DANIEL (CON’T.)

Can you get my “Corr’s,” CD from my bedroom please?

FIONA.  




Yes.  

FIONA WALKS OUT OF THE ROOM.  DANIEL GOES INTO THE HALLWAY TO GET HIS OWN THINGS ON.  











CUT TO:

INT. DANIEL’S HOUSE / HALLWAY – DAY. 

DANIEL STRACHAN, FIONA MCMILLAN & EXTRAS.  

A few seconds later.  FIONA walks back into the Hallway and hands DANIEL his CD.  She gets her own things on.  

DANIEL.  




Where do you want dropping off?

FIONA.  

Can you drop me off outside the Newspaper Office please?

DANIEL.  




Okay.  

THEY WALKS OUTSIDE TO GO TO THE CAR.  WE SEE THAT IT IS A NICE SUNNY DAY.  THE FIRST COUPLE OF EPISODES ARE SET DURING THE SUMMER MONTHS.  DANIEL LOCKS THE DOOR AND THEN STROLLS OVER TO THE CAR.  HE SAYS HI TO HIS NEIGHBOURS WHO WE SEE OVER THE HEDGE.  THEY SAY HI BACK.  










   FADE OUT:

END OF ACT ONE.  

COMMERCIAL BREAKS.  

“THE FIVE,” SPONSORED BY:

END OF COMMERCIAL BREAKS.  

“THE FIVE,” SPONSORED BY:

ACT TWO.  

FADE INTO:

INT. DANIEL’ CAR – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN & FIONA MCMILLAN.  

FIONA & DANIEL are in DANIEL’S CAR.  “BREATHLESS,” BY THE CORRS plays on the CD PLAYER.  

DANIEL.  




I love this song.  

FIONA.  

Yeah, so do I.  It was in Charmed? Wasn’t it?

DANIEL.  

Yeah.  It was in “LOOK WHO’S BARKING,” Season Three.  

FIONA.  




What one was that again?


DANIEL.  

It was the one before Prue died.  Phoebe was a Banshee and Prue turned into a dog.  

FIONA.  




Yeah... I remember that one now.  

THERE IS A MOMENT OF SILENCE.  THE CAR GETS STUCK BEHIND SOME TRAFFIC.  

FIONA (CON’T.)

Don’t drive me home today.  I’ll get the Subway back.  

DANIEL.  




Oh.  Okay.  

THERE’S ANOTHER PERIOD OF SILENCE WHILE THEY WAIT TO MOVE ON.  











CUT TO:

INT. LEE & BROOK’S FLAT – DAY.  

LEE HALLANDALE & BROOK SPRING.  

They are both watching TV in the Living Room.  

LEE.  




I want to move out of this place?

BROOK.  




Why?

LEE.  

It’s too small.  I just want to move out and look for somewhere bigger.  

BROOK.  




I know somebody that has a Spare Bedroom.  

LEE.  




Who?

BROOK.  

I don’t know if you know them, but Danny Strachan and Fiona McMillan have a Spare Bedroom.  

LEE.  

No, I don’t know them.  Where do they live?

BROOK.  

5 Thorpe Road.  It’s a nice-big Edwardian House.  You’ll love it.  They have about six or seven bedrooms.  

LEE.  

I might go and have a look at their house later on.  What’s their phone number?

BROOK.  

555 2215.  It has probably changed anyway, but, you can give it a try.  

LEE.  




Okay.  I’ll phone them now.  

HE GOES OVER TO THE PHONE AND TYPES DANIEL AND FIONA’S PHONE NUMBER IN.  IT RINGS ABOUT SIX OR SEVEN TIMES AND LEE GETS NO ANSWER.

BROOK.  

They must be out at work.  I’ll take you there to their house later on, if you want?

LEE.  




Okay then.  

THEY BOTH SIT DOWN ON THE SOFA AND CARRY-ON WATCHING THE TELEVISION.  

BROOK.  




What are you doing today?

LEE.  

Dunno.  Go out and do some shopping I suppose.  We need some more things.  

LEE SWITCHES OFF THE TELEVISION.  THEY BOTH GO TO GET THEIR THINGS ON.  

As they get their things on...
















CUT TO:

INT/EXT. DANIEL’S CAR/NEWSPAPER OFFICE – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN, FIONA MCMILLAN & EXTRAS.   

DANIEL’S CAR arrives outside of the NEWSPAPER OFFICE.  PEOPLE are WALKING in and out of the BUILDING.  

FIONA.  




I shall see you later on.  

DANIEL.  




Yeah.  See you.  

FIONA GETS OUT OF THE CAR.  SHE CLOSES THE DOOR.  DANIEL DRIVES OFF AND PEEPS THE HORN.  FIONA WALKS INTO THE BUILDING.  











CUT TO:

INT. SUBWAY – DAY.  

SARAH THOMPSON, ANNE WHITE & EXTRAS.  

SARAH & ANNE’S TRAIN arrives at the SUBWAY STATION.  WE HEAR TRAIN SOUNDS and PEOPLE TALKING.  SARAH & ANNE get off the TRAIN.  

ANNE.  




Where do you want to go?

SARAH.  




I would like to do some clothes shopping.  

THEY WALK OFF THE TRAIN AND GO OVER TO THE ESCALATOR TO GET OUT OF THE STATION.  











CUT TO:

INT. NEWSPAPER OFFICE/FOYER – DAY.  

FIONA MCMILLAN, SECRETARY & EXTRAS.  

FIONA walks into the BUILDING.  We see PEOPLE walking around.  FIONA walks up to a LONG DESK.  She sees that one of the SECRETARYS is free.  She walks over to her.  

SECRETARY.  

(NOT LOOKING AT FIONA) Yes, can I help you?

FIONA.  

I would like to have this Advertisement put in the Newspaper please.  And could I also see the Editor?

FIONA OPENS HER BAG AND TAKES OUT AN ADVERTISEMENT.  SHE HANDS IT OVER TO THE SECRETARY WHO TAKES IT FROM HER.  THE SECRETARY READS THE ADVERTISEMENT.  

SECRETARY.  

I cannot deal with this.  Yes, you maybe able to see the Editor.  You would need to see him about putting the Advertisement in the Newspaper anyway.  He deals with that sort of thing.  Can you wait a minute while I dial him to see if he’s free?

FIONA.  




Yes.  

THE SECRETARY TYPES SOMETHING IN AT THE KEYBOARD.  WE HEAR HER MUBLING TO THE EDITOR ON THE OTHER END.  SHE PUSHES ANOTHER BUTTON AND THEN TALKS TO FIONA.  

SECRETARY.  

The Editor is free just now and he says he can see you if you go upstairs to his office.  

FIONA.  




Thanks.  Where is his office?

SECRETARY.  




The Editor’s office is on the sixth floor.  

SHE HANDS THE ADVERTISEMENT BACK TO FIONA.  

FIONA.  




Okay, thanks.  

FIONA LEAVES THE DESK AND WALKS OVER TO THE LIFT.  SHE PRESSES THE BUTTON AND WALKS IN.  










    FADE TO:

INT. DANIEL’S COMPUTER SHOP – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN, ANDRE SMITH & EXTRAS.  

ANDRE and DANIEL are busy at work serving CUSTOMERS.  

DANIEL.  




Right! I’m off.  See you later.  

ANDRE.  




Wait! Where are you going?

DANIEL.  

I’m off to see if I can get a property for my new Club.  

ANDRE.  




What new Club?

DANIEL.  

I’ve got ten minutes to get there.  I’d better go.  I’ll tell you later!

DANIEL LEAVES THE SHOP.  ANDRE’S BRAIN WHIRRS AND CLICKS WONDERING WHAT DANIEL IS UP TO.  










     CUT TO:

INT. FASHION CITY – DAY.  

SARAH THOMPSON, ANNE WHITE & EXTRAS.  

SARAH and ANNE are in CUBICLES trying on some CLOTHES that they have chosen.  We see only the outside of the CUBICLES as I am not sure whether this series is to be shown before or after WATERSHED.  ANNE and SARAH are on VOICE OVER or OFF SCREEN.  

SARAH (O.S)




Do yours fit you?

ANNE (O.S)




No.  I think I need a size bigger.  

SARAH (O.S) 

I need a size bigger for that silky top with the Triquetra on the front of it.  

ANNE (O.S) 

I like that top.  Can you pass it over to me so that I can try it on?

SARAH (O.S)




Sure.  Here you go.  

WE SEE A SILKY BLUE TOP PASS OVER THE TOPS OF BOTH CUBICLES.  

ANNE (O.S)




We need to look for a new place.  


SARAH (O.S) 

Yeah, we do.  We’ll have a look when we’re in Tesco’s.  

A SONG CAN BE HEARD ON THE RADIO IN THE SHOP.  IT IS “NATASHA BEDDINGFIELD’S,” “THEESE WORDS ARE MY OWN.”











CUT TO:

INT. NEWSPAPER / EDITOR’S OFFICE – DAY.  

FIONA MCMILLAN & THE EDITOR.  

FIONA arrives outside of the EDITORS’ OFFICE.  She CHAPS (KNOCKS) on the DOOR.  

EDITOR (O.S.)




Come in!

FIONA OPENS THE DOOR AND WALKS INTO HIS OFFICE.  

EDITOR (CON’T)




Are you Fiona McMillan?

FIONA.  




Yes.  

EDITOR.  




Sit, please.  

FIONA SITS DOWN ON THE SPARE CHAIR OPPOSITE THE EDITOR.  

EDITOR (CON’T)




What can I do for you dear?

FIONA.  

I was wondering if you could stick this Advertisement in the Ad Section of the Newspaper.  

FIONA HANDS AN ADVERTISEMENT OVER TO THE NEWSPAPER EDITOR.  HE TAKES A SECOND TO READ IT.  

EDITOR.  

At the moment I’m not sure.  I am editing the paper at the moment so that it can go in for printing.  You’ll have to hold on one moment while I check the paper.  

HE SCROLLS DOWN THE SCREEN WITH THE SCROLL BUTTON ON THE KEYBOARD UNTIL HE GETS TO THE ADS SECTION.  

EDITOR (CON’T.)

The verdict is... No.  We can’t fit it in the next paper that is just about to go out today.  We can fit it in the next paper after that.  Is that okay.  

FIONA.  




Yes.  It’s okay.  That’ll be fine thanks.  

EDITOR.  




Great.  

FIONA.  

Is there a charge for placing it in the Newspaper? 

EDITOR.  

There usually is.  But the company says we can place ads for free in the newspaper if they have a certain amount of words.  This just appears to be above but, as it is a small ad I shall place it in for free.  

FIONA.  

Thanks again.  My friend will be pleased to hear that.  

EDITOR.  




Was that all, my dear?

FIONA.  

No, I was wanting to see you about something else.  I was wondering if I could maybe get a job at the Newspaper?

EDITOR.  

At the moment to hand I’m not sure if there are any going.  I can just check for you.  

HE PICKS UP THE PHONE AND PRESSES A FEW BUTTONS ON THE PHONE’S KEYPAD.  A FEW SECONDS LATER, HE PLACES THE PHONE BACK DOWN.  

EDITOR (CON’T)

You are just in luck.  I have phoned downstairs and found out that the Advice Columnist has left her job and the job is open.  At the moment we are getting a Ghost Writer covering for her.  Are you interested?

FIONA.  

That would be great.  I have always been interested in writing.  

EDITOR.  

Good.  Can you make it for an Interview tomorrow?

FIONA.  

At this moment in time I’m not entirely sure.  I’ll need to quit my old job first.  

EDITOR.  

If you can’t make the Interview, I can reschedule.  I have your address on the ad and also your phone number.  

FIONA.  




You sure do.  

FIONA GETS UP OFF HER CHAIR.  

EDITOR.  




It was nice seeing you, Miss McMillan.  

BOTH OF THEM SHAKE HANDS WITH EACH OTHER.  

FIONA.  

And it was nice seeing you as well.  Goodbye.  

EDITOR.  




Goodbye.  

FIONA WALKS OUT OF THE DOOR AND CLOSES IT BEHIND HERSELF.  THE EDITOR GOES BACK TO EDITING THE NEWSPAPER.  











CUT TO:

INT. FASHION CITY – DAY.  

SARAH THOMPSON, ANNE WHITE & EXTRAS.  

We see the CUBICLES again.  











CUT TO:

INT. SARAH’S CUBICLE – DAY.  

SARAH THOMPSON.  

SCENE OMITTED.  This scene was omitted because I don’t know whether this is going to be shown before or after WATERSHED.  











CUT TO:

INT. ANNE’S CUBICLE – DAY.  

ANNE WHITE.  

SCENE OMITTED.  This scene was omitted because I don’t know whether this is going to be shown before or after WATERSHED.  











CUT TO:

EXT. DERELICT BUILDING – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN.  

DANIEL’S CAR arrives outside the FIRST of THREE DERELICT BUILDINGS.  He walks inside the DERELICT BUILDINGS.  











CUT TO:

INT. DERELICT BUILDING – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN, PROPRIETOR.  

DANIEL walks inside the DERELICT BUILDING.  The PROPREITOR is sat down at a TABLE doing some PAPER WORK. He looks up and sees DANIEL.  The PROPRIETOR is dressed in a suit and tie.  DANIEL’S dressed in his normal clothes.  

DANIEL.  

I’m sorry I’m late.  My Car got stuck in traffic, and, I had to sort out my Computer Shop, and I had to drop a friend off at the Newspaper Office.  


PROPRIETOR.  

It’s okay.  I’ve only been here a few minutes myself.  Daniel, is that right?

DANIEL AND THE PROPRIETOR BOTH SHAKE HANDS.  

DANIEL.  




Yeah.  That’s me.  

PROPRIETOR.

Yeah, they are nice doughnuts.  I love the coffee as well.  Nice, hot, milky and smooth.  

BROOK.  

Let’s talk about something else.  We sound gay.  I’ll take you to Danny and Fiona’s later on.  

LEE.  

Okay.  We’ll need to go soon.  We need to get some food in the house.  

BROOK.  

Before we go, I want some more doughnuts and coffee.  Do you want anything else?

LEE.  

Yeah, go on then.  I’ll have another cup of coffee and some more doughnuts.

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

This place is £80,000.  It is a nice place, and I’m sure you could get it cheaper.  The next place is just down the street, do you want to go there now?

DANIEL.  




Yes.  I’d love to see the next place.  

DANIEL AND THOMAS WALK OUT OF THE BUILDING.  











CUT TO:

EXT. DERELICT BUILDING TWO – DAY.

DANIEL STRACHAN & THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

DANIEL and THOMAS arrive at the SECOND of THREE DERELICT BUILDINGS.  











CUT TO:

INT. SECOND DERELICT BUILDING – DAY.

DANIEL STRACHAN & THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

DANIEL and THOMAS walk into the building.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

This place is a bit steep.  It is £90,000 to be exact.  

DANIEL.  

That is a bit steep.  It needs a lot of work doing to it.  From once glance at this part, I see I’m going to have to gut everything.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

I see what you mean.  Well, let’s go and have a look around, and you tell me what you think the place needs doing to it.

DANIEL and THOMAS are still walking around.  We hear them both off screen.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER (O.S)

As you see, you can do a lot with this place.  You can have your Office on that Balcony and you won’t even be disturbed.  

DANIEL (O.S) 




I see what you mean.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

The toilets could be just done up, or redone, whatever you are wanting to do to them.  The last place is on the other side of town.  Do you want to go there now?

DANIEL.  




Yeah.  We might as well, hadn’t we?

DANIEL AND THE PROPRIETOR GO OUT OF THE BUILDING.  











CUT TO:

EXT. DERELICT BUILDING – DAY. 

DANIEL STRACHAN & THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

DANIEL and THOMAS arrive at the third and last DERELICT BUILDING.  They walk down some steps.  THOMAS UNLOCKS the DOOR and they both go in.  










    FADE TO:

INT. DERELICT BUILDING – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN & THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

DANIEL and THOMAS walk into the BUILDING.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

You’ll really love this place.  It’s big and spacious, and even room for expansion.  

DANIEL.  

It looked really nice outside, but it’s on the other side of town out of the way.  The other one was in the centre of tow where everybody could get to it. 

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

Let’s go and have a look around.  You might like the structure and the layout of the place.  This place is £70,000 and it being sold by a different company.  

DANIEL AND THOMAS WALK AROUND THE BUILDING.  










CUT TO:

INT. TESCO’S – DAY.  

SARAH THOMPSON, ANNE WHITE & EXTRAS.  

SARAH and ANNE arrive at TESCO’S to do their weekly shopping.  They GRAB a trolley and walk in.  











CUT TO:

INT. TESCO’S – DAY. 

FIONA MCMILLAN, ANNE WHITE, SARAH THOMPSON & EXTRAS.  

FIONA is down an AISLE.  She’s looking at some pasta sheets as she wants to make a LASAGNE when she gets home.  

FIONA.  

Lasagne sheets, lasagne sheets.  Where’s the lasagne sheets?

SHE KEEPS WALKING AND PUSHING THE TROLLEY WHILE SHE LOOKS FOR LASAGNE SHEETS.  SHE BUMPS INTO SARAH AND ANNE.  

FIONA (CON’T)




I’m sorry, I wasn’t looking.  

ANNE.  




No, it’s me, I’m a clumsy cow.  Fiona?

FIONA.  




Anne? Is that you?

ANNE.  

Yes it’s me.  How’ve you been? I haven’t seen you in a long time.  

FIONA.  

(IN AN ANDY FROM LITTLE BRITAIN VOICE) Yeah, I know.  I’ve been living with Daniel ever since our last year of High School.  

ANNE.  

Have you? Sarah and I moved into a flat together round about the same time.  We are looking for a new place to move into.  Our place is just too small.  

FIONA.  

Well, you’ve come to the right person.  I and Daniel have Spare Bedrooms and we are looking for people to move into them.  

ANNE.

Could we come and look at the bedrooms? We don’t know when we are moving out yet, but it wouldn’t hurt to look at them.  Would it?

SARAH.  

Hello.  Am I just standing here like a stupid cow? Aren’t you going to introduce me? Some best friend you are.  

ANNE.  




Sorry.  Sarah this is Fiona.  

SARAH AND FIONA BOTH SHAKE HANDS.  

ANNE (CON’T)




Fiona, this is Sarah.  

THEY BOTH SHAKE HANDS AGAIN.  

FIONA.  

Yeah, speaking of spare bedrooms, you can come around to the house tomorrow about lunch time to look at the bedrooms.  

ANNE.  




That would be good, that would be good.  

FIONA.  

We have three spare bedrooms.  It’s a nice-big house actually.  I think Daniel said it was Edwardian, but I can’t remember.  

ANNE.  

How much will it cost for us renting the rooms?

FIONA.  

I’m not entirely sure.  It is Daniel that’s dealing with everything.  You can ask him. 

SARAH.  




Where is it you live?

FIONA.  

5 Thorpe Road.  I’ll give you a copy of one of the advertisements that we have.  

FIONA OPENS HER BAG AND TAKES OUT ONE OF THE ADS.  SHE HANDS IT TO ANNE.  

ANNE.  

Thanks.  We’ll see you tomorrow at lunch time, shall we?

FIONA.  

Yes.  It may be a bit later; as I’ve got an interview at the Local Newspaper Office.  

ANNE.  

Okay.  We’d better go.  We’ve got tonnes of shopping to do.  

FIONA.  




Okay.  See you’s tomorrow.  

ANNE AND SARAH WALK AWAY.  FIONA CARRIES ON WITH HER SHOPPING.  

CUT TO:

INT. TESCO’S – DAY.  

FIONA MCMILLAN, TILL WOMAN, EXTRAS.  

FIONA wheels the TROLLEY to the TILL.  There is another CUSTOMER in front of her.  The CUSTOMER moves off.  

TILL WOMAN.  




Next please.  

FIONA STARTS TO PUT HER THINGS ONTO THE CONVEYOR BELT.  AS SOON AS EVERTHINGS ON, THE THINGS GO THROUGH THE SCANNER.  










 
CUT TO:

INT. TESCO’S – DAY.  

FIONA MCMILLAN, TILL WOMAN, EXTRAS.  

FIONA’S shopping finishes going through the SCANNER.  The TILL WOMAN rings the total up.  

TILL WOMAN.  




That will be £79.00 please.  

FIONA OPENS UP HER PURSE, TAKES OUT MONEY AND COUNTS IT.  SHE HANDS IT TO THE TILL WOMAN.  

TILL WOMAN (CON’T)




£1.00 change and your receipt.  

SHE HANDS FIONA’S CHANGE AND HER RECEIPT TO HER.  

FIONA.  




Thanks.  

SHE WHEELS THE TROLLEY OUT OF THE SHOP.  










 
CUT TO:

INT. DERELICT BUILDING THREE – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN & THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

DANIEL and THOMAS both walk back onto screen.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  




So, what do you think?

DANIEL.  

It’s a nice place.  Big and spacious.  Enough room to expand.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

You don’t have to take the place now.  You can take all three sets of keys and decide which place you want.  There’s no rush.  

DANIEL.  

Okay.  I’d better get back to the shop.  Customers to see and the like.  

THOMAS ALEXANDER.  

Okay.  I’ve got some more customers to show round building, so I’d better go too.  

THEY BOTH WALK OUT OF THE BUILDING.  











CUT TO:

INT. DANIEL’S COMPUTER SHOP – DAY.  

DANIEL STRACHAN, ANDRE SMITH & EXTRAS.  

DANIEL and ANDRE are in the SHOP serving CUSTOMERS’.  

ANDRE.  

You still have something to tell me you know.  I’ve been wondering what you’ve been up to all day.  

DANIEL.  




What are you on about now? Ah, the Club.  

ANDRE.  

Yes, the Club.  You were nattering on about something before you left in a hurry.  

DANIEL.  

I and Fiona were talking last night.  She was asking how the Computer Shop was doing, and I told here that we’ve raked in enough money to maybe open another shop or something similar.  So, Fiona said, why don’t you open up a Club.  And all I thought about last night, was why don’t I open a Club?

ANDRE.  

That sounds like a good idea.  It’s gonna cost thousands though, but I’d go for it.  

DANIEL.  

I will be running the Club, if I find somewhere for it.  

ANDRE.  

I thought you’d already found somewhere for it?

DANIEL.  

Yes and no.  I cannot think of what place I want to buy.  

ANDRE.

DANIEL.

DANIEL.

ACT FOUR.  

FADE INTO:

EXT. DANIEL’S HOUSE – NIGHT.  

DANIEL STRACHAN.  

DANIEL’S CAR arrives on the DRIVEWAY.  He stops the CAR and turns off the ENGINE.  He goes up to the HOUSE and sees that the LIGHTS are on.  FIONA must be home.  He opens the door and walks in.

INT. DANIEL’S HOUSE/HALLWAY – NIGHT.  

DANIEL STRACHAN.  

DANIEL walks into the HALLWAY.  He takes his things off and walks into the LIVING ROOM.

SARAH THOMPSON & ANNE WHITE.  

SARAH and ANNE are sat in the LIVING ROOM watching a programme on TV.  

SARAH.  

I’m going into the Kitchen to make our tea.  What do you want?

ANNE.  

I’ve bought some chicken tikka’s.  I’ll have one of those and chips please.  

SARAH WALKS INTO THE KITCHEN.  











CUT TO:

INT. LEE & BROOK’S FLAT – NIGHT.  

LEE HALLANDALE & BROOK SPRING.  

LEE and BROOK are in the Kitchen making their tea.  

BROOK.  

I’m sorry I didn’t take you to Danny and Fiona’s earlier on.  We’ve been busy all day.  

LEE. 




It’s okay.  We can go tomorrow.  

BROOK.  




Okay.  

THEY BOTH CARRY-ON MAKING THEIR TEA.  











CUT TO:

EXT. SCAN OF KILWINNING – NIGHT.  

Shows KILWINNING at night time.  Shows CARS driving about.  Pans over to DANIEL and FIONA’S HOUSE.  










    FADE TO:

INT. DANIEL’S HOUSE – NIGHT.  

DANIEL STRACHAN & FIONA MCMILLAN.  

DANIEL and FIONA are both sat in the LIVZING ROOM.  They are watching TV.  

DANIEL.  

Tea was nice.  It was nice to have something for a change for once.  

FIONA.  

Do you know who I met when I was in Tesco’s?

DANIEL.  




Who did you meet in Tesco’s?

FIONA.  




I met Anne White.  

DANIEL.  




How’s she doing?

FIONA.  

She seems great.  She’s got a new friend.  I think her name was Sarah.  They were thinking of moving out of their flat, so I said they can come round and have a look at our spare bedrooms.
