Ext: Council Street.

1998

It’s a boiling hot day a young girl is crying and hurriedly runs down an alley on housing estate and is being followed by a boy in a white T-shirt and baseball cap, his face is obscured.

The girl runs down the alley and across a busy street and the young lad follows her she trips on the kerb in front of people sitting on their doorsteps while children play in the road.

The girl starts to run but the boy grabs her and starts hitting her in the face and kicking her in the stomach. The girl is on the floor and the lad keeps on hitting her.

Lad

Slag! You nothing but a fucking slag.

A man who is sitting on his doorstep comes and tries to pull the young lad off the girl but the lad pulls out a knife and wields in front of him. 

Lad

Fuck off old man nothing to do with you.

The young girl is crying on the floor as he kicks her one last time and walks away. People who are sitting on their front doors come to help as the girls faces the floor and cries.

Present Day.

Ext: Council Street.

A man leaves a house wearing a baseball cap hooded top, hood pulled up over his hat as the rain pours down.

Int: House.

A magazine burns inside a toaster, the sounds of a family cry and scream in the background.

A man is tied to a chair, his dripping wet face is battered and bruised with mouth gagged he looks at his family tied together on a small chair soaking wet an empty petrol can is tipped on its side tipping the last drops of Petrol.    

Ext: Council Street.

The man walks past the refuge collectors picking up rubbish in the street. The man pulls the peak of his cap closer over his face. The house explodes in the background

The bin men take cover under what they can but the man keeps on walking briskly, he comes to the edge of the street and turns the corner.

Car alarms are set off, People come out houses in their dressing gowns as the bin men run to the house as it burns from every aperture. 

Int: Flat.

A thickset man sleeps as his mobile phone rings on his bedside cabinet. His name Jonathan Krane, He pulls the sheet off his head and picks up his phone.

Krane

Hello……………Yes………where………Give me a hour………Half hour……………Alright twenty minutes…………… Alright I got it…………You know it’s a Saturday don’t you……… Yeah alright I’m not deaf.

He slams down the phone and throws it back on the cabinet and pulls the sheet back over his head.

Ext: Street

A car pulls up outside the burnt remains of the house. The fire brigade are everywhere along with policemen. Krane gets out of his car and walks under the Police banner and flashes his warrant card, a young woman comes to meet him smartly dressed and short brown hair it’s his partner DC Abi Lawler.

They walk into the remains of the house, a fire Inspector Kevin Davies is kneeling in the house examine the debris.

Krane

Lawler.

Lawler

Guv.

Krane

What’s happened here?

Lawler

Looks like arson. 

Krane

O yes how do you say that?.

Davies

Petrol everywhere Krane.

Krane

Was started inside or out?

Davies

Inside. 

Lawler 

The family were tied together in the living room and…

They walk into the living and the bodies are tied together and are still smouldering, Lawler covers her face as Krane just stares at them, Davies walks into what’s left of the kitchen.

Krane

Good god.

Lawler

The house belongs to a Mr Steven Long and his wife Emily and his two kids, Josh and Kylie.

Krane

Why are the family here and the father here?

Lawler

What do you mean?

Krane 

It’s like he wanted him to watch his family die in front of him.

Davies comes in from the Kitchen carrying the burnt toaster.

Davies

This is what started it I’d say

Krane

How?

Davies

Looks like something was jammed down inside like a paper or a magazine.

The Bodies are picked up by men in white overalls as Krane, Lawler and Davies walk out of the house.

Int: Hospital Morgue.

Krane, Lawler and the Pathologist Morgan stand over the burnt remains on a table the other three bodies are on separate tables.

Krane

Anything to report Doc?

Morgan

No Burnt to death I’d assume.

Krane

You don’t say.

Morgan 

O yes the father had his hands behind his back put a bit of a fight I’d say

Krane

How do you say that?

Morgan

Couple of fingers broken and if wasn’t conscience at the time he had a fractured skull

Lawler

With what?

Morgan

A blunt object I’d assume, could be hammer or a garden tool.

Krane

Anything in particular?

Morgan 

Too had to say.

Krane

Thanks any way.

Int: Incident Room

Krane stands in front of white board covered with photos of the victims of the fire, Lawler stands next to him sitting on a desk in front of twenty Police officers uniformed and plain clothes.

Krane

Right people listen up, Steven Long and his family was murdered in the early of hours of yesterday morning. I want you find out where he works, where he drinks, has he any enemies from the past, from the present has he any enemies at work any thing like that.

Lawler

He works guv at the recycling plant down by the docks and his wife Emily works in the care home a couple of miles from their home and Josh was Six and Kylie was eight.

One of the WPC puts her hand up, Harris

Harris

Their neighbour who lives across from them sir said they were never any trouble kept themselves to themselves pretty much a just a normal loving family, who were liked by the neighbours.

Krane

Bollocks, they must have an enemy somewhere, people don’t do this to other people unless they’ve done something bad, have Longs past, any previous checked out?

Lawler looks through a folder she’s holding.

Lawler

Yes I have guv and nothing, a couple of speeding fines but that’s about it.

Krane

Check everything, there’s got to be something bank details, any loan sharks, They were burnt to fucking death for god’s………

The phone on Lawler’s desk rings.

Lawler

Yes…………

Krane talks in the background 

Harris

But guv?

Lawler

Sir.

Krane

What is it?

Lawler

We’ve had another one.

Krane

……Another what…………… How many this time?

Lawler

Five this time

Krane

Ext: Council Flat (Nights)

The Fire Inspector stands handles some the debris in the burnt out flat as the room smoulders and smokes behind with fire men coming and going he stands over the remains of four bodies on the floor and another is perched on a burnt out arm chair.

Krane and Lawler enter the room Lawler covering her mouth as she walks in.

Davies

DCI Krane we meet again.

Krane 

So it seems.

Davies

I’m sure you’ll be sick of the sight of me before long

Krane

Well?

Davies

Yes exactly the same but this one was different?

Krane

Same MO, he it started the same as the others, the victims doused in petrol but it was like the fire was contained 

Lawler

How do you mean?

Davies

It’s like he’s put something on the floor and just wanted them to burn and not the entire block of flats

Krane

You can do that?

Davies

Yes, how considerate, he just wanted these to die and no one else and when he was finished there’s one more thing.

Lawler

What’s that?

Davies

Your man phoned 999 after he was finished.

Krane

Did He………Now that is considerate isn’t?

Davies

I think it was any way.

Krane

You don’t say………He’s not a heartless Bastard as we first thought.

Lawler

I bet.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane, Lawler and other sit and listen to CD player on a desk.

Voice

Fire Brigade please Flat 31 Crown Court, Highland Estate, there’s a fire in the flat

Emergency Operator

Are you a neighbour sir?

Voice

No listen there’s a fire in Flat 31 Crown Court, Highland Estate please send the fire brigade as soon as you can before it spreads.

Emergency Operator

Okay sir can I have your name?

The line goes dead.

Krane stands up and walks to the white board.

Lawler

Anthony Walters, Girlfriend Sarah and his three kids Sarah, Lily and Toby. 

Krane

Fuck did anybody see anything?

Lawler

The woman who lives opposite Long said she a young man come out of the house with a hood up and a baseball cap on.

Krane 

Find out if there’s a connection between Long and Walters?

Lawler

Well they the same age guv.

Krane

Find out if they were in school together.

Lawler

We will tomorrow guv we going to see his mother.

WPC

Yes one of the refuge collectors said a young lad walk past them but the didn’t take much of attention of him.

Krane

Could be any one then?

Another Police Officer carries a videotape in his hand, pulls up the TV and video it’s PC Givens.

Givens

Take a look at this guv.

Krane

What is it?

Givens

It’s the CCTV from the housing estate.

Givens puts the tape into the video recorder and presses play. 

The tape reveals the hooded man in a baseball cap walking across the estate and play area. He sits on a swing and puts his head in hands.

Givens

What’s he doing?

Krane

His conscience is pricking I’d say

Lawler

What do you mean guv?

Krane

When you take an human life you start to show emotion my dear.

Givens

You telling me he’s…………

Krane

That’s right Givens………… He’s crying.

The figure leaves the play area and begins to run as he does he removes his hat. Given stops the tape. 

Krane

Right get that out on the local news and national get it on everything………… What time is Lawler?

Lawler

Nine thirty guv.

Krane

Any one fancy pint?

Lawler.

Goodnight guv

Everyone leaves and says goodnight as Krane stands on his own.

Krane

I guess I’m on my own.

Ext: Council House.

A young woman comes out of a house shuts the door behind her and walks down the street.

Ext: Council Garage Area.

The girl walks into a disused garage area and pulls out a silver foil package from her pocket goes into an empty garage.

She begins to unwrap the foil as a man stands in front of her but his face is obscured under a hood.

Girl

You……… What do you want?

The man punches the girl and knocks her out

Int: House.

An woman cries into a tissue as Krane and Lawler sitting opposite her drinking tea, other people come and go out of the room as children play around the room

Krane

Mrs Long… Did you know if your had an enemies or had been in argument lately?

Mrs Long

No he got on with everyone, he wouldn’t say boo to a goose.

Krane

Was he involved with anything can you think of?

Mrs Long

He was a good boy, he loved Emily and the kids, he never got up to anything, he went to work never went out drinking. That all he lived for was his kids.

Lawler

Do you know a man called Anthony Walters Mrs Long?

Mrs Long 

Tony…………He was in school with Steve………They were the same age I think.

Krane

Did they have any enemies or anything?

Mrs Long

Have you asked Tony’s mother?

Lawler

No she died some time ago and we can’t reach any family members of Anthony’s, we’ve only contacted his girlfriend family. 

Mrs Long

Terrible it’s true then I heard something on the news. First Steve and now this………I………

Ext: Council Tower Block.

The Girl is standing over the edge of a tower block crying as the man holds a knife to her. The man’s face is still obscured by the baseball cap and hood. He stands there transfixed pointing her to jump as the girl continues to cry.

Girl

Why you doing this to me?………… I never done nothing…………I was just with them…………I’m sorry about what happened……Don’t you think about that every day…………I wake up every morning thinking about that fucking day…………It was ten years ago for fuck sake.

The man grabs the girl, she puts a fight but he gets the better of her.

Ext: Tower Block Walkway. 

A young woman pushing a pram and her two kids walk a long a walkway, other people walk along and go about their business when a suddenly a the young woman drops to the floor in front of the woman with the pram. The woman stops pushing the pram and begins to scream hysterically. Blood begins to flow from the girl’s head.  

Ext: Tower Block Top.

The hooded man looks over the top as a crowd begins to form around the dead girl, he backs back and leaves.

Int: Living Room.

Mrs Long begins to cry

Lawler’s mobile phone begins to ring, she gets up and leaves the room to answer it

Krane

When was the last time you saw Steven?

Mrs Long

Sunday when he picked the kids up, they stay here the weekend sometimes.

Lawler re-enters the room.

Lawler

Guv we have to go.

Krane

Why?

Lawler whispers in Krane’s ear.

Krane

Okay.

Int: Car.

Lawler drives the car as Krane sits playing with his mobile phone.

Krane

I don’t know why we going to this one Lawler she probably just a junkie.

Lawler

She Probably is guv but there was a hooded man a baseball cap on seen with her just before she jumped.

Krane

You sure?

Lawler

Yes.

Krane

Put your foot down then Lawler.

Ext: Tower Block Walk Way.

Police try to corner off the area as people surround the area around the body. Police Officers push people back as forensics in white overalls take photos and take various samples of the body.

Krane and Lawler get out of the car and walk to the scene of the crime. They walk under the Police tape and towards the body, Givens is there to help, a sheet covers the body, he pulls it back to reveal the girl’s face. 

Krane

Anybody see anything?

Givens

The young lady over there was with her kids when she hit the floor guv.

The three of them go over to speak to her as she sits on a bench in shock with another woman with her arm around her. The woman’s hands are shaking.

Givens

This is Lisa Howells Guv.

Krane

Hello Lisa you okay I can imagine it was a bit of a shock.

Lisa

You could say that yes…………I’ve never seen…………Anything like that before……………I’ve never seen a dead body before.

Krane

Could you tell me what you saw I know it might be difficult but every little helps?

Lisa

I was walking along with the kids to my mothers and it……she just fell from the sky.

Krane

What else did you see?

Lisa

There was blood everywhere.

Krane

Was there anything else?

Lisa

No

Krane

When you looked up at the top of the building what did you see?

Lisa

A figure………A man

Krane

Did you see what he looked like or what he had on?

Lisa 

I couldn’t see his face……… But he had a hoody on, and a black jacket………I think he had a baseball cap on as well………

Krane

Anything else Lisa?

Lisa

No……He just looked down at the body and walked back.

Lisa begins to cry.

Krane

Okay Lisa that’s okay………Thank you very much you’ve been great  

Krane gives a friendly rub as the older woman sitting next to her gives her a hug.

Krane and Lawler walk away from the girl.

Krane

There’s got to be some sort of connection between these three, Lawler find out this girl’s name and see if there’s something.

Lawler 

Why burn Long and Walters and throw this girl off the roof?

Krane 

I don’t know, there’s something missing I know there is.

Krane and Lawler head towards the car.

Int: Morgue.

Morgan works on the body of the dead girl as Krane and Lawler stand and watch.

Krane

Well what’s the sp doc?

Morgan

From the holes and bruises on her arm I’d say junkie and there’s a fair amount of heroin in a blood stream anyway but not enough to kill her.

Krane

It was definitely the fall then?

Morgan

I’d say it’s a pretty safe wouldn’t you?

Krane 

Is there anything under her fingernails.

Morgan

Yes a few strands of fabric, which appears to be of black in colour

Lawler

The eyewitness said she said the man on the roof had a black top on guv. 

Krane

Who is she?

Lawler 

We haven’t got a name yet guv.

Krane

Why would any one want to kill a junkie anyway?

Lawler

Who knows guv, A dealer, a punter, maybe she stole something she shouldn’t have.

Morgan

Well I’m not the detective am I that’s your job?

Krane

No you not, you the doctor and bloody good one at that.

Morgan

I am.

Krane

I was being sarcastic 

Morgan 

Yes you know what they say about sarcasm don’t you Inspector?

Krane

What’s that? 

Morgan

About it being the lowest form of wit.

Krane

Yes but it’s the funniest.

Krane and Lawler leave the room while Morgan keeps on working on the body.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane sits at his desk, Lawler is on the phone, she puts down the receiver.

Lawler

Emma Partington guv.

Krane

Who’s that?

Lawler

 That’s the girl who fell off the roof.

Krane

Where she from?

Lawler

A few streets away from where she died.

Krane

How old was she?

Lawler

Yes you’ve guessed it the same age as Long and Walters.

Krane

Uniform been to see the relatives yet?

Lawler

Yes but her mother is coming in to identify the body.

Krane

Happy Days.

Krane Stands up in front of a busy incident room in front of a white board with the pictures of the dead bodies behind him. Starts tapping the desk.

Krane

Listen up people, listen up we have three suspicious deaths of three people here of the same age, find out if they went to the same school or find out if they knew each other, find out who they mates were in school and if so ask them. Somebody knows something I want to know what it is?

Everybody in the incident get to work.

Int: Morgue.

Morgan and one of his assistants stand next a body with a sheet covering it.

Int: Morgue Viewing Room

Krane and Lawler stand with an older woman Jean Partington to view the body. Morgan pulls back the sheet to reveal the girls face. Mrs Partington begins to cry.

Int: Canteen.

Jean drinks a cup of tea as Krane and Lawler sits opposite her.

Krane

When was the last time you saw Emma Mrs Partington?

Jean

Last week and you can call me Jean.

Krane

Ok thanks? was she okay then jean, how did she seem to you then?

Jean

What do you mean she was still on the gear if that’s what you mean?

Krane

How long has she been an addict? 

Jean

Coming up to five years when Den passed away, her father

Krane

Have you heard about the other two murders on the news Jean?

Jean

What them two families in the fire?

Krane

Yes. Did Emma know the two young men who died or do you?

Jean

Didn’t notice what were their names?

Krane

A Steven Long and Anthony Walters.

Jean

No………It doesn’t ring a bell.

Krane

Are You sure Jean this very important.

Jean 

No why do you ask?

Krane 

Because the two men who died in the fire were the same age as Emma.

Jean

No I don’t know them.

Krane

And the man who was seen leaving the scene of these crimes was also seen after your daughter died.

Jean

Well what did he look like?

Lawler

It’s not much to go on now but he had a black hooded top and a baseball cap on.

Jean fails to respond and puts her hand to her mouth.

Krane

What is it Jean?

Ext: Council Street

Jean walks down the street as Emma stands outside her house talking to a man in black top but he has his back to jean

Jean(v.o)

There was someone last week Emma was talking to but she didn’t look happy talking to him………… It was like she wanted him to go away but he didn't want to, but when I came to my house he walked away.

The Hooded man walks away.

Int: Incident Room.

Jean begins to cry.

Krane

What did you see of this man Jean?

Jean

What do you mean?

Krane

Well, how tall was he……anything you can tell us about him?

Jean

Well he was about five, eleven quite stocky but very slim as well, you know like a body builder but not too big like, he looked quite fit as well.

Lawler

Did you see his face?

Jean

No not really, he had a cap on and his hood up and I thought he was you know with Emma.

Krane

With Emma?

Jean

A punter.

Krane 

O yes I understand.

Jean

I don’t take much notice of those things any more.

Krane

Is there anything else you’ll like to tell us?

Jean

No………Just catch that bastard who done this to my daughter.

Jean breaks in tears.

Krane rubs her on her shoulder and walks out with Lawler behind.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane stands looking at the evidence on the white board, WPC Harris comes into the incident room carrying a sheet of paper.

Harris

DC Lawler guv asked me to do some checking on the victims school backgrounds and found that Long, Walter and Emma Partington were all in the same class all the way through school.

Krane

What every class?

Harris

Yes guv and they were good mates too.

Krane

How do you know that?

Harris pulls a school photo out of a group of children. Four boys and a girl

Harris

There’s Emma there, Steve Long and Tony Walters.

Lawler

Where did you get all this?

Harris

I went down there this morning ma’am 

Krane

Brilliant Harris who did you speak to?

Krane puts on his coat.

Harris

A Mr. Nigel Hancock the head master guv first and then I spoke to his deputy.

Lawler

Thank you Harris

Krane and Lawler leave briskly.

Ext: School Grounds

Krane and Lawler get out of their car, children play and run around the playground.

Lawler

Did you like school guv?

Krane

Done my bit went home that’s about.

Lawler

School is the best years of your life.

Krane

Bollocks!

Lawler

Don’t tell me you wouldn’t go to back school if you could?

Krane

Did you like school then Lawler?

Lawler

Yes loved it.

Krane

Why doesn’t that surprise me.

Int: Headmaster’s room.

Krane and Lawler sit at large desk opposite a sweeping view of the school, the headmaster enters the room puts a folder on the desk and shakes their hands and sits at the desk.

Hancock

Hello sorry to have kept you waiting I’m Nigel Hancock the headmaster how can I be of any help?

Krane goes into his pocket and pulls out the photograph of the group.

Krane

One of our colleagues was here yesterday and she was given this photograph we’ve come to ask questions about it ?

Hancock

Right that was about the deaths of them families in the house fires is it? Tragic that was, and they are related in some way then?

Lawler

So WPC Harris didn’t speak to you then?

Hancock

I’m afraid not no……… I wasn’t here so she have spoken to my deputy Mr. Edwards.

Lawler

Do you know the boys in the photo who came to this school?

Hancock

I’m afraid not no, I’ve only been at the school now seven years. 

Krane

Could we speak to any one who knows the boys?

Hancock

Yes certainly.

Hancock picks up his phone

Hancock

Yeah Barry……………Could you come to my office?……………Yes………………Thank you

He puts the phone down.

Lawler

So you didn’t know the girl either did you?

Hancock

No. Those pupils had left the school before I started here

Edwards enters the room.

Hancock

This is DCI Krane and DC Lawler and this is Mr Barry Edwards

Krane

Mr. Edwards did you know the three pupils in this photo

Edwards

Yes they were in my class.

Krane

Where was this photo taken?

Edwards

That looks like…………Drama class 

Lawler

Who is the other boy in this photo?

Edwards

Don’t you know?

Krane

 We wouldn’t be asking if we knew.

Edwards

But the other officer didn’t ask me?

Lawler

But we’re asking.

Krane

Mr Edwards three out of them five children are now dead!…… I’m going to ask you again.

Edwards

That one there is Michael Archer and that one there is Daniel Warren.

Krane

Daniel Warren……… Archie Warren’s son.

Edwards

Yes.

Krane

Jesus Christ.

Hancock

Daniel Warren, isn’t he the businessman always in the paper?

Krane

Yes built by his father’s empire.

Hancock

His father is a businessman as well?

Krane

Is father is in prison for murder, extortion and drugs trafficking. 

Edwards

But Daniel is nothing like his father, surely. 

Krane

When was the last time you saw Daniel Warren?

Edwards

Must be when he left school.

Krane

Trust me the apple doesn’t fall far from the tree…… Any way thanks for help both.

Krane and Lawler leaves the room.

Ext: School Car Park

Krane and Lawler walk to the car open the doors.

Lawler

This Warren do you think it’s him?

Krane

Might be.

Lawler

What do you think then guv?

Krane

Warren’s made a of lot enemies in his lifetime it could be any one.

Lawler

You talking about the father or the son?

Krane

Both.

Lawler starts the car and drives off. 

Ext: Large Construction Site.

Large vehicles come and go in a busy construction site, Krane and Lawler pull up in and get out of their car. They walk up to a yellow porter cabins and walk in.

A young girl sits behind a desk with three men talk amongst them selves. Krane and Lawler walk over to the desk.

Girl

Can I help You?

Krane

Yes I’m looking for Daniel it’s okay we friends.

Krane flashes his warrant card and one of the men walks over. Neil Bennett.

Bennett

Hello can I help you I’m Neil Bennett, Mr Warren is not available I’m afraid.

Krane

Yes why that then?

Bennett

He’s not in the country I’m sorry to say?

Krane

Holiday is it or business?

Bennett

Holiday.

Krane

Is it the Dominican or Florida?

Bennett

The Seychelles. 

Krane

Sounds good!

Bennett

Can I be of any help?

Krane

No……… It’s the organ grinder I want to talk to I’m afraid this time.

Bennett

Comedian as well

Krane

When is he back?

Bennett

Next week.

Krane

Seychelles aye, And they say crime don’t pay.

Bennett 

I can sure you he is no criminal.

Krane

Is he not?

Bennett

Who shall I say called

Krane

I’m Dempsey and she’s Makepeace.

 Bennett looks at Krane’s warrant card as he waves it in his face.

Bennett

DCI Krane, I’ll tell him you called.

Krane

Please do.

Bennett walks back over to where was and Krane and Lawler walk out.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane and Lawler enter the room, Harris works at his desk along with Givens, Krane hangs his coat up and sits at his desk, Lawler comes to the table with two cups of coffee.

Krane

We found that………Michael Archer anywhere yet?

Givens

No nothing guv.

Krane

What nothing in the system?

Harris

We’ve checked everything guv nothing.

Lawler

Do you think it’s him?

Krane

I don’t know. 

Lawler

Maybe they done something to him and he’s changed his name and maybe this is how he’s getting his revenge

Krane

I never thought of that Abi…. God you’ll make a good detective one day.

Lawler

One day.

Krane

Warren knows something.

Lawler

Shall we jump on a plane to the Seychelles?

Krane

Good idea I could do with a holiday.

Lawler

The chief would a bit pissed off if you went to him with this month’s expenditure.

Krane

Do you think? (Laughs)

Lawler

Where is his father held then guv, maybe we should pay him a visit?

Krane

Maybe we should Lawler get your coat.

Ext: Prison Entrance.

Four huge grey walls over shadows a large car park, Krane drives in through the open gate. As he enters the gate closes behind him, A large tower overlooks the car park with two guards armed keeping an eye out as Krane parks up. The noise of the gate closing overshadows the engine of the cars.

Krane and Lawler get out of the vehicle.

Int: Prison Hallway.

A inmate is handcuffed and led down the corridor by two prison guards. The inmate is Archie Warren, a short stocky man with a tight black beard.

Int: Interview Room.

Lawler sits at a table, Krane leans against the wall behind with one foot on the wall. 

Int: Prison Hallway.  

Archie is being led down the hall by the two prison guards

Int: Interview Room.

Archie is brought into the room the guards sit him at the table opposite Lawler, Krane stays leaning against the wall.

Archie

DC Krane.

Krane

That’s DCI

Archie

Promotion I like it.

Krane comes and leans on the table.

Krane

Me too. How’s prison life treating you?

Archie

Could be worse, could be better.

Krane

You spoke to your son lately?

Archie

Krane

I’m not going to ask you again, when was the last time you saw your son?

Archie

I can’t remember.

Krane

Do you want me to check the visiting books?

Archie

Fuck you copper!

Krane

GUARDS!

Archie 

Okay it must be a couple of weeks ago.

Krane

What did he say?

Archie

O… The usual.  

Krane

Like what?

Archie

That he hasn’t seen me out much, what do you fucking think?

Krane

Listen to you fucking prick, see this photo.

Krane gives him the photo

Three of them kids in that photo are now dead and their families. Look Daniel’s in that photo and someone else we can’t find, now you better stop fucking me about and tell me what he’s done to piss someone off to go out of their way and kill innocent people?

Archie looks at the photo and smiles 

Archie

You really don’t know do you?

Lawler

Know what?

Archie

How long have you been a copper here Krane?

Krane

I’ve been a DC for over fifteen years. 

Archie

Yeah but how long you been a copper up here?

Krane

Five years.

Archie laughs and looks at the photo.

Archie

There inlays the problem Inspector.

Krane

What does that mean?

Archie

He was a good lad then………Pure………But when he got older………You know………I got out after a ten stretch……That was it………Wanted to be just like his dad………… Always wanted to impress me I suppose .

Archie begins to cry

I told him to do well in school………Don’t be like your old man………But he wouldn’t listen…… You know when they get to certain age they get a chip on their shoulder………I told him not to do it leave her alone.

Krane

Leave her alone………Who’s her?

Archie

I knew there was something when I heard that lad died in the fire……… To much of a coincidence…………I said to myself………That I hope…………But When Tony copped it………I knew it………I said to myself…………Here we go again…

Krane

Here what goes again?

Archie

I told Danny stay away it’s over it’s just a baby Danny we’ll be okay.

Krane

You talking about Emma?

Archie

Emma…………Emma Partington, I’m not talking about that fucking junkie slag.

Krane

Archie……I think you better start from the beginning.

Archie

It’s too late I’m afraid………He’s going to get them

But he won’t get my Danny.

Int: Lift Area.

A man dressed in a smart suit comes out of luxurious flat with a beautiful skinny blonde girl on his arm and carrying a bottle of champagne. They both giggle like school children as they wait for the lift to arrive. 

It arrives they both drunkenly get in and start to kiss and cuddle each other as the lift door closes and goes down.

Ext: Car Park.

The pair drunken make their way to a parked limousine. The driver gets out a opens the door for the pair to get.

Int: Limousine Seating Area.

The pair continue to kiss and cuddle in the back of the limo, the driver rolls down his window, peeks through and rolls the window back up.

The pair begin to have sex in the back of the limo when suddenly the comes to an emergency stop, sending the couple on the floor.

They pull themselves together and look out of the window

Drunken man

What the fuck are you doing! Where are we? What’s he fucking doing? 

The man begins to bang the drivers window

I’ll have you fucking job.

The man looks out of the window to see the car is parked on a derelict business site and a man standing outside holding a large petrol can and tubes

Drunken man

Do you know who I am?

The driver walks to driver side of the car, gets in and starts the car. 

Drunken man

Yeah that’s right………You don’t want to piss me off

The back passenger door window is opened a little and a pipe is pushed in and petrol starts to flow.

Drunken man

What the fuck are you doing

Other pipes are pushed in and the man and the blonde woman try their best to push them out but petrol flows in every time they push out a pipe

The man bangs on the drivers door but there is no one at the wheel, the blonde woman is hysterically in the middle of the limo.

Then finally a lit match is dropped inside the limo and blows up. The drunken pair are on fire.

Ext: Derelict Building.

The driver walks away, throws away the petrol can, the limousine blows up behind him, he looks back at the car but the flames obscure his face.

Int: Interview Room.

Archie sits at the table, Lawler opposite him and Krane leans on the table.

Krane

Who’s going to get them?

Archie 

The Prodigal Son returns…

Krane 

The Prodigal son?

Archie 

Do you remember…………

Archie gets up and grabs his left arm and falls to the floor.

Krane

What the fuck?

Lawler goes to help Archie.  

Lawler

He’s having a heart attack

Lawler loosen his shirt and puts him on his side

Krane

You got to be fucking kidding me?

Lawler

Go get help now!

Krane runs out of the room, the guards come and presses the emergency button the wall.

Int: Hospital Ward.

The bleeping noise of machinery as Archie lies in bed sleeping as Krane and Lawler stands outside a pain of glass with the doctor.

Krane

How long is he going to be like this?

Dr. 

Who knows he’s in a critical condition Inspector.

Lawler

Massive heart attack was it then doctor?

Dr.

Yes I’m afraid and a slight stroke as well.

Krane

Fuck………He was going to tell us and all.

Krane leaves the room frustrated, Lawler smiles at the doctor and follows him.

Ext: Prison Car Park

Krane stands leaning on the car as Lawler comes out the prison and walks to the car.

Krane

He knew who he was, we had him.

Lawler

The prodigal son he said.

Krane

Who the fuck is the prodigal son?

Lawler

Michael Archer or his son Daniel maybe?

They both get into the car.

Krane

No that would be too easy.

Lawler

You never know.

Lawler phone rings and she answers it.

Lawler

Hello………Speaking…………Alright…………O god never…………Right thanks I’ll tell him………Yes his phone is switched off………No he’s with me I’ll tell him………Yeah thanks bye.

Krane

What’s happened now?

Lawler

Well it’s a pretty safe bet that Archer didn’t do it.

Krane

Why………Don’t answer that…………Fuck………… Where was he found?

Lawler

A disused building site in London.

Krane

That’s why we couldn’t find him then.

Lawler

Probably.

The Prison Gates open as Lawler drives out.

Ext: Derelict Building Site (Night).

Krane and Lawler get out the car, The charred remains of limousine is in the middle of the building site, various police officers and forensic officers work on the vehicle on the cornered off area.

The flashing lights of reporters and journalists try to get past the Police lines but are held back by a few officers.

Krane and Lawler walk over to the limousine, Davies comes from behind the police barrier.

Davies

There’s two bodies this time.

Krane

Just two this time?

Davies

It looks like by the burning patterns the petrol came in from the windows and set alight.

Krane

What happened to the driver?

Lawler

The driver's clothes was dumped just over there guv.

Krane

So he pretended to be the driver and locked them in from the front.

Davies

Yes……Locked in them in back and poured  in the petrol and set them alight.

A few forensics pick the bodies out of the car and carries it past Lawler, Lawler grabs her mouth because of the smell.

Krane

We missing something………When’s Daniel back? 

Lawler

Next week guv.

Int: Incident Room.

Sleeves rolled up and leaning over a table Krane punches his desk and looks at a white board of the victims.

Krane

We missing something Abi, there’s something between all of these something they all done together, or something they know.

Lawler

We’ve checked everything guv none of them have anything in common the only thing they do have is they went to school together?

Krane picks up the photo of all of the victims together as children.

Krane

Something after this photograph was taken, trust me…………The Prodigal Son returns…………What the hell did he mean by that?

Harris

It could be Daniel Warren Guv?

Krane

How the fuck can it be Daniel Warren he’s out of the country?

Harris

Maybe him being out of the country he could get some else to do it?

Lawler

Could be guv………He’s got enough people working under him.

The phone rings Lawler picks it up.

Krane

Right people start looking at the victim’s past again?

Lawler 

Guv Daniel Warren will be home tomorrow.

Krane 

Right Harris tomorrow you and Givens get to the airport get him in here.

Int: Pub.

A row of glasses lined up on a table in front of Krane, Krane keeps sipping from a whiskey glass. Lawler comes into the pub sees Krane sitting alone. She goes and sits opposite him.

Lawler

You realise Warren will be on six o’clock flight guv.

Krane

(Laughs) He can wait.

Lawler

Guv?

Krane

What?

Lawler

You okay?

Krane

Yep………Just need to take a couple of these to………… Get shot of what’s in the head………So to speak.

Lawler

What do you mean?

Krane

What do I mean?

Lawler

Well yes

Krane

Lawler………There’s some bastard going round burning people and their kids……Doesn’t that bother you

Lawler

Yes It does………I can get the thought out of my mind.

Krane

Can’t you?…………Bar man……… Get her a drink, make it a double.

Lawler

No guv, I’m driving, I can’t.

Krane

Abi That’s an order.

The Bar man brings her a drink.

Lawler 

Okay just the one.

Krane

Good… Clears the mind trust me.

Lawler takes a sip and starts to cough.

Lawler

What is it?

Krane

Never mind what it is, put hairs on your chest that will.

Lawler

So who do you think it is guv?

Krane

I thought we trying to forget about that?

Lawler

How can we?

Krane

That’s true.

Lawler

Do you think its Warren?

Krane

No.

Lawler

Why are we fetching him in then?

Krane

Just to see what he’s got to say for himself.

Lawler

What do you think he’ll say?

Krane

Not a lot probably.

Lawler

Why do you say that?

Krane

The Warrens are not that type of family to talk Abi.

Lawler

What are they like?

Krane

If there’s trouble brewing, then they’ll sort it out themselves know what I mean?

Lawler

Do you think he’ll know?

Krane

He’s family have been running fear into people in this city for years Abi, They’ve made a lot of enemies along the way.

Lawler

He’ll know then. 

Krane 

Rumour has it Warren had everyone in his pocket when he was in prime years ago, Politicians, Senior Policeman, CPS.

Lawler

How did he go down then?

Krane

Like every criminal Abi, A man with a lot of power wanted more power and he too big for his boots.

Lawler

How, I haven’t read his file?

Krane 

He killed someone who shouldn’t have been killed and he went down for a long time.

Lawler

Do you think this has anything to do with it?

Krane

No I think this has something to do with Daniel I’m sure.

Krane’s phone begins to ring ,he pulls it out his pocket to answer it.

Krane

Yes……… Talk of the Devil……………Yes thank you……………Didn’t recover…………Yes Thank you bye.

Lawler

Who was that guv?

Krane

Archie Warren didn’t make it

Lawler

God we were the last persons he spoke to then?

Krane

Yes.

Lawler

Do they know how he died?

Krane

Massive Heart attack which was followed by a slight stroke and then he had a brain haemorrhage…………So if doesn’t rain it pours.

Lawler

O god.

Krane 

Precisely.

Lawler finishes her and drinks and gets up.

Lawler

See you in the morning guv?

Krane

Yes, Bright and early.

Lawler leaves as Krane keeps on drinking.

Int: Airport

Lawler, Givens and Harris wait a busy arrival lounge

Lawler

What does he look like?

Givens

I know what he looks like ma’am

Harris goes and has a look at the arrival screens and notices the Seychelles plane has just landed, crowds of people are coming through the customs area.

Lawler jumps as the baggage conveyer starts up as people begin to gather around it, A large man wearing white shirt and khaki shorts comes through customs carrying a small holdall and pushing a trolley, Givens takes a closer look at the man.

Givens

That’s him there in the white.

They all go over to him Lawler leads the way and showing her warrant card.

Lawler

Mr. Warren I’m DC Lawler could you come with us please we’d like to ask you a few questions?

Warren

O come on for fucks sake I’ve just come off me holidays.

Lawler

I’m sorry Mr. Warren It does concern your father

Warren

O fuck what has he done now?

Int: Flat.

The Sound of Krane snoring echoes around his flat as the mobile phone rings on the bedside cabinet and rattles across the top. Krane wakes and looks up at the clock and then answers his mobile.

Krane

Yeah, I know I’m late…………Fuck……………Have you?……… good I’ll be right in

He slams down his mobile and jumps out of bed.

Int: Police Car Park.

Krane’s car stops suddenly, the sound of brakes screeching as Krane gets out and runs to the entrance.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane enters the room putting his clothes tidy and goes to his desk.

Krane

Sorry I’m late…Car trouble.

Lawler

Is that right.

Krane

Yes.

Lawler

What time did you get home last night?

Krane

Not long after you. 

Lawler

Yeah, yeah.

Krane

Anyway where is he?

Lawler

Interview room one guv.

Krane

Good.

Int: Interview Room.

Krane and Lawler sit opposite Warren at a large grey table besides a large mirror.

Krane

I’m sorry to hear about Archie, Daniel.

Warren

Yeah I bet you are?

Krane

Right let’s get down to business shall we?

Warren

Do you mind Krane I’ve just lost my father you want to fucking interview now?

Krane

There is some crazed lunatic is going round this city burning people to death and yes it does involve you, you can either co-operate or we can arrest you throw you in a cell and then co-operate?

Warren

What do you want to know?

Krane pulls the photograph of the group of children. 

Krane

Is that you in that Photograph Daniel?

Warren 

(Laughs)

Yeah.

Krane

Do you know the other four children?

Warren

Course I do you plum we all in school together.

Krane

What were their names?

Warren

That’s Steve, Tony, Emma and Mikey

Krane

When was the last time you saw them?

Warren 

Must be years ago now, I haven’t seen them in ages.

Krane

Do you know what’s happened to them now?

Warren

Last I heard, Mikey got some flash job in the London, Steve works in a factory somewhere. Don’t know what Tony is doing haven’t heard about him in ages and Emma she’s a Skank head not doing to good apparently, but you know sleep with dogs and you get fleas as it goes.

Krane

You haven’t heard what’s happening to them?

Warren

No why?

Krane

Daniel………They’re all dead.

Warren

What?

Krane

They were all murdered.

Warren

You winding me up?

Krane

I can assure you Daniel I’m not winding you up.

Warren

Yeah how?

Krane

They were all murdered Daniel.

Warren

Yeah how?

Krane

Burnt to death except for Emma she was thrown of a building.

Warren

Stop fucking winding me up now pig!

Krane

We not winding you up Daniel. It’s the truth.

Warren starts to panic and gets up out of his chair, the chair bangs against the back wall.

Warren

Right I wanna see my solicitor right fucking now?

Krane

But Daniel you not a suspect you just helping us with our inquires.

Warren

I want to see a solicitor right fucking now!

Krane

Mr. Warren please sit down.

Warren

Get my brief now!

Krane 

Who’s the prodigal son you father spoke of Daniel?

Warren

Who?

Krane

You father spoke of a return of a prodigal son is it you?

Warren

What you talking about?

Krane 

You father told us about a son is it you?

Warren stares at Krane for a brief second

Warren

No………Now get me my fucking solicitor. 

Int: Viewing Room.

Krane and Lawler watch Warren and His solicitor talk between themselves through the two-way mirror.

Lawler

Why do you think he went mad in there guv?

Krane

Something to do with this photo or………I don’t know we missing something.

Lawler

Do you think he’ll tell us?

Krane

Only one way to find out.

Int: Interview Room.

Krane burst in through the door as Warren and his brief talk, followed by Lawler.

Krane

Right no fucking me about what do you know?

Warren

I have nothing to add to my statement.

Krane

What?

Warren

I know the people in the photograph.

Krane

Why is he talking like if you got your hand up his arse?

Solicitor

Because my client has nothing further to add to his statement, my client knew the deceased from his school days but he hasn’t been in contact with them since.

Krane

Listen to me you jumped it little crook, people are dying out there, don’t you give a shit about them. 

Solicitor

My client have every sympathy for them.

Krane

Does he?

Solicitor

DCI Krane you can either charge my client or let him go but you have no evidence to charge my client so I suggest you let him go.

Krane 

Maybe it’s something he’s involved in?

Solicitor

Prove it.

Krane

Who’s this son your father spoke of Daniel?

Warren and his Solicitor get up and go to leave the room

Solicitor

If that’s all you’ve got to go on Mr. Krane the words of an old man, then my client can leave.

Krane

Daniel if I was you I’d watch my back because every one in this photo is dead burnt to death in their own house.

Warren is about to leave the room, turns and comes back.

Warren

Have you seen my house lately Inspector?

Krane

No.

Warren

He won’t get past the front gates, if he does he’ll have to get past the guards………O did I mention the Rottweilers as well. 

Krane

Big house is it?

Warren 

You could say that yes.

Krane

Big money to made in the building trade then is it?

Warren

Yes.

Krane

As well drug trafficking, Extortion, Prostitution and anything else that is illegal and makes a lot of money.

Warren

Careful Inspector that’s slander.

Krane

It’s amazing When your solicitor arrives you grow a backbone 

Warren and his solicitor leave the room.

Lawler

Shall we follow him guv?

Krane

No.

Lawler

Maybe he’s next though. 

Krane

Yes you right send out a car to watch him for a few days, you might be right.

Int: Police Car.

Two Undercover Policemen watch Warren as his car pulls up outside his large house.

Ext: Warrens House.

Warren’s car waits as the large gates open he’s approached by one of the guards as the other guards is holding the Rottweiler dogs on very short leash.

Int: A Car.

A man’s face is obscured as he sits in his car watching the Policeman in their car and Warren enters the grounds of his house, the man starts his car and drives off.

Int: Living Room.

Mrs Long sits stirring tea as Lawler and Krane sit opposite her, he hands her the photograph 

Krane

Apart your son in the photo, do you know any of the others?

Mrs. Long

Yes he was a good kid then Steve.

Krane

Yes but do you know any of the others?

Mrs. Long

No.

She gives the photo back to him.

Krane

Are you sure?

Mrs. Long

Yes.

Krane

Are you lying Mrs. Long?

Mrs. Long

Why would I be lying?

Krane

I don’t know, there some urgency to give the photo back?

Mrs. Long

No I’m not my Steve was a good boy.

Krane

I didn’t ask you that, did I?

Mrs. Long

What did you ask me?

Krane

Did you know anyone else in the photo?

Mrs. Long

No, I want you to leave.

Krane

Why Mrs. Long

Mrs. Long

I have nothing else to say.

Krane

What did you see in the photo Mrs. Long?

Mrs. Long

My son.

Krane

Was it Daniel Warren?

Mrs. Long

I do not wish to talk about that boy.

Krane

Why not?

Mrs. Long

He’s just like his father an evil little sod and that’s all I’m going to say about the matter now I want you out of my house.

Krane

Do you think it was Daniel Mrs. Long?

Mrs. Long

Ask Daniel?

Krane

Ask him what?

Mrs. Long

This goes deeper than you think DCI Krane.

Mrs. Long takes their teacups off them and goes and opens the door for them.

Krane and Lawler get up and leave.

Ext: Street.

Krane and Lawler walk to their car 

Krane

She knows something, if she doesn’t start talking we’ll bring her in.

Lawler

For what?

Krane

I don’t know I’ll think of something.

Lawler

What are they covering up?

Krane

I don’t know but involves Warren we know that.

Lawler

Do you think it’s him.

Krane

No, well I don’t know.

They get to the car and drive off.

Int: Living Room

Children run around screaming and the sound of the Television blares 

As Krane and Lawler sit in a dirty front room of Jean Partington, Krane hands her the photo………Jean begins to cry.

Krane

Can you tell me what happened?

Jean

She was a good kid I don’t know what happened.

Krane

Did something between this photograph being taken and now?

Jean 

They were all good kids?

Lawler

How old were they in this photo, jean?

Jean

Sixteen or seventeen I think, Drama class this was, she loved it, she loved school.

Krane

What happened?

Jean starts to cry heavily

Lawler

It’s okay jean just start from the beginning.

Krane 

It’s okay love.

Jean pulls herself together turns the television off, gets up and throws the kids out of the room.

Jean

Right get out………Nanny’s got to talk for a bit………Look get out.

All the children leave the room Jean sits back down.

Krane

From the beginning.

Jean

She was his girlfriend.

Lawler

Emma?

Jean

Yeah.

Krane

Warren?

Jean

Something happened I can’t tell you what but something happened? You wanna go to talk to Daniel Warren?

Lawler

Why?

Jean

She never done nothing………(Sobs)…………She was just in the car.

Krane

What car?

Jean

I ain’t saying nothing what happened.

Krane

What happened jean?

Jean

Don’t you remember ten years ago?

Lawler

What ten years ago?

Jean

(Pauses)…………I’ve said enough………… 

Krane

Jean, you tell us now or we’ll take you down the station?

Jean

You take me down the fucking station and tell you what I’m telling you now………Fuck all…………I ain’t ending up dead like the others

Lawler

Jean, four people and some of their families are dead.

Jean

Yeah one of em is my fucking daughter now you wanna talk to some one you go and talk to Daniel Warren.

Krane

Just tell us what you now?

Jean

I have now fuck off.

Krane

I hope you go to bed tonight you sleep well because these little fuckers wont (holds the photo in her face)

Int: Police Station.

Krane and Lawler enter the reception of the busy police. Desk sergeant looks up at Krane.

Sergeant

Krane…… Super wants a word.

Krane

O fuck not again, what’s it about this time?

Sergeant

Budgets I think.

Krane

Okay I’ll have a word.

Int: Superintendent’s Office.

The superintendent. Mr. Bowman sits at his desk writing, then there’s a knock at the door, 

Bowman

Come in.

Krane sticks his head around the door.

Krane

You wanted a word sir?

Bowman

Ah DCI Krane come in take a seat.

Krane sits opposite the super at his desk.

Krane

Yes.

Bowman

Now Krane is this surveillance at Daniel Warren’s house necessary?

Krane

I’m afraid so Sir.

Bowman

Why might ask?

Krane

His life is endanger from the murderer I’m investigating sir.

Bowman

Have you seen where this man lives DCI Krane?

Krane

No sir.

Bowman

I suggest you remove the surveillance DCI Krane.

Krane

But sir

Bowman

Inspector this man lives in what can only be explained as a fortress.

Krane

But I was thinking of if the suspect was or did try to enter the premises then we’d be there to catch him.

Bowman

It’s going over budget Krane and we can’t afford it.

Krane

My investigation leads me to believe that?

Bowman

DCI Krane I shan’t tell you again.

Krane

Okay I’ll remove the cars.

Bowman

Very well.

Krane

You conscience it’ll be though sir if he ends up in a pile of ashes.

Bowman

He’s from a family of reprobates any way DCI Krane so I wouldn’t think any more about it.

Krane

Be sure that you do Superintendent but it won’t only be him it’ll be kids as well.

Bowman

Yes well. 

Krane

Yes well I just thought I’d warn you when the press get hold of it.

Bowman

A hold of what?

Krane

That we had to pull the surveillance of next victim knowing that we had knowledge of it but we had budgets to think.

Bowman

Good day to you Inspector.

Krane

Good day to you and all Superintendent

Ext: Warrens House.

The police car outside Warrens house leave as Warrens stands in a huge window peeks from behind the net and curtains.

Int: Incident Room

Krane enters the room takes off his coat and hangs it on his chair.

Lawler sits writing at her desk, Harris comes in holding a folder open.

Harris

Ma’am I think you better take a look at this?

Lawler reads the file.

Lawler

Guv.

She gives the folder to Krane to read.

Krane

Fuck………… Where did you find this?

Harris

Well you told us check everyone’s past so I checked to see if Warren’s previous so I did but nothing came up much he did a stretch for GBH and ABH, but this was different because the charges were dropped so I looked into it.

Krane reads the folder and keeps on turning over paper clippings and reads the date on them. It reads June 10th 1998.

Krane

Fucking hell this goes back over ten years ago.

Harris

I know guv.

Krane

But it says in this the charges were dropped.

Harris 

Yes I know Guv.

Krane

Why do you think this is so significant?

Lawler

Because this crime was the worst and went unpunished

Krane 

But ten years is a long time though.

Lawler

Maybe the killer waited for the right moment or just bided his time for a reason.

Krane

Yes but what?   

Lawler

We’ll have to find that bit out.

Krane

Good work Harris.

Harris

Thank you, guv

Lawler

I think we should……

Krane

That’s right have a word with Daniel Warren

Ext: Warrens House

Krane’s car pulls up outside the gates, a guard comes to meet him

Krane gets out of his vehicle and walks up to the guard behind the gate.

Guard

Mr. Warren doesn’t want to see any one today please leave the premises.

Krane

O yes he does

Krane shows him his warrant card, the guard opens the gates as soon as he can, Lawler drives the car in and parks it outside the house.

Krane walks to the house looking around at the huge gardens and fields that surround the house.

Lawler gets out of the car. 

Krane

They say crime don’t pay

Lawler 

I know guv they don’t pay us enough.

Krane 

You can say that again.

Int: Sitting Room.

Krane and Lawler are escorted into a large sitting room, the sun beams through the window on to a large black piano and a huge white corner settee.

Warren comes down a winding stairs and comes into the sitting room.

Warren

Look inspector I’ve told you everything.

Krane

That’s chief Inspector and no you haven’t told me everything, we can do this here or down at the station.

Warren

This is harassment.

Lawler

Who’s Lisa Osbourne?

Warren

That was along time ago.

Krane

You do remember then?

Warren

I was just a kid then.

Krane

That’s one of my pet hates that is when you get these criminals say O I was just a kid then.

Warren

You have nothing on me do you because the charges were dropped?

Krane

Why was that?

Warren

I can’t remember.

Krane

You kick a fourteen year-old pregnant girl in view of every one in her street to within an inch of her life but the charges were dropped. Why is that Daniel?

Warren

A lack of evidence.

Krane

A lack of evidence, more like your father and his goons intimidated them witness, am I right?

Warren

I don’t know what you talking about.

Krane

Why did you do that to that girl?

Warren

I really don’t remember.

Krane

I reckon you already had a girlfriend and she wouldn’t get rid of it, so you done it for her am I right again?

Krane

Who was your girlfriend at the time, what a minute from the photo it was Emma wasn’t it?

Warren

She was my girlfriend at the time, Yes

Cut To

Int: Run Down Council Flat

Emma injecting herself with a needle

Cut to

Int: Sitting Room

Krane

That’s why she became a drug addict, to numb the pain from what she knows of what you had done? 

Warren

Blah blah blah, prove it.

Krane

I’m going to prove it and when I do you going away for a long time.

Warren

You seem to forget Inspector.

Krane

That’s Chief Inspector

Warren

Chief Inspector every one in that photo including Emma is dead, I have done nothing wrong.

Krane

I’ll fucking have you…………

Lawler

Guv……Guv.

Warren (Smirks)

I haven’t done anything and if I have prove it.

Krane begins to laugh looks down.

Krane

It’s not over yet trust me, it’s not over.

Krane walks out Lawler follows.

Int: Car.

Krane and Lawler drive out of the grounds of Warrens House.

Krane

We missing something I’m sure of it.

Lawler

Don’t get eat up over it?

Krane

I’m going to have the bastard.

Lawler

Where we going now guv?

Krane

Back to the………… Wait minute

Krane pulls out his mobile phone and dials a number

Krane

Yeah………Harris……… Get me Lisa Osbourne last known address……………Yes as soon as……………… Yes phone me back.

Int: Incident room.

Harris searches through files and finally goes on the computer, scribbles something on a writing pad. Picks up the phone

Int: Street.

Harris

(v.o)

Yeah guv got it, She was a  in a witness protection scheme it’s thirty miles away guv.

Krane

Fuck me thirty miles away o

that’s okay just give me the address we need to speak to her, but what do you mean was?

Harris 

She committed suicide five years ago.

Krane

Never mind we’ll speak to someone who knows her.

Krane and Lawler park outside a house in a residential area, they walk up to the door, knock it and elderly woman comes to answer it.

Krane

O Hello I’m DCI Krane and this DC Lawler and we looking for the relatives or any can speak to us about a Lisa Osbourne?

Woman

Why I thought finished years ago?

Krane

I’m sorry what finished?

Woman

With the fire.

Krane and Lawler at each other in amazement.

Lawler

You have information about the fire’s that are happening now?

Woman

No although that is terrible all them little kiddies.

Krane

Can we can come in Mrs?

Woman

I’m Lisa’s Grandmother you can call me Betty if you like?

Int: Betty’s Living Room.

A large number of cat’s run around as Krane stands leaning against a huge window over looking the garden and Lawler sits drinking tea.

Betty plays with some of the cats on her lap.

Lawler

Could you tell us from the beginning Mrs. Osbourne?

Betty

It started with the fire, I suppose.

Lawler

The fire?

Betty

No my dear the house fire what Lisa was mixed up 

Krane

How do you mean Betty was mixed up in?

Betty 

You really don’t know do you?

Krane

No we don’t I’m afraid.

Betty

I Knew it you’d come see us when I read in the paper that boy Long died and then Tony Walters koped it………I thought it was too much of a coincidence. 

Lawler

Would you mind telling us what you know Betty?

Betty

It’s under you nose my dear but you don’t realise it.

Int: House (Night).

A boy lies in bed switches his light off to go to sleep, in the next room his mother sleeps and father reads under a small lamp.

The father gets up and has a look out of the window but the street is quiet.

Int: Car (Night).

The music blares inside an MG Rover. A younger Steve Long drives, a younger Michael Archer sits next to him in the passenger seat. A younger Daniel Warren and Emma Partington kiss in the back while Tony Walters sits smoking a joint next to them.

Long

Fucking hell Dan what did you have to go and that for?

Warren

She had it coming the bitch.

Tony

You can get off with manslaughter can you Dan?

Archer

That’s about ten years isn’t if you lucky?

Tony

What does your old man say about it?

Warren

What the fuck has he got to do with it any way? 

Tony

All I’m saying is Dan can he do something?

Warren

It’s got fuck all to do with him.

Tony

Sorry Danny.

Warren

I’ll do something about it myself.

Archer

How Danny?

Warren

I don’t know but I’ll do something about it.

Something catches Warrens Eye and he grins and smiles at everyone.

Steve

What is it Danny?

Warren

Pull in here?

Steve pulls into a petrol garage.

Int: House (Night).

A boy sleeps soundly and the next room his mother and father sleeps, the sound of a car pulls up outside but the engine is left running.

Int: Hallway (Night).

The darkness of the hallway is broken when the letterbox is lifted open, a few seconds later a pipe is pushed through and petrol is being flowing through the door and onto the floor.

A few seconds later the petrol stops and is taken away and replaced with a burning bit of cloth and the hallway is set on fire.

Int: Betty’s Front Room.

Lawler sits holding a tea cup and saucer and Krane sits leaning on his hand looking on in amazement as Betty stirs her tea

Krane

So Warren’s done something like this before?

Betty

O Yes and he’s killed a family too

Krane

Why didn’t I see this before?

Betty

Because rumour has it his father had connections.

Lawler

But if Warren killed them people in that house, why aren’t you dead and why was Lisa on the witness protection

Betty

Because my lovely Daniel Warren got the wrong house we lived in ten Williams Place and not eleven.

Krane

You telling me he set fire to the wrong house, but why did he set to fire the house anyway?

Betty

Because Lisa got involved with him and things happen, and she got pregnant and she wouldn’t get rid of the baby……………So he got rid of her baby for her.

Lawler

How Might I ask?

Int: Council Street

1998

A younger Warren wearing a white T-shirt and baseball cap chases Lisa into a bust high street. People look on sitting on their doorsteps, one man gets up to help her. Warren pulls out a knife brandishing in his face.

Betty (V.O)

He beat her like a dog in the street because he didn’t want his father finding out and people just looked on because they knew who he was. She was never right since she got involved with that animal.

Warren walks off as Lisa cries on the floor holding her stomach, finally people come to help. Lisa is still facing the floor.

Int: Betty’s Living Room.

Betty puts a tissue to her eyes a begins to cry, Lawler and Krane just sit and gaze at each other.

Krane

Warren started the fire to keep Lisa quiet.

Betty

That is why you’re an Inspector my dear boy, very good.

Lawler

That’s why they put Lisa into Witness Protection because they knew Daniel was a threat.

Krane

Why didn’t they put her into protection sooner

Betty 

The next day she was scheduled to go.

Krane

But if they knew she was in danger where was the Police or anything?

Betty

We supposed to have had a Police car outside but they were gone, we don’t know why?

Krane

Jesus Christ.

Betty

Because no one saw him do it.

Lawler

But why would Daniel be killing everyone in that car?

Krane

I don’t know, maybe they were blackmailing him I don’t know.

Lawler

How long ago was this Betty?

Betty

You never going to believe this but it was the night of the World Cup in 98, July something.

Krane

You like football then Betty?

Betty 

Love it.

Krane

Is that right, who won?

Betty

France 3-0.

Krane

That’s good.

Betty

Do you want the scorer's?

Krane

It was that night you sure?

Betty 

Yes July 2nd.

Lawler

But what house he did set fire to?

Betty

Stephanie and David Hodges and their son Thomas, lovely family

Betty begins to cry.

Krane

What Daniel Warren killed a family, but why isn’t he in prison

Betty

Lisa didn’t testify against him and there was no evidence that he had done the fire, but

Krane

But what?

Betty

They had CCTV footage of him filling up an empty petrol can

Lawler

And how did he explain that?

Betty

One of his mates said he had broken down and backed Daniel up said he was getting petrol for him, and no one could put Daniel at the scene, his girlfriend at the time said he was with her. 

Krane

I can’t believe this, how the hell could we have missed this?

Betty 

Well he was only fifteen then it wouldn’t be on his file I don’t know.

Lawler gets out her mobile phone and leaves the room.

Krane

And ever since you’ve been living out here?

Betty

Yep……Ten years……And that bastard Warren has been strutting around the place in the newspapers being this so-called businessman and knowing what I know god?

Krane 

I know what you mean

Int: Kitchen.

Lawler on her mobile phone

Lawler

Check the records or anything you can get on the Williams Place murders or fire Harris…………What do you mean you remember…………Good dig out everything you can thanks.

Lawler shuts down her phone and goes back into the living room.

Int: Living Room

Krane sits on a settee and Betty sits opposite him, Lawler re-enters the room.

Betty

You know you weren’t be able to touch him

Krane

Who?

Betty

Daniel Warren

Krane

Why not?

Betty

Rumour has it he’s connected. 

Krane

To who?

Betty

To you.

Krane

To me?

Betty

Well not to you……What I mean to say is………To the Police.

Krane

What do you mean?

Betty

How long have you worked these parts.

Krane

Five years.

Betty

Ah well that’s why you see you don’t remember his father?

Krane

No He went down before I came here.

Betty

They reckon he was an Informer for the Police as well as criminal.

Krane

A grass? No way.

Betty

O Yes that’s why they couldn’t touch him for years they reckon he had informed for the Police for years and they let him do what he did for years as well, but then he got too big for his boots I suppose and he killed that boy he had to go away I suppose. 

Krane 

How do you know all this?

Betty 

These were just rumours, but when my Lisa got involved in all this we found out various stuff about this family. So we were advised at the time because of the lack of evidence and witnesses were withdrawing their statements we only had Lisa’s word.

Krane

Who advised you?

Betty 

I can’t remember his name now………… O what’s his name?………… I’m sorry I can’t remember his name now.

Krane

Betty if I leave you my card and you remember it could you give me a call?

Krane pulls out one his cards and gives it to Betty.

Betty

Yes no problem Inspector.

Krane 

You’ve been very helpful Mrs. Osbourne, Appreciate it.

Int: Car Park

Krane and Lawler walk towards the car.

Lawler

Do you think its Warren?

Krane

Well maybe.

Lawler

Shall we go and see him?

Krane

No……He’s not going to say much.

Lawler

What shall we do now?

Krane

Get on to Harris, ask her to pull anything on that fire, anything newspaper reports, anything?

Lawler

Already done guv.

Krane

Well done Abi, you starting to think like me.

Lawler

Has its advantages I suppose.

Krane

It does I suppose.

They get into the car and drive away.

Int: Incident Room.

With his shirts rolled up Krane stands with Lawler over a desk with newspaper clippings from various newspapers and magazines of the Williams Place fire.

Some of the uniformed officers gather around and look at what Krane, Lawler and Harris are up to. 

Int: Hallway.

Along the hallway of the incident room large windows over look the desks and computers, Superintendent Bowman stands at one of the windows holding a brown folder overlooking procedures at a distance, 

Krane catches his eye and acknowledges The Superintendent but the chief walks away.

Harris

Three people were killed in that fire guv. Simon and Stephanie and their fourteen year old son Thomas.

Lawler

We know Harris.

Krane

How was it started?

Harris

The fire inspector said it was petrol through the letterbox guv.

Krane

So where were the bodies?

Harris

It says here the family were found in their rooms

Krane

So they weren’t tied up or anything?

Lawler

No guv witness report say here they screaming to get out but they couldn’t because Simon Thomas was disabled but no one saw Stephanie that night.

Harris 

The fire report says she’s found dead in her bed

Krane

And the boy?

Harris

He died in his bed too.

Lawler

But he already sustained a broken leg in football the day before it says here.

Krane

Fuck what a way to go.

Lawler

Why did Warren torch the house if all the other people wouldn’t give statements?

Krane

Maybe he done it to impress his old man I don’t know. We know she was pregnant with his child, maybe it was a dare we don’t know but we need to talk to people who do know something?

Lawler

Did the family who died have any relatives?

Harris

Only a grandmother who dies some time ago.

Krane

Friends or families?

Harris

No it says here they were a family who kept themselves to themselves, except Simon use to take his son to Football 

Krane

Right football………Lawler it’s time to go back to school.

Int: School Board Room.

Governors sit a large round table, The headmaster Mr. Hancock sits at the top of the table next to him his deputy Mr. Edwards

Hancock

Right another issue to discuss………

There’s a knock at door and Krane rudely enters the room flashing his warrant card. A secretary is trying to push Krane out.

Krane

Hello again Mr. Edwards. I would like a word, yes investigating a murder in fact several, so please my dear fuck off we need to have a word.

Hancock

Mr. Krane can it wait?

Krane

No I’m afraid it can’t.

Edwards

Excuse me.

Krane

Do you mind?

Krane and Edwards leave the room.

Int: Edwards’s Office.

Krane sits opposite Edwards at his desk as Edwards plays with a paperclip on his desk.

Krane

So Mr. Edwards why didn’t you tell me about the fire?

Edwards

I assumed you knew about it.

Krane

No I didn’t. 

Edwards

Well.

Krane

This photograph tells me a different story.

Edwards

How do you mean?

Krane

This photo was as taken in school right Drama class right. How could a boy like this go out and kill a family like that accidentally

Edwards

That boy……… That boy was a pleasure to teach right up until his father came on the scene.

Krane

How tell me?

Edwards

It must have been eighteen months or two years before all that court case with the girl and the fire that boy was a good pupil……. But then his father came out of prison and that was it he totally changed.

Krane

So you telling me that as soon as father came out he turned him into this brute?

Edwards

I know DCI Krane.

Krane

Why do you think?

Edwards 

I don’t know maybe he wanted to impress his father but we’ll never know.

Krane

Why do you say that we’ll never know?

Edwards

Haven’t you seen the news?

Krane

No

Edwards

Archie Warren died in prison from a heart attack.

Krane

Yes we knew sometime ago.

Edwards

Is there anything else I can help you with?

Krane

The boy who died in that fire in 98 did you know him Thomas Hodges?

Edwards

Yes He was a year below Warren and his friends.

Krane

Is there anything else you can think of that can help us?

Edwards

I’m sorry no I’ve told you everything I know.

Krane

Like the last time.

Krane gets up and walks out slamming the door behind him. 

Int: Incident room

Krane sits at his desk while Lawler is on the phone

Krane

Who was the investigating officer of the murders in 98

Harris

I don’t know guv the paper work is missing

Krane

What do you mean the paperwork is missing?

Harris

It’s like it’s been taken out.

Krane

For fuck sake.

Int: Bowman’s Office.

Krane knocks and enters the room while Bowman is playing golf in his office.

Krane

Busy I see sir.

Bowman

There’s files missing from this case sir.

Krane

Fill out a report.

Krane

But it’s rather important sir.

Bowman

What case is it?

Krane

A fire in 98 sir and I was wondering who was the investigating officer?

Bowman

Leave it on my desk I’ll deal with it.

Krane

Thank you sir……Sorry to have disturbed 

Krane leaves the room slams the door behind him.

Krane 

Cock!

Int: Incident room.

Krane re-enters the room and the phone rings, Lawler answer it.

Lawler

Incident room………O Hello Mrs Osbourne sorry Betty………Yes he’s right here………Guv.

Krane takes the phone off Lawler

Krane

Yes Hello………O hello Mrs. Osbourne……………O yes……………Who…………Are you sure…………Yes you’ve been very helpful………Thank you…………

Krane slams down the phone.

Krane sits down at his and begins to look around and stares up towards Superintendent Bowman’s Office.

Betty (V.O)

Yes that’s why they couldn’t touch him for years they reckon he been an informer for the Police. Then he killed that boy he got too big for his boots I suppose.

Harris comes running in and gives a piece of paper to Lawler.

Lawler

Guv………Guv

Krane

Sorry yes Abi.

Lawler

The family that died in 98 yes.

Lawler begins to smile.

Krane

What is it?

Lawler

They had another son.

Krane

What do you mean?

Lawler

They had another son but they disowned him.

Krane

Why did they disown?

Lawler

He went to live with his auntie in the north of England sometime before they moved to the house at Williams that’s because he was unruly child. But get this when the fire happened, he disappeared.

No one knew anything about them because they kept themselves to themselves.

Krane Stands and stares at Bowman as walks past the window, Krane gazes around the room again.

Cut to

Prison Cell:

Archie

The Prodigal son Returns. 

Krane (V.O)

Who’s the Prodigal Son.

Archie

Laughs…………The Prodigal Son.

Cut to

Incident Room:

Krane looks at the file of the fire and newspaper clippings.

Krane

He’s the prodigal son.

Lawler

What do you mean?

Krane

Archie Warren said the return of the prodigal son.

Lawler

But we don’t know who he his or where he’ll be guv? 

Krane looks at the photo of the victims as a children.

Krane

Yes we do. 

Lawler

Not Warren?

Krane

There’s one left.

Lawler

He’s to protected surely.

Ext: Warrens House.

A large black car is parked outside waiting for the gates to open his mansion.

Int: Car.

Daniel Warren sits in the back as the driver winds down his window.

Driver

Open the fucking gates then?

The driver gets frustrated and gets out of the car and opens the gates by hand, he walks over to the security booth and sees the guard bleeding on the floor. 

The driver looks around the grounds and sees the dogs have been killed and lying in a pool of blood, he tries to run to the parked car but is stopped by a man and his throat is cut.

Int: Car.

Warren sits looking out through the windscreen, the driver comes from behind the booth waves his hand at Warren calling him in.

Warren 

What’s wrong?

Driver

Sorry sir the gates are broken.

Int: Car.

Krane and Lawler with siren blaring race through the streets.

Ext: House Grounds.

Warren comes through the gates carrying a suitcase the driver’s stands waiting for him. 

Warren goes to walk past him and the driver knocks him down from a blow to the back of his head………The driver takes off his hat and throws it at Warren on the floor.

Int: Car.

Krane and Lawler still race through the street.

Ext: House Grounds.

Screaming for help Warren is bound and gagged in front of his house he looks up at the window and sees his wife and children in the main window they are also tied up and screaming for help

A man in black douses them in liquid, they continue to scream as Warren looks on can nothing else but cry.

Warren is on his knees as the man leaves them, he suddenly comes out of the front door carrying a petrol can, he walks towards Warren and begins to pour the petrol over Warren. The screams of Warren and his family continue as Krane and Lawler pull up outside the front gates.

Undeterred the man pulls out a lighter from his pocket and sets Warren on fire. Warren screams in agony but Krane and Lawler cannot enter the grounds as the man re-enters the house.

Krane and Lawler finally get into the grounds Krane follows the man into the house. Lawler pulls out her mobile phone

Lawler

Severe burns as soon as you can Thanks.

Int: Warrens House.

Krane runs up the huge flight of stairs but is thrown back by a big explosion and his thrown to the bottom of the stairs by the flames and is knocked out.

Ext: Grounds.

Lawler looks up at Warren’s family burning in the window.

Ext: House Grounds.

Krane sits on the back of an ambulance as fireman come and go trying to put out the remains of the fire. Krane has a breathing mask on his face.

Lawler

You okay guv?

Krane

Yeah I’ll be alright.

Lawler

What does this leave us now guv?

Krane

What time is it now?

Lawler

Four o’clock.

Krane takes off his mask and pulls himself together

Krane

Get the car.

Lawler

Where you going? 

Krane

I’ll tell you all when we get there.

Lawler

Guv you just nearly died.

Krane

Abi just drive the car.

They get to the car get in and drive off

Int: Superintendent Bowman’s Office

Bowman sits at his desk when suddenly Krane comes barging through his door with Lawler.

Bowman

Do you mind Inspector?

Krane

You better start telling some fucking answers.

Bowman

Get out now.

Krane

Why are there documents missing from this file?

Krane throws a file on his desk.

Bowman

What file?

Krane

The fire at Williams Place.

Bowman

What has that go to do with this?

Krane

You were the investigating officer

Bowman

Yes what are you getting at?

Krane

Daniel Warren was charged for starting it but miraculously the charges was dropped because of lack of evidence and against the Osbourne girl.

Bowman

Yes the charges were dropped.

Krane

How much did his father give you?

Bowman

I reject that allegation DCI Krane.

Krane

Now there’s a surprise.

Bowman

Get out of my office or I’ll have you done for misconduct.

Krane

For doing my job you mean? 

Bowman

Get Out!

Krane and Lawler leave the room.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane sits at his desk Lawler fetches him a cup of water

Int: Bowman’s Office.

Bowman puts on his jacket and his cap picks up his briefcase and leaves the room.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane sits at his desk.

Ext: Police Car Park

Bowman walks to his car gets out his keys opens the door and gets in.

Int: Incident Room

Krane sits looking at the files.

Int: Car

Bowman starts up his car

Int: Incident Room.

Krane and Lawler sit at their desk as a large explosion can be heard and one of the windows in the incident room is blown out,

Ext: Police Car Park.

Bowman’s car burns as Krane and Lawler and other Police officer come running out of the station. No one can help the Superintendent as his body burns in the front. 

Int: Krane’s Flat.

Krane enters his flat throws his keys on the table and goes into the kitchen opens the fridge and gets out a can of beer, sits on his settee, Switches on his Television and relaxes.

Int: Incident Room.

Lawler looks through some files on her desk at she picks up the phone

Lawler

Hello I’m looking for a Kevin Thomas……………Yes didn’t he stay with you for sometime…………He did could you describe what he looks like?………Thanks.

Int: Krane’s Flat.

Krane Sleeps on his sofa as he’s awoken by his mobile phone he pulls it from out of his pocket.

Krane

Hello………Yes………Right I’ll be right down.

Krane gets up and leaves the room.

Ext: Krane’s Car.

Krane starts his car and pulls away.

Ext: Police Car Park.

Krane drives past a huge crowd of journalists and Television reporters and cameras at the entrance of the Police Station, They knock and bang on his windscreen.

He pulls into the car park drives past the burning wreck of Bowman’s car and parks behind the building.

Int: Incident Room.

Krane sits on his desk looking at the photos of the victims and is playing with his pass card, Krane sits and thinks to himself. Lawler is on the phone.

Int: Car Park Entry Gate.

Krane thinks of himself coming through the entry gate with his pass card.

Krane

How did he get into the car park?

Lawler

What?

Krane

How the hell did he get into car park?

Lawler

I see what you mean, he could get into the station but not the car park.

Krane

To get into the car park you need one of these am I right?

Lawler

Shall I get the visitor roster? 

Krane

Is there CCTV for the car park?

Lawler

Yes I think so guv.

Krane

Who was on the front desk yesterday?

Lawler

I’m not sure.

Krane

Find out and fetch him here.

Lawler 

What if he’s off duty?

Krane

I don’t care get him in here now.

Lawler picks up a phone.

Krane

Listen up people, listen up the killer or killers were probably in this station yesterday. Did any body see anything suspicious yesterday or anyone? Find out ask questions please?

Lawler puts the phone back down.

Lawler

Guv, It was Sergeant Shankland.

Krane

Yeah where is he?

Lawler

He’s on his way.

Int: Front Desk.

Lawler and Krane watch the CCTV footage, as newspaper and Television Reporters wait outside.

Krane

O god why don’t they just go away?

Lawler

When a policeman dies they come to ask questions especially if it’s a super and at the station as well.

Lawler

Thank you for that Abi.

Then Lawler changes the DVD security disk of the car park. She fast forward it to the time of the explosion and notice a man around Bowman’s Car. The man’s face is obscured under a baseball cap and is wearing a hoody, he’s aware of the camera and keeps his face looking away from the camera. 

Krane

There he is the Bastard.

Lawler

We can’t make a positive ID.

Krane 

Some body bound to have seen something for fuck sake?

Lawler

We still looking guv.

Givens walks in carrying the remains of a baseball cap and a hoody.

Givens

These were found sir under the stairs.

Lawler

Won’t they have DNA on them?

Givens

They’re pretty burnt ma’am.

Krane

Do it any way see what we’ll get.

Int: Incident Room.

A large man enters the room with greased back hair and walks over to Krane who is on the phone. It’s Sergeant Shankland.

Krane

Yeah can I call you back yeah thanks.

Krane puts the phone down and shakes Sergeant Shanklands hand.

Krane

How’s it going Frank? Sorry to call you in.

Shankland

That’s okay I’m starting in four hours.

Krane

Why we called you in because you were on the desk for most of yesterday and we believe the killer came into the building……Did you see any body yesterday suspicious or anything?

Shankland

Not that I know of.

Lawler

We’ve looked at the visitor rooster sergeant and every on of these can be accounted for?

Shankland looks at the list.

Shankland

Yes of course it’s got my signature next to them.

Krane

Forensics say that the device had to be planted in the car park.

Shankland

Have you had a look at the CCTV out in the car park?

Krane

Yes but we can’t identify him.

Shankland

Krane

Who Frank?

Shankland 

I think he’s a fire Inspector wanted to see you about some results he found?

Krane

Me?

Shankland 

Yeah he came in but he didn’t want to sign in because he wasn’t going to be long and you wanted to see you.

Lawler 

What time was this?

Shankland

About three o’clock.

Krane

What time was the explosion?

Lawler

Four fifteen.

Krane

Right pull his file.

Shankland 

I’m so sorry about this, if I knew who he was, he said he was coming to see you and I knew you were investigating them fires I just thought.

Krane

That’s okay Frank.

Shankland

It won’t happen again.

Shankland gets up and leaves the rooms.

Krane

Right phone the fire station, don’t ask for him, just ask is he at the station today if he is we’ll go there but if he’s not we’ll go to his house………Lets not alarm him.

Lawler

Okay guv.

Krane

Harris, see what you can pull on this guy, anything okay?

Harris leaves the room.

Lawler picks up the phone and dials a number.

Lawler

Can you put me through to Fire Inspector Davies office………

What a minute…………Yeah sorry can I phone you back

Lawler puts the phone down.

Krane

What’s wrong?

Lawler goes through some files on her desk

Lawler

Remember the prodigal son?

Krane

Yes……Kevin Thomas

Lawler

Well I checked that name out and found nothing but the Fire Inspector is called Kevin Davies.

Krane

That’s too much of a coincidence.

Lawler picks up the phone again and dials a number.

Lawler

Hello can I speak to Inspector Davies……………So he’s not available…………He’s not in work today, no that’s okay I’ll phone back tomorrow.

Lawler puts down the phone.

Krane

Let’s go.

Krane and Lawler leave the room as quick as they can.

Lawler

Harris get me his address please we’re on the way.

Ext: Street.

Krane and Lawler are parked up around the corner Kevin Davies House and watching his every move.

Int: Car

Lawler is on her mobile phone 

Lawler

Right thank you Harris, well done

She closes her mobile.

Krane

Well?

Lawler

Kevin Thomas changed his name by D-Pol from Thomas to Kevin Alan Davies.

Krane

It is him then?

Lawler

I wouldn’t bet against it.

Ext: Davies’s House.

The garage door opens at Davies’s house, Krane notices this and starts the car, Kevin is with his wife as they slowly leave the house and out of the drive.

Krane allows them some distance before pulling out and following them down the road.

Ext: Motorway.

Krane follows Davies down a busy motorway.

Ext: Busy High Street.

Davies pulls up on the side of the road Krane stops further on in front of him and the pair watch them in the mirror.

Davies’s wife gets out wearing a business suit and her brown hair tied in a bun behind her head. She gives him a kiss and goes into one of the buildings on the high street.

Davies pulls off and Krane follows.

Ext: Car Park

Davies pulls into a car park and Krane pulls in few cars down.

Int: Car.

Krane knocks off his engine as Lawler watches Davies go into a shopping precinct.

Krane

Where’s he going to know?

Lawler

A bit of Shopping I suppose.

Krane

You don’t say.

Then someone gets in the back holding a gun to Krane’s head it’s Davies.

Davies

Now Mr Krane you better listen to me very careful.

Lawler

You not going to get away with this?

Davies

I don’t intend to…………Phones.

Krane

What?

Davies

Give me your mobile phones?

Lawler

Mine is in the office.

Davies

Do you think I’m that stupid………I’ve been watching you since you were outside my house sweetheart………I’m not going to ask again…………Phones.

Krane

What are you going to do with us?

Krane and Lawler take out and give Davies their mobile phone.

Davies

Just Drive.

Krane

Where?

Davies

Just drive and face front.

Davies takes their sim cards out their phones, throws the mobile phones out the windows and throws their sim cards on the dashboard.

Lawler

What are you doing?

Davies

I know what it’s like to lose a mobile, It’s a bastard to get all them numbers again.

Krane

You going to kill us too?

Davies

Just keep driving.

Lawler

What did them people do to you?

Davies

Just keep heading north and I’ll explain everything.

Lawler

You going to kill us? 

Davies 

For fucks sake shut up and keep going.

Ext: Fishing Village.

Krane drives up a large hill overlooking a beautiful little village

He parks up in front of huge green forest, With two shops over looking the car park.

Int: Car.

The two of them get out. Lawler stays seated as Davies is handcuffed to the steering wheel.

Davies

Sorry about this sweetheart but one is enough I think.

Ext: Forest.

Davies points the gun and waves at Krane direction into the forest. They walk into the forest. Davies checks behind him that no one else is following.

Ext: Woods.

Krane and Davies keep walking through the woods, 

Davies

This is far enough

Davies points the gun at Krane and pulls the trigger several times but nothing happens

Krane

What was that in aid of?

Davies throws away the fake gun.

Davies 

Just to get you up here.

Krane

You got the petrol and that ready have you?

Davies

Inspector Krane you’ve misunderstood the situation.

 Krane

This is far enough for what? 

Davies

My confession.

Krane

Confession?

Davies

That’s right.

Krane

And when I get you back you’ll be charged

Davies

Mr Krane you have no evidence Inspector Krane.

Krane

We have motive.

Davies

What the motivation you superintendent didn’t have all them years ago to put away Daniel Warren because he was on the take from his father.

Krane

You know that?

Davies

Everyone knew!

Bowman aloud them kids to get away with the murder of my parents and my brother. My brother was an amazing footballer.

Krane

Was he?

Davies

On the books for Leeds and he stopped him.

Krane 

But they sent you away.

Davies

So I was a little sod when I was child doesn’t mean I can’t avenge my parent’s death surely?

Krane

But why not just kill them instead of killing their families that’s a bit much isn’t it.

Davies

Your sins will find you out!

Krane 

Very biblical

Davies

Just like Daniel Warren would have killed Lisa Osbourne instead of killing her family. No he wanted to kill the family and in the mistake he killed mine.

Krane

An eye for an eye and that?

Davies

Put yourself in my position what would you have done?

Krane

I can’t comment, I would have done the same I suppose but not the families.

Krane

But why become a Fire Inspector?

Davies 

Because it just happened I suppose, I became a fireman not out of psychological effect of my parents. 

Krane

We’ve got CCTV footage of you putting the bomb under Bowman’s car.

Davies 

Prove it was me?

Krane

We can you know?

Davies

How? A blurred figure of a man. Could be any one.

Krane

You have an alibi.

Davies

My wife knows where I was and she’ll back me every way.

Davies throws Krane a set of handcuffs.

Krane

What are these for?

Davies

Take me in.

Krane grabs him pushes his hands behinds and puts the handcuffs on and pushes him down the hill.

Ext: Village Car Park

Krane pushes Davies against the car opens the drivers door and takes the handcuffs off Lawler.

Lawler

Where’s the gun?

Krane

It was a fake.

Lawler

What happened?

Krane

He confessed.

Lawler

What everything?

Krane

Everything.

Krane throws Davies in the back seats and gets into the driver’s side and drives off.

Int: Interview room.

Davies and His Solicitor Jane sit opposite Krane and Lawler on black desk.

Krane

Interview with Kevin Davies and his solicitor, present DCI Krane and DC Lawler…… Mr Davies on the night of June……?

Davies

With my wife.

Krane

Could your wife back you up on that?

Davies

Where was I night of June?

Lawler

Wait a minute your wife is representing you?

Davies

Why not?

Krane

Wait every question I’m going to ask you going to back him up?

Jane

Yes.

Krane

Do you realise what this evil Bastard has done?

Jane

For the benefit of the tape………My Client has done nothing wrong.

Krane

You can’t do this?

Jane

My client has done nothing wrong, Mr. Krane you haven’t a shred of evidence to charge my husband and client.

Lawler

We have CCTV actually.

Jane

 I seen the footage of that DC Lawler and no jury in the land will convict my client on the grounds of a man with a baseball cap and a hoody……… It could be anyone.

Krane

Interview suspended at three, forty five.

Lawler switches off the tape, Davies leans back his and smirks.

Lawler

Do you realise the families you’ve ruined

Davies

You talking to or Daniel Warren

Krane

It’s no good Abi………These pair planned this a long time ago…………And know…………They’re getting with it.

Jane

Getting away with what Mr. Krane.

Ext: Police Station Entrance

Krane leaves the Police station in the pouring rain he pulls up the collar on his coat, a car pulls up and drives along side and winds down the window it’s Davies.

Davies

Do you realise why I had to do it Inspector Krane, I hope we can speak and work with each other in the future.

Krane

If a fire is started suspiciously in this city, I’ll know it’s you. 

Davies

It had to be done I’m afraid.

Krane

You killed innocent people Davies…Now Fuck off.

Krane walks away in the rain 

Fade Out.
