FADE IN:

INT. GRIFFIN HOUSE - DAY

Stewie is sitting on the sofa watching Nip/Tuck.

CUT TO:

INT. NIP/TUCK TELEVISION SHOW - HOSPITAL

CHRISTIAN is talking to one of the patients.

CHRISTIAN

So tell me what you don’t like about yourself.

In the patient’s seat is MICHAEL JACKSON.

MICHAEL

I have a penis.

Michael giggles.  Christian stares nervously.

CUT TO:

INT. GRIFFIN LIVING ROOM - DAY

Stewie gets frustrated.

STEWIE

You know, it’s such a wisecrack to always degrade Michael Jackson. People should give him some decency as the man owns Neverland.

Brian enters the room.

BRIAN

You mean the place where kids never grow up and Michael is happy about it?

STEWIE

Dog, I respect any man who has the power of suspending time and body size.  Imagine what it would like if I never grew up.

The camera fades to Stewie sitting on the couch like he just was.  It fades back to normal.

BRIAN

You really believe Michael’s Neverland is magical?  You think you never grow up there?

STEWIE

We can find out, can’t we?

BRIAN

What?  You want to go to Neverland?

STEWIE

You think it’s a false advertisement, obviously.  The Lord knows Michael’s court case has been going on for years now.  Have you seen the children grow up who were involved with the case?

BRIAN

Stewie, the children were never seen to begin with for security reasons.  They’re probably as old as Chris or Meg by now.

STEWIE

How can you be so sure?

BRIAN

You know what?  Fine.  You go to Neverland and you’ll see that I’m telling you the truth.

STEWIE

Oh, I shall!  And when I prove you wrong, dog, you’ll be so astounded by my correct accusations that you’ll be begging for forgiveness!

Stewie exits the room.

BRIAN

Ah, this is going to be better than last night’s Supermarket Sweep.

CUT TO:

INT. GROCERY STORE SET - DAY

Host DAVID RUPRECHT is standing in front of two podiums.

DAVID RUPRECHT

Today on a special female Senator’s edition of Supermarket Sweep, we have senators Olympia Snowe and Debbie Stabenow.  Ok, senators, here is your first question.  How much does a gallon of milk usually sell for?

Neither BUZZ in.

DAVID RUPRECHT

Ok, next question.  How much does a dozen eggs usually cost?

Neither BUZZ in.

DAVID RUPRECHT

Alright.  Name the two senators of the state of North Carolina.

They both BUZZ in and shout furiously.

DEBBIE AND OLYMPIA

RICHARD BURR AND ELIZABETH DOLE!!

They both get angry at each other for answering the same question.  They attack one another, ripping at each other’s hair and scratching each other’s faces.

David Ruprecht lights a cigarette and stands by.

CUT TO:

INT. GRIFFIN HOUSE - DAY

Peter and Lois are in the kitchen.  Lois is making lunch and Peter is sitting at the table reading a newspaper.

LOIS

Peter, I had no idea that you read the newspaper.

PETER

Comics, Lois.  Every newspaper has them.

LOIS

Well, I guess that’s better than nothing.  Peter, lunch is almost ready.  Can you get the kids for me?

PETER

Oh, no, Lois!  You remember what happened the last time...

CUT TO:

EXT. FRONT PORCH – DAY

Peter enters the porch looking for his kids.

PETER

Alright, you fat, ugly, and world-domineering sons-of-bitches, COME AND EAT!

A neighbor watches from his lawn, shocked.

PETER

Oh, not you.

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

LOIS

Peter, just go and get them.

PETER

Alright.  But if something bad happens...

LOIS

Go, Peter.

PETER

Yeah, I’m going...

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM - DAY

Brian and Chris are sitting on the couch.  Brian is reading a book and Chris is still watching television.

Peter enters the room.

PETER

Alright, guys, come and eat. 

Hey, where’s Stewie?

BRIAN

Uh, Peter, you might want to know.  Stewie’s leaving to go to Michael Jackson’s plantation so he can go to Neverland and never grow up.

PETER

So?

BRIAN

So?  He’s a kid.  Something bad could happen to the little guy.

PETER

So?

BRIAN

It’d be wrong for you to let him go all by himself.  And for Christ’s sake, Peter, he’s going to Michael’s Jackson’s home!

PETER

What’s the big deal?  I remember when I went to Neverland...

CUT TO:

EXT. LONDON APARTMENT - NIGHT

Wendy, John, and Peter Pan fly out the window.  Wendy turns and waves to Peter (who is fat and short).

WENDY

Come on, Peter!

Peter flies out of the room with his little Teddy bear.  He looks down and sees his puppy still attached this its leash.

PETER

Come on, Nana!

Peter snatches at Tinkerbell and sprinkles some magic dust on Nana.  Nana begins to float up.  The dog suddenly gasps as he sees a telephone wire.  He howls just before he makes impact.

An explosion comes from below Young Peter as an empty dog leash falls to the ground.

Peter flies off towards the stars with his siblings.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

PETER

...and everything turned out for the best.

BRIAN

Peter, do you even realize that Stewie is not only going to get hurt on the way there, but he’s going to be hurt when he realizes he won’t be able to get inside?

PETER

Brian, you’re worrying about nothing.  As long as we know where Stewie’s at, everything’s fine!

CHRIS

Aren’t you gonna ask where Meg is?

PETER

Who the hell cares?

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN - DAY

Everyone is seated around the table eating lunch.  Stewie isn’t there, though.

LOIS

Peter, where’s Stewie?

PETER

Oh.  He went to Neverland.

LOIS

What?

PETER

Neverland.  You know, Peter Pan, the hot, wet Indian girl, Captain Hooker...

LOIS

Peter, are you ok?

PETER

Oh, geez, Lois.  Have you never heard of Neverland?  I guess all you rich kids never had the opportunity to make believe.  You always had your jewelry, and markers, and laser discs...

LOIS

Peter, where the hell is he?

BRIAN

Lois, what Peter is trying to say is...

PETER

Stewie’s going to Michael Jackson’s plantation to never grow up.

LOIS

WHAT!?

CUT TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY - DAY

Stewie is on the shoulder of the road hitchhiking.  He’s carrying a cardboard sign with NEVERLAND written on it.  Cars pass by without stopping.

STEWIE

Come on.  Somebody!  Pick me up!

A car passes by with a bunch of college jocks inside.  They all laugh at him.

Stewie whips out a laser gun and fires at the car.  The missile makes impact with the car, and the car explodes off the side of the freeway.

Vehicles continue driving like nothing happened.

A biker on a motorcycle stops in front of Stewie.  On the motorcycle is Arnold Schwarzenegger in his T2 outfit.  His shotgun is gripped firmly in his right hand.

ARNOLD

Come with me if you want to live.

Stewie laughs nervously.

STEWIE

Eh, I’ll be back...

Stewie walks off without returning.

Arnold suddenly warps into the T1000, the machine of liquid metal, and as he begins to move to chase after Stewie, a tractor trailer speeds right into the motorcycle, smashing it and the T1000 completely.

CUT TO:

INT. LOCAL DINER - DAY

Stewie walks into the diner, tossing the NEVERLAND sign to the sidewalk as he enters with his backpack.  One of the waitresses notices him.

WAITRESS

Hey there, little guy.  Are you lost?

STEWIE

Absolutely not.  I’m on my way to Neverland and I must acquire the nutrition to fulfill my journey.  I demand a booth with a window seat, scrambled eggs WITH KETCHUP, and a glass of orange juice.  AND NO PULP!  So help you and this damn country if I find pulp...

WAITRESS

Why don’t you go and sit right over there, and I’ll whip you something up until your parents come and get you.

Stewie quickly walks over to the booth and sets his backpack beside him.  He pulls Rupert, his Teddy bear, out of the pack.

STEWIE

Oh, I apologize, Rupert.  It must have been horrible trying to breathe in there.

The waitress comes up with a glass of orange juice.

WAITRESS

Here’s your juice, kiddo.  No pulp.  Check it yourself.  I’ll be right back with your food.

STEWIE

What do you mean you want a drink of my orange juice, Rupert?  Your mouth doesn’t open.  I remember so well from when Peter tried to use you as a sex example for Meg.

CUT TO:

INT. MEG’S ROOM - DAY

Peter has Rupert in his hands, demonstrating sex for Meg.

PETER

Now there’s another form of sex that involves the mouth, Meg.  It’s called oral sex.

The bear’s mouth won’t open.

PETER

Ah, geez.

MEG

Do guys give oral sex too?

PETER

Only those from France.

CUT TO:

INT. LOCAL DINER - DAY

Stewie looks out the window and sees a fat man walk by.

STEWIE

Hmmm.. I wonder how the fat man is doing...

CUT TO:

INT. PETER’S CAR - DAY

Peter is driving and Lois is in the front seat.  Chris, Brian, and Meg are in the back seat.

LOIS

Peter, Brian... I can’t believe you let him leave the house!

BRIAN

Look, I didn’t think he would actually do it...

PETER

Yeah, and in my defense, I’m an utter retard and this is definitely not the first retarded thing I’ve done.

CUT TO:

INT. CAVE FROM ‘ALADDIN’

Peter is reaching for the magic lamp sitting on top of a large rock structure.  Beside the lamp is a statue carrying a large red diamond.

Peter’s eyes dart between the lamp and the diamond.  Finally, he grabs the diamond.  A large boulder falls from the ceiling, crushing him completely.

CUT TO:

INT. CAR - DAY

LOIS

This is unbelievable.  We don’t even know where Michael Jackson lives.  Oh my God... Stewie doesn’t even know where he lives.  My baby is lost!

BRIAN

I wouldn’t be so sure, Lois.

CHRIS

Yeah, Mom.  Stewie knows his way around.  Like that time we went to the video store.

CUT TO:

INT. VIDEO STORE - DAY

Stewie is looking at the comedy section.  He picks up the movie SOME LIKE IT HOT, when suddenly, his eyes meet with a wall with a sign over it.

The sign reads ADULT VIDEO SECTION.

Stewie smiles and approaches the employee who checks for ID.  He walks right past him.

EMPLOYEE

Hey, man.  You’re not old enough to be in here...

Stewie tosses a hatchet at the employee’s head.  The hatchet knocks him back and Stewie walks inside.

STEWIE (V.O.)

OH MY GOD!!!

A brief silence.

STEWIE (V.O.)

PARIS HILTON!?  WHAT HAPPENED TO YOU!?

CUT TO:

INT. CAR - DAY

The family is looking out of the windows for Stewie.

LOIS

We need to go to the police, Peter.

PETER

Lois, trust me, we have everything under control.  Stewie is going to Neverland, not the police station.

LOIS

But the police will help us find him!

PETER

Michael Jackson may be rich, Lois, but his property can’t be that damn big.  We’ll find Stewie in a jiffy.

LOIS

Peter, the police will help us look for him on the way there.  We need to get the police involved! Now!

CUT TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY - DAY

Stewie is carrying Rupert in his arms.  His backpack is still unzipped and some of his belongings fall out.

STEWIE

Rupert, I don’t know how much longer I can walk.  I can feel that orange juice and scrambled eggs coming up right about now.

A car stops beside Stewie.  Stewie stares at the driver.  It’s DORIS ROBERTS from Everybody Loves Raymond.

DORIS

Need a ride?

STEWIE

Doris Roberts!?

DORIS

Hop in.

STEWIE

Well, I don’t know if I should just-

DORIS

I SAID GET IN THE CAR!

Stewie hesitates, but he jumps inside.

CUT TO:

INT. DORIS’ CAR - DAY

They are both sitting quietly.  Doris turns on the radio.

DORIS

How about some music, kid?

STEWIE

Sure, I’m a big fan of the Eagles if you have anything from there.  I also like Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, Simon and Garfunkel, and I’ve recently got into Earl Scruggs and Lester Flatt.

Doris puts on the song “Swingin’”.

STEWIE

Of course John Anderson isn’t dead... yet.

CUT TO:

INT. POLICE STATION - DAY

Lois bursts through the double glass doors, immediately hollering for the police.  She runs to the counter top where one of the officers is seated.

LOIS

Please!  You have to help me find my baby!  He’s missing!

POLICE OFFICER

Ok, ma’am, how long has your child been missing?

LOIS

I don’t know exactly.  He disappeared earlier today and I can’t find him.

POLICE OFFICER

Ma’am, we are only allowed to issue a missing person search if the person hasn’t been seen for at least one day.  Come back tomorrow.

LOIS

I can’t believe you!  Peter, do you still have that gun you bought a few years ago in New York?

PETER

Which one?

LOIS

You know, the pistol you saw when we were window shopping.

PETER

Window shopping?

LOIS

Yeah.  You saw it through the window of that Pawn Shop across the street from the art museum.

PETER

Art museum?

LOIS

The one we went to when Chris was trying to become a famous artist.

PETER

Artist?

LOIS

Yes.  Chris.

PETER

Chris?

LOIS

Your son.

PETER

Oh, yeah.  Here yah go.

He hands her the gun.

Lois points the gun at the police officer.

LOIS

I SAID MY SON IS MISSING.  NOW YOU’RE GONNA HELP ME FIND HIM OR ELSE I’M SPLATTERING YOUR BRAIN ALL OVER THIS FANCY GRANITE COUNTER TOP.

PETER

Yeah!  Which we can’t afford - but we admire it at Lowe’s like we can afford it but we’re really just there to stare in desire!

POLICE OFFICER

Ok!  I’ll call for a search.

The police officer picks up the phone and dials a number.

POLICE OFFICER

SEARCH!

She hangs up the phone.

There’s a silence.

LOIS

So...uhhh... this sort of thing happen often?

CUT TO:

INT. DORIS’ CAR - DAY

The radio is still on, now playing an advertisement.

MAN ON RADIO

You’re listening to 98 MX Extreme Country.

STEWIE

How can country music be extreme?

MAN ON RADIO

The hottest station for all your favorite country songs, commercial free!

STEWIE

Uh huh.  What the hell would you call that?  Not a commercial!?

Stewie turns off the radio.

STEWIE

So, Doris, how much longer till we get to Neverland?

DORIS

Neverland?

STEWIE

You know.  Michael Jackson’s plantation where you never grow up.

DORIS

Kid.  Kid, we’re not going to Neverland.  We’d never make it there.

STEWIE

What?

DORIS

Neverland is clear across the country in California, and it’s a restricted and personal theme park.  It’s not a place you can go to, kid.  And it’s certainly not a place that will restrict your body from growing up.

STEWIE

But I don’t want to grow up.

DORIS

Nobody does, little man.  But it’s life.  I’ve grown up, and I’m still ok.

STEWIE

Uh.  What exactly do you consider “ok”?

DORIS

Kid, you grow up, and you get old.  You know why?  So you can die.  But it’s up to you what you want to do with your life through those stages.  You can’t be afraid of growing up, because then you’ll never have the courage to succeed on your own terms.

STEWIE

Interesting perception.  So you’re saying I am forced to grow old, but I have the power to choose how to live my life.

DORIS

Yeah, kid.  It’s your life, so live it the way you want to.

Stewie sneers and squints his eyes in a devilish glare.

STEWIE

I need to go back to my home in Quahog, Rhode Island.

DORIS

Kiddo, that’s at least 100 miles-

Stewie whips out his laser gun.

STEWIE

I SAID TAKE ME BACK TO QUAHOG!

Doris screams in fright.  She clutches her chest as she begins to have a heart attack.  She swerves the car into the next lane, and it immediately collides with a limousine.  Stewie screams as the car smashes into the shoulder of the road, hitting a tree.  The limo swerves to the side of the road as well to make sure everybody’s ok.

CUT TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY - DAY

Stewie hops out of the vehicle carrying his backpack and Rupert.

Doris is tangled up in the dashboard as she slowly dies a horrible death.

Stewie gasps in fright.

STEWIE

Oh my God!  Rupert, are you all right?

Doris dies.

Stewie sees the limo in front of him.  The door opens and a familiar face steps out of the vehicle.

It’s Michael Jackson in the flesh!

STEWIE

You.  The one who owns Neverland...

Michael approaches Stewie doing his signature moonwalk.

MICHAEL

Is everybody ok?

STEWIE

Rupert and I are still alive.  But ummm...

He points to the wrecked car where Doris’ lifeless body is stuck in the dashboard.

STEWIE (CONT’D)

Doris Roberts appears to be rather dead.  Can you take me to Neverland?

MICHAEL

Neverland?

STEWIE

Yes, your ranch.  Your paradise for children.  Please, you must take me there!

Michael stops to think.

MICHAEL

Well.  I guess because you’re a boy and you like to beg, I’ll take you to Neverland.

STEWIE

Oh, splendid!  Absolutely splendid!

CUT TO:

INT. TRACTOR TRAILER - DAY

Lois, Peter, Meg, Brian, and Chris are all squeezed inside a tractor trailer.  Peter is driving.

PETER

I can’t believe the police let us steal this guy’s semi-truck.  The police force have earned a new high on my list of things that kick ass!

CHRIS

KICK ASS!

LOIS

Chris, watch your mouth.  Now everybody keep an eye out for your brother.

There’s a moment of silence.

PETER

I don’t have a brother, Lois.

LOIS

For the love of God, Peter, I’m talking about Stewie!

PETER

Lois, honey, Stewie is our son.  Moron.

The radio comes on.

TRUCKER

Hey, Ted.  I just wanted to tell you that there’s a wreck up here about five miles to the right.  Some little baby was involved. Over.

LOIS

OH MY GOD!  STEWIE!!

PETER

Who the hell is Ted?

CUT TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY WRECK - DAY

Michael is leaning down towards Stewie.

STEWIE

So I have to ask.  How many plastic surgeries have you really had?

Roaring down the far right lane is Peter’s semi-truck.  Michael and Stewie gasp as the truck won’t slow down.

CUT TO:

INT. SEMI-TRUCK - DAY

Lois is screaming.

LOIS

It’s Stewie!  Break, Peter! BREAK!

PETER

I’m trying!  This thing isn’t gonna stop all at once.

CUT TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY WRECK - DAY

The truck isn’t going to slow down in time.  Michael tosses Stewie to the side as the truck reaches them.  The semi-truck nails Michael Jackson, splattering his corpse across the road.  He’s still alive!  The truck swerves and finally comes to a stop.

CUT TO:

INT. SEMI-TRUCK - DAY

LOIS

Oh my God, Peter!  You just ran over Michael Jackson!

BRIAN

It looks like he’s still alive.

PETER

Oh crap... sorry...

CUT TO:

EXT. HIGHWAY WRECK - DAY

Peter backs the truck up, running over him again.  He finally stops the truck.

Lois jumps out of the truck and runs to Stewie.

LOIS

STEWIE!!!

Stewie looks disappointed.  Lois reaches him and grabs him in her arms.  Tears stream from her eyes.

LOIS

Thank God you’re all right!  You had all of us so worried.

STEWIE

I had you worried?  Listen here, sweetie - the least you could’ve done was arrive with a package of fresh diapers BECAUSE I CRAPPED MY PANTS AFTER THAT DAMN DRIVING.

He slaps Lois.  The Griffin family steps out of the truck and approaches Stewie.  They’re all happy to be back together again.

CUT TO:

INT. GRIFFIN HOUSE - THE NEXT DAY

The entire family is seated on and around the couch watching television.

CUT TO:

INT. GRIFFIN FAMILY TV - FRIENDS TV SHOW

Joey and Chandler are talking in their apartment.

JOEY

I’m never gonna find a roommate by the time you move out.

An attractive woman walks into the room.

WOMAN

I’m here for the roommate interview.

Joey smiles.

JOEY

Hey, how you doin’...?

Silence.  The girl picks up a chair and beats him down with it.  She hits him again, and again, and again... the chair bursts into pieces as Chandler watches.

Chandler begins clapping at Joey’s lifeless corpse.  The audience laughs.

CUT TO:

INT. GRIFFIN LIVING ROOM - DAY

PETER

You think after ten seasons, the girls would realize that Joey doesn’t really care how they’re doing.

BRIAN

Peter, it’s just a phrase he uses to get women into bed with him.

LOIS

Ah, it’s so great to be back home together.

MEG

It sure is!  It’s great that we’re all safe, too.

Silence.

PETER

Meg, do you think you can you make it through one damn episode without opening up your trap?
