SILENT NIGHT

FADE OUT

INT. LIVING ROOM – NIGHT

Samantha and her boyfriend Larry are decorating a Christmas tree. They are playing carols in the background. “Rocking Around the Christmas Tree,” by Brenda Lee is playing.


SAMANTHA

Are you excited? Christmas is almost here. We’re going to have that party again this year.


LARRY

Yeah. I can’t wait. I am kind of nervous in a way.


SAMANTHA

Why?


LARRY

Do you remember what the news said about that maniac escaping from the hospital?


SAMANTHA

Yeah. Why does that make you a little nervous?


LARRY

That guy could be watching us as we speak.


SAMANTHA

I’m sure that guy is gone far away this town. Why would he stay here when he knows that people are looking for him?


LARRY

Yeah. It just freaks me out, but I’m going to forget about that. I’m going to have a good time at this party.


SAMANTHA

Do you want to help me with hanging some things up?


LARRY

Sure. I want this party to be off the hook this Christmas.


SAMANTHA

That’s what it’s going to be. Now, let’s go.

CUT TO:

INT. JORDAN’S CAR – SAME NIGHT

Jordan and her boyfriend Steve are driving down the street. They have the radio on and they are talking.


JORDAN

Samantha and Larry gave me a call last night.


STEVEN

What did they have to say?


JORDAN

They invited us to a party. You know the Christmas party that they always have.


STEVEN

Yeah. Are you planning on going?


JORDAN

Yeah. I was hoping that you would come along with me.


STEVEN

I don’t know.


JORDAN

Why not?


STEVEN

They’re your friends. I think I would feel a little out of place.


JORDAN

You’re going to have a good time. I promise.


STEVEN

How many people do you think are going to be there?


JORDAN

It’s a private party. It’s going to be a total of six people.


STEVEN

I’m not sure. Do you think they would let me invite two of my friends so I don’t feel strange?


JORDAN

Yeah. I can ask them. I’m sure that they’ll agree.


STEVEN

Okay. Then I’ll go.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM – SAME NIGHT

Erin is sitting on the edge of her bed and she is looking at a picture of her mother. She is crying. Her boyfriend Mack walks in the room and takes a seat next to her.


MACK

What’s the matter with you? Are you okay?


ERIN

Nothing. Do you remember what today is?


MACK

Yeah. It’s Christmas Eve. Why?


ERIN

Do you remember why I hate Christmas so much?


MACK

I’m sorry. It’s about your mother right?


ERIN

It’s going to be my first Christmas without her.


MACK

Come here.

Mack grabs her and pulls her close. He gives her a hug and a kiss on her forehead.


MACK

Everything is going to be fine. You can trust me.


ERIN

How do you know?


MACK

Okay. Listen up. There’s a party tonight. I want you to come with me. All of our friends are going to be there.


ERIN

I don’t know.


MACK

Oh, come on. It’s going to be fun and it’ll take your mind of things.


ERIN

Do you think so?


MACK

I know so. So, what do you say?


ERIN

Yeah. I guess. It might be fun.

CUT TO:

EXT. JENNY’S HOUSE

The snow is falling on the ground. Jenny and her friend Kayla are throwing snowballs at one another.


JENNY

Ah! It’s cold!


KAYLA

It’s snow. It’s supposed to be cold!


JENNY

Oh, shut up.


KAYLA

Let’s go inside and get some drinks.

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

Jenny and Kayla are sitting down at the kitchen table and they drinking there cocoa. 


KAYLA

Has Billy called you?


JENNY

No. He doesn’t have time for me he said. So, I don’t have time for him.


KAYLA

That’s the way to go.


JENNY

What time are your parents getting home?


KAYLA

They’re going to call me when they are on their way.


JENNY

Did you tell them the news about the man that escaped from Kentwood last night? Everyone is talking about him. People are running scared.


KAYLA

Yeah. They know. That’s why they are on their way home early.


JENNY

Are they going to let you stay the night here for Christmas?


KAYLA

They said that I could if I wanted to, but I think I’m going to stay home. They have some things for me.


JENNY

Yeah. So, do my parents. I hope they got me that locket.


KAYLA

You always get what you want. You have nothing to worry about.

The two of them start laughing. That’s when they hear a noise coming from on the roof.


KAYLA

Did you hear that?


JENNY

Yeah. It came from on top of the roof. I wonder what it was.


KAYLA

Oh, no. You better watch out. You better not cry. You better not pout I’m telling you why. Santa Claus is coming to town.


JENNY

Funny. Let’s go see what that was on the roof.


KAYLA

Okay.

CUT TO:

INT. ATTIC

Kayla and Jenny stand there looking out the window to see if they hear anything on the roof.


KAYLA

It was probably the snow.


JENNY

I don’t think so. Give me a hand with the window.


KAYLA

Why?


JENNY

I’m going to have a peek.

Jenny tries opening the window. Kayla walks over to her and gives her a hand to open the window.


JENNY

Jesus.

They open the window. Jenny looks at Kayla and then turns back to the window and sticks her hear out there.


KAYLA

Do you see anything?


JENNY

No.


KAYLA

Come back inside. I’m starting to get freaked.


JENNY

Hold on. What’s this?

Jenny looks at the snow to see a spot of red. She digs through the snow to see a human’s hand. She screams and slams the window shut.


JENNY

Oh my god!

Jenny turns around and looks at Kayla.


KAYLA

What’s going on?


JENNY

I found a hand in the show! We have to get the police.

Kayla looks at the window to see a man standing there looking in at them. Kayla screams and points to the window. Jenny looks at the window and screams to see the man standing there. The man takes his leg and kicks the window open. The two of them scream and run out of the attic. 


JENNY

Help me!

Jenny closes the door that leads up to the attic. She takes a desk and starts pushing it against the door. Kayla runs to her and helps her. Then they run out into the kitchen.


KAYLA

What are we going to do?


JENNY

Give me the phone.

Kayla grabs the phone and hands it to her. Jenny holds the phone up to her ear. She throws the phone.


KAYLA

What’s wrong?


JENNY

It’s dead.

Kayla looks behind Jenny and screams. The killer is standing behind them. The killer grabs Jenny by the hair and throws her on the kitchen table. Kayla runs for the front door.


JENNY

Help me! Please help me!

Kayla turns around and grabs a umbrella that lies behind the door. She runs for the killer and whacks him in the back. The killer rolls over to the ground and we see Jenny lying on the table covered in blood and stab wounds.


KAYLA

Oh my god! No!

Kayla screams and runs for the window next to the door. She bangs on the window to get someone’s attention.


KAYLA

Someone help me!

She takes the umbrella and breaks the window. She sticks her leg outside the window and starts to climb out when the killer grabs her foot. She looks at the killer and screams.


KAYLA

Ah! No! Get off of me!

She manages to break free from the killer’s hold and she takes off running down the street.

CUT TO:

INT. OFFICER DANIEL’S OFFICE

Kayla runs into Daniel’s office. He is the Deputy of this small town. He looks at her and stands up.


DANIEL

Jesus! Are you okay? What’s the matter with you?


KAYLA

You have to help me! He killed Jenny and he’s after me.


DANIEL

Who is after you?


KAYLA

I think it’s the man who escaped from Kentwood.

CUT TO:

INT. JENNY’S KITCHEN

Reporters and Coroners are taking pictures of Jenny’s body that lies on the kitchen table covered in blood. Officer Daniel and Gordon are talking to one another.


GORDON

Do we have the killer in custody?


DANIEL

No. When we got here there was no sign of him.


GORDON

Does this mean that he is still out there and alive?


DANIEL

Yeah. I’m afraid so.


GORDON

Great! Do you think it’s the man who escaped from Kentwood?


DANIEL

I’m not sure. 


GORDON

Okay. Well, I’m going back to the station and talking to that girl. I’ll see what I can get out of her.


DANIEL

Okay. I need you to do something for me first.


GORDON

Yeah. What do you need?


DANIEL

I need this town blocked off. I don’t want anyone to leave and nobody to get in. I want a curfew set for nobody to be out after nine. Do you understand?


GORDON

Yeah. I’ll get right on top of it.

CUT TO:

INT. ERIN’S LIVING ROOM

Erin is sitting down on her couch and she is watching the news. She hears a woman talking about the curfew that is set for nine.


ERIN

Hey Mack! If we want to go to that party we have to go now.


MACK

Why’s that?


ERIN

The town is on curfew. Nobody can be out past nine or they’ll be arrested.

Mack walks out from in the kitchen with a drink in his hand.


MACK

They can’t do that.


ERIN

They did. We have to get there before nine. They’re also calling for more a snow blizzard.


MACK

What? We already got six inches out there.


ERIN

They said to expect the worse.


MACK

Do you still want to go?


ERIN

Do you?


MACK

Yeah.


ERIN

Okay then. I’ll go.

CUT TO:

INT. OFFICER GORDON’S OFFICE

Gordon stands there looking at Kayla who is sitting down on the chair in front of him.


GORDON

Kayla, I need you to tell me what went on back at the house.


KAYLA

He killed her.


GORDON

Who killed her?


KAYLA

Someone. I don’t know who they were or anything.


GORDON

Did you get a good look at what he looked like?


KAYLA

No! He could’ve been that man that escaped from the hospital.


GORDON

That’s what we’re trying to figure out. I need your help though.


KAYLA

I’m trying to help you! Do you think I’m sitting here for nothing?


GORDON

You’re right. I’m sorry. Is there anything you can tell me?


KAYLA

He’s coming back.

CUT TO:

INT. SAMANTHA’S LIVING ROOM

Samantha and Larry are sitting down on the couch. Samantha is laying chips and things out on the table. Larry walks up to her.


LARRY

It’s looking good.


SAMANTHA

Do you like it?


LARRY

Yeah.


SAMANTHA

Can you tell me when they’re here? I don’t want to mess anything up.


LARRY

Yeah.

CUT TO:

Samantha is standing in front of the radio and she turns it on. She sticks in a cd with carols on it.


SAMANTHA

This should put everyone in the mood.

She starts doing a little dance and turns the music up a little more.

CUT TO:

Larry stands there at the door looking to see if anyone is here. He sees a car pull up to the house.


LARRY

Someone is here, Samantha!


SAMANTHA (OS)

I’ll be right there.

Larry opens the front door and we see Jordan and Steve walk inside. They all greet one another and Jordan and Steven grab a seat by the food.


JORDAN

It’s going to be fun. Lighten up.

CUT TO:

INT. OFFICER GORDON’S OFFICE

Gordon and Kayla are still in the same spot.


GORDON

There’s been another murder. Someone else this time.


KAYLA

Well, no shit.


GORDON

You’re going to have to come along with me.


KAYLA

Why?


GORDON

Don’t ask me questions. Just listen to me.

CUT TO:

INT. SAMANTHA’S LIVING ROOM

The Christmas carols are playing and everyone is talking and having a good time.


SAMANTHA

Can I get anyone anything to drink? We have some beer in the fridge.


JORDAN

No thanks.


LARRY

How come Erin and Mack aren’t here yet? They said that they were going to come.


JORDAN

I have no clue.


SAMANTHA

Jordan, didn’t you say that Steven invited two of his friends?


JORDAN

Yeah. How come they’re not here yet, Steven?


STEVEN

They’ll be here.

There’s a knock at the door. Samantha turns around and starts walking to the door.


STEVEN

That’s probably them right now.


SAMANTHA

Let’s see.

Samantha opens the door to see two trashy girls standing there in mini-skirts and skimpy shirts. They both hold cases of beer.


SAMANTHA

Who are you?


RACHEL

I’m Rachel. This is my friend Bonnie. We’re here for the party.


SAMANTHA

I think that you have the wrong house. Sorry.


BONNIE

Steven invited us. He’s sitting right over there.


SAMANTHA

Come in.

Jordan’s face grows with shock as the two girls walk in and grab a seat next to Steven.


JORDAN

Can I talk to you for a second, Steven? It’ll be quick.


STEVEN

Yeah. Sure.


RACHEL

Hurry back, Stevie!

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

Steven and Jordan stand in the kitchen.


JORDAN

Who are they and what the hell are they doing here?


STEVEN

They’re with me. You said that I could invite two people.


JORDAN

Why did you choose two girls looking like that? You knew that I was going to be here.


STEVEN

They’re only friends. That’s all.


JORDAN

Whatever.


STEVEN

What’s that supposed to mean?


JORDAN

I’m leaving.

Jordan grabs her coat off a chair and walks out the back door. Steven looks at her and he walks back into the living room. They all look at Steve who takes a seat with the girls.


LARRY

Where did Jordan go?


STEVEN

She’ll be back.

CUT TO:

INT. MACK’S CAR

Erin and Mack are sitting inside their car. They are about to go inside the house to the party.


ERIN

Do you think that the snow is going to trap us in there?


MACK

No. Let’s go.


ERIN

Look. There’s Jordan.

Erin rolls down her window to see Jordan walk up to them.


ERIN

Where are you going? Aren’t you staying at the party?


JORDAN

I was, but I’m not feeling good.


ERIN

Do you need a ride home or anything?


JORDAN

No. I’m cool.


ERIN

Are you sure?


JORDAN

Yeah. I could use the wrong.


ERIN

Okay.


MACK

Don’t get frostbite out there.


JORDAN

I’ll try not to.


MACK

Bye.


JORDAN

Bye guys.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Mack and Erin enter the living room. They look at everyone having a good time. They all greet the two of them. Mack grabs a seat on the couch and Erin walks up to the bathroom.


MACK

What’s everyone doing?


STEVEN

Nothing much. Just hanging around and chilling.


MACK

Who are they?


RACHEL

I’m Rachel.


BONNIE

I’m Bonnie.


MACK

I’m Mack.

The two girls start laughing.

CUT TO:

Jordan is walking down the street. The snow is falling down hard. She hears someone call her name. Jordan stops and turns around. She looks behind her to see if she sees anyone.


JORDAN

Is someone there?

She doesn’t see anyone there so she keeps on walking. She looks across the street to see woods.


JORDAN

I’ll take that way.

Jordan walks across the street and she enters the woods.

CUT TO:

Jordan is walking through the woods. She is looking around at all of the trees covered in white snow.


JORDAN

It’s beautiful.

Jordan hears a noise. Someone is behind her. She slowly turns around to see the killer standing there. She screams and starts backing up.


JORDAN

Who are you? What do you want from me?

The killer doesn’t say anything to her. He keeps walking towards her. She continues backing up. The man holds a small pocketknife in his hand. Jordan looks at him in terror.


JORDAN

Please don’t kill me.

The killer grabs her by the arm and slices her wrist. She screams and holds her wrist to try and stop the bleeding. Jordan turns around to run. She makes her way through the woods.


JORDAN

Help me!

Jordan continues running and bleeding at the same time. She starts to slow down when she falls to the ground. She looks up to see the killer standing over her.


JORDAN

Please help me.

Jordan can barely keep her eyes open. She is starting to faint due to blood loss. The killer puts his foot over her face and brings it down hard. She dies.

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

Erin is looking out the kitchen window and she is watching the snow fall. She turns around to see Mack standing there.


MACK

What are you looking at?


ERIN

I’m looking at the snow. It’s getting deep out there. I don’t think we’re going to be able to make it home.


MACK

We can spend the night here. I talked to Samantha about it.


ERIN

Are you sure?


MACK

Yeah. She said it’s totally cool. Is it cool with you?


ERIN

Sure.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Samantha stands in front of everyone who is sitting down on the couch. She has a grin on her face.


SAMANTHA

We’re all going to play a game. 


LARRY

What kind of game?


SAMANTHA

It’s called “Love Dice!”

Samantha pulls out two large dice with things written on them.


SAMANTHA

Now, on one dice you have the words suck, lick, blow, touch, massage, and kiss.


STEVEN

What’s on the other dice?


SAMANTHA

Leg, arm, mouth, stomach, cheek, and genitals.


STEVEN

This should be good.


BONNIE

Let the game begin!

CUT TO:

EXT. A HOUSE

Gordon and Daniel are standing there talking. Reporters and everything are at this house.


GORDON

What’s going on?


DANIEL

Another one. This time his throat was slashed.


GORDON

Are we pointing fingers at the same guy?


DANIEL

That’s all we can do so far.


GORDON

What are we going to tell the people of this town?


DANIEL

They don’t need to know anything just yet. Let them enjoy the holiday.


GORDON

We can’t keep this a secret for much longer.


DANIEL

I know.

CUT TO:

EXT. SAMANTHA’S HOUSE

Erin and Mack are at their car and they are trying to open the doors.


ERIN

Mack! The snow is over two feet high. It’s not going to let us open the doors.


MACK

Damn! I think they’re frozen shut also. This is the worse day ever.


ERIN

Let’s go back inside.


MACK

Come on.

CUT TO:

INT. SAMANTHA’S HOUSE

Erin and Mack walk back inside the house. Samantha walks up to them. The rest of them are sitting down and looking at them.


SAMANTHA

Did you have any luck?


ERIN

The doors won’t budge. It looks like we’re all staying the night here.


SAMANTHA

That could be days.


ERIN

We can call someone in the morning and have him or her come help us all out.


SAMANTHA

Okay.

Erin smells the room to smell something burning.


ERIN

I smell something burning.


SAMANTHA

My cookies!

Samantha runs out into her kitchen to get her cookies. Erin follows right behind her.

INT. KITCHEN

Samantha pulls the cookies out of the oven and sits them on the counter. She looks at them to see they burnt.


SAMANTHA

Great!


ERIN

Do you want me to help you make some more?


SAMANTHA

Yeah. Would you?


ERIN

Sure.

Inside the kitchen sits a window and looking through that window on the other side is the killer.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Mack is sitting down on the couch with Larry. The two of them are watching television.


MACK

This sucks. There’s nothing on.


LARRY

I know.


MACK

I need a beer.

CUT TO:

Steven, Rachel, and Bonnie are sitting on top of Steven’s lap. Steven is sitting in a chair.


RACHEL

Do you want to go upstairs?


STEVEN

Yeah.


BONNIE

Come on.

The three of them get up and make their way up the steps. Larry and Mack glance at them.


LARRY

Don’t use the room on the right or the left!

They don’t respond to Larry. Larry and Mack just continue to sit there and look at the television.


MACK

I don’t think they heard you.


LARRY

He had better heard me.

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

Samantha and Erin are making cookies. They are rolling up the dough and placing them on the cookie sheet.


SAMANTHA

When is the snow going to end?


ERIN

They is going to last all night and go through until tomorrow afternoon.


SAMANTHA

That’s going to suck. By the time it’s done we won’t be able to walk out there.


ERIN

It’s supposed to slow down and not snow as hard as it is now later on.


SAMANTHA

Do you think so?


ERIN

Yeah.


SAMANTHA

These are Larry’s favorite kind of cookies.


ERIN

You and Larry are in love.


SAMANTHA

I think so. I mean he tells me it all the time.


ERIN

He shows it to you too. Its always the little things that let’s you know.


SAMANTHA

Yeah? Like what?


ERIN

Like sending you flowers and things like that.


SAMANTHA

I guess he does love me. Do you think he could be the one?


ERIN

You’re only 18. Please tell me you’re not thinking about marriage already.


SAMANTHA

Come on. Don’t tell me that it hasn’t crossed your mind?


ERIN

I thought about it, but I would never do it.


SAMANTHA

Don’t tell anyone, but I think he’s going to propose to me tonight.


ERIN

Oh my god. How did you find this out?


SAMANTHA

I found a receipt from Tiffany’s. He bought me a 1,000 ring. 


ERIN

Wait. Before we get all excited…


SAMANTHA

What?


ERIN

What are you going to say?


SAMANTHA

I’m going to tell him yeah.


ERIN

Oh god. You’re going to be his fiancé.


SAMANTHA

I know. That’s only if the ring is for me though. He could be cheating.


ERIN

He’s not. Trust me.

The two of them start laughing.

CUT TO:

Larry and Mack are sitting down on the couch. Larry looks over at Mack. He taps him on the shoulder.


MACK

What?


LARRY

Look.

He pulls out the ring and shows Mack.


MACK

Oh shit. What’s this?


LARRY

I’m going to pop the question to Samantha later on.


MACK

Congratulations. Erin and I aren’t ready for that type of commitment.


LARRY

Don’t worry. The time will come.

The lights start blinking off and on. Samantha and Erin walk back into the living room.


SAMANTHA

Shit! We’re going to lose the power later on.


ERIN

Do you have some source of light when it does?


SAMANTHA

There’s a generator out in the shed, but the door isn’t going to budge. 


ERIN

Why not?


SAMANTHA

The snow.


ERIN

What are we going to do?


LARRY

There’s candles and everything lying around the house. Let’s gather them up for when they do go out.


SAMANTHA

What about the food? We should put it in the snow.


LARRY

Why?


SAMANTHA

If the power goes out the food will go bad.


LARRY

That’s right. We’ll do that later. Let’s get these candles first.

CUT TO:

INT. GORDON’S COP CAR

Gordon and Kayla are stuck in a snow bank. They can’t open the doors or anything. Kayla starts beating on the windows. Gordon looks at her like she’s crazy.


GORDON

What the hell are you trying to do? You’re in a cop car.


KAYLA

This is your entire fault. If you would’ve kept your eyes on the road we wouldn’t of crashed down the hill and into this snow bank where nobody can find us!


GORDON

Calm down. At least we have the heat and all on. Someone is going to find us. It’s going to take time.


KAYLA

I don’t have time. I was almost killed today.


GORDON

Let’s try and get someone on the radio.


KAYLA

That’s got to be the smartest thing I’ve heard you say all day.

CUT TO:

INT. OFFICER DANIEL’S COP CAR

Daniel is sitting there when he hears Gordon come in over the radio. Daniel grabs the radio. Daniel grabs the radio and talks.


DANIEL

Gordon, is that you? What’s going on down there?

CUT TO:

INT. GORDON’S COP CAR

Gordon sits there on the other end of the radio and talks.


GORDON

I crashed into a snow bank. I’m going to need your help.

CUT TO:

INT. DANIEL’S COP CAR

Daniel is sitting there. He looks a little angry with Gordon. He talks back into the radio.


DANIEL

Where are you?

CUT TO:

INT. GORDON’S COP CAR

Gordon speaks into the radio. Kayla is looking at him.


GORDON

We’re down a hill close to Kentwood Hospital. Can you get here? We’re by Hertford Street.

CUT TO:

INT. DANIEL’S COP CAR

Daniel speaks back into the radio.


DANIEL

You’re lucky this truck has Four Wheel Drive. I’m on my way.

Daniel hangs up the radio and starts the truck.


DANIEL

Idiot! What the hell was he doing driving that dinky car in snow that covers it.

Daniel starts driving down the street.

CUT TO:

INT. GORDON’S COP CAR

Gordon hangs up his radio and he looks over at Kayla.


GORDON

He’s on his way.


KAYLA

Thank god.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM IN SAMANTHA’S HOUSE

Steven and the two girls are lying down on the bed. Steven has a girl on each side of him.


STEVEN

That was fun. We should do this again sometime.


RACHEL

Anytime.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Erin, Mack, Samantha, and Larry throw candles down on the table. Then Erin takes a seat on the couch.


ERIN

Are you going to bring in them cookies, Samantha?


SAMANTHA

I’ll get them.

Samantha walks out into the kitchen. 


ERIN

I hope that the lights don’t go out. It’s going to suck.


MACK

You don’t have anything to worry about. I don’t think they’re going to go out.

Samantha walks back into the living room with the cookies in her hands. She sits them down on the kitchen table.

CUT TO:

EXT. GORDON’S COP CAR

Daniel is walking down the large hill that Gordon’s car went over. He looks down there to see the car covered in snow.


DANIEL

Jesus Christ.

Daniel bangs on the car through the snow to see if he can get an answer from Gordon.


DANIEL

Gordon! Are you still in there?

CUT TO:

Kayla turns to face her window. She pushes Gordon is dozing off.


GORDON

What’s going on?


KAYLA

He’s out there!


GORDON

Daniel! We’re in here!

CUT TO:

Daniel is standing there.


DANIEL

I’m going to try and have someone come pull you out. Stay here!

CUT TO:

Gordon and Kayla are sitting there with a sign of relief on their faces.


KAYLA

Yes!

CUT TO:

Daniel turns around to be greeted by the killer. He looks at him then realizes who he is.


DANIEL

It’s you! You’re the sick fuck that’s killed two people.

The killer raises his knife in the air. Daniel reaches for his gun and pulls it out. The minute he aimed it at the killer, the killer slashes his throat with one quick slice. Daniel’s body turns around and starts falling to the ground. He fires the gun at the car putting a large crack in Kayla’s window. Daniel falls to the ground and dies.

CUT TO:

INT. GORDON’S CAR

Kayla jumps back as a reaction to the bullet striking the window. Gordon looks up at her.


KAYLA

What happened out there? Is he okay out there?


GORDON

I don’t know.

They hear a conk. They both look at one another. The car has gone out on them. Kayla looks scared.


KAYLA

Oh my god! We’re going to die in here! We’re going to die!


GORDON

Calm down! It’s going to be okay. We’re going to get out of here.


KAYLA

Help me!

Kayla starts beating on the window to try and break it open.


GORDON

What are you doing?


KAYLA

Help me get this thing broke! We can get out of here.


GORDON

Let me do it!

Gordon pulls out his gun and starts beating the window. It’s not breaking.


KAYLA

Harder!

Gordon continues to beat on the window with his gun. That’s when the window finally breaks.


KAYLA

Good job.


GORDON

Hand me those gloves.


KAYLA

Why?


GORDON

I’m going to dig through the snow so we can get out of here.

Kayla grabs the gloves and she hands them to him. He slips the gloves on and starts knocking down the snow.


KAYLA

Come on. It’s cold.

Gordon keeps on knocking down the snow. That’s when all the snow falls down and Gordon sees the killer standing there with the gun aimed at him.


GORDON

Holy shit!


KAYLA

What’s wrong?

The killer firs the gun sending a bullet into Gordon’s head. Gordon flies back and dies. Kayla screams.


KAYLA

No! Please don’t hurt me!

Kayla backs up against the window. The killer pulls the trigger again and this time nothing comes out. She closed her eyes thinking that she was getting shot. She opens her eyes to see that the killer is gone.

CUT TO:

We see the killer walking away with an axe in his hand.

CUT TO:

Kayla stands there looking at the broken window.


KAYLA

God, thank you. Thank you.

Kayla starts making her way from the window. She sticks her head out and peeks around. She doesn’t see the killer. She peeks on the roof of the car and doesn’t see him. She smiles. She looks down to the ground and starts to climb out when she sees the killer lying there with the axe ready.


KAYLA

Oh my god!

Kayla screams when he slices her head off with the large axe. Kayla’s head falls down and rests on his chest.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM IN SAMANTHA’S HOUSE

Steven stands up and starts walking for the bedroom door.


RACHEL

Where are you going?


STEVEN

I have to piss.


RACHEL

Hurry back.

Steven walks out of the room. Rachel turns around and looks at Bonnie. They smile.


BONNIE

You’re so bad.


RACHEL

I know.

CUT TO:

The four remaining friends are sitting downstairs on the couch.


SAMANTHA

If the power is going to go out I wish it would hurry up.


ERIN

Let’s hope that it doesn’t go out.


LARRY

I officially hate the snow. It couldn’t repulse me more if it were made out of equal parts of shit and maggots.


MACK

That’s just sick.

That’s when the lights go out. Samantha screams.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Bonnie and Rachel are lying down on the bed.


BONNIE

There went the lights.


RACHEL

That’s okay. I like it better with the lights off anyway.

CUT TO:

INT. BATHROOM

Steven is taking a piss. He looks up to see that the lights have just gone out on them.


STEVEN

This is just great!

Steven turns around to see the killer standing there. Steven jumps back.


STEVEN

Who the fuck is you?

The killer grabs Steven by the face and snaps his neck. The killer slowly lies Steven’s body down on the ground.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Rachel and Bonnie are lying in the bed and they are waiting for Steven. Rachel gets out of the bed.


BONNIE

Where are you going?


RACHEL

I’m going to see what he’s doing?


BONNIE

Okay.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Rachel walks down the steps and looks at everyone in the living room. They are all lighting candles.


RACHEL

Has anyone seen Steven? He said he had to go to the bathroom and he never came back.


MACK

I heard the back door and open and close.


RACHEL

Do you think he left?


MACK

He’ll be right back probably.


RACHEL

Yeah. Thanks.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Rachel stands in the doorway that leads into the bedroom. She is looking at Bonnie.


BONNIE

What are you doing now?


RACHEL

Steven left the room for a moment. He went outside. I’m going to have a nice hot bath ready for him with me in it when he gets back.


BONNIE

Okay. Well, I’m going to get some rest. My head hurts.


RACHEL

Okay.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

The four of them are sitting down on the couch and they are talking.


ERIN

I can’t believe that he could do something like that to Jordan.


SAMANTHA

I know. Do you think that we should tell her?


ERIN

She probably already knows. That might be why she left the party.


LARRY

Yeah. That’s true because she said she had to talk to him when they came here and she just left.


MACK

She’s pissed.

CUT TO:

INT. BATHROOM

The lights are out and Rachel can’t see anything. She turns on the water and steps into the tub.


RACHEL

It’s hot.

Rachel looks around the room to see if she can find anything to use for bubbles.


RACHEL

Don’t these people have any bubble bath?

She reaches out for something in the dark and she grabs a shampoo bottle. She pours it into the tub.


RACHEL

This will do. I can’t see anything. I hope its shampoo.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Mack comes running down the steps. He looks at his friends who are sitting down on the couch.


SAMANTHA

What’s wrong?


MACK

That girl is bathing in the tub. I heard her turn on the water.


SAMANTHA

Just leave her in there. It’s better to keep them up there anyway.


ERIN

What kind of board games do you have?


SAMANTHA

They’re all down in the basement. Let’s go see.


ERIN

We’ll be back.

CUT TO:

INT. BASEMENT

Samantha and Erin are walking down the basement steps. 


SAMANTHA

Watch your step. You can’t see a damn thing and these steps are going to cave in any day.


ERIN

Okay. I got it.

CUT TO:

INT. BATHROOM

Rachel is in the tub and she is humming a tune.


RACHEL

I wish they’d get these lights on in the house.

Rachel sits in the tub and starts washing her body/


RACHEL

Come on, Steven. Where are you?

That’s when all of the lights in the house click on. Rachel looks up on the sink to see a television on. She looks over on the toilet to see Steven dead.


RACHEL

Oh my god.

The killer enters the bathroom and looks at her. She turns her head to look at him.


RACHEL

No. Please.

The killer grabs the television. He holds it over the tub. Rachel doesn’t scream or anything. She starts to stand up when the killer drops the television in the tub. Rachel gets electrocuted and dies. The power goes out again.

CUT TO:

INT. BASEMENT

Erin and Samantha are sitting in the basement and they are looking through the games.


ERIN

I’m voting for monopoly. What about you?


SAMANTHA

That sounds like fun. It’s going to help us pass time.


ERIN

That’s why I chose it.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Mack stands there trying to open the front door.


MACK

That’s weird. The front door won’t open. It must be jammed.

Larry walks over to the front door.


LARRY

Let me see.

Larry tugs at the door. He can’t get it open either. He turns around to see Erin and Samantha standing there. They have monopoly in their hands.


SAMANTHA

What are you trying to do?


LARRY

The front door won’t open. 


SAMANTHA

Do you think it’s frozen shut or something?


LARRY

I’m not sure.

Erin sits the game down on the table. She looks up at the others.


ERIN

Is anyone else cold?


SAMANTHA

Yeah. We should go out there and try to get the shed open. I have a propane heater in there. There’s also two gallons of propane too.


ERIN

Let’s go and see what we can do.

CUT TO:

EXT. OUTSIDE HOUSE

It’s dark outside. The four friends are standing there trying to get the shed door to open.


SAMANTHA

Why isn’t the door moving? It can’t be frozen shut. Keep on trying to get it open.


LARRY

What do you think we’re doing?

Erin grabs a shovel and starts digging the snow out of their path. Samantha uses her hands and helps her.


ERIN

There. Try and do it now.

Larry tugs on the door and it still doesn’t move.


MACK

Let’s both pull at the same time.


LARRY

Okay. Come on.

Mack grabs the door and helps pull it open. The door finally opens. They dust off their hands and enter the shed.


SAMANTHA

It should be around here. Keep looking.


ERIN

Hand me that flashlight.

Samantha hands Erin the flashlight. Erin turns it on and shines it around the room.


ERIN

Do you see it?

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Bonnie lies in the bed and she starts waking up. She looks around the room. She sees a candle lit.


BONNIE

Rachel, are you in here?

Bonnie looks around the room with her eyes and she doesn’t see anyone.


BONNIE

Hello?

Bonnie stands up and crawls out of the bed. She walks over to the candle and grabs it.


BONNIE

Rachel?

Bonnie starts walking to the door in the bedroom. She doesn’t see Rachel anywhere. She walks into a bedroom and looks around.


BONNIE

Are you in here?

CUT TO:

INT. SHED

The four of them are looking for the propane heater. 


SAMANTHA

It’s buried underneath all of the junk in the corner.


ERIN

Oh, come on. Please tell me that it isn’t. That’s a mile high.


SAMANTHA

Come on. Let’s just get it out and go back into the house.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Bonnie stands in the bedroom and the door slams shut. Bonnie jumps and turns around.


BONNIE

Is that you out there?

Bonnie walks over to the door and tries to get it to open up. The door doesn’t budge.


BONNIE

Hey! Quit playing games!

CUT TO:

EXT. SHED

Larry and Mack are pulling the heater out from under the junk.


LARRY

Here it comes.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Bonnie bangs on the door to get it open.


BONNIE

Open this door, Rachel.

Bonnie continues banging on the door when she sees an axe sink through from the other side. Bonnie screams and falls to the ground.


BONNIE

Oh my god!

CUT TO:

EXT. KITCHEN

The four of them are standing there in the kitchen when they hear the noise coming from upstairs.


ERIN

What’s going on up there?


MACK

Let’s go see. You two get that thing working.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Bonnie is lying on the floor and she starts screaming as the killer starts beating down the door with the axe.


BONNIE

Someone help me!

CUT TO:

Erin and Mack stand there looking at the killer trying to get in the room to Bonnie. Erin screams as Mack attacks the killer.


ERIN

Mack, come on!

Mack and the killer are wrestling on the floor. Erin runs over to the door and opens it up. She looks to see Bonnie lying on the ground.


ERIN

Come on! Let’s go, Bonnie!

Bonnie runs over to Erin and they stand there waiting for Mack. Mack is still fighting with the killer.


ERIN

Mack, let’s go!

Mack breaks free from the killer and the three of them run down the steps and into the kitchen.

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

Samantha and Larry stand there looking at them.


SAMANTHA

What’s going on? Is everything okay?


ERIN

No! Someone is in the house. He tried killing Bonnie.


SAMANTHA

Oh my god! Are you serious?


ERIN

Yes!

They all turn around and try to open the back door. Now the back door is stuck. Samantha screams.


LARRY

This door was just open!


ERIN

We’ve got company!

The four of them run for the basement door and they go down inside.


ERIN

Come on! We have to hide or he’s going to get us!

CUT TO:

The killer walks down the steps and into the basement. The killer looks around the basement for them. He starts moving things. That’s when he hears someone sneeze. The killer starts walking over to the corner of the room and starts moving things around. That’s when he sees Samantha sitting there. The killer grabs Samantha by the hair and yanks her on her feet. The killer flings her across the floor. Samantha screams as she smacks into the wall.

Larry leaps on the killer’s back. The killer tries getting him off his back. Larry isn’t letting go. The killer takes his knife and tries stabbing him, but misses every time. That’s when the killer turns his back towards the wall and rams Larry against it. Larry falls to the ground.

Bonnie tries running past the killer. That’s when he catches her by the hair and pulls her close to him. He turns her around and punches her in the face. Bonnie falls and hits the ground. The killer kicks her in the side and stands over her with the knife raised.

Erin runs out from behind the killer and pushes him out of the way. She grabs a lamp and hits him with it. The killer looks up at her and kicks her in the chest and sends her flying back.

Mack comes out from hiding and grabs the killer. The killer turns around to face Mack and punches him in the face two times. Mack falls against the wall and the killer stabs him in the chest. Mack screams and falls to the ground.

Erin grabs a bat and hits the killer in the head. She grabs Mack and helps him up. They run to the steps and start to go up them. Erin and Mack make it up the steps. The remaining three of them run up the steps. That’s when the steps cave in on them. They all fall to the ground.


ERIN

No! Samantha! Larry! Run!

Samantha and Larry take off running. Bonnie jumps up and grabs a hold of the ledge.


BONNIE

Help me up!

Erin and Mack reach down to help pull Bonnie up to the top. The killer grabs Bonnie by the foot and starts pulling her away from them.


BONNIE

Don’t let me go! Please don’t let me go! Please!

They are all playing tug of war with Bonnie. That’s when the killer pulls at her with one hard yank. Bonnie drops back down to the ground. We heat Erin scream. The killer stands over with the knife and holds it against her neck. Bonnie screams as the killer slashes her throat.

CUT TO:

INT. KITCHEN

Erin and Mack are standing in the kitchen.


ERIN

What are we going to do?


MACK

We have to try and get some help out here.


ERIN

The phones are down! The next house is two miles away.


MACK

There has to be a way out of here.


ERIN

I can’t believe that this happening. I can’t believe it.


MACK

We have to find a way out of here. Okay?


ERIN

Yeah.

Erin runs to the front door and she tries to get it open. The door doesn’t budge. She looks at Mack and grabs him by the hand. The two of them start running up the steps and into the bedroom.

INT. BEDROOM

The two of them are standing there.


MACK

What are we doing up here?


ERIN

This is a good place to hide I thought. Why?


MACK

Just asking.

The killer enters the room and he grabs Mack. Erin screams and tries pushing the killer off him. The killer shoves her into the wall and knocks her out. Mack stands there fighting the killer.

CUT TO:

The two of them move out into the hallway. They are pushing each other in the wall and stuff. Mack goes flying into the wall. He looks up at the killer as he is punched in the face. Mack manages to kick the killer in the groin. The killer stumbles back and Mack punches him in the face. The killer grabs Mack and holds onto him. Mack tries shaking himself free. The two of them are leaning against the railing. Mack gets away and looks at the killer. Mack throws another punch at him, but the killer catches his fist and pulls Mack close. The railing behind them breaks and the two of them go over. They both land and hit the ground. They’re both out for a couple second.

CUT TO:

Mack starts standing back up on his feet when the killer grabs him by the foot and stabs him it in. Mack hollers and falls to the ground. Mack tries crawling away from the killer. The killer stands up and walks for him. The killer steps on his back. Mack can’t move.


MACK

No!

The killer bends down and stabs him four times in the back. Mack dies along with the rest of his friends.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Erin slowly starts waking up. She walks out of the room and stands at the top of the steps. She looks down there to see Mack lying there dead on the floor. She screams. She turns around to be greeted by the killer. She screams. The killer pushes her down the steps. She tumbles down and is knocked out.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Samantha and Larry walk into the living room and they look around to see Erin and Mack lying on the ground.


SAMANTHA

Oh my god. Where’s the killer?


LARRY

I don’t know. He has to be around here. Look for him.


SAMANTHA

I can’t believe everyone is dead.

Erin slowly starts waking back up. She looks up to see Samantha and Larry standing there.


ERIN

I thought you two were dead. Where did you go?


SAMANTHA

When the killer took off after you we spent the entire time trying to get back up.


ERIN

He killed Mack.


LARRY

We see that.


ERIN

Who is doing this? Who can he be and why?


LARRY

Did you look at what it said on the back of his shirt?


ERIN

No.


LARRY

He’s that man who escaped from Kentwood.


ERIN

You can’t be serious.


SAMANTHA

We’re serious.


ERIN

Why does he want to do this to us?


LARRY

We have no clue.


ERIN

We have to look for a way out of here.


LARRY

The doors won’t open. We have to try the windows.


ERIN

Okay.

CUT TO:

The four of them are trying to open the window that’s close to the front door. The window won’t open.


SAMANTHA

Everything in this house is frozen shut. We have to find a way out.


LARRY

I don’t know what to do.

Erin turns around to see the killer standing there. She screams when the killer grabs her by the hair and throws her on the steps. Samantha runs to her to see if she’s okay. Larry stands there looking at the killer.

The killer punches Larry in the face. Larry grabs the killer by the head and brings it down on his knee. The killer staggers back. Larry makes his way to the girls.


LARRY

Go!


SAMANTHA

What are you talking about? 


LARRY

You have to get out of here. I have an idea how to stop him. Now, go!


SAMANTHA

What are you talking about?


LARRY

In order for this to work I need you to know that I love you and no matter what happens I always will.


SAMANTHA

Okay.


LARRY

Now, go! Find a way out of here and make it fast! Go!


ERIN

Come on!

Larry watches the two girls run up the steps. He turns around to see the killer standing there looking at him.


LARRY

I have a gift for you.

CUT TO:

INT. BATHROOM

Erin and Samantha stand in the bathroom with the door shut. Erin is beating on the window to try and bust it.


LARRY (OS)

Hurry up!


SAMANTHA

Get the window open! Come on, Erin! Open it up!


ERIN

Wait!

Erin smashes the window. A light beams in from outside and they see Steven dead on the toilet and Rachel in the bathtub.


SAMANTHA

Are they dead?

Samantha reaches over to touch the water.


ERIN

Don’t touch the water!

Samantha touches the water and starts to get electrocuted. Erin runs into her and pushes her out of the way. The two of them fall on the ground.


ERIN

Are you okay?


SAMANTHA

Where am I?

Erin grabs her and helps her climb out the window. The two of them are standing on the roof and looking down.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Larry is lying on the ground. The killer takes the knife and stabs him.


LARRY

Now!

CUT TO:

EXT. THE ROOF

Samantha stands on the roof. Erin looks in the window when she smells something funny.


ERIN

That’s gas.

CUT TO:

INT. LIVING ROOM

Larry looks the killer in the eyes.


LARRY

Merry Christmas.

CUT TO:

EXT. THE ROOF

Erin runs towards Samantha and grabs a hold of her. The two of them are running to the edge of the roof when they leap off. 

CUT TO:

INT. LIVNG ROOM

Larry takes out the lighter and lights it up.

CUT TO:

EXT. THE ROOF

The two girls are flying in the air when the entire house goes up in flames. Samantha and Erin land in the snow.


SAMANTHA

Oh god.

Erin crawls over to Samantha and helps her up. 


ERIN

Are you okay?


SAMANTHA

No! Larry was in there! He’s in there! He’s dead.


ERIN

It’s okay. Everything is going to be okay. We’re safe now.

Erin hugs her as she looks at the burning house.

A car comes down the street and stops. A man by the name of Henry sticks his head out to see if they need help.


HENRY

Can I offer you two a ride? You look like you need help.

CUT TO:

INT. HENRY’S CAR

The three of them are riding down the street. Henry drives a pickup truck. They’re all stuck in the front.


HENRY

What happened back there? Are you two okay?


ERIN

No. That man that escaped from Kentwood is trying to kill us. Well, he was. He’s dead now.


HENRY

What are you talking about? They caught that man days ago.

Henry leans over and turns on the radio. The song “Silent Night” comes on. Erin sits there looking confused. She then starts singing the song.


ERIN

Oh my god!

The window behind them shatters. They all scream. Henry tries to control the car when the killer grabs him and slashes his throat. Samantha and Erin look at the killer and scream as he starts crawling into the truck. They are all fighting him and trying to control the car at the same time.


SAMANTHA

Control the car!

Erin speeds up the car when she looks out the window to see that she is coming up to a bridge.


ERIN

Samantha, jump!

Samantha looks out the window to see they’re heading for the bridge. She swings her door open and leaps out into the road. Erin does the same thing. Cars try to swerve around them trying not to hit them. The truck goes over the bridge and so does the killer.

CUT TO:

We see the truck falling down from off the bridge. We see it hit the ice and makes it crack as it goes through. We see the killer fall in the water where the truck has just crashed.

CUT TO:

Everyone on the road has stopped and goes to look at the truck that went over the bridge. Erin runs over to Samantha.


ERIN

Are you okay?


SAMANTHA

Yeah. I’ll live.

Erin looks at her and smiles. She gives her a hug as we hear sirens we …

FADE OUT

INT. LIVING ROOM – ONE YEAR LATER

Erin is sitting down on her couch and she is watching television. She is clicking through the channels because there is nothing on.


ERIN

Why can’t I find a good Christmas movie to watch?

That’s when her power goes out. She stands up and walks over to the living room steps.


ERIN

Samantha! What happened to the power?


SAMANTHA (OS)

I think we blew a fuse. Go and check the fuse box.


ERIN

Okay.

Erin turns around and starts walking to the basement door. She opens the door and peeks down the steps.


ERIN

Come on. This is all in your head. It’s all over. Move on, Erin.

She grabs a lighter and flicks it on. She holds it up and looks down the steps to make sure that the coast is clear. She starts making her way down the steps.

CUT TO:

INT. BEDROOM

Samantha is trying on a dress that she got so she can go out to a club. She is holding it up to herself in the mirror.


SAMANTHA

Not bad.

CUT TO:

INT. BASEMENT

Erin is walking through the basement and she is making her way to the far back of the room.


ERIN

Calm down. All I need to do is stay calm.

She makes her way to the fuse box and opens it up. She feels around for the switch and turns the lights on.


ERIN

Thank god.

Erin turns around to see Samantha standing there. Erin jumps back and screams.


SAMANTHA

Are you feeling okay?


ERIN

I’m fine. You scared me.


SAMANTHA

Are you going to the club with what or me tonight?


ERIN

It’s Christmas Eve. I think I’m going to stay here.


SAMANTHA

Okay. 

Samantha starts walking off. Erin stands there looking at her when she hears a noise coming from the closet behind her.


ERIN

Hello?

Erin turns around to see nothing, but clothes. She hears someone whisper her name. Her eyes grow wide with fear. She looks at the clothes when the killer jumps out at her. She screams. We hear her scream as we . . . 

CUT TO BLACK
